MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE


HOLBROOK CITY COUNCIL HELD ON JANUARY 22, 2008
CALL TO ORDER:  

Mayor Jeff Hill called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

 ROLL CALL:

Mayor Jeff Hill, Vice-Mayor Cynthia Stuart, Councilmembers Kent Darris, Charles Haussman, Wade Carlisle and Stuart Szink.  Councilmember Cobb was absent due to the passing of his mother.
 PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE/INVOCATION:

Councilmember Carlisle led the pledge of allegiance and Brad Rishel of the Bahai Faith gave the invocation.

MISSION STATEMENT:

Mayor Hill read the Mission Statement. 

CITY STAFF:  

Interim City Manager Fern Larson, Public Works Director Don Fischer, Police Sergeant David Hall, Attorney Solomon and City Clerk Cher Millage. 
CONSENT AGENDA:
Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to approve the following items listed on the consent agenda:

Councilmember Stuart seconded and the motion carried on a five aye 1 nay vote with Councilmember Darris casting the nay vote.
CLAIMS/PAYMENT APPROVAL (Walt’s Hardware):

Mayor Hill and Councilmember Carlisle excused themselves from this item due to a conflict as they own the business and left the room.  Councilmember Szink made a motion to approve the claims for Walt’s Hardware in the amount of $1496.86.  Councilmember Haussman seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
CEREMONIALS/ANNOUNCEMENTS/PRESENTATION:
Paul Poczobut, Assistant Town Manager for Taylor made a presentation on the Trail of Many Tracks program.   Mr. Poczobut stated that the program started 15 years ago, consists of a CD of the area, and needs to be marketed and that he would be coming to Council to ask them to budget for this.  Mr. Poczobut stated that this would be a great opportunity for all of Holbrook.  Councilmember Carlisle asked that this be placed on the next agenda so it can be discussed.  
Mayor Hill presented a plaque from the Navajo County Fair Board in appreciation of the City’s assistance with the 2007 County Fair.
PETITIONS FROM THE PUBLIC:

Bob Mason petitioned the Council regarding Economic Development stating that he is a real estate person in Northern Arizona and that he would like direction from the Council on where the City is at on Economic Development.
Tweedy Sombrero petitioned the Council regarding the Ordinance for NARBHA asking why this is on the agenda again.  Ms. Sombrero stated that she thought this had been approved and she urges approval as two persons have died of exposure.  Ms. Sombrero stated that we treat our animals better than the human beings.  Ms. Sombrero stated that the detox center is important so that all types of addictions can be dealt with.
Brad Heward representing the HIDC and the Heward Family Development petitioned the Council regarding the firing of A’Kos Kovach.  Mr. Heward stated hat he feels a mistake was made by taking this action and hopes that Council will take quick action to resolve this so that the City can move on with Economic Development.  Mr. Heward stated that he had a list of things that Mr. Kovach had accomplished and if anyone wanted to see them they could ask for a copy of it.  Mr. Heward stated that Mr. Kovach’s employment may need to be revisited and asked what was going to be done until such time this was resolved. Mr. Heward stated that he would like an update on what Staff is doing and recommended that economic development inquires could be directed to HIDC in the meantime.  
Randy Murph petitioned the Council on the behalf of the HIDC stating that he doesn’t understand why the NARBHA Ordinance is back on the agenda.  Mr. Murph stated that it is the desire of HIDC that one of the following individual’s appointed to the Personnel Board:  Karl Stockl, John States, Les Harper or Lynn Hatton.  Mr. Murph stated that Mr. Mason is a developer with legitimate concerns and Mr. Murph stated that he is personally disturbed that the Council advised him that he only had 5 minutes to speak and that they were unable to discuss it.  Mr. Murph stated that the Council ought to have at the least made an obligation for the City Manager to contact him personally to discuss these issues.

Spike Simmons petitioned the Council regarding economic development and the appointment of a personnel board.  Mr. Simmons stated that he felt the items were placed on the agenda incorrectly as the cart is before the horse as 11A can’t be fixed until 11B is resolved.  Mr. Simmons stated that it needs to be determined if we the City will continue to work with Mr. Kovach or start from scratch.
Velma Perkins petitioned the Council regarding NARBHA stating that hopefully the Council is excited about the stabilization center.  Mrs. Perkins stated that she had read an article on homeless people and that there are 3.5 million who are such.  Mrs. Perkins stated that Holbrook does not have a unique problem and that this is a great opportunity for Holbrook.  Mrs. Perkins also stated that the Alcohol and Transient Committee has not met for quite sometime and they are not sure if they are functional or non-functional.  Mrs. Perkins stated that more should be done and the Council Committee should be given direction.  Councilmember Carlisle asked that Interim Manager Larson contact the Chairman of this Committee.
Vice-Mayor Stuart asked that that a work session be set up with HIDC and the Track of Many Trails.  

Councilmember Darris commented that the reason the NARBHA Ordinance is back on the agenda is because a second reading is legally needed in order for the Ordinance to pass.

SUMMARY OF CURRENT EVENTS:

Mayor:
A. Mayor Hill reported that the Council had held a retreat on Saturday and that Mr. Decker had done a very good job.  Mayor Hill stated that the Council is committed to economic development and smart growth.
B. Mayor Hill reported that 19 applicants have applied for the Manager’s positions and that the League will make recommendations based on the profile established by the Council.  Mayor Hill asked that the Council review the applications within the next 2 weeks.

C. Mayor Hill read Council Norms and Procedures #16-19.

16. Work together as a team to solve problems.  There can be no “one-man” or “one-woman” shows. Forget about “I”. Remember it is “We.”
17. Relationships are informal, but not casual in public- be aware of impact on and perception of public.
18. Poise yourself for negative public input and when it occurs, if possible, act as one unified body.
19. Always do what is right and good for the community. Look for the needs of the community and strive to improve the quality of life for our residents.

Council Members:

A. Vice-Mayor Stuart reported that the Council would like to see the Citizens of Holbrook get behind and support the 50th Annual Hashknife Pony Express ride.  Vice-mayor Stuart reported that on January 28 there would be a barbeque at the Corral Bar for $7.00 per person, on January 29 at 2 p.m. the swearing in ceremony will be held at the Navajo County Fairgrounds and a dinner at the Holbrook Elks Lodge at 6:00 p.m., on January 30 a breakfast will be held at the Senior Citizens Center at 6:00 a.m. and the Pony Express will depart from the Post Office at 8:00 a.m.  Vice-Mayor Stuart asked that the Citizens please show their support.
B. Vice-Mayor Stuart offered condolences to the families of Verniece Sutherland and Ethel Stilwell. 
C. Vice-Mayor Stuart reported that Councilmember Darris, Public Works Director Fischer and Interim Manger Larson had attended the Rural Transportation Summit will be held in Casa Grande last week. Vice-Mayor Stuart stated that they were informed that there is no funding for new projects available but ADOT is still working on 5, 10, 15 and 20 years plans.  
D. Councilmember Carlisle reported that he had attended the RC&D Council on January 10, 2008.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that Board elections were held, dues were increased and an audit will be conducted this year. 

E. Councilmember Carlisle reported that he had attended the Little Colorado River Watershed Council meeting and if anyone wanted to see the information that was made available to ask him.
F. Councilmember Darris reported that he had attended the Fair Board Appreciation Dinner on Saturday night.

G. Councilmember Darris reported that several Council members had attended the ceremony on Saturday night at the George Gardner Performing Arts Center and that it is a building that Holbrook can be proud of.  Councilmember Haussman stated that the performing arts center is a result of a vision by Mary Koury and that is what made the George Gardner Center happen.  

H. Councilmember Haussman complimented the Holbrook Police Department on their recent response to a call at his house. 
  
Manager’s Report:
A. Interim Manager Larson reported that Brent Holmes, Streets Crew Chief is home and doing well after having surgery.
B. Interim Manager Larson reported that the deed for the NPC property has been received in the office.

C. Interim Manager Larson reported that Staff had discussed the potential City Manager interview committee in the Department Head meeting and that several people had volunteered to serve on the committee.

D. Interim Manager Larson reminded Council of the work session for February 5, 2008, 6:00 p.m. on the budget.
E. Interim Manager Larson reported that a group of concerned citizens in Pinetop-Lakeside had requested that Oasker Hollins be an active member of their group.  
F. Interim Manager Larson reported that the SATS kick-off at Navajo County Public Works building at 1:00 p.m. tomorrow.

G. Public Works Director Don Fischer gave a bi-weekly street report. Mr. Fischer stated that they had worked on the drainage area on Airport Road and that various signs have been replaced around town, shoveled heavy sand areas, cleaned W. Buffalo drainage and hand patched pot holes on McLaws Road.
H. Public Works Director Don Fischer reported that the Street’s Crew Chief had made a list of all roads with recommendations of work to be done to each.  Councilmember Carlisle asked how many road miles we have.  Mr. Fischer stated that he was unsure but would get the answer to this.  Vice-Mayor Stuart asked whose responsibility it is to sweep the downtown area.  Mr. Fischer stated that it was ADOT’s but once in awhile the City sweeps it as ADOT doesn’t have time to do it as much as we like.  Vice-Mayor Stuart asked if we could work with ADOT to get this done more often.  
OLD BUSINESS:

(Item #A)
Interim Manager Larson reminded the Council that there is a budget work session scheduled on February 5, 2008 at 6:00 p.m.  Interim Manager Larson stated that she will not have revenue figures from the State until some time in March so only expenditures would be reviewed.  After discussion Council determined to hold a work session on February 5, 2008 at 6:00 p.m. with HIDC and with the Chamber (General Plan Review) at 7:00 p.m., a work session on the NPC property and how they want to proceed on February 12, 20087 at 5:30 p.m., the budget work session was rescheduled for February 19, 2008 at 6:00 p.m.  Council also determined to hold a retreat follow-up at P&M Lanes on February 29, 2008 at 6:00 p.m. 
(Item #B)

Mayor Hill presented Ordiance 08-01 for its second reading captioned as follows:

AN ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF HOLBROOK, ARIZONA, AMENDING CHAPTER 4, PUBLIC WORKS AND UTILITES OF THE HOLBROOK CITY CODE, BY AMENDING SECTION 4-11-5 PREPARATION OF REFUSE OF HOLBROOK CITY CODE, GARBAGE

Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to adopt Ordinance 08-01.  Councilmember Szink seconded.  A roll call vote was held with the following results:  Councilmember Carlisle, “aye”, Councilmember Darris, “aye”, Councilmember Haussman, “aye”, Vice-Mayor Stuart, “aye” and Mayor Hill, “aye”.  
(Item #C)

Mayor Hill presented Ordinance 07-06 for it second reading captioned as follows:

ORDINANCE 07-06

AN ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE 

CITY OF HOLBROOK, ARIZONA, AUTHORIZING

THE SALE OF REAL PROPERTY OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK:

NAMELY A PORTION OF PARCEL NUMBER 109-37-006, MORE FULLY DESCRIBED IN EXHIBIT “A” ATTACHED HERETO, DECLARING AN EMERGENCY.

Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to accept Ordinance 07-06 as presented.  Councilmember Haussman seconded.  A roll call vote was held with the following results:  Councilmember Carlisle, “aye”, Councilmember Darris, “aye”, Councilmember Haussman, “aye”, Vice-Mayor Stuart, “aye” and Mayor Hill, “aye”.  
NEW BUSINESS:

(Item #A)

Mayor Hill made a motion to table this item.  Councilmember Carlisle seconded and the item was tabled unanimously.

(Item #B)

Attorney Solomon asked that this item be tabled held per a request from Mr. Kovach’s legal counsel to hold on the appeal.  Attorney Solomon stated that there would be no harm to either party. Mayor Hill made a motion to table this item.  Councilmember Darris seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

(Item #C)

Interim Manager Larson reported that the street department pickup is a budgeted item.  Public Works Director Fischer recommended awarding the bid to Bill Luke Chrysler Dodge and Jeep stating that they were the lowest bidder and they were the State Contract bidder.  Mr. Fischer stated that this would replace a 15 year old truck.  Councilmember Haussman made a motion to award the bid to Bill Luke Chrysler-Dodge & Jeep the lowest bidder in the amount of $19,670.11.  Vice-Mayor Stuart seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
ATTORNEY’S REPORT:

Attorney Solomon reminded Council to get him a list of things they have asked for and he has yet to provide and he will get with them individually.

GENERAL PLAN REVIEW:

COUNCILMEMBER COMMENTS AND/OR DIRECTION TO STAFF:

Vice-Mayor Stuart asked if anyone from the City would be in attendance at the Posse Statute dedication.  Interim Manager Larson stated that she has tentative plans to attend. Mayor Hill stated that he also is hoping to attend.  Councilmember Carlisle asked Attorney Solomon about the status on the e-mail policy.  Councilmember Haussman asked Attorney Solomon about the Cable One Franchise.  Attorney Solomon stated that he is in the process of negotiations with Cable One. Councilmember Darris asked if the annexation guidelines have been started.  Attorney Solomon stated that Manager Larson will receive these tomorrow.  Councilmember Darris asked that they be forwarded to Council also.  Mayor Hill stated that Interim Manager Larson would be receiving a resolution for the designation of the Posse roadway and asked that it be placed on the next agenda.  Mayor Hill also asked that an executive session be scheduled on the next agenda for review of the resumes received for the Manager’s position.  Councilmember Carlisle asked for an update on this item. Mayor Hill stated that an attempt is being made to pass legislation designating the Hashknife Route as the Pony Express Highway.  Mayor Hill stated that Senator Flake is involved as well as J.R. DeSpain.  Councilmember Carlisle asked when Council would receive copies of the résumés. Mayor Hill stated that there would be no copies that Council needs to come to City Hall and review them some time within the next two weeks. Vice-Mayor Stuart stated that she would work with the HIDC to form that agenda and asked who would work with the Chamber for their agenda?  Interim Manager Larson stated that she and the City Clerk would work on this item.

Jim Gray petitioned the Council (please see insert of what was read by Mr. Gray)
Pam Searls petitioned the Council stating that everyone was invited to a Community Forum at the Mesa Banquet Room on January 24, 2008 at 6:00 p.m.  Ms. Searls stated that discussion would be on how to stimulate growth, pro-growth policies and how to improve City Government.
