MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE


HOLBROOK CITY COUNCIL HELD ON JULY 26, 2005

CALL TO ORDER:  

Mayor Smithson called the meeting to order at 7:03 p.m. 

ROLL CALL:

Mayor Bryan Smithson, Vice-Mayor Jeff Font, Councilmembers Mary Bradley, Cynthia Stuart, Wade Carlisle, Stuart Szink and Spike Simmons.  

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE/INVOCATION:

Vice-Mayor Jeff Font led the pledge of allegiance and Pastor Tony Rivera from the Seventh Day Adventist Indian School gave the invocation.

MISSION STATEMENT:

Mayor Smithson read the Mission Statement. 

CITY STAFF:  

City Manager David Newlin, Attorney Morgan Brown, Finance Director Amber Hill, Public Works Director Ron Eisele, Chief of Police DWayne Hartup and City Clerk Cher Millage.

MINUTES:

Minutes of the regular meeting held on July 12, 2005 were presented for review.   Councilmember Simmons made a motion to approve the minutes.  Vice-Mayor Font seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

CEREMONIALS/ANNOUNCEMENTS/PRESENTATION:

None.

PETITIONS FROM THE PUBLIC:

Ila Pastian petitioned the Council regarding paying for sewer and sanitation for her property while she is gone for a period of 6 months.  Ms. Pastian stated that she has never had to pay for these services when she has left before but was told this year that the City had a new rule that all services had to be paid for even if not used.  Ms. Pastian stated that she hires someone to take care of her yard and cat and that is the only water, which is used, nothing goes into the sewer and no one uses the sanitation.  Mayor Smithson informed Ms. Pastian that Council could take no action on this item but it would be discussed at a later date.

Mike DeWitt petitioned the Council regarding a remark that Councilmember Szink had made during the budget review that City Employees would be making less this year than last due to the utility rate increase and that he felt they should get an increase to offset this.  Mike DeWitt said that he found this absurd that the utility rates would be increased to pay for infrastructure and the City Employees is exempt from these increases.  Mr. DeWitt asked if the utility rates would be increased to cover the additional salary expense?  

Mike DeWitt petitioned the Council regarding the annexation of the Hopi Truck Plaza and the extension of water and sewer lines to such.  Mr. DeWitt stated that about 12 years ago Milton and Dale Phillips asked another Council for City sewer at the truck stop which the Council agreed to as long as the line and easements were given to the City.  Mr. DeWItt stated that a requirement to annex at this time should have been stipulated.  Mr. DeWitt stated that 3 years ago Sun Valley Utilities gave their water company to the City and the City currently provides water to the truck plaza.  Mike DeWitt stated that he feels the Hopi Tribe should be asked what they would be willing to do to get the good Holbrook water to the Plaza?

SUMMARY OF CURRENT EVENTS:

Mayor:

1.  Mayor Smithson announced that the City has received CDBG grant funds in the amount of $55, 440.00 for Administration and  $252, 709.00 for infrastructure improvements and thanked Grants Writer/Administrator Mary French-Jones for all the works she does.

Council Members:

A. Vice-Mayor Font asked if it would be appropriate to have Staff send a letter to BNSF thanking them for the train slowing down when going through town?  Manager Newlin stated that he would follow up on this.

B. Councilmember Stuart reported that a long time Holbrook resident Grant Brinkerhoff had passed away and that his funeral will be Saturday.  Mayor Smithson reported that Marguerite Jordan had also passed away and offered condolences to the families. 



Manager’s Report:

A. Manager Newlin reported that the City had received additional funding for the Railroad Depot project in the amount of $74,000.00 + and that Mary French-Jones was instrumental in obtaining these funds.

B. Manager Newlin invited all interested persons to attend the I-40 Corridor Group meeting August 3, 2005, 10:00 a.m. at the Navajo County Complex.  

CLAIMS:

Vice-Mayor Font made a motion to approve the claims in the amount of $185,161.16.  Councilmember Szink seconded and the motion carried unanimously. 

OLD BUSINESS:

(Item #A)

Mayor Smithson stated that a public hearing and special meeting will be held on August 2, 2005 for the tax levy and budget adoption per State Statute.  Mayor Smithson stated that this meeting would be begin at 6:00 p.m.

NEW BUSINESS:

(Item #A)

Mayor Smithson explained to the public that this has already happened, the meetings have been held and for this item to be re-discussed there will have to be a motion to do so.  Mayor Smithson listed the options as such:  re-do the rate increase following the requirements of Statute or state that the City has substantially complied with the statute and leave the rate increase in place.  Mayor Smithson stated that the only thing not done was adoption of notice of intention to increase rates by the Council.  Councilmember Szink made a motion to open this item to discussion.  Councilmember Bradley seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  Attorney Brown informed that Council that the City did not adopt a notice of intention by motion at a regular council meeting and set a date for a public hearing nor did the required publishing take place.  Attorney Brown stated that the process begin in March 2004 with 2 public hearing being held then with two more being held in February 2005 and one in June 2005.  Attorney Brown stated that the rate increase was also discussed at 5 regular council meetings and four-work session, which also were open to the public.  Attorney Brown said the legal analysis comes down to a strict compliance versus a substantial requirement argument and since there is no case law on this particular statute this is the part that is up in the air he cannot provide advice one way or the other.  Attorney Brown said that in his opinion the City has substantially complied with the statute.  Councilmember Szink said that he felt it was very important that we go by the strict compliance of the law.  Councilmember Simmons concurred.  Mayor Smithson asked Finance Director Hill if the Council goes with the strict compliance how this would affect the budget?  Finance Director Hill responded 6-10 thousand dollars.  Councilmember Bradley stated that she felt we need to comply with the law and that she appreciated Blaine Hatch bringing this to the attention of Staff.  Councilmember Carlisle asked why it wasn’t followed in the first place?  Finance Director Hill informed the Council that it was an oversight on her part.  Councilmember Bradley made a motion to re-do the rate increases strictly following the required State Statute.  Vice-Mayor Font seconded.  Attorney Brown said that it needs to be stated in the motion a notice of intent to raise the utility rates and set the public hearing. Mayor Smithson made a motion to amend the first motion: on 7/26/05 adopt a notice of intent to increase water/wastewater rates and set a public hearing, 8/5/05 publish notice of intent and public hearing, 8/30 public hearing/adoption by resolution and 9/30/05 implement new rates in billing.  Councilmember Simmons seconded the amendment.  The Mayor called for the question on the amendment and it carried unanimously.  The Mayor called for the question on the first motion and it carried unanimously.

(Item #B)

Attorney Brown briefed the Council on the history of the Sun and Sand saying the essentially the owner of the property has abandoned it and there are several liens against the property and unfortunately the City’s liens are the lowest on the chain.  Attorney Brown reminded Council that earlier this year Staff had come to Council with an idea to purchase the back taxes on the property so that the City would have some control over what to do with the property at this time the taxes were about $26,000.00.  Attorney Brown stated that recently the mortgage company had sent the City notice that they are foreclosing on the property and will be holding a trustees sale on September 13, 2005.  Attorney Brown stated that in order to get the property back now it would cost about $77,000.00.  Attorney Brown stated that Staff wanted to bring the issue before the Council as there are several people in the community who are concerned about it and ideas need to be discussed on what to do with it.  Grants Writer/Administrator French-Jones provided the Council with a listing of potential grant sources.  Ms. French-Jones stated that before this evening she had been in discussion with the Federal Brownfield’s Assistance Program and ADEQ on whether or not the Sun and Sand would have a potential.  Ms. French-Jones stated that she had received word back today “no” our project was not eligible for Federal dollars due to the consideration of assessment and abatement would be mostly asbestos and lead based paint.  Ms. French-Jones said that one of the issues, which came up, was that the City does not own the property and to do any of these things we need owner permission.  Grants Writer/Administrator French-Jones stated that there are opportunities available if everything fell in line and the property owner and the City wanted to do some restoration instead of demolition and this would be through Arizona State Parks and Historic Preservation Heritage Fund.  Ms. French-Jones said that for every grant dollar received there is an equal criteria that has to be met and nothing comes free.  Ms. French-Jones stated that there is the possibility of obtaining funds through the Arizona Department of Housing regional and/or State Special Projects.  Ms. French-Jones said that the project would have to meet criteria, which she thinks it would.  Grants Writer/Administrator French-Jones cited eligible projects listed under slum/blight would be acquisition of property, clearance, relocation, rehabilitation, restoration, stabilization and protection.  Ms. French-Jones stated that these are just some of the options and at this time she has not researched any others but she will try not to let any grant dollars slip her attention.  Ms. French-Jones said that the bottom line right now is that the City does not own the property and as far as what we can do that is something the City Attorney, Council and Staff needs to speak to.  Mayor Smithson asked what a re-development district was under options provided?  Attorney Brown stated that this is a State Statute that allows Cities to declare a certain area of your City as a slum/blight area and define that district as a re-development district, which will give powers of condemnation.  Attorney Brown said this would allow the City to actually go in and condemn the person’s property and sell it to someone else who will develop it.  Attorney Brown stated that this is something, which has been discussed with Council in the past, and this would allow the City to be able to qualify for grants funding.  Mayor Smithson said that it would be expensive to have the owner are our expense abate the property.  Ms French-Jones stated that the City has utilized CDBG funds to assess, abate and demolish property in the past for residences and this is similar to those projects.  Ms. French-Jones stated that the City could apply for funding to do this but would need owner’s permission to condemn.   Mayor Smithson asked if the property owner agreed and the City condemned the building conducted the abatement it would still be the property owner’s property?  Attorney Brown said that is the problem, you’d be pouring a lot of money into someone else’s property.  Manager Newlin clarified that the State Statutes allow the City to do this for slum and blight properties and the Supreme Court decision had to do with taking over property that was not slum and blight strictly for economic development issues.  Mayor Smithson said that he felt we were getting close to doing this with the Sun and Sand.  Vice-Mayor Font stated there were additional properties that could be included.  Councilmember Szink said that he would like to see the foreclosure proceed and see what happens and that he does not want to see the City get involved until there is a firm owner to deal with.  Councilmember Simmons stated that the big problem remains that transients are using the property, it’s a mess, an eyesore and it’s visible to everyone that comes through our City from the west.  Councilmember Simmons stated that we need to deal with the nuisance but still need to comply with the law.  Attorney Brown stated that if the City wanted to purchase the property at the trustees sale they wouldn’t just go and bid $100.00 the mortgage company must receive the minimum bid of the amount owed to them of $45,000.00 and on top of this the property taxes will not be wiped out which will be an additional $25-30 thousand.  Attorney Brown stated that it is a possibility that someone will purchase it through the sale that would be more willing to work with the City.  Attorney Brown stated that the third option is the re-development district in which the City would have to condemn the property, pay fair market value and the property taxes.  Attorney Brown said that abatement of the property costs money out of the City’s pocket, which probably won’t be collected because there is not enough value in the property to pay everyone who is owed.  Attorney Brown said that this will make the property look better but it is not a solution and Council needs to decide what direction they want to go and where they want to put their money.  Councilmember Carlisle asked what the economic viability of the property with the structure on it, is it something that can be re-built and put back to official use?  Councilmember Carlisle said this is the number one question that needs to be asked before anyone purchases.  Manager Newlin informed the Council that he has training in asbestos contract supervising and there is as small alternative.  Manager Newlin said that the City could send out a RFP with the understanding that we weren’t necessarily going to award but rather to obtain figures on how much it would cost to test for asbestos and lead based paint?  Manager Newlin said this would give us an idea on how much is there and what will need to be done.  Manager Newlin estimates that just this alone would cost about $15,000.00. City Clerk Millage stated that even if the building is tested and abated it would be a shell of a building standing there which will not contain lead and asbestos.  Councilmember Carlisle asked if we purchase the building, test and abate it is there any value to the structure.  City Clerk Millage stated that in the site visits which have been made the building appears to be structurally sound and could possible be converted into low income housing like Cher Ferry from Quantum Aid suggested to Council previously.  City Clerk Millage stated that she felt the building had historic value on Route 66 but she did not know if it would be economically viable.  Councilmember Simmons said that he has a friend who says the plumbing in the building is shot and how many thousands of dollars would this cost if we were to restore building?  Manager Newlin reminded Council that an affordable study is going to be conducted in the City at no cost to the City which may demonstrate a need for Senior or low cost housing there may be other funding sources available but they may not necessarily tie into the Sun and Sand.  Councilmember Bradley stated that she felt this was speculative like betting on the horses, as we just don’t know.  Vice-Mayor Font said that he would like to look at establishing a re-development district.   City Clerk Millage stated that by doing this area could be designated which would include the other buildings, which also need to be addressed.  Grants Writer/Administrator French-Jones stated that in researching CDBG funds establishing a re-development area would be an eligible project and then we could incorporate either a spot slum/blight or do a survey to determine what would determine slum/blight criteria.  Ms French-Jones stated that she did not feel the west side of town along Hopi would be a tough sell.  Councilmember Szink asked if we could instruct a new owner to clean up or condemn the property?  Attorney Brown stated that if there is a new owner we can try to work with them under the City Codes that we have regarding abatements and such but the only way the property can be condemned illegally to his knowledge is to establish a re-development district and then we would have to pay fair market value for the property.  Councilmember Szink asked the Chief of Police if we are having many problems with the transients at this property?  Chief Hartup stated that the property is very difficult to defend due to the amount of opened doors and the level of activity is difficult to ascertain.  Chief Hartup said it is being use nightly but he cannot answer by how many?  City Clerk Millage voiced her concerns that we are not getting anywhere with this property as it has an absentee landlord, abatements have been conducted and a lien placed against the property and nothing changes.  Ms. Millage stated that she field complaints about the Sun and Sand even when she goes out of town.  Clerk Millage stated that she will proceed with what she has been doing, abating the weeds and installation of a temporary construction site fence which will fence off the entire property including alleyway and at this point she does not know what else to do that is why Staff is asking Council for direction.  Clerk Millage stated that the public seems to feel we can go raze and demo the property but that is not how it works.  Manager Newlin asked City Clerk Millage what the estimates were for the fencing.  Ms. Millage replied “about $5000.00 per year”.  Councilmember Bradley asked if this amount would be liened against the property.  City Clerk Millage stated it would but chances of collecting are slim and it will use the entire abatement budget for the next year.  Manager Newlin stated that the transients who are staying in the Sun and Sand would go someplace else; the fencing will help some but will not end the transient issue.  Councilmember Bradley agreed that they will move to another building and she has received complaints about transients behind other properties.  Mayor Smithson stated he liked what Councilmember Szink said about waiting to see what happens at the auction and hopefully works with the new owners.  Mayor Smithson stated that if nothing happens maybe we’d need to go ahead with the re-development district.  Councilmember Bradley agreed.  Councilmember Szink made a motion to instruct City Clerk Millage go ahead and take whatever steps necessary to have the property fenced.  Councilmember Simmons seconded.  The motion carried on a 6 for one against with Vice-Mayor Font casting the “nay” vote as he feels this is not enough and he stands firm that we should establish a re-development district to set an example that we are not going to put up with this anymore it may change the opinions of the landlords.  Vice-Mayor Font commented that if we keep on waiting we are going to get exactly what we got now. 

(Item #C)

Finance Director Hill stated that in order to cover volunteers on the City’s Workman’s Compensation a salary equivalent needs to be established and Staff is recommending $400.00 per month.  Ms. Hill stated that this would cover all volunteers including the Volunteers in Police, volunteers helping to construct library and volunteer who work at the Living West Park. Councilmember Simmons said that perhaps this amount could be used in determining a match for grants.  Finance Director Hill stated that from a grant perspective the going rate would be used.  Councilmember Bradley asked if there were several claims on this policy would the policy fee would go up.  Finance Director Hill stated that this would be logical. Finance Director Hill also said that she would like to see Volunteers have some type of safety training.   Mayor Smithson presented

A roll call vote was held with the following results:  Councilmember Szink, “aye”, Councilmember Stuart, “aye”, Councilmember Bradley, “aye”, Councilmember Carlisle, “aye”, Vice-Mayor Font, “aye”, Councilmember Simmons, “aye” and Mayor Smithson, “aye”.  

(Item #D)

Manager Newlin informed Council that section 2 of the contract should read that the Chamber would be paid $98,000.00 as a portion of the lodger’s tax and the remainder of the contract would be the same.  Councilmember Stuart asked how far out the Chamber distributes brochures, pamphlets and other information?  Paul Dobell answered world-wide.  Councilmember Stuart asked how progress is tracked?  Mr. Dobell replied that each individual ad that is produce is typically encoded so that they can be tracked when calls come in for feedback or further information and the operator code allows the Chamber to know what the caller’s source was such as AAA.  Vice-Mayor Font asked City Manager Newlin to verify that if the Chamber was receiving $98,000.00 for tourism but was this total amount that would be paid to Chamber.  Manager Newlin replied that the $98,000.00 is a portion of the Lodger’s Tax that is for this contract the Main Street Contract is separate.  Vice-Mayor Font made a motion to enter into the contract with the Holbrook Chamber of Commerce for the Tourism Plan for FY 2005-06.  Councilmember Stuart seconded and the motion carried unanimously. 

(Item #E)

Manager Newlin asked Council to note on page under 5. payment the amount should be $22,000.00.  Councilmember Bradley told Mr. Dobell that he is doing a good job leading Main Street.  Councilmember Bradley noted that signs are being repaired and Main Street is going with the Route 66 theme.  Councilmember Stuart concurred and asked that Staff place the quarterly reports on the Council Calendar so that Council knows when they are due.  Councilmember Bradley asked that they report to Council in a meeting.  Councilmember Simmons stated that the State Main Street Program considers Holbrook’s Program combined with the Chamber as a model and they are very enthusiastic about it.  Councilmember Simmons made a motion to approve the contract with the Holbrook Chamber of Commerce for the Main Street Program for FY 2006.  Vice-Mayor Font seconded.  Vice-Mayor Font asked how much of the $22,000.00 is actually placed into projects.  Mr. Dobell stated that $19,000.00 goes directly into projects.  Vice-Mayor Font stated that he also is very impressed with the efforts being made by Main Street.  Mr. Dobell stated that on behalf of the entire Chamber that they appreciate and encourage feedback on the Main Street Program.  Councilmember Stuart asked for Mr. Dobell’s opinion on the Sun and Sand.  Mr. Dobell replied that he appreciates the effort the Ms. Millage is making but feels the approach should be two fold.  Mr. Dobell stated that while waiting to see what the Mortgage Company is going to do we could be establishing a re-development area so that condemnation can take place if necessary.    Mr. Dobell stated that perhaps a false front could be placed in front of the building. Councilmember Stuart asked that the Community let her know if they have other ideas for this property.  Councilmember Bradley said that in the past Main Street’s hands were tied and now she seems them utilizing more variable options and she appreciates this.  Councilmember Bradley asked that Main Street come back to Council with quarterly reports, as they are important to Council and to the general public.  Manager Newlin commented that whatever is decided to be done with the Sun and Sand Grants Writer/Administrator French-Jones would like to see that the sign is saved.  Mayor Smithson called for the question and the motion carried unanimously.

(Item #F)

Finance Director Hill explained to the Council that earlier in the spring a Police Department car had sustained damage in a collision requiring extensive repairs.  Ms. Hill stated that the Fleet Department had obtained three estimates for repairs and had McPherson Collision was chosen to complete the necessary repairs Ms. Hill stated that the insurance has already reimbursed the City for the amount less the $1000.00 deductible and the actual cost to the City is $1000.00 but as the repairs amounted to more than $5000.00 Staff determined to obtain Council permission to pay the bill.  Councilmember Simmons made a motion to approve the payment for auto body repair to McPherson Collision in the amount of $6692.50.  Councilmember Stuart seconded.  Councilmember Stuart asked how going over the $1000.00 affected the bidding process.   Finance Director Hill explained that even though the City only had to pay $1000.00 the total bill was over $5,000.00, which by Code states three quotes must be obtained, and have Council approval.  Councilmember Stuart asked how this played out if Staff chose the low bid?  Finance Director Hill stated that we would have paid $1000.00 no matter what, as that is our deductible period.  Mayor Smithson called for the question and the motion carried unanimously.

(Item #G)

Councilmember Stuart asked Fire Chief Merrill Young what he was going to do with the old Jaws of Life?  Fire Chief Young stated that he would keep it in service until he can either refurbish or replace.  Vice-Mayor Font asked why would they want two sets?  Mr. Young replied that there has been several times when multiple accidents have occurred that it would have been nice to have a 2nd set.  Chief Young stated that demographics such as the railroad crossing also add to this.  Councilmember Stuart asked Police Chief Hartup if the Police Department has a set?  Chief Hartup replied, “No we do not”.  Vice-Mayor Font made a motion to approve the purchase of the rescue tool submitted by First In, Inc. in the amount of $11,676.16.   Councilmember Stuart seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

(Item #H)

Manager Newlin asked that this item be delayed until a later date, as he is not prepared to announce a name this evening due to an administrative situation.  

(Item #I)

Mayor Smithson asked Dolores Najar if she was asking for an extension on her agreement.  Ms. Najar asked the Council that they remove the restrictions placed on the property she purchased in the Light Industrial Park as only one other property sold had the restrictions besides hers.  Ms. Najar stated that she had gone to the City Hall to obtain water and sewer for the property only to be told that they were not available.  Ms. Najar commented that sewer was available now and water should be available by September 1, 2005.  Ms. Najar stated that she has been asked to comply with certain restrictions within 6 months and there is no way she could go forward without water or sewer.    Vice-Mayor Font asked Ms. Najar if she knew when she purchased the property that there was restrictions?  Ms. Najar responded that she did and that was several years ago, she was still working at the time and unfortunately she had become ill and things were put on the back burner.  Vice-Mayor Font asked Ms. Najar if she has plans for the property?  Ms. Najar stated that she did.  Vice-Mayor Font asked if the restrictions were limiting Ms. Najar from doing what she has planned?  Ms. Najar stated that they are limiting her as they have caused a great deal of duress and stress.   Ms. Najar stated that she had met with the City Manager and felt as though she was not treated properly for someone who has lived here 60 years.  Mayor Smithson asked Ms. Najar if she knows the reason this property was sold to her was for economic development and as a City we expected that to happen.  Mayor Smithson asked if Ms. Najar would feel better if the Council gave her an extension?  Ms. Najar stated that she would like the restrictions removed.  Mayor Smithson stated that he would feel better giving an extension for 1 year.  Ms. Najar asked 1 year from when the water goes in, as you can’t have a viable open business without water.  Mayor Smithson pointed out that the property had no water or sewer when purchased.  Ms. Najar stated that she did not know this when purchasing.  Vice-Mayor Font asked how long it would take Ms. Najar to have a viable business?  Ms. Najar responded “1 year”.  Councilmember Szink made a motion to extend the agreement with Ms. Najar for one year after the water and sewer is installed.  Councilmember Stuart seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  

(Item #J)

Manager Newlin asked that this item be tabled until some additional research can be done.  Councilmember Simmons made a motion to table this item.  Councilmember Szink seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

 (Item #K)

Manager Newlin asked Council to ratify out-of-state travel for Facilities Maintenance/building Inspector Eberle Eckright for a telemetry seminar in California so that he is better able to repair and take care of the system.  Manager Newlin stated that the amount is $1049.35.  Vice-Mayor Font made a motion to ratify this expenditure.  Councilmember Szink seconded and the motion carried unanimously. 

(Item #L)

Manager Newlin asked for input regarding the proposed alcohol/transient ordinance.  Councilmember Szink asked if there were any more instances of people from the Gallup area being brought her.  Chief of Police Hartup stated that to the best of his ability in discussions with their transportation persons he does not believe that people are being directly brought to Holbrook.  Councilmember Bradley asked if the newspaper could publish requesting public comment regarding this issue?  Councilmember Bradley stated that she has had several people tell her that they were not aware that the work session on this item was being held, as they would have liked to attend as this is a hot topic for Holbrook and they would like to provide input.  Police Chief Hartup responded that he appreciated this as the more input from the Community the sooner a solution could come about and he is in favor of whatever can be done to promote such.  Manager Newlin informed Council that he has asked the Chief to set up meetings with all the owners who sell alcohol to discuss these issues since they will be impacted the most.
