MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE


HOLBROOK CITY COUNCIL HELD ON SEPTEMBER 28, 2010 
CALL TO ORDER:  

Mayor Hill called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.
ROLL CALL:

Mayor Jeff Hill, Vice-Mayor Matt Searles, Councilmembers Wade Carlisle, Richard Peterson, Myron Maxwell, Phillip Cobb and Charles Haussman.   
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE/INVOCATION:

Councilmember Carlisle led the pledge of allegiance and Librarian Wendy Skevington gave the invocation.

CITY STAFF:  

City Manager Ray Alley, Chief of Police Mark Jackson, Librarian Wendy Skevington, Finance Director Randall Sullivan and City Clerk Cher Reyes. 
CEREMONIALS/ANNOUNCMENTS/PRESENTATION:
Librarian Wendy Skevington presented the Council a plaque from the US Census for participation in the Census.  Ms. Skevington asked that the Council acknowledge the efforts of those who worked the Parent Teachers Conferences to reach out to everyone they spoke to about the Census:  Judy Pack, Linda Best, Mary Tyler, Cindy Percy and Francie Payne.  Ms. Skevington reported that the mail in returns were increased by 13%. 
PETITIONS FROM THE PUBLIC:

Danny Duran petitioned the Council regarding the Fitness Center stating that the Fitness Center is one of the most positive things to happen to Holbrook in the last 50 years. Mr. Duran stated that he firmly supports Mr. Alley’s efforts in getting the fitness center and believes it will help keep the youth out of trouble.

CONSENT AGENDA:
Councilmember Cobb made a motion to approve the items on the consent agenda.  
A. Claims/payment approval for September 8, 2010 thru September 22, 2010.
B. Minutes of the Regular meeting held on September 14, 2010.
Councilmember Carlisle seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

SUMMARY OF CURRENT EVENTS:

Mayor:
1. Mayor Hill read a letter of thanks to the Street’s Department for fixing a drainage issue on Mission Lane.

2. Mayor Hill read an announcement that the Hopi Health Care Center held its annual Indian Day Celebration on September 17, 2010. 

Councilmembers:
1. Councilmember Cobb stated that he is looking for a volunteer driver for Special Olympics in October. 

2. Councilmember Cobb thanked if the everyone who assisted with the Navajo County Fair for the wonderful job.  
3. Councilmember Cobb reported that former Councilmember Spike Simmons is recovering with his son in Show Low.
Manager’s Report:
1.  Manager Alley reported that the water well land did close and the property is now the City’s.

2. Manager Alley reported that the City’s portion of the forced main project is almost complete.  Manager Alley stated that the contractor has been wonderful to work with and they have assisted the City with some work at no cost.

3. Manager Alley reported that the sidewalk on 3rd Avenue by the Junior High has been replaced.

4. Manager Alley reported that $160,000 of the $240,000 claims is for the Airport project and will be reimbursed from Federal and State grants.

5. Manager Alley reported that the City did receive a complaint letter for open burning.  Manager Alley reported that burning is not allowed at night.  Manager Alley stated that the biggest problem that the City has is its green waste pile and the burning of it.  Manager Alley stated that he is researching other options. 

6. Manager Alley stated that currently the City is working on 3 Economic Development leads and 2 of the 3 are looking highly favorable.

7. Manager Alley reported that he would like to take the Council to the old Library to see the Fitness Center after the meeting or when they are available.
OLD BUSINESS:
A.  Mayor Hill presented Ordinance 10-10 captioned as follows for its second reading:

AN ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK, ARIZONA, RENAMING “CARTER DRIVE” TO “CODE TALKERS DRIVE”
Councilmember Peterson stated that the only concern he had was that the person whom the street was named after may be insulted but he has had no complaints.  Mayor Hill stated that he had received one complaint but has heard nothing further.
Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to adopt the Ordinance as presented. Councilmember Haussman seconded.  A roll call vote was held with the following results:  Councilmember Carlisle, “aye”, Councilmember Cobb, “aye”, Councilmember Haussman, “aye”, Councilmember Peterson, “aye”, Councilmember Maxwell, “aye”, Vice-Mayor Searles, “aye” and Mayor Hill, “aye”.
B.   Mayor Hill presented Ordinance 10-11 captioned as follows for its second reading:

AN ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND THE CITY COUNCIL OF HOLBROOK, ARIZONA, AMENDING CHAPTER 5 OF THE HOLBROOK CITY CODE BY ADOPTING THE 2006 INTERNATIONAL BUILDING, RESIDENTIAL, PLUMBING, MECHANICAL AND FUEL CODES BY REFERENCE WITH EXCEPTIONS TO THE INTERNATIONAL BUILDING CODE.

Vice-Mayor Searles made a motion to adopt the Ordinance. Councilmember Cobb seconded. A roll call vote was held with the following results:  Councilmember Carlisle, “aye”, Councilmember Cobb, “aye”, Councilmember Haussman, “aye”, Councilmember Peterson, “aye”, Councilmember Maxwell, “aye”, Vice-Mayor Searles, “aye” and Mayor Hill, “aye”.
C. Mayor Hill presented Ordinance 10-12 captioned as follows for its second reading:

AN ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK, ARIZONA, ADDING ARTICLE 3-8 TO THE HOLBROOK MUNICIPAL CODE AND DESIGNATING AN EFFECTIVE DATE:  

Vice-Mayor Searles stated that he would like to see the 50 foot limit be changed to 100 foot as he believes 50 foot was to close. Mayor Hill stated that this could be done in the motion.  Vice-Mayor Searles made a motion to adopt the Ordinance with the change of 50 foot to 100 foot for the distance. Councilmember Cobb seconded. A roll call vote was held with the following results:  Councilmember Carlisle, “aye”, Councilmember Cobb, “aye”, Councilmember Haussman, “aye”, Councilmember Peterson, “aye”, Councilmember Maxwell, “aye”, Vice-Mayor Searles, “aye” and Mayor Hill, “aye”.
NEW BUSINESS:
A.  Mayor Hill presented Ordinance 10-13 captioned as follows for its first reading:
Mayor Hill stated that the Council had met in a work session before the regular Council meeting to discuss this item.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that he would rather look at a graduated tax structure as it would be fairer and make Holbrook more competitive as certain businesses would not be exempt. .Councilmember Peterson agreed but Holbrook has a local business who is now seeking relief and he believes we should adopt the Ordinance while the other options are being researched.  Mayor Hill stated that the Ordinance has a sunset clause after a period of one year.  Vice-Mayor Searles stated that he was opposed to the Ordinance and believes a better solution as suggested in the work session. Vice-Mayor Searles stated that he believes a tiered structure should be easy to come up with.  Councilmember Haussman stated that he would like to take care of this Employer of 19 persons in the short time.  Manager Alley stated that he would attempt to have a tiered tax rate for the Council within two weeks.
B. Manager Alley explained to the Council that the City would like to enter into an agreement with the NPC Foundation to lease exercise equipment for $2000.00 per year which will remain in Holbrook to be used as scholarships for Students attending the Painted Desert Campus. Manager Alley recommended that the lease be approved for one year and stated the funding for the scholarship would come from the recreation program.  Vice-Mayor Searles stated that he believed this would benefit the citizens and that he was in favor of this lease.  Vice-Mayor Searles stated that the price will be very reasonable.  Vice-Mayor Searles made a motion to enter into the lease agreement with the Northland Pioneer College Foundation for exercise equipment.  Councilmember Cobb seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

C. Mayor Hill presented Ordinance 10-14 for its first reading captioned as follows:

Manager Alley stated that he would like the Ordinance revised to define the Senior Citizens age and to state that City employees, their spouses, sons and daughters are at no charge.  City Clerk Reyes stated that she would make these revisions before the second reading.

D. Manager Alley stated that this is the final draft of the Central Navajo County Transportation Study and the only thing that has changed since the last presentation to the Council was comments that the City of Winslow had.  Mayor Hill stated that this does need to be adopted and put into the City’s General Plan to leave the options open to the City to have an alternate route.  Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to accept the final draft report of the Central Navajo County Transportation Study.  Councilmember Peterson seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
E. Chief Jackson stated that Navajo County would like to enter into an intergovernmental agreement with Holbrook to kennel dogs that are picked up by the County Humane Officer.  Chief Jackson stated that the City will benefit as the County will pay to construct 5 outdoor kennels and pay the City $1000 per month for up to 30 dogs per month for the housing.  Chief Jackson stated that the $1000.00 will be collected monthly regardless of the amount of dogs impounded. Chief Jackson stated that the County will transport carcasses of the animals which are disposed for the County and the City so that his Humane Officers will not have to take them to the landfill anymore.  Mayor Hill stated that it is a win win for the citizens of Holbrook and the County as it makes it efficient for the taxpayers.  Councilmember Maxwell made a motion to enter into the IGA.  Councilmember Cobb seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
F.  City Clerk Reyes asked that this item be tabled until the Mayor and she can clarify the process.  Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to table this item.  Councilmember Haussman seconded and the item was tabled.

G. City Clerk Reyes explained to the Council that Circle G Ranches Hotel and Restaurant Limited Partnership (Best Western Arizonian) has requested  a minor land split and parking variance so that the Denny’s could be sold and separated from the Hotel.  Ms. Reyes stated that the Planning and Zoning Commission unanimously approved this request and is sending their recommendation to Council to do the same. Ms. Reyes stated that by splitting the property the parking does not meet the minimum requirements and that is why the variance for parking is needed. Ms Reyes stated that the minor land split does not need to go before the Council but Circle G wanted an official determination which was recorded.  Ms. Reyes stated that the there is already a parking agreement in place between the two entities and she believes that the parking is a non-issue.  Ms. Reyes stated that she also recommends approval of the land split and parking variance.  Councilmember Peterson asked if there is sufficient parking if the property is not split.  Ms. Reyes stated that there is not by current code but the existing parking is grandfathered.  Ms. Reyes stated that the two entities have co-existed for almost 30 years without major parking problems and that the Best Western does have an empty lot on the southwest side which can be used for parking.  City Clerk Reyes stated that she has discussed this with the Fire Chief and he had no concerns with the parking situation either.  Jared Cox of Atwell stated that the existing ingress, egress agreement includes both properties and the agreement dates back to the 1980’s at which time the property was referred to as two parcels even though they were not split.  Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to approve the minor land split and parking variance. Councilmember Haussman seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
