MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE


HOLBROOK CITY COUNCIL HELD ON DECEMBER 11, 2007
CALL TO ORDER:  

Mayor Jeff Hill called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

 ROLL CALL:

Mayor Jeff Hill, Vice-Mayor Cynthia Stuart, Councilmembers Kent Darris, Charles Haussman, Wade Carlisle and Stuart Szink.  Councilmember Cobb was absent due to illness and excused.
 PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE/INVOCATION:

Councilmember Szink led the pledge of allegiance and Reverend Maxie from the First Baptist Church gave the invocation.

MISSION STATEMENT:

Mayor Hill read the Mission Statement. 

CITY STAFF:  

Interim City Manager Fern Larson, Economic Development Director A’Kos Kovach, Police Chief DWayne Hartup, Attorney Solomon and City Clerk Cher Millage. 
MINUTES:

The minutes of the regular meeting held on November 13, 2007 were presented for review.  Vice-Mayor Stuart made a motion to approve the minutes.  Councilmember Szink seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
CEREMONIALS/ANNOUNCEMENTS/PRESENTATION:
PETITIONS FROM THE PUBLIC:

Brad Heward representing the Holbrook Investment Development Council petitioned the Council regarding the annexation process stating that we are in a situation for a potential development spurt. Mr. Heward stated that the City deserves a clear cut understanding of what is involved in Economic Development and growth for the community.  Mr. Heward stated that this community has continued to stagnate for many years and some of the things that are happening and items on the agenda are sending a negative signal to developers and potential developers and he is asking the Council to make it their agenda to help development and growth in Holbrook. 
Leo Maestas petitioned the Council regarding Pacific Holt Corporation and the annexation process stating that he is neither in favor of Pacific Holt nor against.  Mr. Maestas stated that there are budget shortfalls around the country, we are a small community and have limitations and that we cannot take care of the infrastructure we already have. Mr. Maestas stated that when we annex into Holbrook we assume the liability and tremendous responsibilities. Mr. Maestas quoted the annexation of McLaws Road as an example stating that the road is deplorable.  Mr. Maestas stated that the annexation of Perkins Valley would be nothing more than a liability. Mr. Maestas stated that he has yet to see a plan from Pacific Holt. 
Spike Simmons petitioned the Council regarding the annexation process stating the General Plan is a very forward looking plan for the whole community and not just the part inside the City.  Mr. Simmons stated that without annexation it could not be assured unified action of the implementation of the plan.  Mr. Simmons stated that sales tax is the principle local source of City revenue and that existing businesses outside of City limits contribute nothing to this.  Mr. Simmons stated that State Shared Revenues are base on population size.  Mr. Simmons stated that the annexation process is more likely to succeed before the projected new homes are built and occupied.  
James Gray petitioned the Council regarding the annexation process and the destroying of public records asking why annex now?  Mr. Gray asked if the City has the manpower and resources to annex.  Mr. Gray stated that Pacific Holt does not have a good track record and asked what happens if they don’t do what they say they will.  Mr. Gray stated that it has been a great wonder to him that the Economic Development Director and the Committee have tried to sugar coat Nevis’s long criminal past stating that it makes Holbrook appear desperate. Mr. Gray stated that it also bothers him that the Economic Committee accuses certain Council members and citizens who are not in favor of Pacific Holt of being anti-growth when they are not but want quality growth. Mr. Gray stated that he does not understand people being supportive of Nevis unless they have not taken the time to read of his crimes.  Mr. Gray stated that he feels that before it is all said and done Pacific Holt Land will end up in the court system for many years with nothing developed when so much needs to be done in Holbrook. Mr. Gray stated that he is for growth but not substandard growth. 

James Gray petitioned the Council regarding Mr. Kovach’s destruction of public records.  Mr. Gray stated that he has not believed from the time that he heard that Tom Nevis had satisfied or re-paid his debt to society that this was true.  Mr. Gray stated that he wondered why someone who was sentenced to prison for willfully not making payment to the government would suddenly make good on his debt.  Mr. Gray stated that the answer became clear when he read the newspaper and saw that his assets were seized by a collection agency and he wondered what was actually recovered for the people who lost their money in the savings and loan in Oregon.  Mr. Gray stated that he decided to research and see how much of the 37 million was recovered.  Mr. Gray said that he thought it looked suspicious that Mr. Kovach received the papers as a private citizen despite the fact that his business with Nevis and Pacific Holt is a part of his job as an employee of the City of Holbrook.  Mr. Gray asked why these papers were sent directly to Mr. Kovach instead of Pacific Holt’s representative John Gurolla.  Mr. Gray said that since these missing papers supposedly showed that Tom Nevis made restitution and Mr. Kovach was wanting to show Mr. Nevis in a good light why were they kept secret and why were they only shown to select individuals including some council members.  Mr. Gray asked if it could possibly be because Mr. Kovach was trying to influence the outcome of a Council vote.  Mr. Gray stated that it is his understanding that Mr. Kovach took these documents to City Hall and showed them to select people without letting them hold the documents on City time, while he was being paid by the City which makes these documents public record.  Mr. Gray stated that he has requested these documents from the City and has learned that Mr. Kovach has destroyed them committing a Class 6 Felony.  Mr. Gray said that he feels the City has no choice but to terminate Mr. Kovach. 
SUMMARY OF CURRENT EVENTS:

Mayor:
A. Mayor Hill read Items 11-15 of the Council Norms and Procedures.
11. Don’t assume everyone is on the same page.
12. Don’t speak for the Council as a whole unless you have clarified the others’ opinions or unless formal action has been taken.
13. Try to establish lines of communication with all other members ( not just those who share your opinion. Share information with all other members.
14. Provide timely reports on outside meetings and other state, county and national conferences.  This will serve to keep each other, and the community, informed on important issues. Use judgment to select the most appropriate communication method: informal notes or comments, formal memos, presentation under the Report of Officers, or request that the item be placed on the Agenda.
15. Council members should be open about agenda items prior to the meeting time.  Utilize work sessions to allow more time to examine controversial or complex issues.  Strive to be a united council where possible. 

B. Mayor Hill reported that he had attended the Governor’s and Mayor’s Summit on December 4 and he reported that the Governor promised the full amount of State Shared Revenues to the City.  
C.  Mayor Hill reported that ASU has never gotten back with the league on the budget process and tentatively what the League is purposing is to use Holbrook as a model and develop a policy and publish it. 
Council Members:

  
Manager’s Report:
A. Interim Manager Larson reported that the surveillance cameras are installed and complete with the issues being addressed and payment has been made.
B. Interim Manager Larson reported that in the General Plan report card one item that had been downgraded was the Chamber report.  Manager Larson stated that she has discussed this with the Chamber Director and he informed her that the reports are being supplied but are not given in person.  Manager Larson stated that someone from the Chamber will present this report in person quarterly from now on.
C. Manager Larson reported that she has asked Code Enforcement Officer to patrol the City properties and bring her a list of those in violation of City Code. Interim Manager Larson stated that she had the Fire Department lot cleaned last week.
D. Interim Manager Larson reported that a policy had been worked out for Sanitation issues as well as a plan for the Holidays.  Interim Manager Larson stated that this would be in writing and distributed to all Staff in the office so that everyone is on the same page. Interim Manager Larson announced that both the transfer site and recycling yard will be open from 1-4, December 26, 2007 through January 4, 2008 so that the crew can be utilized to pick up the extra trash.  Vice-Mayor Stuart asked what the policy was for Christmas Trees.  Mrs. Larson stated that crews will pick up trees from residents or they can be taken to the transfer site for free.
E. Police Chief Hartup reported that he had attended the International Chiefs of Police Conference in New Orleans October 13-17, 2007.  Chief Hartup stated that this is the largest gathering of police officials with over 17,000 in attendance.  Chief Hartup stated that there were over 1100 vendors and that the classes were held cafeteria style for the five day period.

CLAIMS:

A. All vendors excluding Walt’s Hardware:  Mayor Hill made a motion to approve the claims in the amount of $363,923.75.  Councilmember Carlisle seconded.  Councilmember Darris inquired about the Verizon Wireless bill asking if the plans need to be reviewed as one phone charge was $102.00 and another was $126.  City Clerk Millage responded that the bill for $102.00 is for three phones and the bill for $126 is for one phone.  Ms. Millage stated that she had changed the plans about two months ago increasing the minutes.  Councilmember Haussman asked if these phones are used for business only and stated that is a good point as you get so many minutes with your monthly bill.  Councilmember Haussman questioned the Air Petro bill and if things were on track as far as fuel sales and the problems that there were before.  Interim Manager Larson responded that the Public Works Director has informed her that we are not losing fuel and the largest portion of what was thought to be lost fuel was due to the fact that people were not being invoiced and this is being done now.  The Mayor called for the question and the motion carried unanimously. 
OLD BUSINESS:

(Item #A)
Vice-Mayor Stuart made a motion to cancel the December 25, 2007 regular meeting.  Councilmember Haussman seconded.  The vote carried on a 5 for 1 against vote with Councilmember Szink casting the nay vote.  
(Item #B)

Interim Manager Larson reported that Attorney Solomon has drafted a lease and a few minor changes are needed.  Attorney Solomon stated that the lease would begin on December 20 instead of December 1, 2007 and this will change the total amount as December will be pro-rated.  Attorney Solomon stated that Eastern Sky will be responsible for paying for telephone and sanitation service as part of the lease agreement and that the agreement reads that telephone will be included in utilities.  Attorney Solomon stated that this change will be made to reflect that telephone and sanitation will be paid for by Eastern Sky not the City.  Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to approve the lease agreement with Eastern Sky Charter School with the changes being made to the agreement as noted.  Vice-Mayor Stuart seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
(Item #C)

Interim Manager Larson reported that she had contacted Lance Decker and he is available January 19, 2007 from 8-12 at the cost of $1500.00. Mayor Hill made a motion to hold the Council retreat on January 19, 2008 from 8-12 p.m.  Vice-Mayor Stuart seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

(Item #D)

City Clerk Millage informed the Council that Mr. Jeffers had asked for changes to the lease agreement to Item #9, Item#10 and Item #13.  City Clerk Millage stated that Mr. Jeffers would like Item 9 removed and that for Item 10 he is subletting the property to GSA and that he had questioned the insurance requirement in Item #13.  Attorney Solomon stated that he had concerns with Item #9 being removed and that the Insurance portion of the agreement is very standard.  Attorney Solomon stated that he would like to speak with Mr. Jeffers to discuss these changes. Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to direct Attorney Solomon to negotiate a lease with Mr. Jeffers.  Councilmember Darris seconded and the motion carried unanimously. 
NEW BUSINESS:

(Item #A)

Mayor Hill stated that he had placed this item on the agenda as per the General Plan to adopt a process.  Mayor Hill asked if there was a formal policy in place for annexation and if not then he wanted discussion by Council to develop a standard for annexation to protect and enhance our citizens.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that he had discussed this with Interim Manager Larson and that we don’t have a streamlined plan for developers listing the requirements for annexation so they can move on it and the Council can move on it.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that we need to do this and there needs to be a check off list for the requirements and then it can be brought to the Council and it will be ready to go.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that the financial impact needs to be included so it can be determined if it is beneficial to proceed with the annexation.  Interim Manager Larson stated that State Statutes have to be met and at this time that is all the City has for guidelines.  Attorney Solomon stated that the Statute is very specific with step by step instructions and must be followed but the City could add additional requirements.   Interim Manager Larson stated that strip annexation is not allowed, nor can an island be created and there is a requirement that you must have a contiguous boundary to the City to which you are going to annex and the annexation can only be two times the length of the width that is being expected to be annexed.  Interim Manager Larson gave an example that if the contiguous boundary was 1 mile wide abutting the City then the annexation can be 2 miles long.  Councilmember Haussman stated that we do not have an official City Policy for annexation in place and asked if we can instruct Staff during a discussion item.  Councilmember Haussman asked for Interim Manager Larson’s input.  Ms. Larson stated that this is going to be a lengthy process but however we have had discussions with the City Attorney and they feel a basic lay persons step by step what needs to be done for annexation according to A.R.S. almost immediately and work on a policy for the City which tightens up what is required which will take some time.  Councilmember Haussman asked how long of a process this will be.  Interim Manager Larson stated that there are a lot of factors that will play into this one being that we are in the process of attempting to hire a Planner who could take this and run with it after being hired.  Interim Manager Larson stated that she would be reviewing minutes to determine what items are left out there to complete and until she does this she cannot commit to how long it will take to do something in the future.    Councilmember Haussman asked what obstacles the Council sees towards annexation.  Mayor Hill stated that a policy needs to be written that will help determine what is viable for the City referring to the McLaws Road annexation mentioned earlier in the meeting and the amount of maintenance that was taken on but never budgeted for.  Mayor Hill stated that we need to consider how we are going to maintain what we are annexing, water quality issues and the real cost benefit to the City. Mayor Hill stated that once the policy is in place everything will be streamlined and all the appropriate information will be given to Council in a package which will already be agreed upon by Council as to what they are looking for including minimum standards and such.   Mayor Hill stated that it needs to be determined how the annexation benefits the City and its people before the process is completed.  Mayor Hill stated this will unify the Council.  Councilmember Haussman asked how long ago McLaws Road was annexed.  Interim Manager Larson stated that she thought it was annexed in the 60’s.  Councilmember Carlisle asked if any road improvements have been made since its annexation.  Interim Manager Larson stated that when it was annexed it was dirt roads.  Interim Manager Larson stated that the last time annexations were completed is when Jerry Wyatt was here, they were small and City driven.  Councilmember Darris stated that we had not done a very good job as there are still dirt roads and the City paid for a lot of the infrastructure.  Interim Manager Larson stated that the City’s requirements themselves have changed since then also in regards to improvements.  Mayor Hill stated that some of these roads are dirt and the citizens want them paved and in retrospect the developers should have paid to pave them as a part of the annexation process. Mayor Hill stated that the City will accept primitive roads and maintain them as primitive roads but if improvements were wanted they should be made by someone other than the City.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that according to the General Plan annexation should be promoted where there is evidence of positive cost-benefits from municipal expansion.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that he wants to see a cost-benefit before annexing.  Mayor Hill stated that maintenance and the budgeting of such need to be considered as well as the liability the City takes on when annexing property. Councilmember Haussman asked Interim Manager Larson what areas the City has been approached about annexing.  Interim Manager Larson stated that at this time the City has been approached by Pacific Holt and there is an agreement in place to annex to the Hopi Travel Plaza which she understands they would like to re-negotiate.  Interim Manager Larson stated that Staff has agreed among themselves to get a simple annexation guideline prepared as soon as possible to give out for potential annexations but as far as the cost-benefit ratio it will take a little more time and staff would only be able to estimate the costs to annex.  Vice-Mayor Stuart commented that most of the questions being asked are answered in the General Plan.  Councilmember Haussman stated that all kinds of things can be construed through the General Plan as it is general and provides general guidelines and he does not want the Plan to become an obstacle to growth and economic development in the City. Councilmember Haussman asked what options there are if the City decides not to annex.  Mayor Hill stated that the area would remain a part of the County and the County would continue to maintain the roads. Councilmember Carlisle stated that separate agreements could be made for such things as providing water or sewer without annexing such as was mentioned in a letter by Manager Newlin to the County that these services could be provided by the City to Pacific Holt. Councilmember Carlisle stated that the development could still happen.  Councilmember Haussman asked what about the CFD process.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that the County can do the same things as the City and they could do the CFD’s.  Attorney Solomon stated that the Council was off subject and CFD’s could be placed on an agenda for discussion at a later date if they desired.  Councilmember Haussman asked if annexation was implied by Pacific Holt when installing the sleeves under the Interstate.  Mr. Kovach stated that there was an actual agreement signed by the City in which they agree to certain things.   Mr. Kovach stated that it also referred to the furnishing of water and wastewater to Perkins Valley area in anticipation of annexation.  Mr. Kovach stated that he believed the agreement was drawn by Morgan Brown and that he had cited several statutes in regards to the proper procedure for annexation.  Mr. Kovach stated that he believes that the City’s intention was in good faith to provide services and in return expand City limits and hopefully gain from that exchange.  Mr. Kovach stated that there was no clearly defined promise to do x, y or z but he believes it was clear that the City was going to allow the annexation and that Pacific Holt wanted to step up and be a partner.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that the letter to the County including the agreement is sufficiently vague enough that it requires a development agreement to be put in place and there are no hard line promises except for providing water and sewer. 
(Item #B)

Mayor Hill stated that he had placed this item on the agenda to perhaps involve the employees in the selection process of hiring the new manager.  Mayor Hill stated that he did not feel the Council should pick the Committee members but rather it should be an employee driven process.  Manager Larson stated that she would discuss it at the Department Head meeting on January 8, 2008 and bring a roster of names to the Council January 22, 2008 and the steps employees would like to see followed. Interim Manager Larson stated that to her knowledge the employees have never been allowed to interview for manager or develop the process for such.
(Item #C)

Councilmember Darris made a motion to table this item.  Councilmember Szink seconded.  Attorney Solomon stated that he had informed Mr. Kovach that he could respond to the comments made during the petitions from the public during discussion on this item.  Mr. Kovach stated that he did take responsibility for shredding the documents that were mailed to his home.  Mr. Kovach stated that the documents were offered for purviewing to anyone who wanted to see them and that he was not selective about it.  Mr. Kovach stated that there were Councilmembers who read it and he showed them to the publisher of the local paper.  Mr. Kovach stated that his goal was to correct some previous comments that had been made in an article in the paper.  Mr. Kovach stated that he was upfront about this with his City Manager and his City Attorney.  Mr. Kovach stated that he had shredded the documents that had come to his home and when he had done this he thought they were his.  Mr. Kovach stated that he had asked the City Attorney if he received the documents at his home if it would keep them confidential or not within the public domain.  Mr. Kovach stated that he did not think to ask other questions as to what about if he showed them to Council persons or the publisher and from what the City Attorney says at this time he crossed the line.  Mr. Kovach stated that he did not know this and has no excuse and he takes responsibility for shredding them. Mr. Kovach stated that his intent was to set the record straight, he did not have a private agenda and he made it very clear from the beginning.  Mr. Kovach stated that Mr. Nevis did not want to send these records because he had said what slippery slope, Mr. Kovach said that he did all this on his personal cell phone not City cell phone, he said what a slippery slope and if I show them that what is the next thing they are going to ask me about and what is the next thing they are going to hammer me about. Mr. Kovach stated that he had said “no he did not believe it" and that he believed the publisher just wanted the public to see just what the facts are.”  Mr. Kovach stated that he had promised Mr. Nevis that he would not make copies of those records and he kept his word.  Mr. Kovach stated that he would like to remind everybody that those records came from a courthouse somewhere and that the publisher probably took better notes than anybody of the documents and all those records can be found someplace else and he does not think they have to go through him.  Mayor Hill stated that the only problem he had was that Mr. Kovach did show a couple of Council people but not all were privy to this information and that is not fair. Mayor Hill stated that he believes due course will be followed and whatever needs to happen will happen and it is out of their hands. Mayor Hill called for the question and the item was table unanimously.
(Item #D)

Councilmember Darris asked for an update on the ADOT streetscape enhancement grant.  Interim Manager Larson stated that this is an ADOT project and she does not have any information on this and referred to Mr. Kovach.  Economic Development Director Kovach stated that the project had been bid and was $600,000 over estimates and at this time ADOT is looking to find additional funding to complete the project.  Mr. Kovach stated that a final decision is to be made on December 21, 2007 in Tucson at the ADOT meeting.  Councilmember Darris asked if someone from the City will be present at this meeting.  Interim Manager Larson replied that she could direct a member of Staff to attend this meeting.  Vice-Mayor Stuart asked if our lobbyist Jack Husted would be in attendance.  Interim manager Larson replied that this is what he gets paid for.  Vice-Mayor Stuart stated that someone should have dialogue with him to indicate he should attend.  Mayor Hill stated that he will attempt to attend as well.
(Item #E)

Councilmember Darris made a motion to table this item until he could obtain more information. Vice-Mayor Stuart second.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that he would like more information on items on the agenda when they get these things. Councilmember Haussman stated that he would like to know what this is about and that he has the right to know.  Attorney Solomon stated that adequate backup needs to be provided when this item is placed on the agenda again.  Councilmember Carlisle called for the vote.  Councilmember Haussman stated that if there is not back-up for agenda items they should not go on the agenda and he demands it and told Interim Manager Larson such.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that it was not Ms. Larson’s job to police the Council but it was the Council’s job. Mayor Hill called for the question and the item was tabled on a 6 for one against vote with Councilmember Haussman casting the nay vote.
(Item #F)

Interim Manager Larson asked that the Council renew the agreement with Mohave Education Cooperative Purchasing agreement which has been very beneficial to the City.  Vice-Mayor Stuart made a motion to renew the agreement.  Councilmember Haussman seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
ATTORNEY’S REPORT:

Attorney Solomon asked that the Council clarify the direction on the consent agenda in Direction to Staff.
Attorney Solomon stated that in the statement made by Mr. Gray he will be researching the specific classifications and crimes and to make sure the public information request is complied with.

Attorney Solomon asked that the Council think for a day and send an e-mail to him regarding request that they have made in the past and he has not replied to.
GENERAL PLAN REVIEW:

Councilmember Carlisle commented that while the General Plan is general it refers to making things specific by establishing policy.  

COUNCILMEMBER COMMENTS AND/OR DIRECTION TO STAFF:

Vice-Mayor Stuart directed Attorney Solomon to go ahead with the consent agenda.  Vice-Mayor Stuart stated that she would like more information from all Council members when placing items on the agenda.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that there was a whole bunch of stuff on the agenda that did not have back up and that the Council needs to police themselves to do what they say they are going to do.  Mayor Hill directed Staff to establish City standards for annexation along with the State laws.  Vice-Mayor asked if Council could have this information before the work session on the General Plan.  Interim Manager Larson stated that Staff would get the outline based on A.R.S. to Council before this meeting. Vice-Mayor Stuart asked if the Council could be given a copy of the sanitation policy. 
PETITIONS FROM THE PUBLIC:
Leann Arganbirght petitioned the Council stating that the Pioneer newspaper now is distributed in Holbrook and Winslow and that they are looking forward to working with Holbrook.  Ms. Arganbright stated that the paper would be holding a subscription drive. 
Randy Murph petitioned the Council regarding Economic Development.  Mr. Murph said that an informal survey was conducted and 200 people had signed in favor of economic development in Holbrook and 2 against.  Mr. Murph encouraged the Council to work with the Economic Development Director and offer their input to the Holbrook Investment Development Council.
James Gray petitioned the Council regarding annexation and destruction of public records.  Mr. Gray continued from his earlier petition stating that he does not feel that the City’s dealings with Pacific Holt are legal since Nevis has been barred from participating in land transactions involving family members or through the relatives.  Mr. Gray said that Mr. Nevis had stated at a meeting that it was his company and until the newspaper came out with the article about him he was involved even calling himself the acquisitionist and then he became scarce.  Mr. Gray stated that Mr. Nevis has been barred from participating in land deals.  Mr. Gray asked why Pacific Holt did not bring the City some of the other projects that they have completed to see.
A’Kos Kovach petitioned the Council regarding the book “Speed of Trust” by Stephen Covey stating that the book was very refreshing and discussed how you establish trust or how to re-establish trust in situation where trust has been destroyed.  Mr. Kovach stated that the book has been a help to him and validated some of the beliefs he has held.  Mr. Kovach stated that we spend a lot of time fighting here instead of trying to find a common ground.  Mr. Kovach stated that he does not necessarily believe everything that has been said here this evening but he is willing to sit down and discuss it with anybody to look for common ground.  Mr. Kovach listed the 4 cores of credibility from Mr. Covey’s book as integrity, intent, capability and results saying they are important for all of us. Mr. Kovach stated that we spend a lot of time fighting in here and asked that we try to find common ground as he does not want to feel like he is an adversarial position with his Council.
Dolores Najar petitioned the Council stating that the criminal past brought up tonight be checked on for the safety of the citizens of Holbrook.  Ms. Najar asked the Council to be more careful in the future.
Dr. Andrew Maestas petitioned the Council regarding why executives fail stating that Executives get work done through other people.  Dr. Maestas stated that the reasons executives fail is due to a fatal flaw and the most important was lack of trust.  Dr. Maestas stated that it was important to ask ourselves if our executives are trustworthy.  
Dr. Maestas stated that we can’t have some one trying to lure businesses into the community when they are acting as a part of one of the players. Dr. Maestas stated that the person trying to lure the businesses cannot actually take part in the negotiations. Dr. Maestas stated that he has seen this happen in the past and that a government agent should not act as an agent for Company A or Company B.
