MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE


HOLBROOK CITY COUNCIL HELD ON AUGUST 26, 2008 
CALL TO ORDER:  

Vice-Mayor Hill called the meeting to order at 7:15 p.m.

 ROLL CALL:

Mayor Jeff Hill, Vice-Mayor Cynthia Stuart, Councilmembers Phil Cobb, Charles Haussman, Wade Carlisle and Stuart Szink.  Councilmember Kent Darris was absent and excused due to family business.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE/INVOCATION:

Vice-Mayor Stuart led the pledge of allegiance and Pastor Rod Gish of the Assembly of God Church gave the invocation.

Vice-Mayor Stuart read the Mission Statement.

Mayor Hill introduced Rusty DeSpain, President of the Navajo County Fair.  Mr. DeSpain thanked the Council and City for what they’ve given to make it happen.  Vice-Mayor Stuart read the proclamation for “Navajo County Fair Days”.  Councilmember Cobb made a motion to approve the proclamation.  Councilmember Haussman seconded and the Council unanimously proclaimed September 10-14th 2008 as “Navajo County Fair Days”.

Councilmember Haussman seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

SUMMARY OF CURRENT EVENTS:

Mayor:
1. Mayor Hill stated that the Holbrook Youth Football League Jjamboree was an absolute home run.   Mayor Hill stated that the event doubled the population of Holbrook.  Mayor Hill thanked the Holbrook Police Department for stepping up the patrol and expressed his gratitude to everybody from the Youth Football League as they made Holbrook look good.
2. Mayor Hill stated that he would have the resolutions that were drawn up at the League Conference in everybody’s boxes by tomorrow.

3. Mayor Hill reported that he and Manager Pilgrim had attended an ADOT Transportation dinner two weeks ago in Pinetop.

4. Mayor Hill thanked the Chamber for another wonderful “Old West Day’s” celebration.

Council Members:

1. Vice-Mayor Stuart announced that there will be a regional NACOG meeting on Thursday.

2. Vice-Mayor Stuart offered condolences to the family of Rosie Hollins.

3. Councilmember Cobb announced that there will be pictures of the Seventh Day Adventist Students conducting a clean up in Holbrook in the next edition of Arizona Clean and Beautiful.

    
Manager’s Report:
1. Manager Pilgrim reported on issues that he had been questioned on recently.  Mr. Pilgrim stated that one issue is the hill interceptor and at this time an alternative is being sought.  Manager Pilgrim stated that Arizona Engineering Company has been instructed to identify, evaluate and assess the matter.
2. Manager Pilgrim stated that he has personally contacted Eagledancer regarding the purchase of the old NPC dorms and that the owner will be getting back with him.

3. Manager Pilgrim stated that the City will be following up with BNSF regarding the hold up on the lease agreement for the Railroad Depot.
4. Manager Pilgrim reported that he did not have any news regarding the Historic Preservation Commission at this time.

5. Manager Pilgrim reported that at this time the City is not selling or disposing the NPC campus property. 

6. Manager Pilgrim stated that the City is negotiating with Pacific Holt regarding building a roadway in the Heavy Industrial Park and that any previous decisions regarding Pacific Holt have been placed on hold.
7. Manager Pilgrim reported that the Hopi Travel Plaza annexation is still being explored.

8. Manager Pilgrim reported that the City will be conducting a utility rate study,
9. Manager Pilgrim reported that a new water well will be drilled this year.  Manager Pilgrim asked Water/Wastewater Supervisor Armando Aguilera to speak to the Council.  Mr. Aguilera informed the Council that the City will check into all options that are available. 
OLD BUSINESS:

None

NEW BUSINESS:
(Item #A)

1. Mayor Hill stated that the Council activity for August 30, 2008 starting at 8:00 a.m. is to paint the old bus depot.  Mayor Hill explained that the Chamber will provide all materials and the Council will provide the labor to dress it up.
2. Mayor Hill asked Council who would be attending the Governor’s Rural Development Conference.  Vice-Mayor Stuart stated that she would. The option was left for Councilmember Darris and Manager Pilgrim to possibly attend.

(Item #B)

Manager Pilgrim advised the Council that he provided them with information about Marlene Pontrelli from Mariscal, Weeks, McIntyre & Friedlander, P.A. Law Offices. Pilgrim stated that the firm comes highly recommended by the League of Arizona Cities and Towns as does Ms. Pontrelli.  Manager Pilgrim stated that good legal counsel will more than pay for itself.  Manager Pilgrim stated that the firm’s rate is $200.00 per hour but it includes many individuals who can assist with our needs. Manager Pilgrim stated that he feels that we need good legal representation that can put some teeth into agreements and contracts. Councilmember Szink asked if this service has to be bid out.  Manager Pilgrim stated that professional services do not have to be bid.  Councilmember Haussman made a motion to contract with Mariscal, Weeks, McIntyre & Friedlander for legal services.  Councilmember Carlisle seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
(Item #C)
Manager Pilgrim presented information on CGSI a grant writing firm.  Mr. Pilgrim stated that they come highly recommended and have reasonable rates. Manager Pilgrim stated that they will have a contractual relationship with the City, they perform, and we pay them.  Manager Pilgrim stated that they charge $100.00 per hour for screening and $100.00 per hour for writing the grant.  Manager Pilgrim stated that the Council will need to prioritize what needs to be done so that the Grants Writer will know what grants to seek out.    Vice-Mayor Stuart voiced concerns that the City hasn’t done very well at doing grant administering.  Manager Pilgrim agreed stating that we have done a miserable job but it won’t happen on his watch.  Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to contract with CGSI for grant writing services.  Councilmember Haussman seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
(Item #D)

Manager Pilgrim stated that he was not prepared to discuss this item this evening as he had not had time to do the research to establish the job description.  Manager Pilgrim explained that he would be looking for an Administrative Assistant/Grants Administrator/Project Manager with the City to administer the grants. Vice-Mayor Stuart made a motion to table this item.  Councilmember Carlisle seconded and the item was tabled unanimously.
(Item #E)

Manager Pilgrim stated that he has been telling the Council and the employees that we need to get the people to do the work first and then get them the equipment to do the job.  Manager Pilgrim stated that the Parks and Golf Departments have the people and they now need the equipment.  Jim Mobley Golf Course Superintendent stated that the backhoe that he has now was handed down to him from the Street Department 10 years ago and he has kept it running.  Mr. Mobley stated that he made some phone calls and located two 1996 backhoes at RDO.  Mr. Mobley stated that originally RDO wanted $26,000 for each of them but he had talked them down $1000.00 on each.  Mr. Mobley said that he and Napo Baldonado personally looked at one and John Gerwitz, Fleet Maintenance looked at the other.  Mr. Mobley stated that they are both in good condition and asked that the Council allow Staff to purchase them with Capital funds in the amount of $55,000.00.   Vice-Mayor Stuart made a motion to purchase two backhoes from RDO in the amount of $55,000.00. Councilmember Cobb seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
(Item #F)

Manager Pilgrim presented Council with a proposal for Infosystems to provide utility billing services of printing and mailing.  Manager Pilgrim stated that they are the only provider of such services in Arizona.  Manager Pilgrim stated that it currently costs the City $2123.50 to print and mail the utility bills and 250 reminder notices.  Manager Pilgrim stated that by utilizing Infosystems the estimated cost per month will be $1437.90.  Manager Pilgrim stated both of these cost figures include postage. Manager Pilgrim stated that there is only $12,000 budgeted and with the City providing the service it will run $25,000 per year.  Manager Pilgrim stated that he believes the system is well worth the investment and the choice is simple when you look at the numbers and highly recommends the Council approve the services.  Vice-Mayor Stuart made a motion to switch over to Infosystems at the cost of $14379.00 for the year.  Councilmember Szink seconded.  Vice-Mayor Stuart asked who was over the billing now.  Manager Pilgrim stated that Vickie James was.  Vice-Mayor Stuart asked if the cost of mailing the bills was not taken into consideration when we looked at switching over to the new system.  Manager Pilgrim stated that he could not address this. Mayor Hill called for the question and the motion carried unanimously.
(Item #G)

Manager Pilgrim explained to the Council that changes were going to be made in the Sanitation Department including picking up metal products at residential sites and taking junk for free at the transfer site.  Oasker Hollins, Sanitation Supervisor stated that in order to make the changes that are being discussed another 40 yard compactor box will be needed to keep up with the demand at the transfer site.  Mr. Hollins stated that he had received three quotes and is asking to be allowed to purchase the container from the lowest bidder AG Truck Sales in the amount of $7872.70.  Councilmmber Cobb made a motion to approve the purchase of a 40 yard container from AG Truck Sales in the amount of $7872.70.  Councilmember Carlisle seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
(Item #H)

Attorney Solomon explained that this resolution is to adopt the Flood Plain Management Ordinance by reference which the State allows for.  Attorney Solomon stated that the resolution declares the Ordinance a public record which is at the City Clerk’s Office for review.  Attorney Solomon stated that by doing this the lengthy ordinance does not have to be published.  Councilmember Haussman made a motion to adopt Resolution 08-06.  Councilmember Szink seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
(Item #I)

Mayor Hill presented Ordiance 08-06 captioned as follows:  

ORDINANCE NO. 08-06
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK, ARIZONA ADOPTING “STATE OF ARIZONA FLOODPLAIN MANAGEMENT ORDINANCE, CITY OF HOLBROOK, 2008” BY REFERENCE DECLARING AN EMERGENCY AND FIXING THE EFFECTIVE DATE THEREOF; PRESERVING RIGHTS AND DUTIES THAT HAVE ALREADY MATURED AND PROCEEDINGS THAT HAVE ALREADY BEGUN THEREUNDER.
Attorney Solomon asked that the Council adopt the Ordinance with one change in Section 1 the Resolution Number should be 08-6 instead of 83-10. Attorney Solomon stated that the Ordinance is being adopted as an emergency measure as it must be in effect by September 26 so there will only be one reading. Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to adopt Ordiance 08-06 with the change in Section 1 to Resolution 08-06.  Vice-Mayor Stuart seconded.  A roll call vote was held with the following results:  Councilmember Carlisle, “aye”, Councilmember Cobb, “aye”, Councilmember Haussman, “aye”, Vice-Mayor Stuart, “aye”, Councilmember Szink, “aye” and Mayor Hill, “aye”.
