Chief Jackson stated that the County frequency will be used and it will cost $5,000 for equipment to dispatch Fire and EMS.  Chief Jackson stated that both Fire and EMS are happy with change.  Chief Jackson stated that the outside phone for the Police Department has been ordered and everything is on track for the June 30 switchover date.
