CALL TO ORDER:  

Vice-Mayor Searles called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.
ROLL CALL:

Vice-Mayor Matt Searles, Councilmembers Wade Carlisle, Richard Peterson, Myron Maxwell and Charles Haussman.   Councilmember Phillip Cobb was absent and excused due to illness and Mayor Jeff Hill was absent and excused due to work.

CONSENT AGENDA:
Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to approve the items on the consent agenda.

SUMMARY OF CURRENT EVENTS:

Councilmembers:
1. Councilmember Carlisle reported that he and Mayor Hill had attended the League of Arizona Cities and Towns Conference last week. Councilmember Carlisle reported that the Alcohol Resolution was approved by the Committee and will be drafted for submittal to the Legislature. 
2. Councilmember Carlisle reported that the State’s Rest areas will be re-opening and that the State Legislature is pushing for the privatization of such.

3. Councilmember Maxwell read complimentary letters about the Police Department.  Councilmember Maxwell thanked them for a job well done.

4. Councilmember Maxwell reported that he had attended the August Planning and Zoning Meeting and that both items on the agenda were approved.
Manager’s Report:
1. Manager Alley invited the Councilmembers to go look at the old portion of the cemetery as it has been cleaned.  Manager Alley commended Oasker Hollins, Sanitation Supervisor and the inmate crew for their work.
2. Manager Alley reported that the City would be assisting the Fair with in-kind services such as dumpsters, loader and light towers.  Manager Alley stated that some sidewalks around the Fairgrounds will be replaced before the Fair.
3. Manager Alley read an e-mail from NARBHA. The e-mail states that due to funding NARBHA will close the Stabilization Facility located in Holbrook in the spring of 2011.
4. Manager Alley reported that the City has contracted with J.E. Fuller to complete the levee recertification from the remaining contract funds in the amount of $7100.00.  
5. Manager Alley reported that Staff had started the Sewer Main project today and hopes to have completed within four weeks.
6. Manager Alley reported that the agreements for the water well site are complete and hopefully we will soon have a well.
OLD BUSINESS:
Vice-Mayor Searles presented Ordinance 10-07 captioned as follows for its second reading:
AN ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK, ARIZONA, AMENDING THE CITY CODE, CHAPTER 6, PLANNING AND ZONING, BY AMENDING SECTION 6-1-3 DEFINITIONS, ESTABLISHING AN EFFECTIVE DATE; AND PROVIDING FOR REPEAL AND SEVERABILITY. 

Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to adopt the Ordinance.  Councilmember Haussman seconded.  A roll call vote was held with the following results, Councilmember Carlisle, “aye”, Councilmember Haussman, “aye”, Councilmember Peterson, “aye” and Vice-Mayor Searles, “aye”. 
NEW BUSINESS:
A. No action taken on this item as Staff requested it be removed from Agenda.

B. Finance Director Sullivan stated that First Source Bank will finance the new Hydrojet/Vac-Con for five years at 4.25% interest and the first payment being due next year.  Manager Alley reported that the Hydro jet is scheduled for September 14 delivery and training.  Councilmember Haussman made a motion to enter into a financing agreement with First Source Bank for the Hydrojet.  Councilmember Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
C. Manager Alley explained that the MOU and non-exclusive license with the Holbrook Senior Center allows the City to give the Center funds in exchange for senior services.  Manager Alley stated that it also is an agreement for the Senior Center to repay the City.  Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to approve the memorandum of understanding and non-exclusive license with the Senior Center with an amendment adding #6-Senior Center to provide financials and audit on an annual basis. Councilmember Peterson seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
