MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE


HOLBROOK CITY COUNCIL HELD ON May 13, 2008 
CALL TO ORDER:  

Mayor Hill called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

 ROLL CALL:

Mayor Jeff Hill, Vice-Mayor Cynthia Stuart, Councilmembers Kent Darris, Charles Haussman, Phil Cobb, Wade Carlisle and Stuart Szink.  
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE/INVOCATION:

Lisa Johnson led the pledge of allegiance and Vince Farr gave the invocation.

MISSION STATEMENT:

Mayor Hill read the Mission Statement. 

CITY STAFF:  

Interim City Manager Fern Larson, Public Works Director Don Fischer, Chief of Police DWayne Hartup, Attorney  Sterling Solomon and City Clerk Cher Millage. 
CONSENT AGENDA:
Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to remove items B and C from the Consent agenda and move them to the beginning of New Business. Vice-Mayor Stuart asked to move item D to the beginning of new business also. Councilmember Darris seconded. The Mayor called for the question on these two removals and the motion carried unanimously.  made a motion to approve the following items listed on the consent agenda:

The Mayor called for the question on consent agenda Item A and the claims were approved by unanimous consent.
CEREMONIALS/ANNOUNCEMENTS/PRESENTATION:
Chief of Police Hartup presented a proposal on grant writing to the Council stating that he would guarantee his work.  Chief Hartup stated that he has over 10 years experience in grant writing and he has obtained over 1 million dollars in grants during the last 6 years.  Chief Hartup stated that his services are on a fee schedule of $10,000.00 per year payable in quarterly installments of $2500.00.  Chief Hartup stated that for this amount the City will get 100+ hours of personal consulting and 200+ hours of research and writing.  

 Mayor Hill read a Proclamation for National Police Week and Police Memorial Day.  Councilmember Darris made a motion to proclaim the week of May 11 as “National Police Week” and May 15 to be “Police Memorial Day”. Vice-Mayor Stuart seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
PETITIONS FROM THE PUBLIC:

Leo Maestas petitioned that Council regarding the fact that the petitions for the public do not happen before the Consent Agenda as it is not in proper order. Mr. Maestas stated that he is not in favor of giving NARBHA the property on the old NPC Campus and that he has been opposed to the acquisition to this property from the beginning. Mr. Maestas stated that someone has to be held accountable and that letters have been sent out from the State regarding a waste dump on the property.  Mr. Maestas stated that any person involved with the transaction of this property will be dealt with individually and collectively by him.  
SUMMARY OF CURRENT EVENTS:

Mayor:
A. Mayor Hill reported that the League has received 20 applications for Manager and they should be sent by Tuesday for the Council to review.
B. Mayor Hill reported that he had attended the Governor’s Prayer Breakfast last week.

C. Mayor Hill reported that the” Viet Nam Veterans Run for The Wall Riders”  will be coming through Holbrook on May 15 around 11 am with 400-450 riders participating.  Mayor Hill encouraged everyone to be out and wave at them and if given the opportunity thank them for what they have done.
Council Members:

A. Councilmember Cobb reported that the Special Olympians did wonderful at State with 10 athletes taking 28 medals and ribbons.

B. Councilmember Cobb reported that the Hulet Elementary Concert was well attended in the new George Gardner Performing Arts Center.
C. Councilmember Cobb reported that there would be another community clean up on May 18, 8:00 a.m. starting at Burger King. Councilmember Cobb reported that 20 kids from Hulet School participated in a clean up last week.
D. Vice-Mayor Stuart thanked the Kiwanis for putting out the flags for the Fallen Officer ride.
  
Manager’s Report:
A. Interim Manager Larson reported that there is $24,763.00 remaining in the grant funds for the Train Depot and currently Staff is pricing lights and other items to be purchased before June 30, 2008.
B. Interim Manager Larson reported that Robert Belcher of Buxton has contacted her and as the contract items were not negotiated in time there is no product to take to the Vegas convention.

C. Interim Manager Larson reported that she has balanced the budget and it is in Council’s boxes for review by next week.
OLD BUSINESS:

(Item #A)
Council determined to work on a community service project of planting flowers and such with the HIDC at the Living West Park on May 17, 2008 at 9:00 a.m. and golfing in June as the Council “Get Together” which they committed to during the retreat.  
(Executive Session Item C)

Mayor Hill made a motion to move this item to Old Business as Mr. Hatch is not present.  Councilmember Cobb seconded and the motion.  Councilmember Darris stated that he had attended a HIDC meeting last week which Mr. Hatch also attended and that Mr. Hatch has nothing good to say about the City and that he was not happy with the $300,000 that the Council is asking for the dorms.  Councilmember Darris stated that Mr. Murph was really upset and that the group was going around saying that the Council was running people out of town.  Councilmember Darris read from the minutes of the September 25, 2007 meeting “Councilmember Darris stated that we are buying this property on the hopes that we are selling the dorms off for $325,000.00 which they have to pay over a period of 2 years.  Mr. Kovach stated that there is a payment schedule which indicates a payment every quarter with a balloon payment at the end of 2 years.  Mr. Kovach stated that this includes 8% interest.”  Councilmember Darris stated that this is what was voted on by the entire Council and they need to stick to it and get the $325,000 back or we have wasted our money and got stuck with a bunch of junky dorms.  Mayor Hill stated that we can move to table this time or instruct the Attorney to negotiate with Mr. Hatch but as Mr. Hatch is not here to make a presentation he feels it should be tabled. Councilmember Haussman stated that he felt Mr. Hatch would be here looking at the agenda.  Councilmember Haussman asked if Attorney Solomon had met with Mr. Hatch.  Attorney Solomon stated that he had and Mr. Hatch was told that the City counter offered with $300,000 and that Mr. Hatch had replied that he does not have the money so a different agreement will have to be drawn up.  Councilmember Cobb stated that he believes Mr. Hatch is looking for other alternatives due to the economy.  Councilmember Haussman stated that he had voted for the purchase on the property based on the sale of the dorms.  Councilmember Cobb asked if there were not other entities out there that the property could be sold to.  The Mayor called for the question and the motion to table carried unanimously. 
(Consent Agenda Item B)

Councilmember Carlisle asked where the easement begins.  Public Works Director Fischer stated that if they will look at the map provided it is in the upper right hand corner it begins at 77 and goes to the west ending at the third parcel marked 10.00 acre.  Public Works Director Fischer reported that after meeting with the County he was told if the City would provide 33 foot of roadway easement to Pacific Holt the County would be willing to take this to the County Board to obtain the easement out of the park across the property to Highway 77.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that he was in favor of the easement but had concerns with the letter from Pacific Holt where it states that PHC will develop the area in the easement that will be feasible to the location of a new proposed spec building on their site.  Councilmember Carlisle asked if this was going to be a dirt road, was a pull out needed and how much development would there be.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that he would be in favor of this with that part stricken until an agreement is reached.  Attorney Solomon stated that it could be done in the motion.  Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to approve the easement contingent upon the successful negotiation of the construction of a roadway or development of the easement.  Councilmember Szink seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
(Consent Agenda Item C)

Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to table the APS utility easement for NARBHA until ADEQ issues are addressed on the property.  Councilmember Darris seconded.  Councilmember Darris stated that NARBHA needs to provide the City of Holbrook with a hold harmless letter before they dig anymore due to the reported illegal landfill.  The Mayor called for the question and the motion to table carried unanimously.
(Consent Agenda Item D)

Vice-Mayor Stuart made a motion to change the name of Jennifer Mitchell in the April 22, 2008 minutes on page 352 line 16 to Amanda Wright.  Councilmember Szink seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
NEW BUSINESS:
(Item #A)

 Mayor Hill presented Ordinance 08-02 for its first reading captioned as follows:
AN ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE 

CITY OF HOLBROOK, ARIZONA, AUTHORIZING

THE SALE OF REAL PROPERTY OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK:

NAMELY A PORTION OF PARCEL NUMBER 109-37-006, MORE FULLY DESCRIBED IN EXHIBIT “A” ATTACHED HERETO

EXECUTIVE SESSION:
Councilmember Haussman made a motion to adjourn into executive session for consultation or legal advice with the City Attorney for any item listed on the agenda, for discussion or consultation with the City Attorney in order to consider its position and instruct its attorneys regarding contracts that are the subject of negotiation-commercial development and for the minutes of the executive session held on April 22, 2008.  Councilmember Szink seconded and the Council adjourned into executive session at 8:09 p.m.
POST EXECUTIVE SESSION:
Council reconvened into regular session by unanimous consent at 8:25 p.m. Mayor Hill made a motion to approve the minutes of the executive session held on April 22, 2008.  Councilmember Haussman seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

ATTORNEY’S REPORT:

Attorney Solomon reported that Mr. Kovach’s Attorney has been in contact with Justin Pierce the City’s Attorney in this matter and that a hearing will be scheduled for June or July.
Attorney Solomon stated that he has met with Staff and he is drafting changes in the language for code enforcement and it will be on the next agenda.

GENERAL PLAN REVIEW: 
COUNCILMEMBER COMMENTS AND/OR DIRECTION TO STAFF:

Vice-Mayor Stuart asked that the Economic Development Plan be fast tracked on the agenda. Vice-Mayor Stuart stated that this was a part of the Council retreat action plan and was to be completed by May 1.
Vice-Mayor Stuart asked for an Attorney’s  report on negotiations with Carsi Development.

Vice-Mayor Stuart asked how many Councilmember’s were planning to attend the Governor’s Rural Development Meeting to be held September 24-26, 2008.
Vice-Mayor Stuart stated that Council needs to complete City Norms and Procedures and goals for the new Manager before they get a new Manager.

Vice-Mayor Stuart asked that the membership for ICSC be placed on the agenda for discussion.

Vice-Mayor Stuart asked that a work session be held on the grant proposal made by the Chief of Police.  Mayor Hill stated that it could perhaps be done on the regular agenda.  Councilmember Haussman stated that it could be placed on the agenda for discussion/possible action.

Vice-Mayor Stuart instructed City Clerk Millage to post a public notice that a quorum of Council may be present to plant flowers with HIDC.

Councilmember Carlisle asked that Amanda Wright be contacted and be asked to make a presentation.

PETITIONS FROM THE PUBLIC:
Randy Murph of HIDC petitioned the Council regarding City issues stating that he feels it is exciting to think that they could get together with Council and plant flowers.  Mr. Murph thanked those who attended the HIDC meeting last week and stated that they are welcome to criticism from the Councilmember’s.  Mr. Murph stated that it was reported at the meeting that no one was up to speed on the Eagle Dancer transaction and this would create 35 jobs.  Mr. Murph stated that PSiSC has expressed that without the Economic Development Director and Manager Newlin they would not be located in Holbrook.  Mr. Murph stated that the Council cut the Economic Development budget and he wants them to understand the importance of this position.  Mr. Murph stated without this position the City may as well put a swastika sign on the City.  Mr. Murph stated that the Council needs to get back to the annexation of the Hopi Travel Plaza.  
Leo Maestas petitioned the Council regarding Item 10A.  Mr. Maestas stated that there is their side, your side and the truth.  Mr. Maestas asked where the Planner is for the General Plan.  Mr. Maestas stated that he was opposed to the wasteland acquired by the City and someone has to be held accountable.  Mr. Maestas stated that he would be cleaning up the Sun and Sand on May 16 and asked that the City provide a dumpster for him.
ADJOURNMENT:

There being no further business to come before the Council at this time the meeting was adjourned by unanimous consent at 9:22 p.m.
