MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE


HOLBROOK CITY COUNCIL HELD ON APRIL 14, 2009 
CALL TO ORDER:  

Mayor Hill called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

 ROLL CALL:

Mayor Jeff Hill, Vice-Mayor Cynthia Stuart, Councilmembers Wade Carlisle, Kent Darris, Stuart Szink, Charles Haussman and Phil Cobb.  Council-Elect Matthew Searles was also present.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE/INVOCATION:

Councilmember Haussman led the pledge of allegiance and Rod Gish, Pastor of the Assembly of God Church gave the invocation.

CITY STAFF:  

Chief of Police DWayne Hartup, Finance Director Randy Sullivan, Code Enforcement Office Rod Gish, Animal Control Officer Merrill Young, Interim Public Works Director Tim Kelly, Water/Wastewater Supervisor Armando Aguilera, City Manager Carlo Pilgrim, Parks and Recreation Director Napoleon Baldonado and City Clerk Cher Millage. 
CEREMONIALS/ANNOUNCMENTS/PRESENTATION:
Brad Carlyon, Navajo County Attorney reported that he took over duties as the County Attorney on January 1, 2009 and at that time he established two goals:  to form a Family Advocacy Center and a Homicide Task Force.  Mr. Carlyon stated that he hopes to be coming back to City soon regarding the task force. Mr. Carlyon stated that what the task force will do is provide additional help to small agencies such as Holbrook from other agencies for homicide investigations.  Mr. Carlyon stated that once everyone signs on the agency will receive the help of a minimum of 6 other detectives during that critical 48 hours after a homicide occurs. Mr. Carlyon stated that this will allow the Department to continue there regular work as a team of trained individuals will be in place to conduct the investigation. 

Mr. Carlyon stated that the Dr. Rishel and Tim Dixon have been working on the Family Advocacy Center and at this time all players are to the table and what is lacking is a place to hold it.   Mr. Carlyon stated that what the Advocacy Center will provide is for a person who has been sexually assaulted a place that is not the Police Station where the interviews and medical examinations can be conducted.  Mr. Carlyon stated that due to the geography of the County two Centers will probably be needed. Mr. Carlyon stated that the Prosecutors will participate in the interviews so they can assist in getting everything needed for the case.  Mr. Carlyon stated that a Representative from the Victim Rights will also be available during this process.  Vice-Mayor Stuart applauded Mr. Carlyon, Dr. Rishel and Tim Dixon for being so proactive.  Councilmember Cobb thanked Dr. Rishel for her participation. 
Jim Steinshouser of NARBHA announced that the Stabilization Center in Holbrook as of April1, 2009 is being operated by Community Bridges. Mr. Steinshouser stated that he feels there is some frustration due to NCI. Mr. Steinshouser stated that they are working on the stabilization center becoming a Level 1 detox center unlike the social model we have now.  Mr. Steinshouser stated that they are hoping to expand the services.  Dr. Scarpati, Chief Executive Officer of Community Bridges stated that they have been in Arizona for 27 years.  Dr. Scarpati stated they have 20 locations and over 300 employees and provide detoxification for Maricopa County. Dr. Scarpati stated that the services that they will provide are not new as they have been doing such for 27 years and they will be heavily monitored by the Department of Health Services.  Councilmember Cobb wished Community Bridges the best in their transition. Mr. Steinshouser stated that NARBHA may be interested in the dorms that the City owns and will continue to communicate with Manager Pilgrim regarding this.
Valerie Slade, Manager of Holbrook Bank of the West introduced Dennis Blair, Bank of the West, Capital Markets Division.  Mr. Blair stated that Bank of the West has been around since 1874 and continues to grow.  Mr. Blair stated that Bank of the West is very conservative in the way they do things.  Mr. Blair stated that Bank of the West is one of the 50 safest banks in the world, is rated one of the highest rated and stable financial firms in the world.  Mr. Blair stated that they value the City’s business and want to be involved in the Community.

Vice-Mayor Stuart made a motion to approve the consent agenda.  Councilmember Szink seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

REPORTS:

Mayor:
1. Mayor Hill voiced his appreciation for prayers for his father.

COUNCILMEMBERS:

1. Vice-Mayor Stuart stated that Councilmember Darris and she had attended that Apache/Navajo County Mayor’s and Councilmember’s meeting at which they received an update from Pinetop on their strategic plan.  
2. Vice-Mayor Stuart stated that she had placed minutes from the recent NACOG meeting in everyone’s boxes and well as a schedule of upcoming meetings.

3. Councilmember Cobb announced that on April 18 from 9-Noon an Earth Day Clean up will be held starting at the Navajo County Courthouse gazebo.

4. Councilmember Cobb reported that the Special Olympic Regional Games were held in Round Valley were they did an extraordinary job.

    
Manager’s Report:
1. Chief of Police Hartup reported that the new police vehicles are in the rail lot in Phoenix which is good news and they should ship to the dealership in the next few days.  
2. Code Enforcement Officer Rod Gish reported that in the past 24 weeks 467 properties in Holbrook have been cited and 290 of those have come into compliance with 53 in process of coming into compliance.  Mr. Gish stated that Code Enforcement has a 62% compliance rate.  Mr. Gish stated that some changes in the code will be coming to the Council for approval such as length of time unoccupied buildings can be boarded up and a political sign code. 
3. Finance Director Sullivan reported that on April 1, 2009 the Utility Department and Code Enforcement began the audit on all accounts and all services and that it is going well.

4. Napoleon Baldonado, Parks and Recreation Supervisor reported that the pool is still on schedule to open Memorial Day week-end.  Mr. Baldonado reported that Phase 1 is completed and that he will be bringing a small change order to Council on the next agenda for the deep end of the pool and that Phase II is started. Manager Pilgrim reported that the change order is not expected to be more than $9000.00.
5. Manager Pilgrim reported that he had instructed Arizona Engineering to make the levee the highest priority and to contact the City’s legal counsel to expedite the contracting of the Geotechnical services.  Manager Pilgrim stated that they hope to have an item on the agenda for April 28 outlining the steps and costs.  Manager Pilgrim stated that J.E. Fuller has been instructed to have their part completed by the end of June.  Councilmember Szink asked how the City was going to fund this.  Manager Pilgrim stated that J.E. Fuller contract was in this fiscal year budget in the amount of $135,000.00 and the remainder will be budgeted in fiscal year 2010 from LGIP Funds.  
OLD BUSINESS:

None.

NEW BUSINESS:
A. Shannon Lange, Chairman of the 2009 Drug Free Grad Night Party requested that the Council donate $1500.00 to the party.  Councilmember Cobb made a motion to donate $1500.00 to the Drug Free Grad Night Party. Councilmember Haussman seconded.  Vice-Mayor Stuart asked how much was budgeted for this item. City Clerk Millage stated that she believed there was $1500-2000 budgeted.  The Mayor called for the question and the motion carried unanimously.
B. Chief of Police Hartup requested permission for Sergeant Dixon to attend Sexual Assault Response training in Seattle, WA.  Chief Hartup stated that the training is grant funded except for $200.00.  Vice-Mayor Stuart made a motion to approve Sergeant Dixon’s out of state travel.  Councilmember Haussman seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
C. Mayor Hill presented Ordinance 09-01 captioned as follows for its first reading:
Vice-Mayor Stuart asked who placed this item on the agenda and would they please give the background for this Ordinance. Manager Pilgrim stated that many times Staff must come to Council to get approval for items that are budgeted and find themselves in a difficult situation as purchases must be approved by Council and sometimes it may take more than 3 weeks in order to get on the agenda. Manager Pilgrim stated that each of the changes will require the authorization of the City Manager, the Finance Director and the Purchasing agent before purchases can be made and the limits have been established at a higher amount. Manager Pilgrim stated that due diligence will be exercised before purchases are made.  Vice-Mayor Stuart stated that she was on Council when the limits were lowered and that it was the opposite and the events in the past few weeks have caused her to have concerns and she believes Council needs to review this Ordinance further. 
D. Mayor Hill presented Ordinance 09-02 captioned as follows for its first reading;
E. Mayor Hill presented Resolution 09-05 captioned as follows:
Grants Administrator Fraley informed the Council that the Fair Housing Policy is adopted annually by them.  Councilmember Darris made a motion to adopt Resolution 09-05. Vice-Mayor Stuart seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
F. Manager Pilgrim stated that Staff is requesting that Council release the City’s reverter clause for one acre of the Northland Pioneer College owned land which is adjacent to the Rainbow Accommodation School.  Manager Pilgrim turned the floor over to the Superintendent of Schools Linda Morrow.  Ms. Morrow stated that the land that the the school sits on is taken up almost entirely by the school and they would like to be able to add playground equipment for the students.  Ms. Morrow stated that the school would like to acquire 1 acre of the NPC Property for such purpose but the City has a reverter clause that if NPC is to ever sell the property they would have to first ask the City’s permission to revert it.  Ms. Morrow asked for the Council’s permission to revert this piece to NPC so that they can negotiate with the Rainbow Accommodation for the placement of the playground.  Councilmember Cobb asked if NPC is donating the land.  Ms. Morrow stated that NPC is negotiating this and the Attorney’s are involved.  Mayor Hill asked if NPC purchased this property from the City or was it donated to them.  City Clerk Millage stated that it was gifted to NPC by the City in 1998.  Councilmember Carlisle asked what the reverter clause says in the agreement. City Clerk Millage read the reverter clause as follows “If at any time the Buyer (NPC) does not use the property as a campus for Northland Pioneer College, the property shall revert to the Seller (City).  If the Buyer ever decides to sell the property, then the property shall revert to the Seller.” Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to put it in NPC’s ballpark and ask them to revert it to the City and the City will deal with Rainbow Accommodation School.  Councilmember Darris seconded. Vice-Mayor Stuart called for the vote and the motion carried unanimously.
G. Mayor Hill stated that the Fiscal Year 2008 audit is complete and is on the agenda for acceptance and declaration as a public record.  Mayor Hill asked Finance Director Sullivan if the City was GASB compliant with this audit.  Finance Director Sullivan stated that we were and there were a few exceptions to the audit but there will always be deficiencies but the magnitude of the deficiencies that determines the qualifications. Vice-Mayor Stuart made a motion to approve the results of the audit.  Councilmember Szink seconded and the motion carried unanimously.   
H. Manager Pilgrim commended the Water Department for their work on the water break which occurred Easter Sunday and that they spent 16 hours working on.  Manager Pilgrim asked Council to recall that it was brought to their attention that we currently use a gas system for chlorination which is extremely dangerous. Manager Pilgrim stated that the systems are in sad shape and he believes we have reached the time when the system needs to be changed.  Manager Pilgrim stated that only one bid was received and is asking for an adjustment to award only two systems for now instead of the three requested.  Water/Wastewater Supervisor Armando Aguilera stated that working with chlorine gas is a safety issue and reminded Council that there is also a residence nearby.  Mr. Aguilera stated that the person who installed the gas system 35 years ago is the same ones who bid on the tablet system.  Mr. Aguilera stated that Winslow has a system identical to this and they highly recommend it.  Mayor Hill asked if we know why only one person bid the systems.  Mayor Hill commented that chlorine gas is the most highly restricted commodity that can be moved by the railroad and there are more restrictions with it than any other item.  Councilmember Haussman asked if the system would be placed at the well sites and if they could be moved if a new well site is procured.  Mr. Aguilera stated that was correct. Councilmember Darris asked if it would be possible to list who the bids were sent to from now on. Councilmember Cobb made a motion to approve the award of two Accu-Tab systems in the amount at $9661.00 each.  Mayor Hill seconded. Councilmember Haussman stated that the bid sheet stated that bid was incomplete as it was not bid to specifications.  Mr. Aguilera explained that this piece of equipment comes preassembled and the company does not provide installation but they will oversee and train at no cost.  Vice-Mayor Stuart asked if this was in the budget for this year.  Mr. Aguilera stated that it was.  Manager Pilgrim stated that Staff highly recommends this purchase as the residents is concerned of the danger and that there is $77,000 in funds available. The Mayor called for the question and the motion carried unanimously.
I. Manager Pilgrim stated that this item had been approved at the Special Meeting held on March 31, 2009 but since Staff has learned from the City Attorney the item should’ve been bid.  Manager Pilgrim stated that the item has been bid and two bids were received. Vice-Mayor Stuart declared a conflict as her brother-in-law is an employee of Auto Safety House and left the Chambers.  Fleet Supervisor John Gerwitz stated that this is for a replacement engine for the newer Vac-Con and that Staff if recommending awarding to the lowest bidder Auto Safety House in the amount of $27,613.63.  Councilmember Darris made a motion to award the bid to Auto Safety House in the amount of $27,613.63.  Councilmember Cobb seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
J. Manager Pilgrim asked that the City Attorney Marlene Pontrelli be on the phone for this item.  Manager Pilgrim stated that this item is a request for contract extension for Chief Hartup.  Manager Pilgrim reported that Chief Hartup has tendered his resignation effective August 14, 2009 at which time he will retire after 30 years in law enforcement.  Manager Pilgrim stated that the extension request would be through August 14, 2009.  Mayor Hill thanked Chief for his 4 years of service stating that he has been a friend of him and his family voicing that he is sorry to see him go.  Mayor Hill stated that he appreciates the Police Department and everything they do. Mayor Hill asked Attorney Pontrelli if she had any comments. Ms. Pontrelli stated that this was an amendment to the agreement which extends the contract through August 14, 2009.  Ms. Pontrelli stated that it does provide the option if the agreement terminated sooner than that the City would pay the Chief for services rendered plus the amount equal to 60 days base salary. Councilmember Carlisle asked if this was in the original contract.  Ms. Pontrelli stated that it was but in the original contract 30 days notice would need to be given for termination and he would not be entitled to 60 days severance in other words to get him to August 14. Councilmember Carlisle asked about Section A of the contract where it says “The City may elect to make such termination effective prior to he expiration of thirty day period, in which event the City shall pay the Chief his regular compensation in lieu of notice for the remainder of the thirty days, in addition to any severance pay due” that would effectively make it a 90 day severance package if this option was chosen.  Ms. Pontrelli stated that is correct. Councilmember Carlisle stated that initially this was to be a change in contract and now a resignation has been tendered and changed the whole situation.  Councilmember Carlisle asked why the change. Chief Hartup stated that he did not change anything on the document.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that initially it was a contract change.  Chief Hartup stated that he is retiring as of August 14, 2009 after 30 years.  Vice-Mayor Stuart asked why we have an executive session item.  Manager Pilgrim stated that it was scheduled before the resignation.  Vice-Mayor Stuart asked if we were discussing a buy-out package could Council go into executive session.  Vice-Mayor Stuart stated that she did not know what all the options are.  Ms. Pontrelli stated that Council could not make any decisions in executive session but it is for consultation only and she does not know if there is any reason to adjourn into executive session.  Councilmember Cobb made a motion to accept Chief Hartup’s resignation as of August 14, 2009 as per the agreement in front of the Council.  City Clerk Millage stated that the action item is the extension of the Chief’s Contract.  Councilmember Cobb amended his motion to extend the Chief’s Contract until August 14, 2009.  Councilmember Haussman seconded.  Councilmember Cobb stated that he was sorry to see the Chief go.  Councilmember Haussman stated that he hoped that he and the Chief could have more great conversations. The Mayor called for the question and the motion carried unanimously.
