MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE


HOLBROOK CITY COUNCIL HELD ON JUNE 12, 2007
CALL TO ORDER:  

Mayor Bryan Smithson called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. 

ROLL CALL:

Mayor Bryan Smithson, Vice-Mayor Jeff Font, Councilmembers Spike Simmons, Stuart Szink, Cynthia Stuart, Charles Haussman and Wade Carlisle.  
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE/INVOCATION:

Councilmember Simmons led the pledge of allegiance and Bishop Meeks of the Ward of the Church of Latter Day Saints gave the invocation.

MISSION STATEMENT:

Mayor Smithson read the Mission Statement. 

CITY STAFF:  

City Manager David Newlin, City Engineer Mark Woodson, Chief of Police DWayne Hartup,  Economic Development Director A’Kos Kovach, City Attorney Sterling Solomon, Magistrate Ralph Hatch and City Clerk Cher Millage.

MINUTES:

Minutes of the work session held on May 22, 2007 and the minutes of the regular meeting held on May 22, 2007 were presented for review.  Councilmember Simmons asked that on page122 line 15 “regress” be changed in both places that it is used to “redress”. Vice-Mayor Font made a motion to accept the minutes as corrected.  Councilmember Stuart seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
SWEARING IN OF NEW COUNCIL:
Ralph Hatch, City Magistrate swore in the following new Council members:  Jeff Hill, Mayor, Phillip Cobb, Kent Darris, and Charles Haussman, Councilmen.

SELECTION OF VICE-MAYOR:

Councilmember Szink made a motion to nominate Charles Haussman as Vice-Mayor.  Councilmember Cobb seconded and the vote failed on a 3 for and 4 against vote.  Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to nominate Councilmember Stuart as Vice-Mayor.  Councilmember Darris seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
CEREMONIALS/ANNOUNCEMENTS/PRESENTATION:

Paul Dobell of the Holbrook Chamber of Commerce gave an update on Chamber activities. Mr. Dobell discussed membership, tourism, the tourism contract, bed tax allotment, Holbrook as a destination point, the day trip planner, courthouse operation and Main Street.  Mr. Dobell asked that the Council support the Chamber and stated that if the Council has problems with the Chamber they are willing to sit down with the Council and discuss them. Councilmember Darris asked if the Chamber’s contract was up for renewal and was it a one or two year contract.  Mr. Dobell stated that the contract was for a period of two years but the $105,000.00 contribution has been left in the air for 2008 as there is a clause for capping the amount. Mr. Dobell stated that if the Chamber cannot get the funding needed some functions of the Chamber will have to be cut.

Chief of Police Hartup introduced two new employees of the Police Department:  David Kishbaugh, Police Officer and Danielle Ferniza, Dispatcher.
PETITIONS FROM THE PUBLIC:

Mayor Hill reminded the public that at the conclusion of an open call to the public, individual members of the public body may respond to criticism made by those who have addressed the public body, may ask staff to review a matter or may ask that a matter be put on a future agenda and that each person will be allowed five minutes to speak.
SUMMARY OF CURRENT EVENTS:

Mayor:

A. Mayor Hill stated that he would like to reflect on why we are here and commented that some awesome groundwork has been laid by the previous Council.  
Council Members:   

A. Vice-mayor Stuart stated that the Focused Future group has designated five focus areas and asked for the citizen’s help to turn Holbrook around.  Ms. Stuart stated that group is looking for people willing to make a difference.
B. Councilmember Haussman stated that for the past two weeks he has worked with Dr. Remmler of Pawsitioner and that Mr. Remmler has been very complimentary of the City of Holbrook and especially of A’Kos and David.  
  
Manager’s Report:

A. Manager Newlin reported that there will be an ADOT Transportation Board meeting in Springerville on June 14 and 15.  

B. Manager Newlin reported that the City Pool will be open on Sundays beginning this weekend from 12-3.
C. Manager Newlin reported that Technical Advisory meetings for the SATS will be held soon along with public hearings.

D. Manager Newlin reported that the financial information requested from Corix had been placed in the Council’s boxes.
CLAIMS:

Councilmember Haussman made a motion to approve the claims in the amount of $87, 540.12. Councilmember Cobb seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  
OLD BUSINESS:

(Item #A)
Manager Newlin reminded Council that there would be a work session on June 26 at 6:00 p.m. for the FY 2008 budget and suggested that the dates of July 10 and July 24 would be available for work sessions.  Manager Newlin stated that the week of August 28 is the League Conference and that the Council typically cancels this meeting so that they can be in attendance.  Councilmember Stuart made a motion to hold a joint work session with the City and the Chamber of Commerce on July 10, 2007 at 5:00 p.m. Councilmember Szink seconded.  After discussion it was determined that 3 of the 7 Council people would not be available this date.  Councilmember Stuart amended her motion to read July 24, 2007.  Councilmember Szink seconded the amendment.  The Mayor called for the question and the motion carried unanimously.  Mayor Hill made a motion to hold a work session on June 19, 2007 with a tour of the water wells, Romero Lift Station and the Airport to be held from 5:30-6:30 p.m. with the budget session to follow directly after the tour.  Councilmember Stuart seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  Councilmember Stuart made a motion to hold a Council retreat at the League Conference on August 31 from noon-4 p.m.  Councilmember Darris seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
(Item #B)

 Economic Development Director Kovach asked that the Council approve the guidelines for the community facilities district.  Mr. Kovach stated that this a financial tool to help attract developers. Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to approve the guidelines for the Community Facilities District.  Councilmember Stuart seconded.  Councilmember Carlisle asked why on page 6 the item regarding publicly held bonds was removed.  Attorney Solomon stated that he had removed this item as publicly offered bonds don’t work so well but on page 7 Section 5.3. privately held bonds are discussed.  The Mayor called for the questions and the motion carried unanimously.
Mayor Hill made a motion for a 5 minute recess.  Councilmember Haussman seconded and the Council recessed at 8:09 p.m.

NEW BUSINESS:

 (Item #A)

Council reconvened at 8:16 p.m. Manager Newlin presented Council with the norms, procedures and policies used by past Councils stating that the Council is self governed by the Charter.  Manager Newlin stated that the Council can discuss these items and determine how they will conduct their meetings.  Councilmember Cobb made a motion to re-adopt the Council norms and procedures.  Councilmember Haussman asked for clarification as to what was being adopted. Mayor Hill replied that it was Council norms adopted in 2004.  Councilmember Haussman asked if this was reaffirmation of what already exists. Councilmember Stuart asked if these could be changed at anytime or if they need to be changed right now.  Manager Newlin stated that the sooner the better but they could be modified at any time.  Councilmember Stuart seconded the motion. Mayor Hill stated that if Council was going to adopt the norms as presented the motion needed to be amended to read accept as stated until decide to modify.  Councilmember Cobb amended his motion as requested.  Councilmember Carlisle seconded the amendment.  Councilmember Haussman stated that as there is a new Council and a new Mayor this would be the time to set precedence.  Mayor Hill stated that he felt to propose something this evening is not appropriate as he had spent his time preparing for other items as was not ready to make modifications.  Manager Newlin stated that modifications could be made at any time the Council wanted.  Mayor Hill called for the question and the motion failed.  Councilmember Cobb made a motion that the Council norms and procedures be accepted as stated until the Council decides to modify them in the future at a more opportune moment.  Councilmember Stuart seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
(Item #B)

Councilmember Cobb made a motion to approve the special event liquor license for the Holbrook Elks Lodge for June 16, 2007.  Councilmember Szink seconded.  Councilmember Haussman asked if he or Councilmember Cobb would need to declare a conflict as they are both members of the Elks Lodge.  Attorney Solomon stated that as long as they would not gain financially they would not have to declare a conflict.  Mayor Hill called for the question and the motion carried unanimously.
(Item #C)
Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to appoint Phillip Cobb as the Council’s representative to the Chamber of Commerce.  Councilmember Darris seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

(Item #D)
Police Chief Hartup presented a requested to the Council to award services to APS for providing electrical service to the Holbrook Police firearms range in the amount of $17,676.00.  Mr. Hartup explained that this item had been brought before Council previously at a lower cost and needs to be re-approved due to the increase in the amount. Chief Hartup stated that this is a grant funded request and will not cost the City as it will be 100% reimbursable.  Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to award the services to APS as a sole source provider in the amount not to exceed $17,676.00.  Councilmember Haussman seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
(Item #E)

Manager Newlin explained that Council needs to adopt goals to provide direction for Staff and he feels Staff would like this sooner than later because if Council wants the direction changed they need to know.  Mayor Hill asked if he understood correctly and that each Council person was being asked to give between 5 and 10 goals. Mayor Hill stated that he was not sure how this would work 7 people with 5 goals each could end up being 35 goals. Attorney Solomon stated that the item was listed as discussion so that Council could decide how they wanted to proceed, if they wanted to bring a list of goals back or sit here and come up with a list. Councilmember Carlisle stated that the Focused Future and the General Plan need to be used in making goals as the people have spoken in both of these plans. Councilmember Haussman stated that he still stands by his original goals of growth and economic Development. Manager Newlin asked for a motion with the understanding that this does not lock Council into anything but that gives Staff guidelines.  Manager Newlin stated that the General Plan and Focused Future are tools that need to be worked with.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that this needs to be discussed more because in 6 months Staff could say well we are doing what Council said.   Vice-Mayor Stuart stated that she thought each Councilmember should come up with their top 3 goals as 21 goals were manageable.  Manager Newlin stated that these goals could be compiled into a document.  Vice-Mayor Stuart asked if it would be better for Council and Staff to meet together so that the goals would be something Staff and Council buys into.  Vice-Mayor Stuart asked if the goals could be prepared by next Council meeting.  Manager Newlin asked that Council prepare the goals beforehand so that he could compile the goals and have them in written form for the next meeting.  Mayor Hill asked what is done during a Council retreat and if this would not be part of that.   Mayor Hill asked if Council could receive input from Staff as to what their goals would be.  Manager Newlin stated that he would ask Staff and compile those goals also.  Councilmember Darris stated that he wanted all Staff to have a say in the goals not just Department Heads. Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to have their goals to the City Manager or City Clerk within one week of today and for every employee to provide their top 3 goals and be compiled.  Vice-Mayor Stuart seconded.  Councilmember Haussman asked if it would not make more sense in the organizational structure that input for the goals of each employee is given to the Department Heads and that input be forwarded on.  Councilmember Haussman amended the motion to have employees give their list of top three goals to their Department Heads and the Department Heads pass them up the chain of command.  Councilmember Darris seconded.  The Mayor called for the question and the vote carried on 6 for 1 against vote with Councilmember Stuart casting the nay vote. Councilmember Haussman stated that by obtaining input in such a way is that of a contemporary organization and adds great validity to the input.  Councilmember Haussman stated that he is curious as to what input will be given.
(Item #F)
Manager Newlin stated that Staff was seeking questions and guidance from the Council as a whole for the FY 2008 budget so that the modifications could be brought to the work session on June 26, 2007.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that he is concerned with the Classification and Compensation Plan and the high increases in one department without other people seeing the same plan that the plan will not be maintained.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that the plan cost the City quite a bit of money during development and he does not want to see it get blown out of the water by giving so many raises.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that he would like to see more information from the Chief of Police and for all the other employees a listing a classifications and salaries and midpoints for each employee.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that he would also like to know the cost of bring employees to midpoint and what each person in the Police Department would be getting as a raise.  Manager Newlin stated that he would like a motion with all the items Council wanted answers to.  Attorney Solomon stated that Council could give Staff direction now or make a motion as requested as by Manager Newlin. Attorney Solomon stated that if there is so much information that will be requested a work session would be suggested. Mayor Hill agreed. Manager Newlin stated that it is very difficult for Staff when one Councilmember wants this and the other wants that to know what should be included in the budget. Manager Newlin stated that he would not be available on June 19 for a work session but the Council could conduct the meeting with what Staff is available. Councilmember Haussman stated that he would like to come back to City Hall after the tour and discuss this. Vice-Mayor Stuart asked that Attorney Solomon attend the meeting. Vice-Mayor Stuart asked to see a chart which showed what portion of the budget are salaries.  Councilmember Darris stated that he was concerned that raises would be given and the City would not be able to sustain them for the year.   Councilmember Carlisle stated that the majority of the discussion he wants has to do with items he has researched and has concerns over. Mayor Hill stated that he has a problem with the inclusion of the over the hill sewer line in the budget.  Councilmember Szink stated that he felt that this was going to take more time and Council should be willing to give up their time to attend work sessions to discuss what is needed.  Councilmember Stuart made a motion to cover any budget items that need to be discussed in an extended work session on June 19, 2007 at 6:30 p.m.  Councilmember Haussman seconded and the motion carried unanimously. Manager Newlin reminded the Council that anything that is not included in the budget cannot be spent and that is why the over the hill sewer line has been included.
(Item #G)

Manager Newlin stated that the Sanitation Department, Golf Course, Swimming Pool and Magistrate Court have all suggested that their rates be increased.  Vice-Mayor Stuart stated that she felt that Staff was competent enough to determine the rates that should be charged and she is ready to make these changes.  Manager Newlin stated that the rates will have to come back by Ordinance for adoption.  City Clerk Millage stated that she did not feel that Council should make a motion to approve the changes but rather make a motion to direct Staff to prepare the Resolutions changing the rates and bring back to Council for adoption. Vice-Mayor Stuart made a motion to direct Staff to prepare the Resolutions to implement these changes. Councilmember Darris seconded.  Councilmember Carlisle asked why only the Commercial rates for Sanitation dumpsters were being looked at.  Manager Newlin stated that this is for Commercial roll-offs only as the charges are not enough to pay for the equipment necessary to handle them.  Councilmember Carlisle asked what the rates for the pool entrance are now.  Manager Newlin stated that is the prices in the packet to the Council. The Mayor called for the question and the motion carried unanimously.  
(Item #H)

Economic Development Director Kovach stated that Council adopted the guidelines earlier in the meeting and now has the opportunity to adopt a community facilities districts agreement with Pacific Holt.  Mr. Kovach stated that the agreement which is included in the packet is not the newest version.  Mr. Kovach stated that the 5 year time frame has been changed to 10 years. Attorney Solomon stated the document is flexible and is a working document so if Council has changes they want they can be made.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that he did not like Section 2.1”non-recourse municipal financing.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that he was not sure that Section 2.2. needs to be included as the CFD guidelines have been developed and should be used.  Attorney Solomon stated that Section 2.2. the last sentence is important-Developer agrees to accept financial responsibility for all legal and financing consultant expenses related to creating the CFD and that it mirrors the CFD guidelines.  Attorney Solomon stated that if there is a conflict between this document and the guidelines that is a concern but if items are mirrored that is fine and makes it more solid.  Councilmember Stuart asked why the time frame was changed from 5 years to 10 years.  Attorney Solomon stated as it allows them more time.  Councilmember Stuart stated that is also more time the land can sit undeveloped.  Attorney Solomon stated that could be changed back to 5 years if Council wants as he does not believe it will stop the deal.  John Gurolla, Pacific Holt Corporation stated that there is a lot of work to do and getting it done within 5 years may be an issue but Pacific Holt is very intent on moving forward and he does not that the 5 years will kill the deal.  Mr. Gurolla stated that there are a lot of things that must happen such as infrastructure and 5 years is a short amount of time looking at the size of the project.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that the 5 years can be renewed for additional one-year terms upon written notice and if there is movement it should not be an issue.  Attorney Solomon agreed with Councilmember Carlisle.  Councilmember Carlisle asked what Attorney Solomon thinks of Section 2.1 should be changed to read “subject to City creating a CFD necessary to install, or provide reimbursement to the Developer” and this should be confirmed in Section 3.3.  Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to change Section 2.1 to read as recommended by Attorney Solomon and to make the duration of the agreement for 5 years. Councilmember Darris asked about Section 10.0 Amendment asking how this can be amended.  Attorney Solomon stated that this should be changed to read “subject to approval of the City Council and the officers or assigns of Developer”.  Councilmember Stuart asked if this should not be in writing.  Councilmember Carlisle stated in writing by both parties.  Vice-Mayor Stuart made a motion to move forward with the adoption of a community facilities district infrastructure financing agreement with Pacific Holt Corporation with the changes.  Councilmember Haussman seconded.  Councilmember Carlisle asked if the Council wanted to approve the agreement without seeing the changes saying he would rather see the changes before voting on it.  Mayor Hill called for the question and the motion carried on a 5 for 2 against vote with Mayor Hill and Councilmember Carlisle voting nay. 
(Item #I)
Economic Development Director Kovach presented Council with the development agreement between the City of Holbrook and Pacific Holt Corporation for the Finley property. Mr. Kovach stated that the sale has already been approved and that Pacific Holt is ready to close escrow. Councilmember Haussman asked if the duration of this agreement was for 5 years also.  Mr. Kovach stated that it was. Vice-Mayor Stuart asked what Pacific Holt has planned for this property.  Mr. Gurolla of Pacific Holt responded 50% residential, 25% multi-use and 25% light industrial.  Mr. Gurolla stated that the property has nice topos and it will take awhile to develop a plan.  Councilmember Carlisle asked that page 1 the 7th whereas paragraph is changed to read “application” instead of “petition”.  Councilmember Haussman asked Manger Newlin what it was going to cost the City to install an 8” water connection for this property. Manager Newlin stated that he did not have an exact amount but it cost $19,378.00 for the supplies for the line to PSiSC.  Mr. Kovach stated that if we end up buying the NPC Campus there is a fire plug and an 8” line to that fire plug.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that there is a difference between having an 8” line and having the water capacity to provide water to the developer.  Councilmember Carlisle asked how far item A goes.  Manager Newlin stated that this is only to provide the line to the property and the rest will have to be engineered.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that he would like 2.3 A removed from the agreement.  Mr. Kovach stated that Mr. Gurolla agreed to removal of this item and stated that Pacific Holt will do whatever they need to do to develop this property and increase capacity needed.  Councilmember Carlisle questioned 2.3 B “eventually this wastewater connection will extend to wastewater lines in the area of 7th Street and Iowa asking what happens when we reach this line and there is not capacity.  Mr. Kovach stated that engineering will know this in advance and that is what good engineering is for.  Councilmember Carlisle asked what happens when we cannot provide capacity and Mr. Gurolla says that we are in breach of contract unless we provide him with a 21” line to the sewer plant.  Attorney Solomon stated that 2.3 A will be removed and 3.1 will be changed to read “Developer is responsible for all water lines and connections on the property.  Mr. Gurolla stated that he feels this discussion is good as it let Pacific Holt know what the City can do and what they will have to do.  Mr. Gurolla stated that they are committed to the project and they will do whatever it takes.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that the City has been sued in the past as contracts have not been clear and he wants to make sure that in 5 years whoever reads the contract understands the issues and they are spelt out clearly.  Councilmember Carlisle asked if 2.3 B should be changed also.  Attorney Solomon suggested that it read that the Developer will be responsible for connections to the wastewater system.  Councilmember Darris asked about the duration of the agreement asking if the agreement could be renewed for additional one year terms.  Attorney Solomon stated that is correct but if Council wants changes they can be made.  Councilmember Darris stated that he would like to have it read “with Council’s approval”.  Councilmember Stuart asked that the Mayor’s name be changed at the end of the contract.  Councilmember Haussman asked for the changes so far.  Attorney Solomon stated that the changes as follows are:  the second whereas paragraph from the bottom the word petition will be changed to application, section 1.2 page 2 will be changed by adding with Council’s approval, Section 2.3 A will be removed, Section 2.3 B will become 2.3 A and will read “A separate agreement will be written for water and wastewater arrangements and Section 3.1 will be changed to read “Developer is responsible for all water lines and connections on the property.  Councilmember Carlisle questioned section 3.3 B as it states 25% light Industrial and 75% single family which is not what was previously stated by Mr. Gurolla. Mr. Kovach stated that it would be divided as Mr. Gurolla had stated.  Councilmember Carlisle asked that 6.0 be changed to read “bonds approved by City or CFD.  Councilmember Carlisle asked about performance and payment bonds and/or cash assurances and whether they would be applicable.  Engineer Mark Woodson stated that he thought this was covered in City Code that the developer has to post an assurance of construction.  Councilmember Darris made a motion to table this item until Council can review the amended contract.  Mr. Kovach stated that if this is done the escrow will not close by the end of the month and this will not allow for the balance budget before the end of the fiscal year. Mr. Kovach stated that we are approximately $480,000 off by now and then the budget for this fiscal year will be balanced. Councilmember Darris stated that he feels that this is too important of an issue and he would feel more comfortable tabling. Councilmember Carlisle seconded.  A roll call vote was held with the following results:  Councilmember Carlisle, “aye”, Councilmember Cobb, “nay”, Councilmember Darris, “aye”, Councilmember Haussman, “nay”, Councilmember Stuart, “nay”, Councilmember Szink, “nay and Mayor Hill, “aye”.  Councilmember Haussman made a motion to go ahead and approve the development agreement with Pacific Holt with the changes recommended in the discussion.  Councilmember Carlisle seconded.  A roll call vote was held with the following results;  Councilmember Carlisle, “aye”, Councilmember Cobb, “aye”, Councilmember Darris, “nay”, Councilmember Haussman, “aye”, Councilmember Stuart, “aye”, Councilmember Szink, “aye” and Mayor Hill, “aye”.
The Mayor adjourned the meeting for a five minute recess by unanimous consent.

(Item #J)
Manager Newlin presented the FY 05 audit to Council stating that Staff is recommending approval.  Manager Newlin reported that the auditors are here this week working on the FY 06 audit with hopes of completion by August.  Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to approve the FY 05 Audit and Financial Reports.  Councilmember Cobb seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
(Item #K)
Manager Newlin stated that due to the loss of key personnel and the institution knowledge held by Woodson engineering he would like to ask Council to extend the contract with Woodson Engineer for 90 days.  Manager Newlin explained that the extension would commence on July 1, 2007.  Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to approve the extension of the City Engineer’s contract for 90 days. Councilmember Stuart seconded.  Councilmember Stuart asked Mr. Woodson how he felt about this.  Mr. Woodson stated that he felt the City needed City Engineering services until a Public Works Director is hired and possibly a new engineering firm and he is fine with it.  Manager Newlin stated that the reason he brought this item to Council is that the City Engineer needs to be approved by Council.  Councilmember Carlisle amended his motion to read to approve the extension of the City Engineer’s contract for 90 days pending review of the Engineer’s contract and his expenditures over the past year.  Councilmember Stuart amended her second.  Attorney Solomon asked if the amendment stated expenditures and said it should be billings.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that he amended his amendment to be billings.  Councilmember Stuart amended her amended second and the motion carried unanimously.    
(Item #L)

Manager Newlin requested that the Council approve a levee recertification with Woodson Engineering not to exceed $175,000.00 of which $25,000 will need to be expended before July 23, 2007.  Manager Newlin stated that this contract will be for a period of 2 years and the estimated expenditures to recertify the levee will be $325,000.00.  Councilmember Stuart asked why so much for something the Corp of Engineers has approved already.  Engineer Woodson stated that prior to Hurricane Katrina FEMA was in the process of digitizing the flood maps in this process it was determined that many of the lines drawn which indicate levees need to be verified and re-certified. Mr. Woodson stated that all levees were taken of the map until it could be verified that they exist and function and they protect people from flooding.  Mr. Woodson stated that they have been working on this project for over 11/2 years.  Mr. Woodson stated that the recertification is being required by FEMA and the Army Corp of Engineers and the City of Holbrook has two years to accomplish this and 90 days to respond to the letter that we are going to recertify the levee.   Councilmember Stuart asked what this does.  Mr. Woodson stated that this will put the property protected by levee back in the flood plain if not recertified and property owners will have to have flood insurance and this will affect economic development. Councilmember Stuart asked if there is something the City needs to do to keep the certification and Mr. Woodson stated that there are things such as maintenance.
