MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE


HOLBROOK CITY COUNCIL HELD ON MARCH 9, 2010 
CALL TO ORDER:  

Mayor Hill called the meeting to order at 7:01 p.m.
ROLL CALL:

Mayor Jeff Hill, Vice-Mayor Matt Searles, Councilmembers Wade Carlisle, Kent Darris, Myron Maxwell, Charles Haussman and Phillip Cobb.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE/INVOCATION:

Councilmember Peterson led the pledge of allegiance and Mayor Hill gave the invocation.

CITY STAFF:  

City Manager Ray Alley, Finance Director Randy Sullivan and City Clerk Cher Reyes. 
CEREMONIALS/ANNOUNCMENTS/PRESENTATION:
PETITIONS FROM THE PUBLIC:

Leo Maestas petitioned the Council regarding the acquisition of property for a water well.  
CONSENT AGENDA:
Councilmember Haussman made a motion to approve the items on the consent agenda.  
A. Claims/payment approval for February 18, 2010 thru March 3, 2010.
B. Minutes of the regular meeting held on February 23, 2010. 
C. Minutes of the Special meeting and work session held on December 15, 2009.
Councilmember Cobb seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

CLAIMS/PAYMENT APPROVAL FOR FEBRUARY 18 THRU MARCH 3, 2010: Walt’s Hardware:
Mayor Hill and Councilmember Carlisle excused themselves from this item as they are the owner of Walt’s Hardware.  Councilmember Cobb made a motion to approve the claims for Walt’s Hardware in the amount of $697.42. Councilmember Haussman seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
SUMMARY OF CURRENT EVENTS:

Mayor:
1.  Mayor Hill reported that he has been in contact with Winslow and they are very interested in the Resolution the Council adopted regarding the privatizing of rest areas.
Council Members:

1. Councilmember Cobb congratulated First Step Workshop on their new building.  Councilmember Cobb stated that they will be able to apply for grants now that they are property owners.

2. Councilmember Cobb reminded everyone that they have until April 1 to donate funds to his non-haircutting event to support Special Olympics.  Councilmember Cobb stated that donations could be made at Wells Fargo Bank.
Manager’s Report:
1. Manager Alley reported that Oasker Hollins, Sanitation Supervisor has reported that cardboard is at a premium and encouraged citizens to recycle. Manager Alley asked that persons take the cardboard to the recycling yard and not burn or dispose of it.
2. Manager Alley reported that improvements are being made at the airport much in the same direction as the Golf Course.  Manager Alley stated that both bathrooms are opened, working and cleaned.  Manager Alley said that the lobby is also cleaned.  Manager Alley stated that the improvements are aiming at making the Airport an unmanned site and still have it serve the public well.  Manager Alley stated that a lot of work is being done at the airport on little funds as many items which are new have been located at the airport.
3. Manager Alley reported on the abatement of the building on W. Hopi.  

4. Manager Alley reported that NPC has begun removal of 3 of the modular structures and that the City is assisting by hauling the clean concrete to the Golf Course to be used for the driving range.

OLD BUSINESS:

NEW BUSINESS:
A.  Councilmember Cobb stated that he has spoke to Mr. Perkins regarding this item and Mr. Perkins has told him that even if the Council were to choose partially funding the Men’s Basketball League it would not work as it would not be enough.  Councilmember Cobb said that Mr. Perkins had also said that Youth programs should be funded first.  Mayor Hill stated that in these hard financial times he does not feel this can be funded.  Councilmember Haussman agreed. The item died due to a lack of a motion.
B. Manager Alley presented the bid results for Parcel 109-24-075 in the amount of $97,850.00.  Manager Alley stated that Parcel 109-24-075 is located between Coronado II and Court Apartments. Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to accept the bid results.  Councilmember Haussman seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
C. Mayor Hill presented Ordinance 10-01 captioned as follows:
AN ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK, ARIOZNA, AUTHORIZING THE SALE OF REAL PROPERTY OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK: NAMELY A PORTION OF PARCEL NUMBER 109-24-075, MORE FULLY DESCRIBED IN EXHIBIT “A” ATTACHED HERETO.

Councilmember Carlisle stated that he still would like a reversionary clause in the Purchase agreement. Councilmember Carlisle stated that this goes back to the Ronaele LLC agreement which was a reputable company who owned, built and leased other properties and they were unable to do what they had hoped to do under the development agreement and now the property is private ownership and remains vacant and the City has no option to deal with it.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that this could be the same situation with North Country.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that he would like to see a 3 year reversionary back in the purchase agreement.  Manager Alley stated that North Country felt that since they were paying full appraised value for the property and their board did not believe a reverter clause should be in the agreement. Manager Alley stated that this may slow the process down.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that we are selling the property for development not for the money and he does not want to make the same tracks as before and lose another piece of property. Vice-Mayor Searles asked if the reversionary allows the property to come back to us or purchase it back.   Mayor Hill stated that it could be written however we wanted.  Councilmember Peterson voiced a concern with the fact that there is a grant deadline to be met and if we hold this up it could be affected. Manager Alley stated that if the Council is willing to purchase the property back for what it was sold for he does not think there will be a hold up. Manager Alley stated that the reverter clause could state that the City would purchase the property back at the purchase price he did not believe North Country would have an issue with that.  Mayor Hill said that the Council is the stewards of public property and the City will be out some costs and the funds which are paid towards the land needs to be set aside in a special account.  Mayor Hill stated that that there is a real cost associated with the deal and somehow that needs to be recouped as it is public monies.  Manager Alley asked if the Council would like to put into the reverter clause that if the property reverts back to the City, North Country will be refunded principal payments only. Council was in agreement on this item.  Marti Neff of North Country stated that they are on board with this 120% and it will happen.  Ms. Neff stated they are serious and this will happen.  Mayor Hill stated that the changes to this agreement can be presented with the second reading of the Ordinance and remain on track.  Ms. Neff stated that she understood and explained that they are a non-profit group and answer to a Board of Directors and a CEO so if this is added it will have to be discussed with the Board. Mayor Hill stated that the money needs to be set aside and protected so that it can be refunded if the reverter clause kicks in. Discussion was held regarding the actual wording for the reverter clause and it was determined that it should be for a period of three years, include the refund the principal payments to North Country with the funds being set aside for that period of time and the building must be weathered in within three years. 
D. Manager Alley reported to the Council that North Country has to do everything in this development agreement.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that the last sentence of 2.1 should be removed.  Councilmember Cobb made a motion to approve the development agreement with the last sentence of 2.1 being removed.  Vice-Mayor Searles seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
E. Manager Alley stated that a study had been conducted before his tenure and three properties had been defined as being possibilities for a well site.  Manager Alley stated that he had been contacted by one of the property owners and he had offered to give the City a 50x50 parcel for a well in exchange for fencing in of his property.  Manager Alley stated that he had hired a surveyor and it was discovered that the property owner does not own the property as he believed and this is now a dead issue.
F. Manager Alley informed the Council that due to the staffing reductions in the Sanitation Department the Transfer Site will be closed on Fridays but will maintain its regular hours Mon-Thursday and on Saturday.
G. Councilmember Carlisle stated that the Historic Preservation Commission has not been managed as stated in Code and since the Mayor had discussed the Planning and Zoning Commission at the last meeting he felt the Historic Preservation Commission should be looked at also.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that this is a common Commission for Cities and Towns to have and they are able to write grants for Historical Preservation which is broader than just the Historic Courthouse.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that the Commission would be responsible for creating Historic Districts and building standards within the district. Zelda Gray a former Historic Commission Member stated that there are criteria for Commission Members.  Mrs. Gray stated that a Corporation would have to be established again as this was let go. Mrs. Gray stated that Pat Thompson was the Chairman of this Commission and she may be able to provide further information.  Manager Alley asked to be allowed to meet with Ms. Thompson. Mayor Hill made a motion that he and Manager Alley and himself do research and work to re-establish commission.  Councilmember Cobb seconded and the motion carried unanimously. 
H. Manager Alley asked the Council if the building permit fee for Holbrook EMS could be waived.  Manager Alley stated that EMS does provide certain services to the City at no charge such as standby for the Fire Department and Police Department.  Councilmember Cobb made a motion to waive the building permit fee for Holbrook EMS.  Councilmember Carlisle seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

CALL TO THE AUDIENCE:

Leo Maestas petitioned the Council regarding the possible acquisition of land for a water well.  Mr. Maestas stated that he had met with Carlo Pilgrim former City Manager and had presented a proposal for a piece of property to install a well on.  Mr. Maestas stated that he has never come to the City with any self serving agendas but that he takes offense that he has not received acknowledgment of his offer.
