MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE


HOLBROOK CITY COUNCIL HELD ON NOVEMBER 14, 2006
CALL TO ORDER:  

Mayor Smithson called the meeting to order at 7:02 p.m. 

ROLL CALL:

Mayor Bryan Smithson, Vice-Mayor Jeff Font, Councilmember’s Spike Simmons, Charles Haussman, Wade Carlisle, Cynthia Stuart and Stuart Szink.  
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE/INVOCATION:

Vice-Mayor Font led the pledge of allegiance and Genevieve Taylor, form the Naomi House gave the invocation.

MISSION STATEMENT:

Mayor Smithson read the Mission Statement. 

CITY STAFF:  

Public Works Director Dick Young, Attorney Morgan Brown, Chief of Police DWayne Hartup, Grants Writer/Administrator A’Kos Kovach and City Clerk Cher Millage. Manager Newlin as absent and excused as he was out of town for a conference.
MINUTES:

Minutes of the special meeting held on May 30, 2006 and the minutes of the regular meeting held on October, 24, 2006 were presented for review.  Councilmember Simmons made a motion to approve the minutes.  Vice-Mayor Font seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

CEREMONIALS/ANNOUNCEMENTS/PRESENTATION:

Mayor Smithson presented a proclamation for National Veteran’s Remembrance Month.  Mayor Smithson made a motion to proclaim November as “National Veterans Rememberance Month”.  Councilmember Simmons seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
PETITIONS FROM THE PUBLIC:

Three persons completed petition forms but chose to wait until their item on the agenda to speak:  Blaine Hatch, NPC, Dr. Roy, The New Sundance LLC and Mr. Mason, Discount Driver Training School

SUMMARY OF CURRENT EVENTS:

Mayor:

A.  Mayor Smithson reported that several Councilmember and himself had attended the groundbreaking ceremony for PSiSC and welcomed the Company to Holbrook. 

Council Members:


A.  Councilmember Stuart offered condolences to the family of Linda Phillips. 
  
Manager’s Report:

A. Public Works Director Young reported that the paving project is complete for this year except 150 foot of 3rd Avenue which will be completed after the street is dried out and stabilized.

B. Public Works Director Young reported that the Navajo Boulevard Drainage Channel project will begin in the next few days.
C. Public Works Director Young reported that the Library is coming along well with most of the framing being complete and some drywall has been hung.
D. Public Works Director Young reported that the new trash truck is here and is being used.  Staff hopes to have it completely in service after the first of the year.
CLAIMS:

Councilmember Simmons made a motion to approve the claims in the amount of $558,452.26. Councilmember Haussman seconded.  The Mayor called for the question and the motion carried unanimously.

OLD BUSINESS:

(Item #A)

Mayor Smithson made a motion to cancel the December 26, 2006 meeting.  Vice-Mayor Font seconded and the motion carried unanimously, City Clerk Millage stated that Staff is prepared to hold the Hill Interceptor work session on November 28, 2006 at 6 p.m.  City Clerk Millage reminded Council that the Manager’s annual evaluation has been scheduled for December 5, 2006.  Discussion followed on when to hold the interviews for Attorneys.  Mayor Smithson made a motion to hold a meeting to interview the Attorney’s on December 5, 2006 at 5:30 p.m. with the Manager’s evaluation to follow.  Councilmember Simmons seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
(Item #B)

City Clerk Millage presented the Charter Review recommendations and stated that Staff is recommending not making any changes to Section 2.15. Rules of Procedure which relates to Roberts Rule of Order.  Attorney Brown stated that Staff feels the Charter can be left as is “The Council shall determine its own rules and order of business subject to the provisions of this Charter” rather then following Roberts Rule of Order.  Councilmember Stuart asked if the changes to the Charter could not be approved by Council by majority rather than having to go to a vote of the public especially for minor changes.  Attorney Brown stated that this could be done if the Charter is changed to reflect this.  Councilmember Stuart made a motion to include an amendment to the Charter to allow changes to the Charter be made by a majority vote of the Council  Vice-Mayor Font seconded.  Councilmember Simmons asked if this was legal as he thought the State Constitution requires that every change to the Charter go to the vote of the people and go to the Governor for a signature.  Attorney Brown stated that he would have to study this but Councilmember Stuart’s recommendation to allow for minor changes may fit into the Constitution.  City Clerk Millage asked if Council’s intention was to get rid of Charter review.  Councilmember Stuart replied “no”.  Mayor Smithson made an amendment to Councilmember Stuart’s motion to go ahead with the changing the Charter to allow for changes by majority vote unless Attorney Brown’s research finds that this is not acceptable.  Vice-Mayor Font seconded.  The Mayor called for the question on the amendment and the motion carried 6 for 1 against with Councilmember Simmons casting the nay vote.  Mayor Smithson called for the question on the 1st motion.  The motion carried on a 6 for 1 against with Councilmember Simmons casting the nay vote.
NEW BUSINESS:

(Item #A) 

Councilmember Stuart asked why the Golf Course Ad-Hoc Committee wanted to appoint Cher Millage and Ken Karges as members.  Kim Belknap, Chairman of the Committee stated that both individuals have knowledge which can be useful to the Committee.  Mayor Smithson made a motion to appoint Ken Karges and Cher Millage to the Golf Course Ad-Hoc Committee.  Councilmember Stuart seconded and the motion carried unanimously. 

(Item #B)

Councilmember Stuart asked why we would want to pay two people to do the same job as we already have NACOG working for us.  Councilmember Simmons stated that this goes farther than NACOG as the lobbyist will go to the State and lobby transportation issues for the City.  Vice-Mayor Font agreed with Councilmember Stuart saying that he didn’t feel this was necessary as NACOG is already doing this work.  Public Works Director Young stated that the advantage that he sees to having the lobbyist is that Mr. Husted is representing Northeastern Arizona and keeps reminding the Transportation Board and legislators what happens in terms of traffic for our area.  Public Works Director Young stated that this is important as most times only the 2 big counties are considered in projects.  Councilmember Stuart asked if Mr. Husted would have the best interest of the City in mind.  Public Works Director Young stated that he does a good job of keeping the issues that are regionally specific to us on vocal.  Councilmember Stuart asked if he has made a difference.  Mr. Young replied that he feels in some instances he has.  Councilmember Stuart asked if the differences made were for Holbrook.  Mr. Young stated that he thought so.  Councilmember Haussman asked what other cities Mr. Husted represents as a registered lobbyist.  Public Works Director Young replied, Holbrook, Show Low, Pinetop/Lakeside, Snowflake, Taylor, Navajo County, White Mountain Apache Tribe, Springerville, St. Johns, Eagar and Apache County.  Councilmember Haussman asked if this was a pooling of all the entities and if each was paying proportionately?  Mr. Young stated that based on population the City of Show Low and Pinetop/Lakeside pay more.  Councilmember Stuart said that she noticed Chris Fetzer of NACOG was part of the White Mountain Transpiration Board.  Mr. Young stated that he is but only as a resource and information person adding that Mr. Fetzer has no voting rights.  Councilmember Stuart asked if Mr. Fetzer is taking back information to NACOG.  Mr. Young stated that he does.  Councilmember Stuart asked if Staff is recommending paying Mr. Husted what is the number one reason.  Mr. Young stated to keep reminding the Transportation Board that the issues that affect the White Mountain Region spill over into the entire State.  Councilmember Stuart asked why Winslow as not joining this?  Mr. Young stated that he did not know the answer to this.  Councilmember Stuart asked how long this agreement is for.  Mr. Young stated 1 year.  Councilmember Stuart made a motion to utilize Mr. Husted as a transportation lobbyist for the period of one year and the amount not to exceed $4,000.00.  Councilmember Haussman seconded and the motion carried unanimously. Councilmember Haussman stated that if the Council does not see results in one year the situation needs to be reviewed.
(Item #C)

Grants Writer/Administrator Kovach presented the Council with a letter of intent from the Bitahocee Trading Post.  Councilmember Stuart made a motion to accept the letter of intent.  Vice-Mayor Font seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  Council was in agreement that this effort could be very beneficial to Holbrook as well as the Trading Post.
(Item #D)

Mayor Smithson commented that there is not cost for this item.  Councilmember Simmons stated that it says there is no cost but if you read the resolution there is a matching dollar amount of $9356.00 unless he misunderstands.  Mr. Kovach stated that there is no cost to signing the resolution and the matching amount was agreed to when the application was submitted to WIFA.  Mr. Kovach stated that this is part of WIFA’s documentation process.  Mayor Smithson presented Resolution 06-11 captioned as follows:

Councilmember Simmons made a motion to adopt Resolution 06-11.  Vice-Mayor Font seconded.  A roll call vote was held with the following results:  Councilmember Carlisle, “aye”, Vice-Mayor Font, “aye”, Councilmember Haussman, “aye”, Councilmember Simmons, “aye”, Councilmember Stuart, “aye”, Councilmember Szink, “aye” and Mayor Smithson, “aye”.
(Item #E)

Grants Writer/Administrator Kovach stated that this Resolution is acknowledging the Resolution just adopted by the Council for WIFA’s records. Mayor Smithson presented Resolution 06-12 captioned as follows:

RESOLUTION 06-12

RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK ACKNOWLEDGING AND APPROVING THE APPLICATION TO WATER INFRASTRUCTURE FINANACE AUTHORITY OF ARIZONA (WIFA) FOR PROJECT TECHNICAL ASSISTANCE TO BE USED FOR THE HOLBROOK HILL SEWER INTERCEPTOR PROJECT.

Councilmember Haussman made a motion to adopt the resolution.  Vice-Mayor Font seconded.  A roll call vote was held with the following results:  Councilmember Carlisle, “aye”, Vice-Mayor Font, “aye”, Councilmember Haussman, “aye”, Councilmember Simmons, “aye”, Councilmember Stuart, “aye”, Councilmember Szink, “aye” and Mayor Smithson, “aye”.

(Item #F)

Grants Writer/Administrator Kovach gave a brief history on the Medical Services Planning Committee stating that they have been meeting since April and have developed synergy with State, Federal and Local governments. Mr. Kovach stated that the Committee is requesting a pledge of support on the part of the City to make available property on which these entities can begin planning and building multi-use primary medical facilities.  Mr. Kovach stated the Little Colorado River Medical Center will have some form of clinic in Holbrook as soon as they can identify a site.  Mr. Kovach stated that when you take 5 or 6 entities and allow them to collaborate on one building you get a lot of services under one roof which makes it easier on the public

to get services.  Mayor Smithson made a motion to approve the letter of support as presented.  Councilmember Simmons seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
(Item #G)

Grants Writer/Administrator Kovach asked that the Council adopt a resolution of support for the Focused Future documents.  Councilmember Simmons stated that the Focused Future document ties in very well with the General Plan which was adopted last August.  Councilmember Simmons asked that one change be made to the Resolution changing the word revives to revise on the fifth line.  Mr. Kovach stated that APS will publish the document for the City and it can be used as an Economic Development tool.  Councilmember Simmons thanked APS for picking up the costs for this document.  Mayor Smithson presented Resolution 06-13 captioned as follows:
RESOLUTION   06-13
RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK ACKNOWLEDGING, AUTHORIZING AND APPROVING THE DOCUMENT KNOWN AS HOLBROOK FOCUSED FUTURE.

Vice-Mayor Font made a motion to adopt Resolution 06-13 as presented.  Councilmember Stuart seconded.  A roll call vote was held with the following results:  Councilmember Carlisle, “aye”, Vice-Mayor Font, “aye”, Councilmember Haussman, “aye”, Councilmember Simmons, “aye”, Councilmember Stuart, “aye”, Councilmember Szink, “aye” and Mayor Smithson, “aye”.

(Item #H)

Chief Hartup asked that the Council declare APS a sole source provider to install power to the Holbrook Police Shooting Range. Chief Hartup explained that the Department has received a grant to upgrade the range which will fund all items being bid.  Chief Hartup explained that this will allow for a more automated interactive training range for the Police Department.  Councilmember Stuart asked if the range would be secured.  Chief Hartup replied that perimeter fencing and security lighting are being bid and will be brought back to the Council at a later date.  Councilmember Haussman asked if other Department and agencies will be allowed to use the facility for training.  Chief Hartup stated that they would and that was part of the grant funding requirement.  Councilmember Simmons made a motion to declare APS a sole source provider for the purpose of installing the electricity to the range not to exceed $7092.79.  Councilmember Haussman seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
(Item #I)

Chief Hartup presented bid results for an automated moving target.  Chief Hartup stated only one bid was received in the amount of $7150.00 and is recommending the bid be awarded to Action Target.  Councilmember Haussman made a motion to award the bid to Action Target for $7150.00.  Councilmember Stuart seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
(Item #J)

Chief Hartup informed the Council that a grant has been received from Homeland Security in the amount of $48,600.00 and the bids came in at $48,476.00 for the surveillance equipment.  Councilmember Haussman asked where this system would be deployed.  Chief Hartup stated that there are several prior permanent locations set up strategically throughout the City and the bid also includes a mobile capture station which can be placed where needed.  Chief Hartup explained that this will allow for streaming video 365 days out of the year and if a flood or some other natural disaster would occur it would allow for videoing of this event also.  Mayor Smithson asked if this was the grant funding that CBS came to interview about as we had received such a large sum for Homeland Security issues.  Chief Hartup stated that it was. Mayor Smithson made a motion to award the bid to Ultimate Visions Systems in the amount of $48.476.00.  Councilmember Simmons seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
(Item #K)

Public Works Director Young presented bid results for the library ceiling recommending the bid be awarded to Continental Flooring the low bidder.  Mr. Young stated that this is for supplies only.  Councilmember Stuart asked who the project manager was.  Mr. Young replied “me”.  Councilmember Stuart asked how much has been spent to-date on this project.  Mr. Young stated that he did not know this answer but could get it by the next Council meeting.  Councilmember Stuart asked if the grant funding of $50,000.00 had been received.  City Clerk Millage stated that it had been received quite awhile ago and Manager Newlin had sent out an e-mail informing the Council of this as far as she knew.  Councilmember Stuart asked what the timeline for completion is.  Public Works Director Young stated that she had asked this question of him before and he does not feel comfortable in giving an answer.  Councilmember Stuart asked Mr. Young as the project manager does he not feel he should be giving answers to the Council?  Mr. Young replied that if this project was contracted out instead of using volunteer labor he would be able to give answers as it is dependent upon how many volunteers show up to work.  Councilmember Carlisle asked if City Staff was going to be installing the ceiling tile.  Mr. Young stated that this is something that still needs to be looked at as bids for the installation were not received and installation may need to be bid.  Councilmember Stuart asked why this was not done all at once.  Mr. Young stated that we tried as it was part of the bid but the bids received were for materials only.  Mayor Smithson commented that neither bidder is an installer. Mr. Young stated that Staff would look at this to see if we have the assets and time to install or if we need to advertise for contractors. Councilmember Stuart asked if they could get a timeline.  Mr. Young stated that it is getting tight due to the items that need to be completed in order to move forward.  Councilmember Carlisle asked if there was any grant timelines that had to be met and if CDBG is looking at our status.   Mr. Young stated that he did not know this answer and that there is some pressure but he is not sure of the source.  Mayor Smithson made a motion to award the bid for the library suspended ceiling to Continental Flooring in the amount of $14,012.15.  Councilmember Simmons seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
(Item #L)

Grants Writer/Administrator Kovach stated that the Discount Driver Training School, LLC is requesting to use City property for the purpose to training students for CDL and School buses along with other driving certifications required by the State.  Mr. Kovach stated that the entity wants to utilize paved space owned by the City located at Romero.  Mayor Smithson asked how often they would anticipate using this area as he wondered how it would affect ADOT.  Mayor Smithson asked if we had an agreement with ADOT now for the use of this property.  Mr. Kovach stated that he could not answer the second question but he knows that this will not conflict with ADOT’s training schedule. Dr. Roy from Discount Driving Training School stated that he did not know how often the property would be used.  Dr. Roy stated that currently he is operating out of Mesa and is trying to locate a training facility here.  Dr. Roy stated that the State will not license him until he has a test site. Mayor Smithson asked how many employees would be needed.  Dr. Roy replied that this would depend on student load but all employees would be hired locally. Councilmember Stuart made a motion to enter into an agreement with Discount Driver Training School, LLC.  Councilmember Szink seconded.  Councilmember Haussman asked that there be a time limit on the agreement such as one year.  Dr. Roy stated that the State only licenses him for a year at a time. Mr. Kovach informed the Council that at this time Staff is only seeking Council direction as to whether to enter into a development agreement or how they would like to proceed. The Mayor called for the question and the motion carried unanimously. 
(Item #M)

Grants Writer/Administrator Kovach reported that Manager Newlin and he had met with Blaine Hatch of NPC and the Governing Board regarding the Old Hermosa Campus and the possibility of the City acquiring such.  Mr. Kovach stated that NPC has offered to transfer title and ownership of the campus to the City and enter into a development agreement.  Councilmember Stuart said that she has no information in her packet and this makes it hard for her to have a discussion with NPC regarding this item.  Mr. Kovach stated that there has not been anything in writing from NPC at this time.  Mayor Smithson said that the City Attorney and City Manager need to work out an agreement with NPC but he feels it would be wise if this Council toured the building which are at the campus so they no what is available and what can be done with them.  Mr. Kovach stated that there are 9 mobile units which will be moved from the site to other campus sites.  Mr. Kovach stated that he could work out another site visit for Council if they so desire.  Councilmember Stuart asked if soil testing has been conducted on this site and is it suitable for construction. Mr. Kovach stated that there has been soil testing conducted at the PSiSC site down the street.  Mr. Kovach stated that he did not think the problem was with NPC last time but rather the Engineers who didn’t do the soil properly.  Mr. Blaine Hatch from NPC apologized that the college did not have a representative available at the last meeting that this was discussed to answer questions.  Mr. Hatch stated that the college has always desired to be responsive and supportive of this particular request.  Mr. Hatch stated that most of the cost issues pertained to timing.  Mr. Hatch stated that the college does not want to profit from this exchange and that the City appears to be flexible in time related issues which will lower the costs as the college is concerned in being in a hold harmless position.  Mr. Hatch stated that there is remaining debt service and this is paid primarily by student tuition and they need to make sure this continues also the college will have moving costs. Mr. Hatch stated that he has a draft agreement with him that he will present to Council which addresses the issues.  Mr. Hatch stated that the college would be willing to take the Council on a tour.  Councilmember Simmons asked if they had planned to relocate this campus anyway.  Mr. Hatch stated that it would probably happen sometime in the next 5 years.  Councilmember Haussman stated that he has expressed concerns regarding the NAVIT program to the City Manager and does not want to jeopardize the relationship with NAVIT and NPC in this process.  Vice-Mayor Font asked about the NAU satellite system.  Mr. Hatch stated that the college does have a relationship with NAU and they are offering courses at this campus and the college will continue to provide them facilities from the Navajo Blvd. Campus when they chose.  Councilmember Carlisle asked if the residence hall is being used.  Mr. Hatch said that the college ceased using the hall about 1 year ago due to its location and it is being used now for storage.  Mr. Hatch stated that 36 units in the hall and would probably house 30 to 32 residents.  Mayor Smithson stated that the City was really interested in the property but he would really like to tour the property to determine what buildings are being used by NPC and what would be left for the City’s use. Mr. .Hatch presented the Council with a draft agreement. Mayor Smithson made a motion that the City Manager continue to obtain information and bring it back to the next meeting.  Councilmember Stuart seconded and the motion carried unanimously. 
(Item #N)

Mayor Smithson stated that he felt the guidelines were pretty well set for the Attorney interviews.  Councilmember Stuart suggested that the Mayor ask the Attorney’s present if they have any information they would like from the City.  Mayor Smithson asked Nick Decker and Sterling Solomon if they had any questions.  Mayor Smithson asked that Attorney Brown prepare some interview questions for the Council.
(Item #O)

Mayor Smithson asked Mr. Kovach to correct him if he was wrong but he thought this process could not be started until the bids are opened for this property.  Mr. Kovach stated that they were two separate issues as New Sundance had not made a request for this property until now and Tony Lew had requested only a portion of the property. Mr. Kovach stated that New Sundance has been participating in the Real Estate meetings that have been held by the City and has purchased 150 acres directly to the north of the Finley property. Mr. Kovach stated that Mr. Mason has tendered an offer to the City offering to purchase the remaining tract.  Mayor Smithson asked if it was two separate tracts and two separate offers.  Mr. Kovach stated that two different people had made offers for the same property and the RFP out now is what came before and Mr. Mason subsequently came in and made an offer.  Mr. Kovach stated that Councilmember Carlisle had asked for a more comprehensive plan for the property and Mr. Mason is prepared to present such.  Mr. Mason stated that he is from the Flagstaff/Prescott area and is not currently in the Snowflake/Taylor area.  Mr. Mason said he likes small towns and has a 35 year background in construction.  Mr. Mason complimented the Staff on the job they do representing the City. Mr. Mason stated that he has a history in affordable housing and he sees potential and would like to see if he could help the City move along.  Mayor Smithson asked what Mr. Mason is requesting from the City?  Mr. Mason said at this point he is asking to purchase the nearly 400 acres from the City and that there would have to be some infrastructure.  Mr. Mason stated that he did not know what condition the infrastructure was in.  Mr. Mason stated that he understands a main sewer line runs across his property and he also understands that this is at capacity.  Mr. Mason stated that he understands that the placement of another line is on the agenda for the Council to discuss which would help free up the sewer line on his property.  Mayor Smithson asked what would be the time frame for Mr. Mason to turn dirt.  Mr. Mason replied that would be dependent on the capacity the City has?  Mr. Mason stated that he is aware that he will have to wait for the Interceptor line but hopes it won’t be ten years from now.  Mayor Smithson said that they hoped it would be within the next year.  Mr. Mason showed the Council a preliminary plan for the property.  Councilmember Haussman asked to explain affordable housing.  Mr. Mason stated that most of the houses for single family dwelling would be somewhere between $125,000-$200,000.00.  Mr. Mason stated that they think there is a market for these units.  Councilmember Haussman stated that he is not in favor of low income housing and wants to make sure there are options for more people. Councilmember Stuart asked what projects Mr. Mason has done in Snowflake/Taylor.  Mr. Mason stated that he is dealing with vacant land there at this time.  Councilmember Stuart asked what houses would start at in this development.  Mr. Mason replied probably around $225,000.00.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that he felt the original intent of the RFP was to determine a value for this property and he thinks we ought to still move forward with the RFP’s.  Attorney Brown stated that the bid results for the property are scheduled to be on the next agenda.  Discussion was held on the soil conditions and testing.  Councilmember Stuart asked what Staff’s recommendation is?  Mr. Kovach stated that he recommends not waiting as it is two separate issues.  Mr. Kovach stated that Council can see that this developer has a plan and he would recommend entering into a development agreement.  Mayor Smithson agreed and thinks the City should get moving on this offer.  Mayor Smithson made a motion to go ahead with the letter of intent from New Sundance, LLP.  for $1000.00 per acre.  Attorney Brown asked if the Mayor was giving Staff direction to negotiate with New Sundance, LLP for $1000.00 per acre.  Mayor Smithson said he thinks so. Councilmember Simmons asked if there was an appraisal and if this would be part of the negotiations. Mayor Smithson said “no”.  Attorney Brown stated that was the purpose of the bid was to help the City determine what the value of the land was.  Attorney Brown continued stating that the bids are due on the 20th and will come back to Council on the 28th.  Attorney Brown said it was the Council’s choice to continue without receiving the bids.  Councilmember Haussman stated that with all the criticism the Council has received he feels they should continue on with the bid process.  Councilmember Haussman made a motion to not act on the letter of intent until we follow thru on the RFP process set forth by Council. Councilmember Stuart seconded Councilmember Carlisle commented that Staff has always used the expense of an appraisal to justify not having an appraisal done and he thinks it had been a long, long, long time since we’ve had an appraisal on anything we own within the City of Holbrook and its high time we got an appraisal just to see where we are. Councilmember Carlisle stated that at some point were going to have to find out what best serves the interest of the people and determine what the value of their property is. Mr. Kovach stated that this was a good point and stated that thing are changing for the good and it will not be too difficult to get an appraisal.  Mr. Kovach stated that he has done research on land value in obtaining the property for the airport from Mr. Jeffers and the City got a good deal. Mr. Kovach stated that there were several items to consider in regards to this. The Mayor called for the question and the motion carried unanimously.
ATTORNEY’S REPORT:

Attorney Brown reported that since he has been the City’s Attorney the City Code has been revised, Charter Amendments have been made, Personnel Policy revised (which more changes are needed within next few months), uniform bidding policy established, and some uniformity in the sale of land has been established.   Attorney Brown reported at this time the City is not involved in any litigation and the Attorney fees have declined dramatically over the past few years. Attorney Brown stated that communication with the Attorney key.
