MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE


HOLBROOK CITY COUNCIL HELD ON NOVEMBER 11, 2008 
CALL TO ORDER:  

Mayor Hill called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

 ROLL CALL:

Mayor Jeff Hill, Vice-Mayor Cynthia Stuart, Councilmembers Phil Cobb, Kent Darris, Charles Haussman, Wade Carlisle and Stuart Szink.  
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE/INVOCATION:

Raymond O’Dell led the pledge of allegiance and Rod Gish of the Assembly of God Church gave the invocation.

CITY STAFF:  

City Manager Carlo Pilgrim, Chief of Police DWayne Hartup, Finance Director Randy Sullivan, Interim Public Works Director Tim Kelley, Administrative Assistant Darlene Fraley, Office Assistant Rod Gish,  Sergeant Tim Dixon, Holbrook Police Department and City Clerk Cher Millage. 
CEREMONIALS/ANNOUNCMENTS/PRESENTATION:
The Holbrook High School Jazz Choir sang three songs for the audience’s pleasure.
Sergeant Dixon reported on two trainings that he recently attended. The first training was on Abducted Children, Runaways and Missing Children.  Sergeant Dixon stated that at this training he learned what things need to be reviewed in the Police Department Policy regarding these issues. Sergeant Dixon stated that the second training was on Child Fatality investigations.  Sergeant Dixon stated that these are serious issues dealing with children and he appreciates the Council’s support of the training he receives.  
CALL TO THE AUDIENCE:

Randy Murph petitioned the Council regarding the levee recertification. Mr. Murph congratulated the Council for having the foresight to ask questions that could save the community money on this project. 
Randy Murph also petitioned the Council regarding the appointment of the Mayor stating that he believes this is a poor idea.

Spike Simmons petitioned the Council regarding the appointment of the Mayor instead of direct election.  Mr. Simmons stated that he feels the Council should trust the voters in this matter as the Mayor has been directly elected for over 20 years and the freeholders of the 1994 Charter felt that this was important enough to include in the Charter.
Pam Searls petitioned the Council regarding the tax incentives being offered to Horne Auto.  Ms. Searls stated that the public is curious as to whether the City has any outstanding sales tax incentives and if so what they are.  Ms. Searls asked that they receive an answer by next Council meeting.
Paul Barger petitioned the Council regarding the appointment of the Mayor being proposed.  Mr. Barger stated that in the direct election of the Mayor the entire City gets to make the choice which gives the office more prestige and that the Mayor represents the entire City.  Mr. Barger stated that recently Snowflake made a change to directly elect their Mayor. Mr. Barger stated that if the Council does proceed with this Ordinance the people will make the final choice at the election. 
Janet Sheridan from NARBHA petitioned the Council to let them know what the Stabilization Center’s function is and what they can and can’t do.  Ms. Sheridan stated that the center is a Level 4 which is social, most times being the first contact individuals make.  Ms. Sheridan stated that the facility is for alcohol users only and their goal is to get persons into a long term facility. Ms. Sheridan stated that persons may stay up to 30 days in the Stabilization Center. 
PUBLIC HEARING REGARDING USE OF CDBG FUNDS:
Karl Stewart of NACOG gave an overview of the use of CDBG Funds.  Mr. Stewart stated that one of three objectives must be met to be eligible to use these funds: that 51% of the persons who benefit from the project must be low to moderate income, project must aid in the development or prevention or elimination of slums or blight, project must solve an urgent need or health hazard. Mr. Stewart stated that the City of Holbrook will receive $260,000 in CDBG funds from the Department of Housing Regional Account and the City may apply for State Special Projects funds in 2009.  Mr. Stewart stated that persons may contact Darlene Fraley for applications or grievances. Mr. Stewart gave timelines for the funding and explained that it will be 2010 before the City spends any of the funds as it is a long process.  Mr. Stewart stated that only projects mentioned during the public hearing will be considered for the funds.  Mayor Hill opened the floor for the public hearing.  Louise Bufford from Holbrook Headstart asked that three projects be given consideration: 1. Renovation of the playground in the amount of $80,000.00, 2. Handicap access to the building in the amount of $10,000.00, 3. Pavement of parking lot in the amount of $30,000.00. Ms. Bufford stated that these projects qualify for CDBG funding as Holbrook Headstart serves at least 51% of children who fall under the poverty guidelines. Darlene Fraley of the City of Holbrook asked that 4 projects be submitted for consideration:  1. Full rehabilitation of the 500,000 gallon water tank, 2. Upgrade and installation of curbing/gutters and ADA corners and sidewalks for the City streets designated in the Streets Improvement Plan, 3. Purchase and installation of a new liner for the City swimming pool and this request will only move forward to the next level if Staff determines that the new liner would adequately extend the useful life of the pool ,  4. Consideration of a new swimming pool. Councilmember Darris asked that an urgent health care center or hospital be placed on the list.  Councilmember Carlisle asked that removal of abandoned and non- occupied buildings in the downtown area be included along with the Historic Preservation of the Henning Block.  Vice-Mayor Stuart asked that the rehab of all water storage tanks, a new drinking water supply well, replacement of well pumps, additional water transmission line across the Little Colorado River, re-route 6” waterline south of the treatment plant, loop Hopi and Navajo waterlines, loop Blue Sage and Tumbleweed waterline, permanent fix for pressure sewer across Little Colorado, interceptor sewer line along the north side of Holbrook, replace or upgrade the Romero Lift Station, eliminate three pressure sewers and lift stations near 7th Street and E. Florida with gravity sewer.  Mayor Hill closed the public hearing. 
CONSENT AGENDA:
Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to remove Item B and place before Item A on New Business.  Vice-Mayor Stuart seconded and the item was moved.  Councilmember Darris made a motion to approve the items on the consent agenda.

REPORTS:

Mayor:
Mayor Hill announced that the City Employee Christmas party will be held on December 12, 2008 and reminded Council Members to RSVP as soon as possible.
Council Members:

A. Councilmember Cobb reported that the Special Olympians from Holbrook had participated in a Regional Bowling Tournament in Payson.
B.  Councilmember Cobb reported that a great Veteran’s Day ceremony was held today with the Elks and the Legion participating.
C.  Councilmember Carlisle reported that the Police Department had 5 arrests per day in July. 

D.  Councilmember Carlisle reported that if he would’ve been at the last meeting he would have voted in support of the sales tax audit.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that he finds it disheartening that some businesses have not been paying taxes as this money could’ve been used to pay for the Police Department to make the 5 arrests per day in July.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that this is how it works in America, the businesses are supposed to pay their share so that these services can be provided.

E.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that he would’ve voted against the transit issue as he believes we could’ve done it for less money.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that he wishes they would add another bus but he doesn’t believe the money is there. Councilmember Carlisle stated that he does not believe a schoolteacher could use the transit system and get to school on time. Councilmember Carlisle stated that he would like to see the times changed so that persons who live in Holbrook and work at the Complex could ride the bus to work. 
F.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that he believes the Council needs to take a mandatory 72 hour detox to the legislature.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that New Mexico has this law and he thinks the Council needs to take a stand on this issue. 
G. Vice-Mayor Stuart offered condolences to the families of Ultramese Stingley and Chiree Hollins.
H.  Vice-Mayor Stuart thanked the Kiwanis for placing the flags about town on Veteran’s Day.
    
Manager’s Report:
A.  Manager Pilgrim stated that he would be recommending a special meeting for the purpose of adopting a notice of intent for sewer and water rate increases and for RFP’s on equipment and financing. 

Finance Director:

Finance Director Sullivan stated that currently the City sales tax revenues are up at this time but the State sales tax revenues are short about 2%.  Mr. Sullivan stated that the cash flow is good and we haven’t had to touch the investments as of yet.  Vice-Mayor Stuart asked that the report be included in Council packets so they can review it before the meeting.
OLD BUSINESS:

(Item #A)
Manager Pilgrim explained that at the last Council meeting Woodson Engineering had presented a proposal for the levee recertification.  Manager Pilgrim stated that at Council’s request questions were given to Woodson for answers and it was also requested that the contract be reviewed by the City’s legal counsel.  Manager Pilgrim stated that the answers have been placed in Council’s packet.  Manager Pilgrim stated that legal counsel has asked for some changes in the contract and this has not been agreed upon as of yet as Woodson has some questions and concerns.  Manager Pilgrim stated that if the Council agrees to award the work to Woodson that they do so by giving him and the City Attorney permission to work out the details in the contract.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that he would like to know what the details are. Councilmember Carlisle asked who would track the payment of the subcontractors. Jeff Swan of Woodson Engineering  said that it would be the job of Woodson to track sub payments.  Councilmember Carlisle asked if there was an approved per diem rate and if this was one of the issues to be worked out.  Jeff Swan stated that this is included in the package price.  Manager Pilgrim stated that the contract sets an amount for the project in the amount of $220,000.00.  Jeff Swan stated that they agreed with the not to exceed amount of $220,000.00 with the only issue being if there is a new demand by an outside agency that would require some type of change the process outlined does not allow for a change.  Vice-Mayor Stuart asked when Woodson got on board with the levee and why the projects in activity 2 were not completed.  Mr. Swan replied that about one and one half years ago the PAL process began and the funding for the continuation of activities was stopped at the end of the Fiscal Year and the work stopped at this point. Vice-Mayor Stuart asked how Woodson rationalized charging $15,000 for reviewing a 1-3 page letter.  Mr. Swan stated that this involves coordinating reviews with some 16 people and it is taking a lot of time to get responses.  Mr. Swan stated that they are requesting records from the Corp. Vice-Mayor Stuart stated that this is costing the City.  Mr. Swan replied that Woodson is trying to get the letter so FEMA will accept it and they need the documentation to back it up. Vice-Mayor Stuart asked for an explanation on why ½ of the current manual needs to be re-drafted.  Mr. Swan stated that the existing manual was built off a boiler plate from the Corp which is provided to the City and then the City is to re-draft it to meet City needs.  Mr. Swan stated that this has not been done and several pieces are missing.  Vice-Mayor Stuart stated that she has seen the manual and it has very specific maintenance items and asked if these were not being done.  Mr. Swan stated that they were not.  Vice-Mayor Stuart asked why Council was not notified of this 1 ½ years ago.  Mr. Swan stated that Staff has been notified of what has been found to date.  Councilmember Cobb questioned the charge for the right-of-ways and levee access and asked if we had access to the levee.  Manager Pilgrim stated that we do.  Councilmember Cobb said that perhaps we could remove this item and get back to the amount budgeted.  Councilmember Cobb asked what the LOMR is.  Mr. Swan stated that this stands for a Letter of Map Revision which part of McLaws Road may be eligible for and this would remove them from the flood zone.  Mr. Swan stated that this would affect about 20 property owners and they would not be required to have flood insurance.  Mr. Swan stated that this application would be sent at the same time as the recertification and that it is an additional step.  Councilmember Haussman stated that to him it equates to a big paperwork shuffle to please FEMA.  Councilmember Haussman stated that the $220,000 is for Woodson to prove that the levee is sound.  Mr. Swan replied that this is correct.  Councilmember Haussman voiced concerns with timelines for recertification and hiccups in the contract. Mr. Swan stated that there is some language in the contract that concerns Woodson Engineering.  Vice-Mayor Stuart made a motion to instruct the City Manager and City Attorney negotiate with Woodson Engineering.  Councilmember Szink seconded. Manager Pilgrim asked if Council wanted the right-of-way and levee access removed.  Councilmember Carlisle asked if the right-of-ways were recorded at the County and do we have legal access to the Levee?  Mr. Swan stated that there are no easements or rights of entry listed on the Corps’ plans.  Mr. Swan stated that this has not been uncovered in the legal research. Mr. Swan stated that what they are trying to do is determine the access. Mayor Hill called for the question and the motion carried unanimously.

Council took a 5 minute break. Mayor Hill excused Councilmember Haussman from the meeting for a few minutes to attend to school business.
(Item #B)
Mayor Hill presented Ordinance 08-09 for its second reading captioned as follows:

AN ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK, ARIZONA, AMENDING THE CITY CODE, CHAPTER 3, PUBLIC HEALTH AND SAFETY, ARTICLES 3-4, GENERAL OFFENSES, AND 3-7, NUISANCE CONTROL AND PROPERTY MAINTENANCE, BY ADDING SECTIONS 3-4-10, PUBLIC DRUNKENNESS, AND 3-4-11, AGGRESSIVE PANHANDLING, AND BY AMENDING SECTION 3-7-3, INTOXICATING BEVERAGES; ESTABLISHING AN EFFECTIVE DATE; AND PROVIDING FOR REPEAL AND SEVERABILITY.
Vice-Mayor Stuart made a motion to adopt Ordinance 08-09. A roll call vote was held with the following results:  Councilmember Carlisle, “aye”, Councilmember Cobb, “aye”, Councilmember Darris, “aye”, Vice-Mayor Stuart, “aye”, Councilmember Szink, “aye” and Mayor Hill, “aye”.
(Item #C)
Mayor Hill presented Ordinance 08-10 for its second reading captioned as follows:

AN ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK, ARIZONA, AMENDING THE CITY CODE, CHAPTER 3, PUBLIC HEALTH AND SAFETY, ARTICLE 3-1, NUISANCE CONTROL AND PROPERTY MAINTENANCE, BY AMENDING SECTIONS 3-1-2, 3-1-3, 3-1-7, AND 3-1-8; ESTABLISHING AN EFFECTIVE DATE; AND PROVIDING FOR REPEAL AND SEVERABILITY. 

Vice-Mayor Stuart made a motion to adopt Ordinance 08-10.  Councilmember Szink seconded.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that the Council has placed this item on the agenda because we need to have tools to go after someone who is not doing what they should to their property. Councilmember Carlisle stated that the tools have to be tough enough and apply to everyone. Councilmember Carlisle stated that he feels this is a good ordinance and will give code enforcement the ability to deal with people who will not comply. Mayor Hill stated that there will be a lot of process before someone is sent to jail and that Staff will seek voluntary compliance first. Councilmember Cobb stated that the City will work with anyone who has a disability with them and there are organizations who also will assist.  A roll call vote was held with the following results: Councilmember Carlisle, “aye”, Councilmember Cobb, “aye”, Councilmember Darris, “aye”, Vice-Mayor Stuart, “aye”, Councilmember Szink, “aye” and Mayor Hill, “aye”.
(Item #D)
Councilmember Haussman rejoined the meeting.

Mayor Hill presented Ordinance 08-11 for its second reading captioned as follows:

AN ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK, ARIZONA, AND PACIFIC HOLT CORPORATION GRANTING A TEMPORARY CONSTRUCTION EASEMENT  FOR PURPOSES OF CONSTRUCTING A PUBLIC ROADWAY
Vice-Mayor Stuart made a motion to adopt Ordinance 08-11.  Councilmember Cobb seconded.  A roll call vote was held with the following results: Councilmember Carlisle, “aye”, Councilmember Cobb, “aye”, Councilmember Darris, “aye”, Councilmember Haussman, “aye”, Vice-Mayor Stuart, “aye”, Councilmember Szink, “aye” and Mayor Hill, “aye”.
NEW BUSINESS:
Consent Agenda Item A.

Councilmember Carlisle asked that the following corrections be made in the minutes:

Page 89 needs action taken on line 13, page 92 line 18 should read two instead of “to”, line 20 should read “in hopes” instead of “it hopes”.  Vice-Mayor Stuart made a motion to accept the minutes with the changes. Councilmember Carlisle seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
(Item #A)
Manager Pilgrim stated that he along with Armando Aguilera met with Mr. and Mrs. Mark Haver regarding the water well on their property. Manager Pilgrim stated that this is directly across the street from the current well.  Manager Pilgrim stated that a price of $150,000 had been negotiated for the well with ½ acre of land. Manager Pilgrim stated that this amount is in the budget. Councilmember Szink asked what it would take to get this well ready for use.  Manager Pilgrim stated that the estimate is $50,000.00.  Vice-Mayor Stuart asked why there was no information in the packets.  Manager Pilgrim stated that this is because he is giving the Council a heads up and asking direction as to whether the Council wants him to pursue this matter.  Councilmember Darris stated that he thought we were going to be closing down the 2 wells at the old Heward Place and trading property for wells.  Councilmember Darris asked what happened to this. Manager Pilgrim stated that they propose to cap off two shallow wells, maintain the main well and the third well behind number 5 and the well on the Haver property. Councilmember Darris asked how much it costs to drill a well.  Manager Pilgrim stated that the well they are proposing to purchase is 220 foot deep and has a much smaller motor on it.  Manager Pilgrim stated that he believe it would cost $150,000.00 which does not include the property.  Councilmember Darris stated that the former Public Works Director was working on obtaining a well from the Reidhead’s which is across the roadway and includes more acreage.  Manager Pilgrim stated that he believes the Haver well is the one the former Public Works Director was working on. Manager Pilgrim stated that he is not aware of another well.  Councilmember Darris stated that this was enough property that we could put multiple wells.  Manager Pilgrim stated that he will need to look into this other well.  Councilmember Haussman made a motion to direct the City Manager and Staff to look at a purchase agreement for the Haver well providing that the well meets our requirements and in addition contact Reidhead Custom Farming regarding their well.  Vice-Mayor Stuart seconded and the motion carried unanimously. Councilmember Carlisle asked if the Haver well was north of McLaws Road.  Manager Pilgrim stated that it was to the west of the existing well. 
(Item #B)

Mayor Hill presented Ordinance 08-12 captioned as follows for its first reading:
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK, ARIZONA, ADOPTING THE FEES FOR BLIGHT ABATEMENT ON PRIVATE PROPERTY BY THE PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT.

Vice-Mayor Stuart asked why this has come to the Council.  Manager Pilgrim explained that there will be cases which will require the City to go in and conduct the abatements and that this will allow us to charge for those abatements. 

(Item #C)

Manager Pilgrim stated that this item was an initiative started by Chief Hartup and Grants Administrator Fraley.  Chief of Police Hartup stated that he was really excited about this opportunity and the chance to be able to apply for this grant through ADOT for an infrastructure program which will allow for the creation of continuous sidewalks around Hulet School and the Junior High with ADA corners and high visibility crosswalks.   Chief Hartup stated that it will also provide bike racks at the schools and solar powered speed signs in the crosswalk areas.  Chief Hartup stated that the grant is for $250,000 with no match to be paid by the City. Councilmember Cobb stated that he always looks at these crosswalks as a liability issue and this is a great way to curb that liability. Vice-Mayor Stuart made a motion to approve Resolution 08-07 and also a letter of recommendation.  Councilmember Szink seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
(Item #D)

Mayor Hill presented Ordinance 08-13 captioned as follows for its first reading:

AN ORDINANCE OF COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK, ARIZONA, REFERRING AMENDMENTS TO THE HOLBROOK CITY CHARTER TO THE QUALIFIED ELECTORS OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK FOR CONSIDERATION AT THE PRIMARY

ELECTION TO BE HELD MARCH 10, 2009.
Vice-Mayor Stuart asked Manager Pilgrim for his thoughts on this Ordinance.  Manager Pilgrim stated that we don’t want to take anything away from our people and empower them.  Manager Pilgrim stated that anything over $500,000 in expenditures will go to the people for their approval.  Councilmember Haussman asked if this was already in statute.  Manager Pilgrim stated “no”.  

(Item #E)

Mayor Hill presented Ordinance 08-14 captioned as follows for its first reading:

AN ORDINANCE OF COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK, ARIZONA, REFERRING AMENDMENTS TO THE HOLBROOK CITY CHARTER TO THE QUALIFIED ELECTORS OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK FOR CONSIDERATION AT THE PRIMARY ELECTION TO BE HELD MARCH 10, 2009.
Councilmember Cobb stated that everyone has the obligation and responsibility to vote and he personally believes that the people have the obligation and responsibility to choose their elected officials including the Mayor. Councilmember Cobb stated that he liked the old way.  Manager Pilgrim stated that nothing removes the citizen’s responsibility to vote and the citizen will still be voting for the Council Member.  Manager Pilgrim stated that the Council would be selecting their Mayor as they do their Vice-Mayor.  Councilmember Szink stated that he does not think it is a good idea for the Council to elect their Mayor.  Vice-Mayor Stuart stated that she would be in favor of it as the Council could select from their peers whom they would like as Mayor.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that the Mayor’s role is to preside over the meeting and be the ceremonial grand pooh bah.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that basically you are electing another Councilmember to be the Mayor. Councilmember Carlisle stated that the only way this could be written would be to elect the Mayor at large for 4 years. Councilmember Carlisle stated the Mayor has no control over such things as the agenda and that the Council is elected every 4 years except the Mayor who is elected every 2 years and is bestowed the special title of Mayor.  Manager Pilgrim stated that the Ordinance is written incorrectly and should read the “Mayor is elected every one year from the Council” just as the Vice-Mayor is.  Councilmember Haussman stated that most people have a sovereignty issue and that the Mayor does have a written role.  Councilmember Haussman asked if the Community were to grow if this provision would still fit.  Manager Pilgrim stated that perhaps the term of the Mayor is what should be looked at so that potentially they are not losing a good person because of a two year term.  Councilmember Haussman asked if there was a trend either way.  Manager Pilgrim stated that trend was not looked at, that they are just looking at selecting someone to serve the community for four years. Councilmember Haussman asked how the transition would occur if this was voted in. Manager Pilgrim stated that it is a simple transition; that if this is voted in as whoever is voted in as Mayor will become a Council person and at the first meeting the Mayor and Vice-Mayor would be selected.  Manager Pilgrim stated that he was informed earlier today that there is a statutory requirement that the Governor must approve and sign the Charter.  City Clerk Millage stated that she believes it will not take effect until the 2011 Election.  Councilmember Cobb stated that if a Mayor is voted in and then he is not going to be the Mayor the people will be upset. Manager Pilgrim stated that this was reviewed by legal Counsel.  Mayor Hill stated that it is a fairness issue.  Mayor Hill stated that statutorily the Mayor is no different then a Council Person other than he is only elected for two years.  Mayor Hill stated that this would give stability of having a four year term. Mayor Hill stated that the title gets you in more trouble. Councilmember Carlisle stated that a lot of times the Mayor gets all sorts of privileged information. Mayor Hill said that he does get it from both sides as he is the titled Mayor of Holbrook and gets invited to meetings and asked what the right thing to do was.  Mayor Hill challenged the public asking them what they think about this issue. Manager Pilgrim stated that this issue is on the agenda to get discussion and see what the people want.  Councilmember Cobb asked Paul Barger from the Holbrook Tribune if he could place a survey in the paper.  Mr. Barger stated you will have a survey when it appears on the ballot and the people vote.  Mayor Hill asked that people come with comments for the second reading. 
(Item #F)

Manager Pilgrim stated that he had met with Utility Services and negotiated a deal to get all tanks repaired and pay for it in pieces.  Manager Pilgrim stated that during this process it was discovered that the services had never been RFP’d.  Manager Pilgrim stated that we sent out a request for proposals and the lowest bidder was Arizona Coating which came in at $326,000 plus $150 per patch which is done by welding.  Manager Pilgrim stated that Staff did costing on the patches and Arizona Coating could do $85,000 worth of patches for the difference. Manager Pilgrim stated that Staff is recommending awarding the bid to Arizona Coatings.  Councilmember Haussman asked if references were checked on Arizona Coatings.  Manager Pilgrim stated that references had been checked on all bidders.  Manager Pilgrim stated that Arizona Coating would complete two tanks this year for $200,000 and the remainder in the next fiscal year.  Councilmember Darris stated that there is no backup in the packet.  City Clerk Millage stated that the bids were open after the packets were prepared. Manager Pilgrim stated that he does have a comparison completed by Arizona Engineering and he is prepared to give it to the Council. Manager Pilgrim stated that due to the bid urgency Staff did not have additional backup. Councilmember Haussman asked if Arizona Coating would be doing the same kind of restoration as Utility Services.  Manager Pilgrim stated that Arizona Coating and Utility Services were the only two who met the requirement for the better paint. Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to table this item until they get all data.  Councilmember Darris seconded.  Councilmember Carlisle asked how we knew that there would not be 500 patches as the tanks haven’t been touched for 20 years.  Manager Pilgrim stated that the lowest bid would still be lower even if 1000 patches had to be conducted as the patch price is lower.  The Mayor called for the question and the vote carried on a 5 “aye” and 2 “nay” votes with Councilmembers Haussman and Szink casting the nay votes.

Manager Pilgrim asked that this item be pulled from the agenda as it not ready.  Mayor Hill made a motion to table this item.  Councilmember Darris seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Council agreed to cancel November 25, 2008 meeting and the December 23, 2008 meeting and hold a Special meeting on December 18, 2008 for a public hearing on the rate increases and alternative expenditure limitation.
