MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE


HOLBROOK CITY COUNCIL HELD ON JULY 28, 2009 
CALL TO ORDER:  

Mayor Hill called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.
ROLL CALL:

Mayor Jeff Hill, Vice-Mayor Matt Searles, Councilmembers Kent Darris, Wade Carlisle, Charles Haussman and Stuart Szink.  Councilmember Cobb was absent and excused due to surgery. 
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE/INVOCATION:

Finance Director Sullivan led the pledge of allegiance and Councilmember Maxwell gave the invocation.

MISSION STATEMENT:

Mayor Hill read the Mission Statement. 

CITY STAFF:  

City Manager Carlo Pilgrim, Finance Director Randy Sullivan, Fire Chief Alex Baker, Interim Police Chief Mark Jackson and City Clerk Cher Reyes. 
PUBLIC HEARING:

Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to open the Truth and Taxation hearing.  Councilmember Haussman seconded and the public hearing opened at 7:02 p.m. No public comment was made.  Councilmember Darris asked if a Truth and Taxation Hearing was required.  Finance Director Sullivan stated that he did not know but that the Property Tax Oversight Commission had notified him that a hearing was not held last year and that is why the decrease.  Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to close the public hearing.  Councilmember Haussman seconded and the hearing closed at 7:08 p.m.

SUMMARY OF CURRENT EVENTS:

Mayor:
1. Mayor Hill reported that he is scheduled to attend the Resolutions Committee Meeting in August.  Mayor Hill stated that he has the complete listing of resolutions and will make copies for the Council.
2. Mayor Hill reported that the local paper he believes has done a good job over time but in last Friday’s edition did not give his correct views of the transportation study and bypassing Holbrook.  Mayor Hill stated that the paper missed his point of view and invited anyone who has questions regarding this matter to call or visit him.
3. Mayor Hill reported that he will be speaking to individuals to serve on a committee to promote the Census. Mayor Hill asked that if anyone would like to volunteer to contact him or City Hall.
Council Members:

1.  Councilmember Carlisle reported that he understands the basis of the 2030 traffic study for the transportation plan. Councilmember Carlisle stated that the traffic numbers that are being used include subdivisions that are a possibility on paper.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that a traffic engineer will look for ways around a funnel which Holbrook is being viewed as, that will not impede traffic on a major collector. Councilmember Carlisle stated that we do not want traffic routed around our town until you can not make a left turn in Holbrook.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that is why these lines are on the maps even though they may be in the future. Councilmember Carlisle stated that we cannot afford a by-pass and that we do not need to do anything about the traffic until it becomes a hazard.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that there would be another public meeting on this matter and invited the Community to attend. Councilmember Maxwell stated that several citizens have approached him regarding this plan thinking that this was going to happen tomorrow which is not the case. Mayor Hill stated that there were choices presented and Council was asked to give an opinion on which choice they preferred.  Mayor Hill stated that the numbers in this study are for the year 2029.  Councilmember Haussman stated that when the Council voted to partner with the County for the transportation study he had voiced concerns that the best interests of Holbrook may be overlooked. Councilmember Haussman stated that he will fight for the Community and the Merchants to get traffic through Holbrook.
Manager’s Report:
1. Manager Pilgrim reported that the Club House repairs are not complete due to a window that needed to be ordered. Manager Pilgrim stated that they should be completed in next 2 weeks.
2. Manager Pilgrim reported than an animal control draft ordinance has been completed and is being reviewed by legal counsel.  Manager Pilgrim stated that Staff hopes to bring this to Council on August 11, 2009.
3. Manager Pilgrim announced that a Special Council meeting will be held on August 3, 2009 at 6:00 p.m. for the Adoption of the 2010 budget.
OLD BUSINESS:

A. Mayor Hill presented Ordinance 09-06 captioned as follows for its second reading.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK, ARIZONA WHICH ESTABLISHES FEES FOR IMPOUNDING VEHICLES PER A.R.S. 28-3511.
Councilmember Darris made a motion to adopt Ordinance 09-06.  Councilmember Haussman seconded.  A roll call vote was held with the following results:
Councilmember Carlisle, “aye”, Councilmember Darris, “aye”, Councilmember Haussman, “aye”, Councilmember Maxwell, “aye”, Vice-Mayor Searles, “aye” and Mayor Hill, “aye”.

Mayor Hill presented Ordinance 09-07 captioned as follows for its second reading AN ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE 

CITY OF HOLBROOK, ARIZONA, AUTHORIZING

THE LEASE OF REAL PROPERTY OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK:

NAMELY A PORTION OF PARCEL NUMBERS 109-19-141, MORE FULLY DESCRIBED IN EXHIBIT “A” ATTACHED HERETO.
Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to adopt Ordinance 09-07.  Councilmember Darris seconded.

A roll call vote was held with the following results:   Councilmember Carlisle, “aye”, Councilmember Darris, “aye”, Councilmember Haussman, “aye”, Councilmember Maxwell, “aye”, Vice-Mayor Searles, “aye” and Mayor Hill, “aye”.  Mayor Hill thanked Cindy May from APS for being present and informed the public that this Ordinance will allow APS to lease a space in City Hall for the purpose of having a manned payment site in Holbrook.
NEW BUSINESS:
A. Manager Pilgrim asked the Council to declare Fireworks Productions as a sole source provider for fireworks.  Manager Pilgrim stated that the Fire Department has used this company for numerous years. Mayor Hill asked Fire Chief Baker if Fireworks Productions was the only source to obtain fireworks from.  Chief Baker stated that they were not but they are the only ones to provide free training to the fireman and the Holbrook Fire Department has used them for years. Fire Chief Baker stated they also set up the fireworks show for the Department.  Mayor Hill stated that he would feel better if there was a time limit on this.  Councilmember Haussman made a motion to declare Fireworks Productions as the sole source provider for fireworks for a period of three years. Vice-Mayor Searles seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
B. Manager Pilgrim requested that Staff be allowed to lease a new copy machine through State Purchasing at the cost of $315.00 per month which includes all supplies except paper.  Manager Pilgrim stated that the new machine will save the City approximately $1600.00 for the first year. Manager Pilgrim stated that the machine the City currently has is over 5 years old. Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to lease the copy machine from IKON.  Councilmember Haussman seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
C. Mayor Hill presented Ordinance 09-09 for its first reading captioned as follows:

AN ORDINANCE LEVYING UPON THE ASSESSED VALUATION OF THE PROPERTY WITHIN THE CITY OF HOLBROOK SUBJECT TO TAXATION A CERTAIN SUM CURRENT ESTIMATE 0.2785 UPON EACH ONE HUNDRED DOLLARS ($100.00) OF VALUATION SUFFICIENT TO RAISE THE AMOUNT ESTIMATED TO BE RECEIVED FROM OTHER SOURCES OF REVENUE:  PROVIDING FUNDS FOR GENERAL MUNICIPAL EXPENSES:  FOR THE FISCAL YEAR ENDING THE 30TH DAY OF JUNE, 2010.

Finance Director Sullivan stated that the property tax levy has to be adopted by the third Monday in August and 14 days after the adoption of the Budget and so it is being presented for its first reading this evening.  Finance Director Sullivan stated that the second reading and adoption of this levy will occur at a special meeting to be held on August 17, 2009 at 6:00 p.m.

Melissa Prather petitioned the Council regarding buildings that are being torn down. Ms. Prather stated that they start tearing the buildings down and they do not complete the work asking what could be done.
