MINUTES OF THE HOLBROOK CITY COUNCIL SPECIAL MEETING HELD ON 
June 25, 2008
CALL TO ORDER:  

Mayor Jeff Hill called the meeting to order at 9:03 a.m.
Roll Call:

Mayor Jeff Hill, Vice-Mayor Cynthia Stuart, Councilmembers Stuart Szink, 
Kent Darris Charles Haussman, Phil Cobb and Wade Carlisle.  
CITY STAFF:  

 City Clerk Cher Millage. Attorney Solomon appeared telephonically during the executive session. 
CLAIMS/PAYMENT APPROVAL FOR JUNE 5, 2008 THRU JUNE 18, 2008 ALL VENDORS EXCLUDING WALT’S HARDWARE:
Councilmember Darris made a motion to approve the claims in the amount of $542494.02.  Vice-Mayor Stuart seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
CLAIMS/PAYMENT APPROVAL FOR JUNE 5, 2008 THRU JUNE 18, 2008 WALT’S HARDWARE:
Councilmember Carlisle and Mayor Hill excused themselves from this item as they are the owners of Walt’s Hardware and left the room.  Councilmember Haussman made a motion to approve the claims in the amount of $4068.00 to Walt’s Hardware.  Councilmember Cobb seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
EXECUTIVE SESSION:

Councilmember Haussman made a motion to adjourn into executive session.  Councilmember Darris seconded and the Council adjourned unanimously into executive session at 9:06 a.m.  Council adjourned for lunch at 11:05 am and reconvened into executive session at 1:05 p.m.
POST EXECUTIVE SESSION:
Council adjourned back into special session at 4:55 p.m.  Staff present at this time was City Clerk Millage and Interim Manager Larson.  Mayor Hill stated that all three candidates were exceptional individuals and that the Council had to choose the best fit.  Councilmember Cobb made a motion to offer the position of City Manager to Carlo Pilgrim subject to contract negotiations.  Vice-Mayor Stuart seconded.  A roll call vote was held with the following results:  Councilmember Carlisle, “aye”, Councilmember Cobb, “aye”, Councilmember Darris, “aye”, Councilmember Haussman, “aye”, Vice-Mayor Stuart, “aye”, Councilmember Szink, “aye” and Mayor Hill “aye”.  Vice-Mayor Stuart commented that the decision by the Council was unanimous and that Mr. Pilgrim will have the full support of the Council.  Councilmember Szink stated that Mr. Pilgrim would have severe challenges ahead of him.  Mayor Hill reiterated that Mr. Pilgrim would have the Council’s deepest support.  Discussion was held regarding salary and moving expenses.  Mr. Pilgrim stated that he would take a 2 year contract at $99,000 per year with no increase for three years and if he did not produce within the first year what was expected of him he would leave for free.  Mr. Pilgrim asked for 4 weeks vacation and the same sick pay hours as the employees.  Council agreed to $5,000.00 in moving expenses. Vice-Mayor Stuart asked what would be a deal breaker.  Mr. Pilgrim stated that the Council knew what he was prepared to offer and that there were no deal breakers.  Mr. Pilgrim stated that he was very comfortable with $99,000 annual salary and that he feels it is fair and reasonable.  Mr. Pilgrim stated that he could start as soon as July 14, 2008 but he would like to have a 10% contribution to the ICMA 457 Plan instead of ASRS if possible since he has no guarantees that he will be in the State Retirement system long enough to be vested.  Mayor Hill made a motion to direct the City Attorney to negotiate a contract with Mr. Pilgrim with the above items included pending the law on State Retirement. Councilmember Cobb seconded and the motion carried unanimously. Vice-Mayor Stuart made a motion to direct the City Clerk to notify the remaining candidates of the Council’s decision. Councilmember Cobb seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
Adjournment:

Mayor Hill made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Councilmember Cobb seconded and the meeting was adjourned at 5:29 p.m.
