MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE


HOLBROOK CITY COUNCIL HELD ON FEBRUARY 8, 2005

CALL TO ORDER:  

Mayor Smithson called the meeting to order at 7:04 p.m. 

ROLL CALL:

Mayor Bryan Smithson, Vice-Mayor Jeff Font, Councilmembers Vince Budenholzer, Spike Simmons, Cynthia Stuart and Mary Bradley. Councilmember Mike DeWitt was absent and excused due to illness

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE/INVOCATION:

Councilmember Simmons led the pledge of allegiance and Tweety Sombrero from the United Methodist Church gave the invocation. 

MISSION STATEMENT:

Mayor Smithson read the Mission Statement. 

CITY STAFF:  

Attorney Morgan Brown, Finance Director Amber Hill, Parks and Recreation Supervisor Alex Baker, Grants Writer/Administrator Mary French-Jones, Chief of Police Matt Molique, and City Clerk Cher Millage.  Manager Newlin was absent and excused.  

MINUTES:

Minutes of the regular meeting held on January 25, 2005 were presented for review. Vice-Mayor Font made a motion to accept the minutes as written.  Councilmember Stuart seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  

CEREMONIALS/ANNOUNCEMENTS/PRESENTATION:

Tom Montie from the Viet Nam War Monument Committee presented an update on the monument stating it should be complete by the end of February. Mr. Montie informed the Council that the group would now begin restoration on the World War I, World War II and Korean Monuments hoping to have them restored by May.  

Paul Jaster presented the Council with a plaque from the Viet Nam Memorial Committee, American Legion, Holbrook Elks and Holbrook Knights of Columbus thanking them for their support and assistance.  

David Sikes, ADOT District Engineer update the Council and Public on several projects that will happen in the Holbrook area over the next couple of years.  Mr. Sikes stated that a request for a formal study regarding the railroad crossing and how to alleviate the back up problem has been submitted. Mr. Sikes also announced that he has been working with the City Manager and Staff in the planning of the ADOT Board meeting to be held here February 17-18, 2005.

PETITIONS FROM THE PUBLIC:

Dan Koury petitioned the Council regarding the utility rate increase that has been reported in the Holbrook Tribune to be 53%.  Mr. Koury stated that there was a chart showing Holbrook competing with other communities saying he did not know we were in competition.  Mr. Koury stated that he thought 53% was too much.

SUMMARY OF CURRENT EVENTS:

Council Members:

A. Mayor Smithson stated that Bill Jeffers had sent a thank-you to the City and Council for their support while he was on the ADOT Board.

B. Councilmember Bradley thanked the Holbrook Tribune for the article about Officer Tony Miller participating in the Special Olympics to be held in Japan.

C. Mayor Smithson stated that there were a couple of bills going through the House and Senate that trouble him.  Mayor Smithson stated that one of them deals with incentives given to businesses coming into cities.  Mayor Smithson stated that the State wants this amount given as an incentive to be deducted from State Shared Revenue.  Mayor Smithson stated that he did not feel it was any of the State’s business how the City spends it’s money.  


Manager’s Report:

A. City Clerk Millage reported that persons should bring photo identification with them to the polls.  Ms. Millage stated that this is a new requirement in order to be allowed to vote.  Ms. Millage stated that if the address on the photo ID does not match the address of where the voter resides another means of ID with a physical address will be necessary citing a utility bill as an example.  Ms. Millage explained that this change is due to Proposition 200, which was voted into law last fall.

CLAIMS:

Councilmember Simmons made a motion to approve the claims in the amount of $69,263.69. Vice-Mayor Font seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

OLD BUSINESS:

NEW BUSINESS:

(Item #A)

Councilmember Simmons made a motion to approve the special event liquor license for the American Legion, date of February 19, 2005.  Councilmember Budenholzer seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

(Item B)

Councilmember Simmons requested that Council name David Newlin as Sponsor Representative for Little Colorado RC&D.  Councilmember Simmons made a motion to this effect.  Councilmember Budenholzer seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

(Item #C)

Mayor Smithson presented Resolution 05-01 captioned as follows: 

RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK, ARIZONA APPROVING THE APPLICATION FOR LOCAL, REGIONAL AND STATE PARK (LRSP) HERITAGE FUNDS FOR THE PURCHASE OF MODULAR PLAYGROUND EQUIPMENT FOR LISITZKY PARK

Councilmember Simmons made a motion to adopt the Resolution as presented.  Vice-Mayor Font seconded.  A roll call vote was held with the following results; Councilmember Stuart, “aye”, Councilmember Bradley, “aye”, Councilmember Budenholzer, “aye”, Councilmember Simmons, “aye”, Vice-Mayor Font, “aye” and Mayor Smithson, “aye”.

(Item #D)

Finance Director Hill asked that Council approve a capitalization threshold for assets, which is required by GASB.  Ms. Hill stated that the amount recommended by the Government Finance Officer’s Association is $5,000.00 even though when assets were inventoried prior to this the cut-off was $1000.00.  Ms. Hill is recommending the $5,000.00 amount.  Councilmember Budenholzer made a motion to establish a capitalization threshold in the amount of $5,000.00 for assets.  Councilmember Simmons seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

ATTORNEY’S REPORT:

None.

EXECUTIVE SESSION:

By unanimous consent the Council adjourned into executive for the purposes of discussion or consultation with the City Attorney regarding litigation-water adjudication and to review the minutes of the January 25, 2005 executive session.  

POST EXECUTIVE SESSION:

Mayor Smithson adjourned the executive session by unanimous consent at 9:03 p.m.  Vice Mayor Font made a motion to approve the minutes of the executive session held on January 25, 2005. Councilmember Stuart seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Councilmember Bradley thanked Mr. Sikes for coming to the meeting and sharing the information that he did.  

ADJOURNMENT:

There being no further business to come before the Council at this time, Mayor Smithson adjourned the meeting by unanimous consent at 9:03 p.m.
