MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE


HOLBROOK CITY COUNCIL HELD ON MAY 27, 2008 
CALL TO ORDER:  

Mayor Hill called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

 ROLL CALL:

Mayor Jeff Hill, Councilmembers Phil Cobb, Charles Haussman, Wade Carlisle and Stuart Szink. Vice-Mayor Stuart and Councilmember Darris were absent due to vacation and excused.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE/INVOCATION:

Lance Decker led the pledge of allegiance and Pastor Rodney Gish gave the invocation.

MISSION STATEMENT:

Mayor Hill read the Mission Statement. 

CITY STAFF:  

Interim City Manager Fern Larson, Chief of Police DWayne Hartup, Attorney Sterling Solomon and City Clerk Cher Millage. 
PETITIONS FROM THE PUBLIC:

Randy Murph petitioned the Council regarding the executive session item for Eagledancer.  Mr. Murph stated that there have been no negotiations with Mr. Hatch and that Mr. Hatch is here this evening to make a presentation in hopes to negotiate.  Mr. Murph stated that they are hopeful for fruitful negotiations which will benefit both the community and Eagledancer.  Mr. Murph stated that that the City Attorney needs to address some matters that have been ongoing and are important.  Mr. Murph stated that feet continue to drag on abandoned buildings and that some tasks need to be completed so things can move ahead. 
Pam Searls petitioned the Council saying that on Item 9B legal guidelines have not been followed as this could be considered a gift of City assets to a non-governmental entity and asked why the City has not ascertained the value of the property.  Ms. Searls stated that item 10B is unclear and nebulous as it refers to lease for a cellular tower. Ms. Searls stated that on Items 10C and 10D it states no backup provided.  Ms. Searls said that most of the action on these items was held behind closed doors and it is difficult to provide backup when the information is restricted.  Ms. Searls stated that she knows of times that Kent Darris has placed items on the agenda the night before without providing backup and it seems to her like this is kind of poking at Councilman Cobb. 
Leo Maestas petitioned the Council regarding Item 9B stating that the Council knows how he feels about this property saying that the acquisition of the College property was an egregious error and someone has to be held accountable for this.  Mr. Maestas asked that the Council please not transfer this property to CCC as there is already so much illegal activity here.  
CONSENT AGENDA:
Attorney Solomon stated that the contract term dates need to be corrected in the Main Street contract and on page 3 #8 the word insure should be inure.  Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to approve the following items listed on the consent agenda:

Councilmember Cobb seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
SUMMARY OF CURRENT EVENTS:

Mayor:
1. Mayor Hill thanked the American Legion for the meal served to the “Run for the Wall” group.  Mayor Hill also thanked Park School for sending the entire 2nd Grade Class to line the Street and welcome them to town.
2. Mayor Hill reported that the League nominated him to the Resolutions Committee automatically and stated that if anyone else wanted to serve in the position let him know.
Council Members:

1. Councilmember Cobb reported that a ceremony was held at the Cemetery on May 26 for Memorial Day.  Councilmember Cobb stated that we need to work on the “Old” Cemetery as the weeds are getting big.
2. Councilmember Cobb commended Dave Wright’s 5th Grade Class who participated in a clean up effort.  Councilmember Cobb stated that this has been talked up among the other 5th Grade Teachers and there is a possibility that this will be expanded.  
3. Councilmember Cobb reported on the events of the past week at the NARBHA site.  Councilmember Cobb stated that a complaint had been filed against the detox center and it was expedited by ADEQ.  Councilmember Cobb stated that there was a discrepancy as to what was on the site.  Councilmember Cobb stated that on May 14 apparently some Council members went to the site with a certain lawyer and requested that NARBHA stop construction.  Councilmember Cobb stated that this was done as a request as he did not know of any legal circumstance that required them to cease and desist for the simple fact that the original report from the citizen does not say anything about stopping anybody from doing anything. Councilmember Cobb stated that he had been asked by Nancy Smithson why they were trying to shut down the detox center on May 15.  Councilmember Cobb stated that he did not feel the situation warranted a Special Meeting nor did he want to go into executive session to discuss this item.    Councilmember Cobb stated that he had called ADEQ and left a message for the person in charge-Mindy Cross who returned his call on May 16.  Councilmember Cobb asked Ms. Cross what the disposition of the NARBHA project.  Councilmember Cobb stated that she told him that even with the pictures she had looked at she did not see a problem, that the material was inert and all that was going to be requested was that the debris be removed and disposed of properly.  Councilmember Cobb stated that the City had sent a letter asking NARBHA to continue at their own risk.  Councilmember Cobb stated that the site visit by ADEQ on May 20, 2008 was confusing as he had been told it was at 9:00 a.m.  Councilmember Cobb stated that he had been left a message that the meeting time had changed to 11:00 a.m. and he was concerned that the meeting was improperly posted.  Councilmember Cobb stated that he introduced himself to ADEQ when there was not other Council members present so not to create a quorum.  Councilmember Cobb stated that he told ADEQ that he could not sign off on the visit as he did not know if other Council members had already done such and he did not want to create a quorum.  Councilmember Cobb stated that this situation has been a tempest in a tea pot and there is a bit of anger in the air.  Councilmember Cobb stated that Council does not need to get involved in these circumstances as it makes us all look bad and confused.  Councilmember Cobb asked if anyone else called ADEQ and is City members aware that NARBHA was ready to litigate this matter.  Councilmember Cobb stated that regardless of our opinion on purchasing the NPC property we are not going to sell it back so we need to learn to deal with this problem.  Councilmember Cobb stated had we had a full-time City Manager and Economic Development Director, all our ducks in order we would have never had this problem.  Councilmember Cobb personally apologized to NARBHA and the detox center folks for not doing our homework. 
  
Manager’s Report:
1. Manager Larson reported that Council had requested for Amanda Wright to make a presentation to them.  Ms. Wright has informed City Clerk Millage that H.B. 2881 has been stalled in the Senate and is a mute issue at this time.

2. Manager Larson reported that the Historical Society has provided its annual report and it was included in the Council packets.

3. Police Chief Hartup reported that the Elks will hold a special ceremony tomorrow night at 7:00 p.m. to honor law enforcement and emergency personnel. 

4. Manager Larson reported that she had met with Lee Starling of PSiSC and that they will be holding an open house on June 8, 2008 from 2-5 p.m. and they welcome the public to attend.

5. Manager Larson reported that the CDBG project is moving along fairly well.

6. Manager Larson reported that 2500 foot of posts have been installed for the Airport fencing.
7. Manager Larson reported that the CPA would be here this week and Staff will be working with him on Capital Assets, the RFQ for a sales tax audit and auditing services. 
OLD BUSINESS:

(Item #A)
Mayor Hill stated that the resumes are here and that he hasn’t personally had time to go thru them but wants to get the process started.  Mayor Hill asked how summers were and if people could meet three or four times per week.  Mayor Hill stated that each candidate would have to be notified and it would be up to them if they have their interview/discussion in executive session.  Mayor Hill asked if a Special Meeting could be scheduled on June 2, 2008 at 6:00 p.m. Council agreed to this date. Mayor Hill stated that goal of this meeting will be to narrow down candidates.  A Special Meeting was also scheduled for June 4, 2088 at 6:00 p.m. for interviewing candidates also.  Mayor Hill stated that more meetings for the Manager will be scheduled as necessary. June 3, 2008 was set for Fiscal Year 2008-2009 budget. Councilmember Cobb asked if the Council should wait to set the other work sessions until the other two members of the Council can be present.  Councilmember Haussman asked if there was any sense of urgency on the Economic Development Plan or was it something that could wait until the new Manager is hired.  Council agreed that this could wait.  It was also determined to hold off on the work session for norms and procedures and  Council goals. 
(Item #B)

Mayor Hill presented Ordinance 08-02 captioned as follows:  
AN ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE 

CITY OF HOLBROOK, ARIZONA, AUTHORIZING

THE SALE OF REAL PROPERTY OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK:

NAMELY A PORTION OF PARCEL NUMBER 109-37-006, MORE FULLY DESCRIBED IN EXHIBIT “A” ATTACHED HERETO

Mayor Hill stated that his understanding is that Community Counseling has a strong desire to purchase other property that the City has available rather than this parcel.  Robert Smith of Community Counseling stated that they do have concerns about the NPC property after hearing things about what has gone on with the property.  Mr. Smith stated that the Counseling Center would like to construct a 6,000 square foot 18 office/outpatient building and a 4000 square foot administration building.  Mr. Smith stated that this would keep 30 employees in town and will be a substantial investment for Community Counseling.  Mr. Smith stated that Community Counseling Centers could pay for a piece of property if they cannot get it donated but they are a non-profit organization.  Mr. Smith stated that as CFO for the Centers he will do whatever is best for the Centers. Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to adopt Ordiance 08-02.  Councilmember Cobb seconded. Councilmember Carlisle stated that he had made the motion so that discussion could be held on other options that are available and there are other parcels that the City can work on with Community Counseling. Councilmember Haussman asked if there is a question of gifting public funds.  Attorney Solomon stated that he has concerns that need to be researched such as the gifting of public funds and that they need to be looked into before approving.  Attorney Solomon stated that the Ordinance is for a specific piece of property and has been posted and read twice and this would need to be done over if a different parcel is chosen.  Attorney Solomon stated that his recommendation would be to table this item or let the Ordinance die until this is researched.  Councilmember Carlisle rescinded his motion to adopt Ordinance 08-02.  Councilmember Cobb rescinded his second.  Councilmember Haussman made a motion to table Ordinance 08-02 and instructed legal counsel to conduct further research on this matter and bring back to Council if CCC is still interested.  Councilmember Szink seconded.  Councilmember Carlisle asked that the motion be extended to give the City Attorney at time line.  Councilmember Haussman amended his motion to include a time period of 1 month to conduct research on the land.  Councilmember Szink amended his second. Councilmember Cobb asked Mr. Smith if Community Counseling was happy with this property and could they work on this property.  Mr. Smith replied that they believe it is doable but there may be more confidence in the property that they looked at a couple of days ago in the Light Industrial Park.  Mr. Smith stated that there has been so much emotion and questions on the NPC property there is some ambivalence about the site. Mayor Hill called for the question and the motion carried unanimously.
NEW BUSINESS:
(Item #A)
Interim Manager Larson stated that this item had been on the last agenda as a presentation only and that this evening Chief Hartup would like to reiterate what was presented regarding his proposal and have possible action. Chief Hartup stated that the idea was born of need and that he has the skills to provide grant writing.  Chief Hartup stated that Grant writing can be outsourced and by doing such it will be economical for the City and his program is geared in that direction that the risks should be born by the provider not the consumer.  Chief Hartup stated that he had a 90 day review program. Councilmember Haussman stated that he is not worried about the ability for the Chief to produce and asked what type of grants he would pursue, would they be based on recommendations from City Staff and will they be directed towards law enforcement or a broad spectrum.  Chief Hartup responded that there are grants available for anything imaginable and that any grant that would be applied for would have the final approval from the City Manager.  Chief Hartup stated that he would not seek grants that the City did not need. Councilmember Carlisle asked if the pay scale would apply to the City’s match for grants.  Chief Hartup stated that it would not only the grant amount received or the City would pay twice for the same thing. Councilmember Carlisle asked if Chief Hartup would be responsible for the grants administration also.  Chief Hartup stated that this would be the Project Manager assigned by the City.  Councilmember Haussman asked how quickly Chief Hartup could spring into action.  Chief Hartup replied “before the ink dries”.  Mayor Hill asked if it was ethical to hire a City Employee separately to do City work. Attorney Solomon stated that he is not aware of anything that precludes an employee of working as an independent contractor. Attorney Solomon stated that his contract will need to be reviewed if the proposal is approved.  Mayor Hill stated that he would like to see grants which relate to public safety excluded as this is a normal part of the Chief's job.  Chief Hartup stated that he would discuss this with the City Attorney in the contract review. Councilmember Cobb made a motion to have the Chief of Police submit a contract to the City Attorney for review and for the City Attorney to report back to Council.  Councilmember Haussman seconded. Councilmember Carlisle stated that he was uneasy with the entire concept as many of the grants do not allow for Administration cost which will be cash out of pocket. Councilmember Carlisle stated that he was interested in taking an individual such as the Chief and paying them a stipend to conduct this work as a part of their regular job.  Councilmember Szink stated that several people had spoken to him and asked how the Chief could be the Chief of Police and find time to be the Grant Writer. Chief Hartup stated that he would only attempt to obtain quality grants and he would not take on anything that he did not think he could accomplish.  Mayor Hill called for the questions and the motion carried unanimously. 
Council took a 5 minute recess at 8:45 p.m. 

(Item #B)
Attorney Solomon stated that Verizon has requested to lease 3500 square foot of the Heavy Industrial Park to build a new tower.  Attorney Solomon requested that Council table this item at this time until he can negotiate with Reg Destry of Verizon.  Attorney Solomon stated that he would attempt to bring the Council information at the next regular meeting.  Councilmember Cobb made a motion to table this item until the next meeting.  Councilmember Haussman seconded and the item was tabled unanimously.
(Item #C)
Councilmember Cobb asked that Mr. Hatch speak to the Council regarding his proposal to purchase the dorms at the old NPC Campus along with an additional 40 acres.  Ron Hatch of Eagledancer gave a brief history of his life and a synopsis of what Eagledancer does. Mr. Hatch stated that he looks forward to moving ahead and what has happened in the past is in the past. Mr. Hatch told the Council that they propose to purchase the property for $300,000 and estimate that it will cost $50,000 to bring the dorms up to par so that they can be used.  Mr. Hatch proposes purchasing the dorms under the following conditions:  at the end of 1st year $25,000 down and pay $25,000 more in 6 months with a balloon payment at the end of the second year of $250,000.  Mr. Hatch said that it would take 3-4 months to license the facility and there would be a 45-day turn around for payments after taking about 6 months to begin getting funds.  Mr. Hatch asked that there be no lease or rent for 1st year so that they can be able to make restorations and get the business operational.  Mr. Hatch stated that 35 new jobs with 6-8 professional positions.  Mr. Hatch stated that they do their best to give back to the Community and be a part of the Community by participating in and conducting community service project. Councilmember Szink asked if Eagledancer has a current financial statement.  Mr. Hatch stated that he could provide such. Councilmember Haussman asked if Eagledancer was a non-profit or profit organization. Mr. Hatch stated that they are a for profit organization registered in Arizona. Mayor Hill asked what was on the horizon that Eagledancer is requesting the additional 40 acres. Mr. Hatch stated that their goal is to have a small subdivision with nice two story homes to house 12 kids each and possibly a barn with small animals for the kids to take care of. Mayor Hill asked City Clerk Millage what zoning issues there would be with this property. City Clerk Millage responded that the City was to initiate rezoning the entire parcel and currently it will not allow for a barn.  Mayor Hill asked if Mr. Hatch was willing to negotiate for the dorms until the other issues are resolved.  Mr. Hatch stated that he was. Mayor Hill stated that he thought the original proposal was for $300,000 with $30,000 down and $30,000 per quarter until paid in full. Mayor Hill asked if Eagledancer is not in the position to do this anymore.  Mr. Hatch stated that the proposal is to pay $25,000 down after the first year and pay an additional $25,000 after 6 months and at the end of the 2 years make a balloon payment with the total amount being paid within 2 years. Mayor Hill stated that his understanding is that this would be conditional upon approval by Planning and Zoning. Councilmember Cobb made a motion to instruct the City Attorney to look over the contracts for the dorms only with no additional land.  Councilmember Haussman asked if Councilmember Cobb could set some time limitations in his motion. Councilmember Cobb amended his motion to include bringing back to Council by the next meeting. Attorney Solomon asked if the motion could be clarified as to whether to negotiate on the terms mentioned by Mr. Hatch of a $50,000 credit for the first year, a down payment of $25,000 after one year, a payment of an additional $25,000 after 6 months and a payment for the balance at the end of two year for a total of $300,000 with 6% interest.   Councilmember Cobb stated that the entire reason he placed this item on the agenda was due to the comments that we needed to pay for the N.P.C. property and that this would recoup some of those costs. Councilmember Haussman stated that this was the premise in which the property was purchased that the dorms would be sold to Eagledancer to pay for the purchase. Councilmember Haussman stated that he would like to see $10,000 up front from Mr. Hatch and then work the credits out from there.  Mr. Hatch stated that he would be willing to do this. Interim Manager Larson stated that a survey should be conducted as a portion of the property being discussed was given to NARBHA.  Councilmember Haussman asked how much a survey would cost.  Interim Manager Larson stated that it cost $1500 to have the 3 acres for NARBHA surveyed.  Councilmember Cobb asked Mr. Hatch if he needed 10 acres or would he be happy with the remaining 7 acres and would he be willing to pay for the survey.  Mayor Hill stated that there is an illegal landfill on this property and it will take 30 days for ADEQ to complete their report and knowing this the information must be disclosed to Mr. Hatch.  Mr. Hatch stated that he is aware of this and that to his knowledge the landfill is on the NARBHA property.  Mayor Hill stated that at this time this is true but asked Mr. Hatch if he would be willing to sign a clause regarding the clean-up of the landfill if found to be on this piece of property. Councilmember Cobb amended his motion to include bringing back to Council meeting immediately after the ADEQ is received. Councilmember Haussman seconded.  Mayor Hill repeated the terms:  $10,000 upfront payment which the survey will be taken out of, $25,000 payment at the end of the first year, $25,000 in 6 months and the balance at the end of two years. Discussion was held on where the landfill is located and how it may impact the Dorm property. The Mayor called for the question and the motion carried unanimously. 
(Item #D)
Councilmember Cobb made a motion to table this item as he had reported on it earlier in the meeting.  Councilmember Szink seconded and the item was tabled unanimously.

(Item #E)
Councilmember Haussman made a motion to table this item as Vice-Mayor Stuart had placed it on the agenda and she is not present this evening.  Councilmember Cobb seconded. Interim Manager Larson reported that she has checked on the ICSC membership and an individual account is $100.00 and each additional person is $100.00.  Councilmember Carlisle asked if this really needed to come before the Council as it is $100.00. The Mayor called for the question and the item was tabled unanimously.
(Item #F)

Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to table the letter of support for FutureGen as Vice-Mayor Stuart requested this item be on the agenda and she is not in attendance this evening.  Councilmember Haussman seconded and the item was tabled unanimously.
EXECUTIVE SESSION:
Mayor Hill made a motion to table items B, C and D of the Executive Session as it was not necessary to go in for these items.  Councilmember Cobb seconded and the executive session was tabled.
ATTORNEY’S REPORT:

Attorney Solomon reported that Brent Brown-Governor’s Rural Liaison and Father of Morgan Brown passed away over the week-end. 

Attorney Solomon reported that he has written a memo regarding Carsi Development that will be coming to the Council this week along with Sun and Sand and code enforcement. Attorney Solomon reported that he has spoken to ADEQ and NARBHA about the landfill at their site.  
Attorney Solomon reported that the site visit by ADEQ was properly posted and that there was a time change made by ADEQ and it was posted as soon as the City was notified.  
GENERAL PLAN REVIEW: 
CEREMONIALS/ANNOUNCEMENTS/PRESENTATION:

Greg Marsh from the Grad Night Committee reported that the event had a tremendous turn-out and that the funds which were donated were not completely spent so the HELP Coalition would be sending refund checks to the donors. Councilmember Cobb offered congratulations to all graduates.
COUNCILMEMBER COMMENTS AND/OR DIRECTION TO STAFF:

Councilmember Cobb directed Staff to place Dr. Hannah Rishel on a future agenda to give a presentation on a child abuse program.
Councilmember Carlisle stated that he has had several citizens approach him about noises, loud music and car stereos.  Councilmember Carlisle asked that anyone who has concerns regarding this to contact him.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that he would use this information to possibly make changes to the noise ordinance.
Councilmember Carlisle directed Staff to open up opportunities for concessionaire for the Golf Course and bid it out.
Councilmember Carlisle stated that he has had several complaints on the roll off rates.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that people are contacting City Hall for such containers and are being told that we do not have them available and that they can contact Waste Management for the service.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that when they contact Waste Management they are told that the container is $400.00 to rent whereas the City only charges $100.00.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that we either needs to get enough roll offs, raise our rates to be comparable with waste Management or get out of the business all together. 
Councilmember Carlisle stated that he believes it is time to clean up the Holbrook Cemetery and perhaps it is time for the Council to do so as a community service project.

Councilmember Carlisle stated that he believes we need a work session on bulk waste since the funding was cut and directed Staff to look at other options. 

Mayor Hill asked if a statement could be prepared for water/wastewater and where we are at with rate findings by the next agenda. 
PETITIONS FROM THE PUBLIC:
Randy Murph petitioned the Council congratulating them on getting things done.  Mr. Murph stated that he had submitted a proposal in July of 2007 on the Henning Block and nothing has been done.  Mr. Murph asked if the City was still interested.  Mr. Murph stated that regarding the termination of A’Kos Kovach that e-mails were passed along that were only intended for the recipient.  Mr. Murph stated that ex-City Employees have been allowed access to the past City Manager’s e-mail.  Mr. Murph asked how all this information could be shared and asked if there would be an investigation.  
Pam Searls petitioned the Council regarding Ethical and responsible government.  Ms. Searls stated that concerns had been raised at an HIDC meeting that the City is a Charter government and that Councilmembers chose to ignore the Charter.  Ms. Searls stated that the townspeople are starting to care.  Ms. Searls stated that specific allegations were made by A’Kos and the past City Manager regarding Charter Violations which have never been investigated asking who should conduct the investigation and what kind of recourse is there. Ms. Searls stated that there are three very separate things to consider in the case of Mr. Kovach: his accusations before termination which need investigated, his termination and the witch hunt which was launched to make him look bad.  Ms. Searls stated that these are three separate things and should not be lumped together.  Ms. Searls stated that Kent Darris forwards City e-mails to the newspaper and she thinks this is very unethical and a violation of the Charter.  Ms. Searls stated that she believes the City Clerk picks and chooses who gets notices of agenda and postings.  Ms. Searls stated that she knows of several people who have asked to be put on this list and haven’t been and she believes this to be unethical. Ms. Searls stated that she does not believe our government is responsible or ethical. 
Jim Gray petitioned the Council regarding Ronaele stating that there is an investigation going on.  Mr. Gray stated that the City will not turn the deed over without the assurances that Medical Center will be built which was in the original request.  Mr. Gray stated that the citizens expected a medical center.  Mr. Gray stated that there are several questions regarding this property since the owners are related to Bryan Smithson and it gives the appearance of improprieties.  Mr. Gray stated that Roneale paid $25,000 for the property which they could turn around and sell for $800,000.00.  Mr. Gray stated that this is not the only suspicious thing going on during Bryan Smithson’s term as the City coffers seem to be open to Thomas Nevis a career criminal.  Mr. Gray stated that the City’s cohorts were making sure that Pacific Holt was well taken care of.  Mr. Gray stated that it is time for the Council to quit working with Pacific Holt and Thomas Nevis.  Mr. Gray stated that after Mr. Kovach destroyed the records from Thomas Nevis he had stated that the papers might make people ask more questions and they could be a slippery slope. Mr. Gray stated that he is still under the belief that these papers could’ve provided essential information. 
Leo Maestas petitioned the Council stating that he sympathized with the plate which was left for Council.  Mr.  Maestas stated that he had issues with the way the City’s business was conducted especially the open meeting laws. Mr. Maestas stated that his reporting to the Attorney General hit the U.S. Attorney regarding e-mails.  Mr. Maestas stated that deleting e-mails from a public computer is a crime. Mr. Maestas stated that ethics is not a law and that he had provided Council with some laws. Mr. Maestas stated that there is not a structural engineer who would approve the buildings at the NPC campus. Mr. Maestas asked the Council to read the statutes he provided them. 
ADJOURNMENT:
