MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE


HOLBROOK CITY COUNCIL HELD ON MAY 8, 2007
CALL TO ORDER:  

Mayor Bryan Smithson called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. 

ROLL CALL:

Mayor Bryan Smithson, Vice-Mayor Jeff Font, Councilmembers Spike Simmons, Stuart Szink, Cynthia Stuart, Charles Haussman and Wade Carlisle.  
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE/INVOCATION:

Councilmember Carlisle led the pledge of allegiance and Reverend Tweedy Sombrero gave the invocation.

MISSION STATEMENT:

Mayor Smithson read the Mission Statement. 

CITY STAFF:  

City Manager David Newlin, Public Works Director Dick Young, Economic Development Director A’Kos Kovach, City Attorney Sterling Solomon and City Clerk Cher Millage.

MINUTES:

Minutes of the work session held on February 17, 2007, minutes of the work session held on April 24, 2007 and the minutes of the regular meeting held on April 24, 2007 were presented for review.  Councilmember Simmons made a motion to accept the minutes as written.  Councilmember Szink seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
CEREMONIALS/ANNOUNCEMENTS/PRESENTATION:

Mayor Smithson read a proclamation declaring May 6-12, 2007 as “Youth Week”.  Councilmember Simmons made a motion to adopt the proclamation.  Councilmember Haussman seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
Mayor Smithson read a proclamation declaring May 13-19, 2007 as “Police Week”.  Vice-Mayor Font moved to accept the proclamation.  Councilmember Simmons seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

PETITIONS FROM THE PUBLIC:

Mayor Smithson reminded the public that at the conclusion of an open call to the public, individual members of the public body may respond to criticism made by those who have addressed the public body, may ask staff to review a matter or may ask that a matter be put on a future agenda and that each person will be allowed five minutes to speak.
Mr. Tip Skevington petitioned the Council regarding the fact that Manager Newlin has blacklisted his businesses Alley’s Lumber and Alley’s Tire and stated that he has sought legal counsel regarding this matter.  Mr. Skevington stated that he and his family are part of the community and want to be here.  Mr. Skevington asked that the Council do the right thing and avoid a lawsuit.  Mr. Skevington stated that Mr. Newlin had also violated his constitutional rights regarding 2 signs that he had placed on his property for candidates in the Primary Election.  Mr. Skevington played a recording of a message that Manager Newlin had left for his wife on his cell phone which instructed her to remove the signs or she would receive a letter of reprimand and that she would be reprimanded for copying the Council with an e-mail which she had sent to him. 
Mr. Leo Maestas petitioned the Council regarding the Council regarding the Corix proposal to purchase the wastewater system.  Mr. Maestas stated that he felt it was commendable what the City of Holbrook employees have done.  Mr. Maestas stated that he has taught his children and grandchildren to beware of Greeks bearing gifts; trust in God and all others tie your camels securely. Mr. Maestas stated that he has been an advocate of impact fees.  Mr. Maestas stated that the first thing mentioned in the presentation is partner and he thinks of partner as something that takes place in the San Francisco Bay and that’s where partners should go regarding Corix and the City of Holbrook.  Mr. Maestas stated the first paragraph states that Corix will own and operate the wastewater system and he does not think anyone would have a hard time interpreting this. 
SUMMARY OF CURRENT EVENTS:

Mayor:

Mayor Smithson read a letter from the Secretary of State Jan Brewer requesting that the City participate in the Centennial Celebration for the State in a few years.  Mayor Smithson stated that he would give the letter to Manager Newlin and this item would be placed on a future agenda.  
Council Members:   

  
Manager’s Report:

A. Manager Newlin reported that after a considerable amount of effort he will meet with the Department of Corrections tomorrow hopefully to come to an agreement for the use of inmates which will benefit the community.
B. Manager Newlin reported that he and Mr. Kovach had attended the AAED work session last week and that there were many successful meetings.  Manager Newlin stated that they worked hard at getting Holbrook’s name out there.
C. Manager Newlin presented a letter to the Council from ADEQ thanking the City of Holbrook for hosting the illegal dumping work shop.  

D. Manager Newlin announced that Zone 3 of Bulk Trash will be picked up on Monday May 14, 2007.

E. Manager Newlin reported that they have met with several persons from Perkins Valley and they are very excited about annexation and receiving City services.
F. Manager Newlin stated that information has been received from NARBHA that there is enough funding available that there will be two detox centers, one in Holbrook and one in Winslow.  Manager Newlin attributed this to the efforts of our Transient and Alcohol Committee. 
CLAIMS:

Councilmember Haussman made a motion to approve the claims in the amount of $130,725.66.  Councilmember Simmons seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  
OLD BUSINESS:

(Item #A)
Manager Newlin reminded Council that there would be work sessions on May 22, 2007 and June 26, 2007 for the budget.  Manager Newlin asked that the Council hold a work session on June 12, 2007 for discussion of economic development activities.  Mayor Smithson made a motion to hold a work session on June 12, 2007 at 6 p.m.  Councilmember Simmons seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

(Item #B)

Mayor Smithson stated that he felt that Constitution Week was important and he would like to form a committee for this commemoration.  Councilmember Simmons made a motion to form a constitution committee.  Councilmember Szink seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

(Item #C)

Councilmember Carlisle stated that he had placed this item on the agenda for the specific purpose to deal with the situation of the meat packing plant.  Councilmember Carlisle asked if we want economic development and what type do we want.  Councilmember Carlisle asked if we are going to follow the General Plan if so we need to let people know outright that we want them but be specific about where their business can be located.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that we ran into the same situation with the possible sale of the Golf Course.  Councilmember Carlisle asked what direction should be given to Staff so that we don’t end up with things that take up a bunch of time or cause embarrassment in pursuing economic development.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that if the General Plan was followed to the letter we wouldn’t be looking at placing the meat packing plant where we were looking and an appropriate place could’ve been located so that the business could’ve located here which probably would have been more favorable to the folks. Mayor Smithson asked Councilmember Carlisle to bring something back to Council to approve.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that he would but it would look a lot like the General Plan.  Manager Newlin stated that he feels the Focused Future plan will play a big part in this. 
NEW BUSINESS:

(Item #A)

Economic Director Kovach asked the Council to consider pursuing an infrastructure agreement with Corix Utilities.  Mr. Kovach stated that this will allow an opportunity to secure immediate funding for needed infrastructure repairs by partnering with Corix.  Mr. Kovach read the proposed motion “Move that the City Council direct appropriate staff to commence negotiations with Corix Utilities to generate an Infrastructure agreement.  The propose infrastructure agreement would reflect that substance of discussions thus far between the City of Holbrook and Corix towards the intended purchase of the existing wastewater system, providing capital to support the repair of the existing system, capital for further expansion and management services.  That the City Council will vote to approve/disapprove the Infrastructure Agreement only after the City Attorney has approved and endorses the infrastructure agreement and all due diligence has been satisfactorily completed by City staff as well as City Council members.”  Councilmember Simmons commented that if this proposed motion is approved it does not mean that the system will be sold automatically and there will be a final contract and this motion will allow for entering into negotiations.  Councilmember Simmons stated that the Council will be able to accept or reject a proposed contract after the negotiations.  Councilmember Simmons stated that he had spoken to other Cities who are using Corix for their wastewater operations and was happy with what they have reported.  Vice-Mayor Font stated that the Council could change by 4 faces by next Tuesday he was not ready to make a decision that would affect these new people and he thinks the timing is inappropriate.  Vice-Mayor Font stated that he thinks the new Council should make this decision.  Councilmember Stuart stated that she had concerns that this is a complex and multi-layered matter and you are asking the Council to make a decision tonight.  Councilmember Stuart stated that the citizens have been burned before and she thinks we need to have more time for research.  Councilmember Stuart stated that she would like more information so that the citizens can have trust in the Council for their decision.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that he wanted to see the information which he requested. Councilmember Szink stated that he felt public hearings need to be held.  Councilmember Simmons stated that the motion does not say that the Council will be approving the sale and the final decision will come to the new Council.  Councilmember Haussman stated that he feels very negative tonight and that the Community has been full of negativity over the past few months.  Councilmember Haussman asked Attorney Solomon how many hours it will take him to review this contract.  Attorney Solomon responded with between 5-10 hours.  Councilmember Haussman asked Manager Newlin how much Staff time will be involved in the negotiations.  Manager Newlin responded probably 4-5 people at least 2-3 days to week, 120-160 man hours.  Councilmember Haussman stated that by voting on this motion this evening it sets the new Council up and he wants to respect anyone who may be coming on board.  Mayor Smithson agreed that Council needs more information on the agreement before they can make a decision but he feels alright about going on with the proposed motion.  Councilmember Simmons moved that the City Council direct appropriate staff to commence negotiations with Corix Utilities to generate an Infrastructure agreement.  The propose infrastructure agreement would reflect that substance of discussions thus far between the City of Holbrook and Corix towards the intended purchase of the existing wastewater system, providing capital to support the repair of the existing system, capital for further expansion and management services.  That the City Council will vote to approve/disapprove the Infrastructure Agreement only after the City Attorney has approved and endorses the infrastructure agreement and all due diligence has been satisfactorily completed by City staff as well as City Council members.   Mayor Smithson seconded.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that he was sure Corix had an agreement that was prepared and all that would need to be incorporate was changes specific to Holbrook but he wanted to see the financial information.  Mr. Kovach stated that there may be an agreement but that does not mean that everything would be acceptable for Holbrook and Staff will work to get what is best for Holbrook. Mayor Smithson said that he agreed with Councilmember Szink and that public hearings should be held before a final decision is made. A roll call vote was held with the following results:  Councilmember Carlisle, “aye”, Vice-Mayor Font, “nay”, Councilmember Haussman, “nay”, Councilmember Stuart, “nay”, Councilmember Simmons, “aye”, Councilmember Szink “aye”, and Mayor Smithson “aye”.  
(Item #B)

Economic Development Director Kovach stated that Jones Outdoor Advertising has requested a short term lease agreement (approximately 60 days) for storage space on City property.  Mr. Kovach stated while this will not make a great amount of money for the City it also will not cost the City anything.  Mayor Smithson asked for clarification on the location.  Mr. Kovach stated that it will be located at the treatment plant behind the fence as security is needed.  Councilmember Haussman made a motion to approve a short term lease agreement with Jones Outdoor Advertising subject to City Attorney’s review and approval.  Vice-Mayor Font seconded and the motion carried unanimously. 
(Item #C)
Economic Development Director Kovach stated that the Burger King is on track for a May 23rd opening and asked that Council proclaim the first day of business at the new Burger King be designated as “Burger King Celebration Day”.  Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to do such.  Vice-Mayor Font seconded.  Councilmember Stuart asked if the City would be working with the Chamber on this function.  Mr. Kovach stated that they would.  The Mayor called for the question and the motion carried unanimously.

(Item #D)

Economic Development Director Kovach read a letter from Tom Nevis of Pacific Holt Corporation:   
[image: image1.emf] John Gurolla from Pacific Holt updated the Council on Pacific Holt projects.  Mr. Gurolla stated that Pacific Holt came to the area 1 year ago and he is very excited for Holbrook as several positive things have happened over the past year.  Mr. Gurolla thanked those individuals who have worked with Pacific Holt in the past year.  Mr. Gurolla stated that Pacific Holt has purchased 2600 acres and have letters of intent on 949 acres which is being negotiated.  Mr. Gurolla stated that these projects total 4 million dollars and also said Pacific Holt is committed to the area.  Mr. Gurolla stated that to date pacific Holt has paid $235,000.00 for the two sleeves across the Leroux Wash and total infrastructure will amount to almost 6 million.  Mr. Gurolla said that Pacific Holt is very busy and is moving forward with its projects. Manager Newlin reported that Pacific Holt has brought a very important asset to the City’s attention that of Lyon Engineering who may be an option to work with Mr. Young on City projects. Director Kovach asked that Council consider a motion in support and appreciation of the significant investment time, talent and cash investment in the future of the City of Holbrook. Councilmember Stuart moved to acknowledge and thank Pacific Holt Corporation for its ongoing efforts to bring about residential, commercial and industrial expansion to the people of Holbrook, AZ.  Also to alert all residents of this area that the City appreciates the partnership and willingness of Pacific Holt Corp. to move forward with land acquisitions, engineering plans and long term support of the Holbrook General Plan.  Vice- Mayor Font seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
(Item #E)

Mr. Kovach introduced Lee Starling from PSiSC.  Mr. Starling voiced his appreciation of support that the company has received from the Community and the City Staff.  Mr. Starling stated that equipment for the building should be arriving by the end of May and that the business should be in operation by mid-June.  Councilmember Simmons voiced his appreciation of the company hiring locally.  Mr. Kovach asked that the Council proclaim the ribbon cutting ceremony day as “PSiSC Appreciation Day” and that the City provide two commemorative plaques marking the special day, one for the offices in Holbrook and the other for the national headquarters in Columbia S.C. Councilmember Haussman made a motion to proclaim “PSiSC Appreciation Day” and provide the two plaques.  Vice-Mayor Font seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
(Item #F)
Fanci Tillmann, Holbrook PTSA President requested funds from the Council in the amount of $1000.00 for the 2007 Grad Night Party.  Ms. Tillman briefly explained that the Grad Night Party provides a drug and alcohol free environment for the students to celebrate graduation.  Ms. Tillman stated that the party starts at 10 p.m. and lasts until 5:00 a.m.  Ms. Tillman stated that the area is fenced off and if a student decides to leave the party they must be checked out by a parent.  Councilmember Haussman thanked Ms. Tillman for her leadership and for helping to provide the youth of Holbrook with this experience.  Ms. Tillman stated that there would be dance and singing contests and that the students will be bused to the Roxy Theatre for a movie. Councilmember Stuart made a motion to give funds in the amount of $1000.00 to the Holbrook PTSA Grad Night Party.  Vice-Mayor Font seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
(Item #G)

Manager Newlin stated that the Council has a two page item which explains the additional expenses for the Navajo Boulevard Drainage Channel. Manager Newlin stated that this is a result of Staff not bringing an appropriate change order to Council before the work was done and said that he would take responsibility for this. Manager Newlin stated that at the same time there is a dispute with Woodson Engineering over the quantities on their bid sheet and their plans. Manager Newlin stated that he was not sure how this would be resolved but did not think it was fair to penalize Haydon for this.  Manager Newlin stated that he felt the changes that Mr. Young made were desirable and appropriate but unfortunately there has been great confusion with the plan sheets and the Haydon invoices which Staff has reviewed for weeks before bringing to Council.  Manager Newlin stated that the funds he is asking to expend are from the Streetscape which is being funded by ADOT and Staff is asking for approval of this expenditure.  Councilmember Stuart asked if this project was complete and working.  Public Works Director Dick Young responded that it was.  Manager Newlin verified this.  Vice-Mayor Font stated that the project was not complete as a portion of the street by the Junior High needed to be finished.  Mr. Young replied that this was the Street Project not the Drainage Channel Project.  Vice-Mayor Font stated that this would still cost money to complete.  Councilmember Stuart asked if the waffling has been installed in the drainage ditch and would we have to put in more waffling.  Mr.  Young stated that he could not guarantee this as there is maintenance involved.  Councilmember Stuart asked how many times they have been installed already.  Mr. Young said that the contractor has re-installed once.  Councilmember Stuart asked who is responsible to re-install once the project is complete.  Mr. Young stated that the City is responsible for maintenance of the ditch.  Councilmember Stuart stated that Mr. Young is telling her that the project is complete and working and she’s saying that it is not complete if we have to replace waffling.  Councilmember Stuart asked who designed the project and how much did we pay for it.  Mr. Young replied that Woodson engineering did the design work. Councilmember Stuart asked how much we paid Woodson Engineering.  Mr. Young replied that he did not know.  Councilmember Stuart informed Mr. Young that we have paid Woodson Engineering $13,318.29 for this design work.  Councilmember Stuart asked where the breakdown was that caused us to have to pay over and above for a design that did not work. Mr. Young stated that Manager Newlin had pretty much stated that reasons as being areas of dispute between quantity amounts.  Councilmember Stuart stated that in her opinion Woodson has bitten us more than once and asked why we are still using his services.  Mr. Young stated that it was because we have a contract with them thru the end of the fiscal year.  Councilmember Stuart asked who the project manager was and Mr. Young stated that it was Woodson Engineering.  Councilmember Stuart asked who was responsible for follow-up on the City’s side.  Mr. Young stated that he was.  Councilmember Stuart asked if the City does not have a check and balance system and the way she looks at it Woodson Engineering should be responsible for the amounts in question not the City as they were the ones who made the mistake.  Manager Newlin stated that Councilmember Stuart’s points were very well taken but he does not think that Haydon should be penalized by withholding payment.  Councilmember Stuart stated that this does not help citizens who have to pay for this project as they have to give up streetscape for this project.  Manager Newlin explained that he had been successful in obtaining the funding for the streetscape at 100% from ADOT and they will not be giving up streetscape.  Manager Newlin stated that he feels there are some errors with Woodson and Staff will be going back there.  Councilmember Stuart asked why it cost $5000.00 to locate a manhole and why did we use Haydon to do this.  Manager Newlin stated that there were not as-built plans available and between City Staff and Woodson the manhole could not be located.  Manager Newlin also explained that while locating the manhole a sewer line which was not properly mapped to the Holiday Inn Express was broken and Mr. Young authorized Haydon to repair the line with their equipment which cost $14,000.00.  Councilmember Stuart asked who put in the sewer line to the Holiday Inn Express and why we did not know where it was.  Manager Newlin replied that he could not answer this.  Councilmember Carlisle questioned whether we had as-built plans on this project yet.  Mr. Young replied “not yet”.  Councilmember Stuart asked Attorney Solomon if the City was liable for the detention pond on private property that has not been drained as a part of this project.  Mr. Solomon stated that he would need to review the project agreements to determine if the City has any liability.  Manager Newlin stated that in general Councilmember Stuart is correct and that Woodson needs to certify the project under the 404 permit.  Councilmember Stuart stated that she has a problem giving any more money to a project that does not work and would like to table this item.  Councilmember Stuart stated that Haydon’s invoices show payments by the City to date of $217,839.67 and the project cost was $177,994.00 so actually the City has overpaid them.  Manager Newlin told Councilmember Stuart to be careful as their claim of how much was paid was incorrect.  Councilmember Stuart asked who found the errors.  Manager Newlin stated that the City did.  Manager Newlin stated that the project has been designed properly but has not been tested yet.  Manager Newlin apologized for the errors made in not bringing this to the Council sooner. Councilmember Stuart asked if Mr. Newlin had knowledge of the change orders beforehand and had he given Mr. Young Carte Blanche that he could make these decisions. Manager Newlin stated that this was not true reminding Council that he had made a statement at the beginning that changer orders were made and had not been brought to Council but should’ve been and no he had no knowledge of this. Mayor Smithson stated that he was very disappointed in Woodson Engineering’s errors in quantities and he also thinks the charges for locating the manhole and relocating the line were out of line.  Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to table this item.  Councilmember Stuart seconded and the motion carried unanimously. Manager Newlin stated that he did not feel Staff could prepare this item and bring it back to Council by the next meeting.

(Item #H)

Councilmember Carlisle stated that the Council had budgeted to use $350,000.00 from LGIP this fiscal year and that two projects were complete the Library and Street projects.  Mr. Carlisle stated that to-date the City has over spent $823,909.62 and part of this is because the $500,000 in land sales did not happen.  Mr. Carlisle stated that there was 1 million dollars left in reserves with $435,000.00 of this being held for the WIFA loan and $600,000 is what is being held back for the joint use facility so basically the savings is spent.  Mr. Carlisle stated that there is $750,000.00 in the bank and $250,000.00 in the sweep account and with the City spending about $400,000.00 per month we are running really tight with a budget.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that he was upset with the Council as they had approved a budget that was unrealistic and overspent it.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that he did not want to see this done this year and that he wanted a realistic budget with real costs to be captured.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that we were not in good shape and that is why he wanted this on the agenda.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that he had found this information himself and felt that he should not have to have done this as Manager Newlin is the Manager and the Treasurer and he should’ve informed Council.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that the Manager has a spending limit of $5000.00 at which he must go to Council for. Councilmember Carlisle pointed out that as the engineering expenditures were high the City could have bid some of the projects out to try to obtain a better cost.   Councilmember Carlisle stated that at the next meeting he would like to see a realistic budget and if money is received for land sales he would like to see it socked away into savings.  Manager Newlin stated that this was a year of project completions and he knew that we had bitten off more than we could chew.  Manger Newlin stated that proceeds from the sale of the Finley property will go right back into LGIP where it came from.  Manager Newlin stated that Mr. Kovach has done a wonderful job of pulling back in the expenses that were to be reimbursed by individuals such as Pacific Holt.  Discussion was held regarding Woodson Engineering fees.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that a dollar amount is mentioned in the Contract with Woodson but the rest is not very well spelt out.  Councilmember Stuart stated that the Council needs to know that a tourniquet needs to be applied before the end of the year and the spending is out of control.  Manager Newlin stated that he believes that it is in control now.  Councilmember Stuart asked if any of these projects could’ve been City driven with the Engineer who is on staff rather than Woodson driven.  Manager Newlin stated that he felt they could and he has asked Mr. Young to get quotes for the equipment he needs to be able to do this work.  Manger Newlin stated that he is looking at appointing Mr. Young as City Engineer next fiscal year and hiring an Engineer for consulting only with perimeters being spelled out.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that on Woodson’s April billing it shows that $316,000.00 has been billed with $71,000.00 remaining on contract bringing the amount to $387,000.00 asking Manager Newlin if these amounts were true.  Manager Newlin stated that he would have to look at the billing and asked if he could get a copy from him.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that he had received his copy from the office. Councilmember Haussman asked if Pacific Holt has reimbursed all Engineering costs to the City that they should’ve.  Economic Development Director Kovach stated that he had a stack of Woodson statements and would be determining the amount due from Pacific Holt within 48 hours.  Councilmember Haussman asked if it was difficult to keep up with the cost of growth.  Mr. Kovach replied yes and this will be one of the topics for the work session on the 22nd.   Councilmember Haussman asked if Woodson Engineering was aware of our concerns regarding his billings.  Manager Newlin stated that he has been in close contact with him and has gone through the list of projects with him and has not signed off on any new projects.  Attorney Solomon reminded Council that the item being discussed was cash flow and asked them to stay on subject.  Councilmmber Stuart asked about the shortfall for the airport fuel and why it shows as shortfall.  Manager Newlin stated no but a problem with the fuel pumps at the airport has been found and is being investigated.  
(Item #I)
Sergeant Jody Harrelson requested that Chief Hartup be allowed to expend funds in the amount of $200.00 to attend training on thermal imaging in New Orleans.  Mr. Harrelson explained that this is a grant funded program and the funds requested are to cover meals and other travel not covered by the grant.  Councilmember Simmons made a motion to expend the funds in the amount of $200.00 to cover the expenses not cover by the grant program.  Mayor Smithson seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
(Item #J)
Attorney Solomon stated that he has researched this item and has found that the original letter from the Attorney General was sent last August with the actual investigation being opened in May of 2006.  Attorney Solomon stated that he had spoken with the Attorney Generals’ office and Lisa Neuville who had been conducting the investigation is no longer employed with the AG.  Mr. Solomon stated that at this time the AG’s office shows not current open meeting law violation and that the investigation was closed in December 2006.  Councilmember Stuart asked why Council did not receive a letter from the AG’s office telling them that the investigation had been closed.  Attorney Solomon stated that he was unsure of this but has asked that the AG’s office put it in writing that the investigation was indeed closed in December.
(Item #K)
This item moved to executive session.
EXECUTIVE SESSION:

Mayor Smithson adjourned the regular Council meeting into executive session by unanimous consent at 9:07 p.m. for discussion or consideration of employment, assignment, appointment, promotion, demotion, dismissal, salaries, disciplining or resignation of a public officer, appointee or employee-Job Performance of City Manager Newlin

POST EXECUTIVE SESSION:
