MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE


HOLBROOK CITY COUNCIL HELD ON JUNE 14, 2005

CALL TO ORDER:  

Mayor Smithson called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. 

ROLL CALL:

Mayor Bryan Smithson, Vice-Mayor Jeff Font, Councilmembers Mary Bradley, Cynthia Stuart, Mike DeWitt, Vince Budenholzer and Spike Simmons.  

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE/INVOCATION:

Councilmember DeWitt led the pledge of allegiance and Pastor Ken Skinner from the First Assembly of God Church gave the invocation.

MISSION STATEMENT:

Mayor Smithson read the Mission Statement. 

CITY STAFF:  

City Manager David Newlin, Attorney Morgan Brown, Finance Director Amber Hill, Public Works Director Ron Eisele, Librarian Wendy Skevington, Parks and Recreation Supervisor Alex Baker, Chief of Police DWayne Hartup and City Clerk Cher Millage.

MINUTES:

Minutes of the work session held on January 25, 2005, minutes of the work session held on March 22, 2005 and the minutes of the regular meeting held on May 24, 2005 were presented for review.  Councilmember Bradley thanked City Clerk Millage for all the time she spent transcribing one section of the minutes.  Councilmember Simmons made a motion to approve the minutes as written.  Councilmember Stuart seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

EXECUTIVE SESSION:

Mayor Smithson made a motion to go into executive session for the purpose of reviewing the executive session minutes of May 24, 2005.  Councilmember Simmons seconded and the Council adjourned into executive session at 7:08 p.m.  

POST EXECUTIVE SESSION:

Councilmember Simmons made a motion to adjourn the executive session.  Vice-Mayor Font seconded and the Council reconvened into regular session at 7:11 p.m.  Councilmember Simmons made a motion to approve the minutes of the executive session held on May 24, 2005.  Councilmember Stuart seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

SWEARING IN OF NEWLY ELECTED COUNCIL MEMBERS:

City Magistrate Ralph Hatch swore into office, Mayor Bryan Smithson, Councilmember Cynthia Stuart, Councilmember Wade Carlisle and Councilmember Stuart Szink.

ELECTION OF VICE-MAYOR:

Mayor Smithson opened nomination for Vice-Mayor.  Mayor Smithson nominated Jeff Font for Vice-Mayor.  

CEREMONIALS/ANNOUNCEMENTS/PRESENTATION:

Chief of Police DWayne Hartup introduced two new Police Officers to the Council, Eric Zimmerman and Larry Holloway.  

Anne Goldberg from the Center for Desert Archaeology gave a presentation regarding the proposed Little Colorado River Valley National Heritage Area.  Ms. Goldberg stated that there is 10 million dollars in matching funds available over a 15-year period to assist in establishing the area.  

PETITIONS FROM THE PUBLIC:

Dr. Andrew Maestas petitioned the Council regarding the Holbrook Hospital.  

Teri Tafoya Grad Night Party Chairman thanked the Council for their donation to the 2005 event.  Ms. Tafoya stated that the goal of the committee is to increase attendance each year and again this year more students were in attendance.  Ms. Tafoya stated that there was a bonco party, Halo 2 tournament and a movie at the Roxy Theatre.

Marlin Gillespie petitioned the Council regarding his appreciation for the outgoing Council Members.  Mr. Gillespie also commented that he enjoyed the history of the Holbrook Hospital given by Dr. Maestas.

SUMMARY OF CURRENT EVENTS:

Council Members:

A. Councilmember Simmons thanked all who participated in the Flag Day celebration held on June 12, 2005.

B. Councilmember Szink thanked all who voted for him and stated that he will work as a member of a team not as an individual.



Manager’s Report:

CLAIMS:

Vice-Mayor Font made a motion to approve the claims in the amount of $128,665.76.  Councilmember Simmons seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

OLD BUSINESS:

(Item #A)

Manager Newlin informed Council that Dr. Maestas has agreed to hold a work session on June 21, 2005 at the Hospital.  Council decided to hold the work session at 6:30 p.m. if agreeable with Dr. Maestas. Manager Newlin told Council that he would be coming to them for the scheduling of budget work sessions and Transient Alcohol issues.

(Item #B)

Librarian Skevington gave the Council a history on the library expansion project, which began in August 2004 with the State Library Grant cycle. Council approved application for the grant at the October 26, 2004 meeting at which time they agreed to match the grant up to $65,000.00.  Ms. Skevington stated that she received official word in January that the grant had been awarded in the amount of $50,000.00 to the City of Holbrook.  Ms. Skevington explained that a conceptual drawing had been given to the Council in October which depicted expansion of the current library facility behind City Hall and several other concepts have been submitted since including a 8,000 square foot building and 10,000 square foot building beside the Community Building at Hunt Park.  Ms. Skevington stated that Staff was attempting to get the maximum footage with the funds. Ms. Skevington stated that in order to do this Staff would be responsible for erection of the shell and the remainder of the work would be conducted by volunteer labor.  Manager Newlin stated that with the $50,000 grant and the $50,000 match plus budgeting in next fiscal year another $50,000 this project should be doable.  Manager Newlin stated that there is a possibility that CDBG funds could be obtained to complete the interior and he is recommending that Council approve going ahead with the project.  Councilmember Simmons agreed with Manager Newlin stating it was time to go ahead with this project.  Manager Newlin reminded Council that several options have been presented so Council will need to be specific in their motion. Councilmember Carlisle asked where the funding would come from?  Manager Newlin stated that there is a $100,000.00 set aside and Staff will be asking for another $50,000.00 in the fiscal year 2005-2006 budget.  Manager Newlin pointed out that this would be for materials only not labor.  Councilmember Carlisle asked how these funds are designated?  Manager Newlin stated that $50,000. Is from grants, $50,000.00 has been set aside as a match and another $50,000.00 will be put in next years budget.  Councilmember Carlisle asked if there was not $100,000.00 in hidden costs?  Manager Newlin stated that this was in-kind cost to be provided by volunteer labor and City Employees.  Councilmember Carlisle asked were this money for the Employees would come from?  Manager Newlin replied that it would come from the wages line items for each individual fund involved.  Councilmember Carlisle asked if there was not a problem with taking employees from different crews in the summertime months?  Councilmember Bradley stated that she has this same concern as personnel is already tight for staffing asking how we would manage with a skeleton staff while the others are working on the library.  Manager Newlin replied that this would be a winter project when things are slower.  Manager Newlin stated that this is a Community project and there are risks involved and this project is going to be a tough one to do. Councilmember Bradley stated she feels this is just a band-aid on a gaping wound and she is concerned that we are proceeding to fast.  Councilmember Bradley stated that she would like the building to not be made of metal, there are not guarantees that we will receive the CDBG funds and when you are asking for in-kind service there is not estimated dollar amount.  Librarian Skevington replied that $100,000.00 in hidden costs has been estimated.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that he felt what Councilmember Bradley was saying about the library being to small was from Librarian Skevington’s figures as they say we need a 12,600 square foot building. Councilmember Bradley stated that this could be planned for.  Manager Newlin stated with the funds available the proposed buildings are about as far as the City can go and this is a very difficult decision for Council to make. Councilmember Simmons stated that when using in-kind Staff we must be careful to not use anyone who is paid from HURF funds.  Councilmember Szink stated that when the Catholic Church decided to build their Family Center they started out with less money that the City currently has for the Library and were able to complete it with the support for the Community and he feels that the City can do this to with this kind of support.  Councilmember Carlisle gave the Council his fiscal fear, that we are leveraging $100,000.00 for a 1.5 million dollar building as $150.00 per square foot as he heard this come out.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that the $100,000.00 will be stretched out with sweat equity and a church building should not be used for comparison as he is not sure the Citizens of Holbrook would be as committed to a Library as to something for religion.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that his fear is that if the Council votes to start this project and Staff comes back and asks for additional funds this will be paid for and it will come out of employee salaries if necessary to finish the building as this happens in every public project he has ever seen.   Councilmember Carlisle stated that in government when you use faith it is the people and employees who pay which is very different from a non-profit organization like a church.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that these two never equate.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that he is very concerned about leveraging a little bit of money against a big price.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that when the Buffalo project was done several employees were put onto the project and a lot of projects were put off.  Councilmember Bradley pointed out that this project cost a lot more than anticipated.  Councilmember Stuart asked how many projects the public works have planned for the next fiscal year?  Manager Newlin asked how many projects total or how many are contracted out?  Councilmember Stuart asked why projects were being contracted out?  Manager Newlin replied that because we do not have the staffing and equipment to do these projects.  Councilmember Stuart asked if Manager Newlin was saying that our employees are not qualified to the projects?  Public Works Director Eisele stated that his department is trying to shift the weight from doing projects in-house that are more efficiently done by contracting out. Councilmember Stuart stated that there was no one on the Council who did not want the Library but was a metal building what Staff wanted or did they want to set down together to plan a project that was what everyone wanted and that will benefit the Community?  Librarian Skevington stated that she believes other needs within the City would prevent a long-term plan from being followed through.  Ms. Skevington stated that the library has been out of space for at least 11 years and the greatest need at this time is square footage that does not have to be bound by fancy walls.  Councilmember Bradley stated that she appreciated Ms. Skevington’s honesty but she disagreed, stating she wants the Library as a priority and she wants to plan for it.  Mayor Smithson stated that a decision needs to be made tonight or the grant could be lost. As something has to be started by the end of June.  Ms. Skevington reminded Council that there still was the option of expanding the current facility.  Mayor Smithson said he felt the project could draw the Community together.   Councilmember Szink stated that he did not feel that is was an option to expand the library at the current location.  Councilmember Bradley agreed stating that she wants it done right and too many times we do something without doing all the research and then end up paying double or triple the cost.  Councilmember Bradley stated she is sick of doing it this way and wants to do it one time right. Councilmember Bradley stated that the new Navajo County Public Works Building cost more than anticipated and Councilmember Carlisle is correct that the costs need to be looked at and that a building inspector will have to be on site almost the entire time and it concerns her that lay people not professionals will be doing the work.  Librarian Skevington stated that Eberle Eckright is the Staff Inspector.  Councilmember Bradley replied, “He is so busy”.  Library Skevington stated that Mr. Eckright is the Staff Inspector, he is a licensed contractor and has said it is a project he can do.  Councilmember Szink asked Public Works Director Eisele what his feeling was regarding volunteers successfully building this building?  Public Works Director Eisele replied that if you can get the professional people behind the project it is doable but if lay people to do the work they will be doing technical work they may not understand and it will take longer than contracting it out.  Mayor Smithson stated that he agreed with Librarian Skevington that if we do not go ahead he couldn’t see a new library being built.  Mayor Smithson made a motion to go ahead with an 8,000 square foot library metal building.  Councilmember Simmons seconded.  Councilmember Stuart stated that she would like to see this building built with no add-ons.  Librarian Skevington stated that the difference in cost adding an extra 2,000 square foot is in excess of $30,000.00 at today’s prices plus the addition would have to be engineered to support the wall.  Councilmember Stuart made a motion to amend the original motion to build an approximately 10,000 square foot building instead of 8,000 square foot.  Councilmember Simmons seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  Mayor Smithson called for the question on the original motion which carried five “ayes: and two Nays with Councilmembers Bradley and Carlisle casting the nay votes. 

(Item #C)

Attorney Brown stated before Council begins discussing this item that there is some verbage which needs changed in the Ordiance.  Vice-Mayor Font asked that Blaine Hatch, former City Finance Director be allowed to speak on this item stating that prior to the meeting he and Councilmember Stuart had met with Mr. Hatch and that he wanted the entire Council to hear what Mr. Hatch had to say.  Mr. Hatch thanked the Council for allowing him to speak. Mr. Hatch asked the Council to think of the Utility Fund as a big scale, which constantly has to balance revenues versus expenditures.  Mr. Hatch stated that the General Fund provides services to the Utility Fund, which are re-cooped, thought the rates, as $50,000.00 is transferred from Sanitation, $68,000.00 for water and approximately $99,000.00 from wastewater to the General Fund.  Mr. Hatch stated that this only includes things that are advantageous to the General Fund and does not provide true cost accounting.  Mr. Hatch recommends that the transfers be done away with which equal almost $215,000.00.  Mr. Hatch stated that currently revenue is over expenditures for both the Utility and General Funds perhaps this could be used to fund the Capital projects.  Mr. Hatch also informed Council that in the future the revenue bonds being paid for out of the Utility Fund will be paid and there will be another $40,000.00 available.  Mr. Hatch stated that his point was that there is enough revenue between the General Funds and the Utility Funds to accomplish the goals of the Capital improvement projects.  Mr. Hatch pointed out that in the CIP’s a backhoe is beige [purchased by the water department but other departments will use this equipment saying tif the cost was divided it would decrease the expense to the Water Department.  Mr. Hatch stated he is not opposed to Council raising wastewater rates and told Council to go ahead and do this under his encouragement.  Mr. Hatch apologized for not having information to the Council before this evening but he had not received what was requested from Staff until today and he presented Council with a graph showing historical activity for water and wastewater rates since 1992.  Mr. Hatch re-capped and recommended to Council to move forward with the wastewater rate increase but not to move forward with the water increases saying that he has suggested different ways to get additional funds to pay for capital improvement projects.  Mr. Hatch reminded Council that the water department subsidized the wastewater department and did for years.  Vice-Mayor Font stated that after going over Mr. Hatch’s research he feels he has a good point and it bothers him that water and wastewater have been the same and these are issues that should be looked at.  Councilmember Stuart stated that she appreciated Mr. Hatch coming to the meeting and giving information as to how the water rates were determined before as Council.  Councilmember Stuart asked Staff if they had any questions of Mr. Hatch.  Finance Director Hill said she had no questions for Mr. Hatch but she did have information for Council.   Ms. Hill stated that while Mr. Hatch has pointed out that revenues are over expenditures now Mr. Hatch does not know that there are several projects which will end in June that are not accounted for in the numbers he used for his research.  Finance Director Hill stated that while revenues are over expenditures for General Fund this is due to an insurance settlement, which will not be a recurring item, and the remaining amount is due to transfers, which without these will not leave revenue over expenditures.  Finance Director Hill stated that this will probably be the last year that each department in general fund can be fully funded without seriously looking at additional revenue sources or by cutting services.  Ms. Hill stated that if money is made in the utility fund it must be set aside and used in the next year for that utility.  Finance Director Hill stated that the transfers can be done away with but the items being transferred are cost recoveries that are justified every year to the auditor but these will not change the bottom line.  Manager Newlin stated that wherever the money is put the pie does not change.  Manager Newlin also said that 1-½ years has been spent studying the rate increase and over $20,000.00 has been paid to a professional consulting firm for this study.  Manager Newlin reminded Council that they also have reviewed the master plans and approved them so at this time he is wondering why Council is concerned with what happened years before. Manager Newlin pointed out that the wastewater treatment plant is funded by a sales tax so it does not fall onto the backs of the ratepayers.   Manager Newlin told Council that water is becoming a scare commodity and if we don’t manage our own prices someone else will do it.  Manager Newlin recommended to Council that they proceed with the proposed Resolution and rates.  Leo Maestas voiced his concerns as a businessman of Holbrook saying that raising the prices could cause a reduction in consumption, which would mean less revenue, and he feels people should be encouraged to use more water.  Councilmember Stuart stated that she agreed with Mr. Hatch and feels that water rates should stay the same and increase the wastewater rates.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that he personally is not ready to vote on this after what Mr. Hatch said if he’s telling the truth then he wants an architect to design the library because we got the money.  If Finance Director Hill is telling the truth we’re about to lose out on insurance for the Staff.  Councilmember Carlisle stated there were two very stark pictures painted of the City’s finances and he is concerned.  Councilmember Simmons stated that Council would need to make a decision quickly for the budget.  Finance Director Hill stated that the maximum expenditure could be adopted for the budgets there is no pressure.  Finance Director Hill stated that the rate increase is 10 cents.  Mr. Hatch pointed out that summer rates are going up 20 cents per thousand gallons not 10 cents.  Councilmember Bradley stated that she followed through with the Master Plans.  Councilmember Szink stated that when he started coming to the Council meetings the proposed increase was a lot higher and attention was paid to the citizen’s complaints regarding the higher increase.  Councilmember Szink made a motion to approve Resolution 05-12.  Councilmember Bradley seconded. Mayor Smithson presented Resolution 05-12 captioned as follows:

A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK, ARIZONA, AMENDING THE FEES FOR USERS OF THE CITY WATER AND SEWER SYSTEM.

City Clerk Millage pointed out that the changes needed in verbiage for the Council.  1. Enactment number 1, the following fees shall be charged an allocated monthly for users of the City’s water and wastewater system that are in the city limits of the City of Holbrook:

 A roll call vote was held with the following results:  Councilmember Szink, “aye”, Councilmember Bradley, “aye”, Vice-Mayor Font, “nay”, Councilmember Simmons, “aye”, Councilmember Stuart, “nay’, Councilmember Carlisle, “aye”, and Mayor Smithson, “aye”.  

NEW BUSINESS:

(Item #A)

Finance Director Hill explained that by adopting a Disadvantaged business enterprise policy the City would be eligible for federal funds for pass through projects.  Finance Director Hill stated that there are no direct costs associated with adopting this policy but Staff will have to monitor to make sure contractors are in compliance as part of the Grant process.  Mayor Smithson presented Resoltuion05-15 captioned as follows: 

A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK ADOPTING A DISADVANTAGED BUSINESS ENTERPRISE POLICY PURSUANT TO REQUIRED FEDERAL REGULATIONS 49 CFR PART 26.

A roll call vote was held with the following results:  Councilmember Szink, “aye”, Councilmember Bradley, “aye”, Vice-Mayor Font, “aye”, Councilmember Simmons, “aye”, Councilmember Stuart, “aye’, Councilmember Carlisle, “aye”, and Mayor Smithson, “aye”.  

(Item #B)

Public Works Director Eisele recommended to Council awarding the 8th Avenue overlay project bid to Cactus Transport.  Councilmember Szink asked why Mr. Eisele is recommending the second lowest bid.  Mr. Eisele stated that Cactus Transport has been determined to be the lowest responsible bidder based on past performance.  Mayor Smithson asked Attorney Brown for his opinion on this matter.  Attorney Brown stated that one criteria listed in City Code for award of bid is quality of previous contracts. Councilmember Szink made a motion to award the bid the second lowest responsible bidder to Cactus Transport in the amount of $125,000.00.   Councilmember Stuart seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

(Item #C)

Parks and Recreation Supervisor Alex Baker reported that the Friday before the pool opened the heater burned up and the pool has not been heated since opening.  Mr. Baker said this causes a problem for swim team practice at 6:30 in the morning.  Mr. Baker stated that he had ordered the pool heater from Commercial Pool Repair under the direction of the City Manager and he had provided the quotations to the Council.  Councilmember Stuart asked how long the heater had been in the pool.  Mr. Baker stated the heater was original and was about 25-30 years old.  Councilmember Stuart asked if we had never budgeted for a new one?  Mr. Baker stated that he has had a survey and inspection conducted on the pool so that he knows what to budget for.  Councilmember Stuart asked if we had ever considered solar?  Mr. Baker stated that he had not.  Manager Newlin said there were grants available for this and he would get with Mr. Baker to pursue such.  Councilmember Stuart asked where the funds were coming from?  Finance Director Hill responded from the General Fund.  Councilmember Stuart asked if we want to find money in General Fund we find it? Finance Director Hill replied that there is a line item amount in Capital that will not be spent which will be used for this purchase. Councilmember Stuart asked if Staff could understand Council’s distress when they don’t have five year ten year planning?  Parks and Recreation Supervisor Baker stated that is why he had the pool surveyed. Councilmember Simmons made a motion to approve the emergency purchase from Commercial Pool repair in the amount of $8430.00 plus tax and freight.  Vice-Mayor Font seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  

(Item #D)

Manager Newlin informed Council that while reviewing the Charter for revisions he noted that a City Treasurer is to be appointed and that this has never been done.   Manager Newlin asked that Council appoint Finance Director Hill as the City Treasurer.  Mayor Smithson made a motion to appoint Amber Hill as Treasurer.  Councilmember Simmons seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

(Item #E)

Manager Newlin also stated that the Magistrate needs to be appointed for a term of 2 years and is asking that Council appoint Ralph Hatch. Vice-Mayor Font made a motion to appoint Ralph Hatch as Magistrate.  Mayor Smithson seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

(Item #F)

City Clerk Millage informed Council that Planning and Zoning had unanimously recommended changing the zoning at 1301 Navajo Boulevard from R-C to C-2 to allow for Commercial development.  Clerk Millage is bringing the recommendation to Council for approval.  Councilmember Simmons made a motion to approve the zone change from R-C to C-2 for 1301 Navajo Boulevard.  Councilmember Szink seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

(Item #G)

City Clerk Millage informed Council that Planning and Zoning had unanimously recommended changing the zoning at 401 E. Florida from General Agriculture to Residential-7.  By approving this zone change a conditional use permit will not be required and the set backs will decrease allowing more room for construction of the library. Councilmember Szink asked if the Community Building was in violation of the zoning?  City Clerk Millage stated that this building is grand fathered.   Councilmember Simmons made a motion to approve the zone change request. Vice-Mayor Font seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

(Item #H)

Councilmember Simmons asked for approval of the expenditure of Council travel funds in the amount of $493.76 to attend a watershed and research program in Flagstaff.  Mayor Smithson made a motion to approve the expenditure.  Councilmember Stuart seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  Councilmember Bradley asked for a report on the conference from Councilmember Simmons.

ATTONREY’S REPORT:

Attorney Brown reported that he had attended the City Attorney’s meeting about 1 1/2

 Weeks ago and the items discussed included:  telecommunications, development agreements and technology changes.  Mr. Brown informed Council that with e-mail being so common now that Council needs to take care as to not violate the opening meeting law by e-mailing other Councilmember for an opinion or surveying them for what their decision on an issue may be.  Attorney Brown cautioned Council not to make any decisions in e-mail and also reminded them that e-mail correspondence is public record. Vice-Mayor Font asked if this pertained to e-mails from the Manager?  Attorney Brown replied that informational e-mails from the manager to each council did not pertain as long as Council did not make comments to each other by e-mail or make a decision.  Councilmember Bradley stated that she would rather have discussion in open regarding Manager Newlin’s e-mails so that she knows what the other Councilmembers comments are.  Attorney Brown informed Councilmember Bradley anything that Council would like to discuss can be placed as an item on the agenda.

EXECUTIVE SESSION:

Vice-Mayor Font made a motion to adjourn into executive session for discussion or consultation for legal advice with the City Attorney regarding the Northland Pioneer College agreement and for discussion or consideration of employment, assignment, appointment, promotion, demotion, dismissal, salaries, disciplining or resignation of a public officer, appointee or employee of the City of Holbrook, name available upon request.  Councilmember Bradley interrupted and stated that she had asked Attorney Brown why the name was not listed on the agenda.  Attorney Brown recommended that the persons name should have been listed and his legal advise is to not go into executive session for this item.  Vice-Mayor Font withdrew his motion for item #B.  Mayor Smithson seconded and the Council adjourned into executive session at 9:55 p.m. 

POST EXECUTIVE SESSION:

Council reconvened into regular session at 10:38 p.m.  By unanimous consent.  Mayor Smithson made a motion for Manager Newlin to formulate a letter to read at the NPC Board study session regarding the joint-use facility.  Vice-Mayor Font seconded.  And the motion carried unanimously.

Councilmember comments and/or direction to staff:

Councilmember Bradley asked that Councilmember Simmons give his report on the watershed conference in writing rather than orally.  Vice-Mayor Font asked that a Council retreat be placed on the next agenda.  Councilmember Simmons asked that a resolution of support for the Center of Desert Archaeology.  Vice-Mayor Font stated that this is his 3rd term as Vice-Mayor and thanked Council for their confidence.  Councilmember Szink stated that he had enjoyed working together with the Council this evening.  

ADJOURNMENT:

There being no further business to come before the Council at this time, Mayor Smithson adjourned the meeting by unanimous consent at 10:42 p.m.
