HOLBROOK CITY COUNCIL HELD ON JANUARY 25, 2011 
CALL TO ORDER:  

Mayor Hill called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

CONSENT AGENDA
Councilmember Cobb made a motion to approve the items on the consent agenda.  
A. Claims/payment approval for January 6, 2011 thru January 19, 2011.
B. Minutes of the Regular meeting held on January 11, 2011.
Councilmember Carlisle seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

CLAIMS/PAYMENT APPROVAL FOR: Walt’s Hardware:  
Mayor Hill and Councilmember Carlisle excused themselves from this item as they are the owners of Walt’s Hardware and left the Council Chambers.  Councilmember Haussman made a motion to approve the claims to Walt’s Hardware in the amount of $1777.90.  Councilmember Cobb seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

SUMMARY OF CURRENT EVENTS:

Mayor:
1. Mayor Hill reported that he had attended the ribbon cutting at the Obed Bridge saying that it is a nice looking bridge and that it is now open to the public.
Councilmembers:
1.  Councilmember Cobb reminded everyone that the Hashknife Dinner will be held on February 8, 2011.
 Manager’s Report:
1.  Manager Alley reported that Staff should have the jail contract sometime this week.

2. Manager Alley reported that the Contractor for the well has been given notice to proceed and should start this week.

3. Manager Alley reported that the Street’s Department is replacing curb and gutter on E. Hampshire.

4. Manager Alley reported that the part-time mechanic from Fleet Maintenance will take over Street Sweeping and continue to do Animal Control part time as well.
5. Manager Alley reported that 3 other houses to be abated have been identified and will be taken down hopefully next week.  Manager Alley stated that there are 2 other possibilities as well.

6. Manager Alley reported that the trailer park across from Dairy Queen has been cleaned up.
OLD BUSINESS:
A. Mayor Hill presented Resolution 11-02 captioned as follows:

A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK, ARIZONA, AMENDING THE FEES FOR USERS OF THE CITY TRANSFER SITE.

Manager Alley reminded Council that this item had been on the agenda last meeting but Staff had requested to allow for additional posting as revisions had been made.  Mayor Hill pointed out that as a part of this resolution rates are cheaper for a Holbrook resident’s who charge the services to their utility accounts.  Councilmember Haussman made a motion to adopt Resolution 11-02.  Councilmember Cobb seconded and the resolution was adopted unanimously.

NEW BUSINESS:
A.  Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to cancel the February 8, 2011 meeting so that Council may attend the Posse send-off dinner.  Councilmember Cobb seconded and the meeting was cancelled unanimously.

B. Vice-Mayor Searles made a motion to change the Regular Meeting times to 6 p.m.  Councilmember Haussman seconded and the meeting time was unanimously changed.

C. Council discussed optional dates for evaluation of Manager Alley.  City Clerk Reyes pointed out that the first regular meeting in March would be on Election Day so that meeting will have to be rescheduled or cancelled and suggested that the Council conduct the evaluation on March 1 at 6 p.m.  Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to hold a Special Meeting on March 1, 2011 for the evaluation of the Manager.  Councilmember Cobb seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

D. Mayor Hill presented Resolution 11-03 captioned as follows:
A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK, ARIZONA, AMENDING THE FEES FOR NEW WATER AND SEWER SERVICE USERS OF THE CITY.

Manager Alley stated that this rates are already in existence except for the charge for tap past 6” in depth, but are in several different resolutions which has made it confusing to Staff so this Resolution was prepared to put everything onto one document and clean up the process.  Councilmember Maxwell made a motion to adopt the Resolutions.  Councilmember Cobb seconded and the Resolution was adopted unanimously.
