MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE


HOLBROOK CITY COUNCIL JANUARY 13, 2009
CALL TO ORDER:  

Mayor Jeff Hill called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. 

ROLL CALL:

Mayor Jeff Hill, Vice Mayor Cynthia Stuart, Councilmember Phillip Cobb, Stuart Szink, Wade Carlisle and Kent Darris.  Councilmember Charles Haussman was absent and excused due to a death in the family.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE/INVOCATION:

Chamber Director Josh Wenger led the pledge of allegiance and Marlin Gillespie gave the invocation.

MISSION STATEMENT:

Mayor Hill read the Mission Statement. 

CITY STAFF:  

City Manager Carlo Pilgrim, Interim Public Works Director Tim Kelley, Chief of Police DWayne Hartup,  Sergeant Matthew Molique, Golf Course Supervisor Jim Mobley, Finance Director Randy Sullivan and City Clerk Cher Millage.

CEREMONIALS/ANNOUNCEMENTS/PRESENTATION:

Sergeant Matt Molique of the Holbrook Police Department spoke to the Council about his recent attendance at the International Chiefs of Police Conference.  Sergeant Molique stated that the conference was well worth attending and that he had attended a career track on small agencies just like Holbrook. Sergeant Molique stated that Holbrook is not alone other agencies out there with same problems.  
CALL TO THE AUDIENCE:
Myron Maxwell petitioned the Council regarding utility rates and vehicle purchases. Mr. Maxwell stated that he does not have the information relating to the rate increases.  Mr. Maxwell stated that the water we have is one of our best resources.  Mr. Maxwell stated that if the rate increase is going to be spent somewhere needlessly then we don’t need the increase and if the rates are increased the money should go to infrastructure or something that would help us grow.  Mr. Maxwell stated that things are not real good right now and he thinks revenue for government agencies will be declining.  Mr. Maxwell said that he wondered if it was wise to buy this much equipment and if the need isn’t there perhaps we should slow down on the purchases.
Eva Purvis petitioned the Council regarding the utilities increase, the utility audit and Pacific Holt Corporation.   Ms. Purvis stated that she would like a list of those customers who are receiving free or discounted utilities. Ms. Purvis stated that she did not understand a rate increase when there are customers receiving discounted rates.  Ms. Purvis asked what the cost for the PTG agency to conduct the utility audit is and does it need to be done as a request for proposal with other vendors being notified.  Ms. Purvis asked if the Council has investigated Pacific Holt Corporation as Mr. Nevis is a known felon convicted of 24 counts of bank fraud and held liable in civil suits for 36 million dollars.

Blaine Hatch petitioned the Council regarding the Public Hearing on the rate increases stating that he was not allowed to present all the comment that he had regarding the increases.  Mr. Hatch stated that he was not threatening, not repeating himself, not disruptive and was not slurring.  Mr. Hatch stated that the public hearing only lasted 10 minutes he does not believe that hearing his full comments would have impaired the discussion.  Mr. Hatch stated that a petition is the right to ask the government to right or wrong or correct a problem and shall never be abridged. Mr. Hatch stated that the Holbrook City Charter allows for individuals to present a written petition which must receive response within 31 days.  Mr. Hatch stated that he is submitting a written petition requesting the Council to develop written procedures for conducting public hearings.  Mr. Hatch stated that the Council is not permitted to limit public comment to only items on the agenda. Mr. Hatch stated that this is not a good time to increase utility rates.  Mr. Hatch stated that perhaps some of the infrastructure needs could be addressed through the economic stimulus program rather than increasing rates. Mr. Hatch stated that the increase for him will mean a 17% increase and for someone who uses 3,000 gallons per month will be 31%.  Mr. Hatch stated that the Social Security increase will amount to about $36.00 per month and the proposed rate increase will take about ¼ of this amount.  Mr. Hatch stated that the local businesses are on the edge of economic viability and asked if they could afford a 20-25% increase in the City utilities asking if this could make the difference in keeping their doors open and contributing to City sales tax. Mr. Hatch stated that he did not know the impact of the rate increase to businesses as this information should have been a part of the report but was not.  Mr. Hatch stated that the City Council should know all the answers to all the questions that he has posed before approving the increases.
CONSENT AGENDA:

Councilmember Cobb made a motion to remove Item A from the Consent Agenda and discuss it at the beginning of New Business.  Councilmember Szink seconded and the item was moved.  Councilmember Cobb made a motion to approve the remaining items on the consent agenda, the minutes of regular meeting held on December 9, 2008 and the minutes of the special meeting held on December 29, 2008.  Councilmember Darris seconded and the consent agenda was approved. 
SUMMARY OF CURRENT EVENTS:

Mayor:

1. Mayor Hill stated that the Council’s thoughts our prayers go out to the family of Sylvia Wright.

2. Mayor Hill announced that the Rural Transportation Summit would be held at Hon-Dah on January 21-23, 2009 and that he would be attending along with any other Councilmember who would like to go.
3. Mayor Hill announced that Legislative Days would be February 9, 2009.
4. Mayor Hill announced that ADOT would be working on Highway 180 between Holbrook and the Petrified Forest National Park.
Council Members:  

1. Councilmember Cobb thanked the Masons for the Clothe-A-Child program, the Elk’s for the Christmas Dinner and the Food Bank for preparing boxes for Christmas.  Councilmember Cobb wished everyone a Happy New Year.
2. Councilmember Carlisle commented on two articles in the Arizona Republic one being the Constitution striking down giveaways of tax incentives which are similar to the City of Holbrook’s  and the other on Valley cities targeting unpaid taxed from home rentals. Councilmember Carlisle stated that the City’s tax incentives could be made no longer legal but they have not been challenged yet. Councilmember Carlisle stated that the City of Holbrook is auditing sales tax currently and that every City in the valley is attempting to collect these taxes also as it is incumbent upon these people to pay such.
  
Manager’s Report:

1. Manager Pilgrim reported that the consultant for the Impact fee study will be here January 15, 2008 to meet with key members of the City team.

2. Manager Pilgrim reported that the water tank rehabilitation Contractor plans to mobilize in February.  Manager Pilgrim stated that the project will be done in two phases with the first being the inside of the two tanks and the second being the exterior
3. Manager Pilgrim reported that Arizona Engineering has completed that survey work for the mapping project.
PUBLIC HEARING REGARDING USE OF CDBG FUNDS:

Mayor Hill opened the public hearing at 7:33 p.m. No public comments offered and the Mayor closed the hearing at 7:34 p.m. 
OLD BUSINESS:

None.

NEW BUSINESS:

CONSENT AGENDA ITEM A:  Councilmember Cobb asked about the following items on the claims:  Who is Colby and Powell?  City Clerk Millage responded that they are our CPA’s.  Councilmember Darris asked about the following items on the claims:  Why are there charges for uniforms from Mission Linen as he thought we had got rid of this service?  City Clerk Millage responded that this is the actual fee for the uniform that was purchased through a bid which the Council awarded to Mission Linen. Councilmember Cobb made a motion to pay the claims in the amount of $358,987.82.  Councilmember Szink seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
(Item #A)

Jack Young of the Hashknife Pony Express thanked the Council and the Community for their support of the group and ride. Mr. Young stated that several signs designating roadways are being installed and hopefully that most of the signs will be up for this year’s ride. Councilmember Darris made a motion to approve the funds request for the Hashknife Pony Express in the amount of $1500.00.  Councilmember Carlisle seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
(Item #B)

Darlene Fraley Grants Administrator brought forth 7 projects to the Council to be prioritized for the CDBG grant.  Ms. Fraley presented the projects as follows:  acquire a well and well site for the City of Holbrook, rehabilitation of the City of Holbrook’s 500 thousand gallon water tank, removal of existing City of Holbrook pool liner, repair supporting concrete and install a new liner, remove, upgrade and/or construct curbing, gutters, ADA accessible curb ramps and sidewalks adjoining some streets that are designated for resurfacing in the City’s Street improvement plane, pave the parking lot, food delivery and student pick-up/drop-off areas of the NACOG Head Start and Early Head Start Holbrook facility, renovation of NACG Head Start and Early Head Start playground and provide ADA compliant access to the rear exterior entryway of the NACOG Head Start and Early Head Start Holbrook facility.  Ms. Fraley stated that Staff’s priority is to rehabilitate the City’s 500,000 gallon water tank and install an ADA accessible rear entrance for NACOG Head Start. Grants Administrator Fraley stated that any of the seven projects could be accepted as they were all a part of the public hearing. Vice-Mayor Stuart made a motion to accept the priorities of rehabilitation of the City 500,000 gallon water tank and the ADA accessible rear entrance at the NACOG Head Start. Councilmember Carlisle seconded.  Councilmember Cobb asked if the 500,000 gallon tank is one of the three that need rehabilitated.  Grants Administrator Fraley stated that this is correct and this would rehabilitate all the tanks.  Mayor Hill called for the question and the motion carried unanimously.
 (Item #C) 

Mayor Hill presented Resolution 08-08 captioned as follows:
A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK AUTHORIZING THE SUBMISSION OF AN APPLICATION(S) FOR FY09 STATE COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT FUNDS, CERTIFYING THAT SAID APPLICATION(S) MEETS THE COMMUNITY'S PREVIOUSLY IDENTIFIED HOUSING AND COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT NEEDS AND THE REQUIREMENTS OF THE STATE CDBG PROGRAM, AND AUTHORIZING ALL ACTIONS NECESSARY TO IMPLEMENT AND COMPLETE THE ACTIVITIES OUTLINED IN SAID APPLICATION.

Vice-Mayor Stuart made a motion to adopt Resolution 08-08.  Councilmember Cobb seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

(Item #D)

Grants Administrator Fraley explained to the Council that in order to obtain CDBG funding this Resolution must be adopted every 4 years.  Mayor Hill presented Resolution 08-09 captioned as follows:
A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK ADOPTING A RESIDENTIAL ANTIDISPLACEMENT AND RELOCATION ASSISTANCE PLAN FOR FY09, AS REQUIRED UNDER SECTION 104(d) OF THE HOUSING AND COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT ACT OF 1974 AS AMENDED.

Vice-Mayor Stuart made a motion to adopt Resolution 08-09.  Councilmember Cobb seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
(Item #E)

Attorney Marlene Pontrelli joined the meeting for this item by phone.  Manager Pilgrim stated that they have met with Pacific Holt regarding the current agreement and legal counsel has determined further discussion is needed. Manager Pilgrim stated that Ms. Pontrelli has provided Council with 4 options. Attorney Pontrelli stated that the project agreement entered into in 2007 is a project agreement for the utility crossing only.  Ms. Pontrelli stated that the extensive discussion has been held with Pacific Holt regarding the current project agreement and a development agreement.  Ms. Pontrelli stated that the current project agreement could have substance added to it in the form of an addendum and provide for a performance schedule at least for the Leroux Crossing, provide for a better legal description of the project, clarification of what the City needs and the out of pocket costs for the City for infrastructure.  Ms. Pontrelli stated that Pacific Holt is agreeable to this with the current project agreement but it does not get them to the project.  Attorney Pontrelli stated that in order for them to extend to Perkins Valley Estates and Mesa Hills Estates there will need to be an addendum to the current agreement or a new development agreement.  Attorney Pontrelli stated that what Staff is requesting at this time is to either Instruct the City Manager and City Attorney to work with the developer in drafting an addendum to the current agreement, instruct the City Manager and City Attorney to draft a new development agreement that provides for  the building of the infrastructure for the Perkins Valley and Mesa Hills Estates, advise the Developer that no additional development agreement will be done at this time or table the item until a future Council meeting for further discussion.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that he is in favor of the completion of Leroux Wash crossing as this is what was agreed to and it needs to be finished.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that he has a problem with no time table for housing in this project.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that he is not interested in encumbering the City with a utility extension to a subdivision which may not be developed for a long time. Councilmember Carlisle stated that this will create a wet water and sewer system which the City may have to maintain for an undetermined amount of time and it will tie up the capacity of our sewer system. Councilmember Carlisle stated that he would like to see the timetable for the extension to start when they are ready to move with the subdivision so there are customers to provide service to. Councilmember Carlisle stated that he believes it would be a waste of money.  Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to approve item 1 as outlined by Attorney Pontrelli. Ms. Pontrelli stated that this would be to enter into a develop agreement as outline on page 3 items 1-9 with the exception that a timetable will have to be provided. Vice-Mayor Stuart seconded. Mayor Hill asked if he understands correctly and that the motion is to instruct the City Manager and City Attorney to work with the developer in drafting an addendum to the current agreement that incorporates the items already agreed to by the developer as listed above.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that this would be his second motion.  Councilmember Cobb stated that a development agreement should be able to be written with the items on page 3. Mayor Hill called for the question and the motion carried on a 5 for one against vote with Councilmember Darris casting the “nay” vote. Councilmember Carlisle asked Ms. Pontrelli about Item #1 on page 4.  Ms. Pontrelli stated that this is to draft an addendum to the current agreement to take care of the LeRoux Wash project and she does not feel this is necessary as it can be incorporated into the development agreement.
(Item #F)
Mayor Hill presented Resolution 08-10 captioned as follows:

A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK, ARIZONA, AMENDING THE FEES FOR USERS OF THE CITY WATER, SEWER, AND SANITATION SYSTEM.

Manager Pilgrim stated that he has instructed Finance Director Sullivan to provide the Council with information to be allowed to make a good decision in this matter. Manager Pilgrim asked Mr. Sullivan to give the Council a brief summary.  Finance Director Sullivan stated that Staff was going off a 2004 study with a 3% increase.  Finance Director Sullivan stated that Vice-Mayor Stuart had asked Staff to come up with a break even point and that information has been provided.  Mr. Sullivan stated that he had done a comparison of base rates among the top 6 cities and towns in our area and Holbrook’s base rate is considerably less. Mr. Sullivan stated that he had used the total water usage, total cost of the water and divided it by 2700 customers to come up with a break even rate of 2.73 without the base rate and 2.68 with the base rate. Finance Director Sullivan stated that Staff the proposed increase to $1.75 is less than the breakeven amount.  Finance Director Sullivan stated that the same had been done for wastewater and the breakeven without base would be $4.04 per thousand and 3.86 with the base.  Mr. Sullivan stated that he had pulled the WIFA study which contained costs from other cities throughout the state and the concern which was voiced that our rates would be higher than Show Low’s is not the case based on this information. Mayor Hill asked Finance Director Sullivan to define breakeven. Mr. Sullivan stated that to break even we have to match our expenses with our revenue including CIP.  Councilmember Darris asked if this is taking transfers to the Golf Course into consideration.  Finance Director Sullivan stated that this number is on the very last page.  Councilmember Darris stated that he does not see this by each Department and each Department does transfer funds.  Councilmember Darris stated that the water department is not losing money but we are subsidizing other things out of it. Councilmember Carlisle stated that we are transferring to the Golf Course and we have done so this year.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that the amount to be transferred to the Golf Course is $245,913.00 and it is a direct transfer. Mayor Hill asked if this was from water.  City Clerk Millage stated that it is from the revenue in the utility fund that the transfer is made.  Vice-Mayor Stuart asked that if the Council doesn’t understand it how can they vote on an increase.  Vice-Mayor Stuart stated that she was not prepared to vote on this item tonight. Councilmember Darris stated that they had received information tonight that they have been asking for a long time but he does not believe it is correct but at least Staff made an effort. Councilmember Cobb stated that he would like to have more time to go over the information.  Mayor Hill stated that no one wants to increase rates but we just used $220,000 of CDBG funds to repair water tanks which the water rates should be paying for and that money could have been used to re-do the pool or a whole lot of other things.  Mayor Hill stated that he does want to move forward with something that the Council feels is nebulous. Mayor Hill stated that they need clear concise justification as to where the money is going to be spent and what it is being spent on.  Mayor Hill stated that anyone in this town can go get a water meter for irrigation, a second meter just to water their lawn that does not go into their house at a set rate of one dollar. Mayor Hill stated that there already are all kinds of options to the citizens which are cheap but at some point the rates are going to have to go up as we have 60-80 year old sewer lines. Mayor Hill stated that the rate increase have to be clear and understandable.  Councilmember Darris stated that we will never capture enough funds to fix our infrastructure and he does not want to see rate increase with a façade that we are going to do such.  City Manager Pilgrim stated that the rate increase will enable us to go after grants and minimize the amounts due on loans.  Manager Pilgrim stated that we will have to learn to reserve the funds to approach these projects down the road. Manager Pilgrim stated that Staff had failed to show the net difference of the transfers in and out and that information will hopefully be made available at the next Council meeting.  Manager Pilgrim stated that detailed information will be provided to allow Council to make a good decision.  Vice-Mayor Stuart stated that she would like the utility audit completed before they vote on rate increases as she does not think Council has the whole picture without this.  Manager Pilgrim stated that the Utility Audit is on the agenda later on.  Manager Pilgrim stated that this will be a two step process by conducting both an internal and external review.  Manager Pilgrim stated that the internal review will be very laborious but will reduce the cost of the external review.  Manager Pilgrim stated that in this review meters will be evaluated, shut off valves, toter placement in town and addresses will be confirmed; Manager Pilgrim stated that once this information is complied the external auditor will randomly confirm this information.  Manager Pilgrim stated that he believes a better billing program will be in place after this is done.  Manager Pilgrim said that he believes this can be done concurrently with the rate increases. Manager Pilgrim stated that once he receives a proposal from the independent auditor he will bring it back to Council with a recommendation.  Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to table this item.  Councilmember Cobb seconded and the item was tabled unanimously.
(Item #G)

Mayor Hill presented Resolution 08-11 captioned as follows:

A RESOLUTION PROPOSING AN EXTENSION OF THE ALTERNATIVE EXPENDITURE LIMITATION

Finance Director Sullivan stated that in 2001 the voters of Holbrook adopted the Alterative Expenditure Limitation.  Finance Director Sullivan stated that the extension of the expenditure limitation will be brought to the voters at the General Election if this resolution is signed this evening.  Finance Director Sullivan stated that this has to be voted on every 4 years.  Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to approve Resolution 08-11.  Vice-Mayor Stuart seconded.  Vice-Mayor Stuart asked what the alterative expenditure limitation was.  Finance Director Sullivan replied that by State Statute the State determines the amount of expenditures a town or city can have.  Finance Director Sullivan stated that there are three options for cities:  the State imposed limitation, Home Rule or Alternative expenditure limitation and a permanent base adjustment.  Finance Director Sullivan stated that most cities use the alternative expenditure limitation which simplifies the process and the expenditures are set at the budget hearings.  Mayor Hill called for the question and the motion carried unanimously. 
(Item #H)
Mayor Hill made a motion to reschedule the next regular meeting to January 20, 2009 to allow Council to attend the Posse functions on January 27, 2009 and the work session with the Personnel Policy Review Committee to February 24, 2009 at 5:00 p.m. Vice-Mayor Stuart seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
(Item #I)
Manager Pilgrim reported that the travel for the Police Chief is completely grant funded and that the Chief is asking to be allowed to attend training for new equipment.  Councilmember Darris asked what the equipment was.  Chief Hartup stated that it is a camera surveillance system which is portable and can be used anywhere and outside of law enforcement if necessary.  Councilmember Cobb made a motion to approve the out of state travel for Police Chief Hartup.  Vice-Mayor Stuart seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
(Item #J)
Mayor Hill presented Resolution 08-12 captioned as follows:

A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK, ARIZONA, DECLARING AS A PUBLIC RECORD THAT CERTAIN DOCUMENT TITLED “CODE OF CONDUCT FOR ELECTED OFFICIALS AND ADVISORY BOARD MEMBERS” CITY OF HOLBROOK, ARIZONA.”
Mayor Hill expressed his sincere gratitude to the members of the Ethics Policy Committee.  Marlin Gillespie and Joel Ruechel from the Committee were present at the meeting.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that Exhibit A and B were missing.  Councilmember Carlisle asked if this document could restrict any Councilmember from researching, investigating and reporting as outline in the Charter.  Councilmember Darris stated that some of this conflicts with the Charter.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that sometimes Council does inquire of Staff without going through the Manager.  Mr. Gillespie stated that he thinks that the Committee did not intend any prohibition.  Mr. Ruechel said that the policy states “generally direct questions and suggestions and that there is no way to draft a code for every circumstance that will be faced.  Mr. Ruechel stated that the Committee tried to write a general policy to attempt to avoid a situation where a Councilmember monopolizes a Staff Member’s time to the point where tasks are being assigned which may conflict with what that Staff member is being told by his Supervisor.  Mr. Ruechel stated that the policy was meant to be “general”.  Councilmember Darris stated that some of this policy conflicts with Charter.  Mr. Gillespie stated that the Council doesn’t have to accept it as written and that they can change any part or parts they want.  Mr. Ruechel stated that policies from 6 different cities were used to draw up this policy and the Charter wasn’t reviewed.  Councilmember Darris asked why Mr. Ross did not sign the letter.  Mr. Ruechel stated that Mr. Ross was unable to attend most of the meetings so he doesn’t know if he has had time to personally review the document.  Vice-Mayor Stuart made a motion to table the item and hold a work session on January 20, 2009 at 5:00 p.m. for further discussion of such.  Councilmember Darris seconded and the item was tabled unanimously.
(Item #K)

There was no action taken on Ordinance 08-17 as the Code of Conduct for elected officials was tabled.
Councilmember Cobb excused himself from the meeting at 8:50 p.m. as he was still recovering from surgery.
(Item #L)

Vice-Mayor Stuart made a motion to reschedule the March 10, 2009 meeting to March 17, 2009.  Mayor Hill seconded.  The motion carried on a 4 for 1 against vote with Councilmember Szink casting the “nay” vote.
(Item #M)

Vice-Mayor Stuart made a motion to award the bids to 5-Star Ford for the Police Cruisers and the animal control vehicle.  Councilmember Darris seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
(Item #N)

Councilmember Darris made a motion to purchase the equipment for the police cruisers from Arizona Emergency Products. Vice-Mayor Stuart seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
(Item #O)

Manager Pilgrim presented the bid results for the F250 Ford Supercab.  Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to award the bid to Tom Jones Ford.  Councilmember Darris seconded.  Vice-Mayor Stuart asked why we need a Supercab.  Staff was unable to answer this question.  Mayor Hill called for the question and the motion carried unanimously.
(Item #P)

Manager Pilgrim presented the bid results for the Trailblazer for the Public Works Dept.  Vice-Mayor Stuart asked why a trailblazer instead of a pickup.  Interim Public Works Director Tim Kelley stated that there is no need for a pickup and that there are times that people have to follow him in their own vehicles as he does not have the room for them to ride with him.  Mr. Kelley stated that it will save on gasoline also.  Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to award the bid to Cake Chevrolet.  Vice-Mayor Stuart seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
(Item #Q)

Manager Pilgrim stated that due to the lease purchase program approximately $325,000 cash has been released from the budget.  Manager Pilgrim stated that the Council had asked for recommendations on how to use these funds and he has presented the recommendations to them.  Councilmember Darris asked that this be added to the next work session.  Councilmember Vice-Mayor Stuart seconded and the item was moved.

(Item #R)

Manager Pilgrim stated that he had discussed this item earlier in the meeting and when he has a proposal he will bring it to Council for approval. 
(Item #S)

Manager Pilgrim stated that he has been advised by Water/Wastewater Supervisor Aguilera that the grit collector pump at the treatment plant is going out.  Manager Pilgrim stated that three written quotes were obtained for the pump and that Staff is requesting to be allowed to expend funds not to exceed $6800.00 from Pec Pump.  Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to expend funds not to exceed $6800.00 to Pec Pump.  Vice-Mayor Stuart seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
(Item #T)
