MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE


HOLBROOK CITY COUNCIL HELD ON APRIL 13, 2010 
CALL TO ORDER:  

Mayor Hill called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.
ROLL CALL:

Mayor Jeff Hill, Councilmembers Wade Carlisle, Myron Maxwell, Richard Peterson and Charles Haussman.  Councilmember Cobb was absent and excused due to a shoulder injury.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE/INVOCATION:

City Manager Alley led the pledge of allegiance and Councilmember Maxwell gave the invocation.

CITY STAFF:  

City Manager Ray Alley, Finance Director Randy Sullivan and City Clerk Cher Reyes. 
CEREMONIALS/ANNOUNCMENTS/PRESENTATION:
Mayor Hill announced that the Historical Society will be hosting a Community Arts and Heritage Day on Saturday May 22, 2010 from 9-4 p.m. at the Old County Courthouse and invited everyone to attend.
Mayor Hill announced that the Regional Special Olympics went off without a hitch and that at least 50 awards were given to local children.  Mayor Hill stated that councilmember Cobb was unable to cut his hair due to his recent injury but has earned $2,000.00 so far.
PETITIONS FROM THE PUBLIC:

CONSENT AGENDA:
Vice-Mayor Searles made a motion to approve the items on the consent agenda.  
A. Claims/payment approval for March 18, 2010 thru April 7, 2010.
B. Minutes of the regular meeting held on March 23, 2010. 
Councilmember Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

CLAIMS/PAYMENT APPROVAL FOR MARCH 4 THRU MARCH 17, 2010: Walt’s Hardware:
Mayor Hill and Councilmember Carlisle excused themselves from this item as they are the owners of Walt’s Hardware. Councilmember Peterson made a motion to approve the claims for Walt’s Hardware in the amount of $1883.26.   Councilmember Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
SUMMARY OF CURRENT EVENTS:

Mayor:
1.              Mayor Hill announced that the Holbrook Lions Club has some funding available for Youth Programs and interested persons should contact Paul Barger.
2. Mayor Hill reported that Councilmember Peterson and he had attended the Planning and Zoning Commission meeting to discuss proposed changes to Terms of Office, etc. Mayor Hill stated that it was a consensus of the Commission that the members remain at 7.  Mayor Hill stated that the Commission also suggested that an ex-officio member from the City Council be appointed to attend the meetings.
3. Mayor Hill thanked everyone for their prayers for his niece and family.  Mayor Hill thanked Chief Jackson and the Holbrook Police Department for their quick response in this matter.

Councilmembers:
Manager’s Report:
1. Manager Alley reported that all of the 2nd grade classes visited City Hall to learn about City Government.

2. Manager Alley reported that the AWOS at the Airport had been certified which is a requirement by the FAA.  Manager Alley stated that it costs $1,000.00 per certification and it must be done four times per year.
3. Manager Alley reported that everything is in place for the marquis at the Gillespie Park and that the actual sign should be here any day.
4. Manager Alley reported that Street improvements along with curb and gutter repairs have begun.

5. Finance Director Sullivan reported that a Bike Rodeo will be held on April 24, 2010 at Hunt Park beginning at 7 a.m.  Mr. Sullivan stated that the rodeo is a part of the SRTS grant which the County received. 
6. Manager Alley reported that several persons attended a brainstorming session which was also grant funded by the County.  Manager Alley stated that good ideas were brought up.
OLD BUSINESS:

NEW BUSINESS:
A.  Manager Alley explained that this is a drug/alcohol free party for the youth held on graduation night.  Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to donate $1500.00 to the H.E.L.P. Coalition for Grad Night. Vice-Mayor Searles seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  Councilmember Haussman stated that this is a good event that the Community hosts.
B.  Mayor Hill presented Resolution 10-05 captioned as follows:
A RESOLUTION OF MAYOR HILL AND COUNCIL MEMBERS OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK ADOPTING A FAIR HOUSING POLICY, MAKING KNOWN ITS COMMITEMENT TO THE PRINCIPLE OF FAIR HOUSING, AND DESCRIBING ACTIONS IT SHALL UNDERTAKE TO AFFIRMATIVELY FURTHER FAIR HOUSING.

Councilmember Peterson voiced concerns about providing resources to individuals who feel they have been discriminated against.  City Clerk Reyes explained that the resolution is an annual requirement as a part of receiving Department of Housing funding.  Ms. Reyes explained that the City refers individuals to agencies that can help them and does not actually pay for resources to assist those individuals. Finance Director Sullivan stated that the City has a grievance book in case someone wants to file a complaint.  Mayor Hill stated that the City currently has two grants from the Department of Housing, one for rehabilitation of the elevated water tank and the other for ADA entrances at the Head Start. Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to adopt Resolution 10-05.  Vice-Mayor Searles seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
C. Mayor Hill presented Ordinance 10-02 captioned as follows:
AN ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK, ARIZONA, AMENDING THE CITY CODE, CHAPTER 7, SUBDIVISION REGULATIONS, 7-1-2 DEFINITIONS, 7-3-12 RESUBDIVISIONS; TENTATIVE MAP REQUIRED, AND 7-14-2 RESUBDIVISION; ESTABLISHING AN EFFECTIVE DATE; AND PROVIDING FOR REPEAL AND SEVERABILITY.
Councilmember Carlisle stated at first he thought this was a fine idea to follow the State requirements for splits but after asking around and is re-thinking it as he was directed to a number of issues that were created on our own error.  Councilmember Carlisle referred to the drainage on Mission Lane where Mr. Karges built new homes, E. Hermosa the road never being brought up to City Standards, the lot splits at the trailer park at 710 E. Iowa as well as the trailer park on 5th Avenue.  Manager Alley stated that the City has no control over splits as this is done through the County. Councilmember Carlisle stated that there will be problems such as these if we relax from 3 to 5 splits.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that there are no cohesive zoning areas in the City as people go in and do splits and put houses on the parcels.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that these are valid concerns and that it will detract from our zoning.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that it has been mentioned that the new structures have increased property taxes which is also a valid point.  Councilmember Carlisle asked that this item be tabled and given to the Planning and Zoning for their review and input.  Councilmember Carlisle stated the positives and negatives need to be discussed and reviewed by Planning and Zoning as that is part of their job duties.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that Planning and Zoning can come back with a plan that is not burdensome to the developer. Councilmember Haussman stated that he gathers that there is an enforcement issue and by allowing more subdivisions of the property theoretically this will allow more homeowners to be on the property and put more taxpayers on the tax rolls.   Manager Alley stated that this was true but he believes two different items are being discussed, one being subdivisions and the other being splits of and which he does not believe the City has control over and land can be split without the City having knowledge of.  Mayor Hill stated that he has read through the General Plan and his feeling is that this should be reviewed by the Planning and Zoning Commission and consider all the changes using the General Plan as a guide as they should match.  Mayor Hill stated that he wanted to be fair but smart as it should benefit the citizens of Holbrook. Councilmember Haussman stated that this whole process is good and positive and he believes positive things will come from it. Manager Alley stated that we may want to get the Attorney involved on the splits which are creating illegal subdivisions.  Councilmember Peterson agreed that it would be good to move slowly and do it correctly.
D.  Manager Alley stated that Staff would like to hold a Budget Work Session on April 20 at 5:15 if Council is agreeable and to plan on 3 hours. Council determined to hold the work session on April 20, 2010 at 5:00 p.m.
