MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE


HOLBROOK CITY COUNCIL HELD ON JUNE 9, 2009 
CALL TO ORDER:  

Vice-Mayor Stuart called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.
ROLL CALL:

Vice-Mayor Cynthia Stuart, Councilmembers Phil Cobb, Kent Darris, Wade Carlisle and Stuart Szink.  Mayor Hill and Councilmember Haussman were absent and excused.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE/INVOCATION:

Councilmember Szink led the pledge of allegiance and Councilmember Cobb gave the invocation.

MISSION STATEMENT:

Vice-Mayor Stuart read the Mission Statement.

PETITIONS FROM THE PUBLIC:

CONSENT AGENDA:
Councilmember Cobb made a motion to approve the items on the consent agenda.  
A. Claims/payment approval for May 21, 2009 thru June 3, 2009, excluding Walt’s Hardware.
B. Special Event Liquor License, Holbrook Elks Lodge-June 13, 2009.

C. Special Event Liquor License, Holbrook Elks Lodge-June 20, 2009.

Councilmember Szink seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
CLAIMS/PAYMENT APPROVAL FOR MAY 21 THRU JUNE 3, 2009: Walt’s Hardware:

Councilmember Carlisle excused himself from this item as he is the owner of Walt’s Hardware. Councilmember Cobb made a motion to approve the claims for Walt’s Hardware in the amount of $2530.53.  Councilmember Szink seconded and the motion carried unanimously. 
SUMMARY OF CURRENT EVENTS:

Mayor:
Council Members:

A. Vice-Mayor Stuart reported that she had attended a NACOG Tourism and Economic Development meeting and has left her notes with Manager Pilgrim if anyone would like to read them.
B. Councilmember Cobb stated that the cancelled work session scheduled for 5 p.m. will be rescheduled.

C. Vice-Mayor Stuart thanked City Staff for getting the pool open.  Vice-Mayor Stuart stated that many area children were at the pool on opening day.
    
Manager’s Report:
A. Manager Pilgrim stated that the attendance at the newly renovated pool attendance for opening days was nearly 175.

B. Manager Pilgrim stated that Well #3 has been fully installed and is being tested.
OLD BUSINESS:

None.

NEW BUSINESS:
A. Manager Pilgrim informed the Council that Staff has obtained bids to complete the library sidewalk/parking project and Staff if recommending Box B Construction in the amount of $4990.00.  Manager Pilgrim stated that the reason this item is being brought before Council is due to the fact that the owner of Box B is a relative of Librarian Skevington.  Wendy Skevington, Librarian stated that the owner is her cousin.  Councilmember Cobb made a motion to award the project to Box B Construction in the amount of $4990.00.  Councilmember Szink seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  
B. Vice-Mayor Stuart presented Ordinance 09-03 captioned as follows:

AN ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK, ARIZONA, AMENDING THE CITY CODE, CHAPTER 3, PUBLIC HEALTH AND SAFETY, ARTICLE 3-1, NUISANCE CONTROL AND PROPERTY MAINTENANCE, BY AMENDING SECTIONS 3-1-2 AND 3-1-7, AND AMENDING ARTICLE 3-6, DOGS, BY ADDING A NEW SECTION 3-6-2 MAXIMUM NUMBER OF DOGS ALLOWED IN A SINGLE RESIDENCE WITHIN THE CITY AND RENUMBERING ALL SECTIONS THEREAFTER; ESTABLISHING AN EFFECTIVE DATE; AND PROVIDING FOR REPEAL AND SEVERABILITY. 
Code Enforcement Office Rod Gish explained that the major change identified in this ordinance is the change in the amount of time an owner has to take action on their boarded up properties.  Mr. Gish stated that with the amendment to the Ordinance the owner information must be posted on the property along with contact information and it spells out security measures that must be taken by the owner. Mr. Gish stated that there are additions to this ordinance by way of deletion such as street and alleyway meaning the City will have the responsibility for these areas now instead of the property owner. Vice-mayor Stuart asked that this be better defined.  Mr. Gish said that it states now that the owner in control of any land abutting a sidewalk, the alley, or street shall maintain such but with this revision the City will become responsible to maintain these areas. Mr. Gish stated that currently the owner is responsible for ½ of the width of the alley and the part of the street abutting property.  Vice-Mayor Stuart stated that in layman’s terms the property owner was responsible for alleyways and once this Ordinance is adopted the City will become responsible.  Vice-Mayor Stuart stated that this does not mean that the property owner still needs to take care of their weeds and pick up their trash. Councilmember Carlisle said that he had concerns about the deletion of 4. (E) It actually states that the City may immediately trim and cut such vegetation as necessary.  Councilmember Carlisle asked if this would limit the City’s ability to remove vegetation growing into the road.  Mr. Gish stated that it would not as the responsibility it being shifted to the City and it is already in City Code.  Councilmember Cobb questioned the limiting of dogs to three per household asking how much a kennel permit will cost so that persons can keep more than three dogs.  Manager Pilgrim stated that a meeting with the public had been held regarding Animal Control and a Committee is being established to review Ordinances that deal with Animals.  Manager Pilgrim stated that this portion of the Ordinance was not stricken at this time as it is a first reading and that the Committee will be meeting this Thursday at 6 p.m. to further discuss animal control issues.  Councilmember Cobb stated that there are people who have more than the three dog limit and he hates to see more dogs taken back to the pound. Councilmember Darris asked if the Ordinance was changed limiting the amount of dogs wouldn’t the people with multiple dogs be grandfathered.  Marlene Pontrelli, City Attorney stated that the people who already had multiples would be grandfathered and the Ordinance would be to effect future behavior.
Manager Pilgrim announced that a meeting for Animal Control Committee will be Thursday, 6 p.m. at the Police Department.
C. Manager Pilgrim reported that Cable One and the City have reached an agreement for cable services within the City.  Manager Pilgrim stated that the annual license agreement will be for the amount of 5% of Cable One’s gross revenues and there is also a retroactive period for revenues which is beginning halfway between July 1, 2007 and the date of acceptance of the license agreement. Manager Pilgrim stated that the agreement will end in 2022 and payments will be made quarterly by Cable One.  Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to approve the License Agreement with Cable One.  Councilmember Szink seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
D. Vice-Mayor Stuart presented Ordinance 09-04 captioned as follows:

AN ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK, ARIZONA, AMENDING THE CITY CODE, CHAPTER 6, PLANNING AND ZONING, ARTICLE 6-2, GENERAL REGULATIONS, BY AMENDING SECTION 6-2-4 SIGNS; ESTABLISHING AN EFFECTIVE DATE; AND PROVIDING FOR REPEAL AND SEVERABILITY. 

Councilmember Darris asked if this has been presented to the Planning and Zoning Commission.  Manager Pilgrim stated that it has not.  Councilmember Darris stated that he did not believe it was proper protocol to bring items relating to Planning and Zoning to the Council until they have been reviewed by P&Z.  Councilmember Darris made a motion to table this Ordinance until reviewed by Planning and Zoning.  Councilmember Carlisle seconded and the item was tabled unanimously.
E. Manager Pilgrim stated that the Council had requested that the Subdivision regulations be reviewed and updated.  Manager Pilgrim stated that he has consulted with Attorney Pontrelli and she is here to make a presentation for these services.  Ms. Pontrelli briefly hi-lighted the proposal for review of Planning and Zoning and Subdivision regulations stating that most of these projects would be comprehensive and would involve time and a lot of effort to make sure it is not piece-mealed Ms. Pontrelli stated that it would be accomplished in Phases and would involve meeting with stakeholders, Planning and Zoning members, Council and City Staff.  Ms. Pontrelli stated that the second stage would be recommended changes to the Code and Phase Three would be the completion of the revised Zoning Ordinance and Subdivision Ordinance which would meet the current needs of Holbrook.  Councilmember Darris asked where the funding would come from.  Finance Director Sullivan replied General Fund, Administration and it is a portion of the legal fees for FY2010.  Councilmember Darris stated that until we know what is going on with the budget and determine how we are going to make up the million dollar shortfall we should not be spending money.  Councilmember Szink agreed.  Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to table this item until the budget is adopted.  Councilmember Darris seconded and the motion carried unanimously;
F. Manager Pilgrim stated that Staff has invited Smartworksplus to give a presentation on the Phased Retirement which the Holbrook School District is using. Sandee McLellan of Smartworksplus stated that they are a family owned business and they have assisted thousands of people with their retirement.  Ms. McLellan stated that Phased retirement is way to transition persons into retirement who may not quite be ready mentally or financially.  Ms. McClellan stated that it could help the City gain budget capacity if individuals retire and then contract to work for the City and it would reward the employee for loyalty to the City. Ms. McLellan stated that the employee will be receiving their retirement benefit plus 83% of their salary if they chose to retire and contract their services.  Ms. McLellan stated that the employee contracts their services with Smartworksplus and then Smartworksplus invoices the City.   Councilmember Darris asked how the insurance would work.  Ms. McLellan stated that if the Employee retires they cannot be on the City’s insurance any longer.  Councilmember Cobb asked if Smartworksplus had a health insurance plan.  Ms. McLellan stated they did not.  Councilmember Darris stated that he did not believe the savings amount was correct.  Councilmember Cobb asked if employees will have a choice or will they be forced to retire.  Finance Director Sullivan stated that this is done by choice and Smartworksplus will help individuals map out a plan to retire.  Councilmember Darris stated that you cannot force an employee to retire.  Manager Pilgrim stated that there is no cost associated with this plan unless someone retires and goes with this program. Vice-Mayor Stuart asked how many were qualified.  Finance Director Sullivan stated that 6 persons qualified with another 6-7 who are close.  Vice-Mayor Stuart made a motion to enter into the service agreement with Smartworksplus.  Councilmember Szink seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

POST EXECUTIVE SESSION:
CALL TO THE AUDIENCE:

Jake Salazar withdrew his petition from the public.
Myron Maxwell petitioned the Council regarding a previous petition from Eva Purvis.  Mr. Maxwell stated that Ms. Purvis had accused him of having someone circulate his petitions at the LDS Church. Mr. Maxwell stated that he took them to the Church and circulated them after obtaining permission from President Nilsson. Mr. Maxwell stated that Mr. Simmons did not circulate any of his petitions.  Mr. Maxwell stated that he had circulated his own petitions and had signed the back of each of them.
Eva Purvis petitioned the Council regarding the Phase Retirement Plan stating that the Council did not ask the question what the cost for COBRA Healthcare or Arizona State Retirement Healthcare costs would be.  Ms. Purvis stated that this could be very expensive to the retired person.  Ms. Purvis asked how many of the 4 million jobs available would be in Arizona.  Ms. Purvis also asked would there be any repercussions to an employee who does not want to retire. 
ADJOURNMENT:

There being no further business to come before the Council at this time Councilmember Cobb made a motion to adjourn.  Councilmember Carlisle seconded and the meeting was adjourned at 7:50 p.m.
