MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE


HOLBROOK CITY COUNCIL HELD ON APRIL 27, 2010 
CALL TO ORDER:  

Mayor Hill called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.
ROLL CALL:

Mayor Jeff Hill, Vice-Mayor Matthew Searles, Councilmembers Myron Maxwell, Phillip Cobb, Richard Peterson and Charles Haussman.  Councilmember Carlisle was absent and excused due to training that he is attending in Mexico.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE/INVOCATION:

Councilmember Peterson led the pledge of allegiance and City Clerk Reyes gave the invocation.

CITY STAFF:  

City Manager Ray Alley and City Clerk Cher Reyes. 
CEREMONIALS/ANNOUNCMENTS/PRESENTATION:
J.R. DeSpain County Supervisor introduced Melissa Buckley, Clerk of the Board, Brad Carlyon County Attorney, Employees Tiffany Ashton, Evelyn Marez, Matt Searles and Sheriff K.C.  Clark.  Mr. Carlyon and Mr. Clark presented information to the Council regarding the sales tax proposition which will be voted on in May.  Mr. Carlyon stated that the State has two proposed budgets one with the increased tax and one with out.  Mr. Carlyon explained that if the tax does not pas that all DOC inmates with less than one year on their sentence and those who are sentenced for less than one year will be transferred to the County Jails.  Mr. Carlyon stated that this shift in inmates will result in 206 being transferred to the Navajo County Jails.  Sheriff Clark said that each inmate would cost $68.00 per day to house.  Of these inmates 97 of which would be repeat violent offenders, 12 first time violet offenders 79 non-violent repeat offenders and 18 others.  Mr. Carlyon and Mr. Clark stated that in order to house these additional inmates the County would need to increase revenues, cut the budget in other areas or release the inmates. Mr. Carlyon explained that Navajo County has no revenue source to tap into and that 25% of the budget would need to be cut to make up the increase cost of housing the inmates.  Mr. Carlyon stated that basically if the County was to get rid of every elected official except the Sheriff the County would be able to meet the 8 million dollars needed for the additional inmates.  Mr. Carlyon stated that the County would like the City to contact the Legislature to tell them that this is not what we wanted.  Mr. Carlyon stated that we need to raise our voices and say no this is not acceptable and that the Legislature needs to go back to the table and change the impact as the law has been enacted.  Councilmember Peterson asked if these inmates will be individuals who have been through the Navajo County Court system.  Mr. Carlyon stated that they would. Councilmember Cobb stated that Prop 100 will alleviate part of this problem and that he personally is in support of the proposition. J.R. DeSpain asked that we encourage citizens to support Prop 100.  
Mayor Hill presented Proclamation Recognizing Youth Week the week of May 2-9, 2010.  Councilmember Cobb made a motion to approve the Proclamation.  Councilmember Haussman made a motion to second and the motion carried unanimously.

SUMMARY OF CURRENT EVENTS:

Mayor:
1.  Mayor Hill reported that the League of Cities is looking for persons to be on their executive committee and if anyone on the Council is interested let him know.

Councilmembers:
1. Councilmember Cobb stated that the local Special Olympians will be traveling to Phoenix this weekend to participate in events.
2. Councilmember Cobb reported that a lot of the City’s work is being done by a lot less people with a lot less money.

3. Councilmember Cobb reported that his hair will be gone on Thursday and that $2040.00 was raised.  
Manager’s Report:
1. Manager Alley reported that there will be a preconstruction meeting the 1st week in May for the paving, electronic gate and AWOS upgrades for the Airport.
2. Manager Alley reported that he will be meeting with the hydrologist to discuss water well options.
3. Manager Alley reported that the escrow for North Country Healthcare has closed.

4. Manager Alley reported that street improvements have begun and will continue until there is no funding or the weather turns cold.
5. Manager Alley reported that there would be an article in the Tribune regarding the sales tax collection.  Manager Alley stated that he was trying to help citizens to get into compliance for their real property rentals tax.
6. Manager Alley reminded everyone that they need to bag their trash before placing in the receptacles so that trash does not blow around town.

7. Manager Alley reported that the City will be enforcing the wildcat dumping code and maximum fines will apply.
8. Manager Alley gave Atta Boys to Merrill Young and Cody Cline for their innovativeness.  Manager Alley reported that Merrill Young will be taking dog cases to court instead of the Attorney unless it is a case requiring legal counsel and that Cody Cline has suggested that we start taking out some of the grassy areas owned by the City and do either desert landscaping or install volleyball courts.

A.  Manager Alley asked that the Council schedule a work session at the end of May to discuss the budget.  Council determined that the work session be held on May 25, 2010 at 5:30 p.m.
NEW BUSINESS:

B.  Mayor Hill presented Ordinance 10-03 captioned as follows for it first reading:
AN ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK, ARIZONA, AMENDING THE CITY CODE, CHAPTER 1, BOARDS AND COMMISSIONS, 1-6-1 (B) TERMS OF OFFICE; EX-OFFICIAL MEMBERS AND ADDING SECTION 1-6-1(I) TRAINING, ESTABLISHING AN EFFECTIVE DATE; AND PROVIDING FOR REPEAL AND SEVERABILITY.
Mayor Hill stated that he and Councilmember Peterson had attended the planning and Zoning Meeting as asked to do by the Council and that this Ordinance reflects the changes agreed upon.  Mayor Hill stated that the ex-officio member of the Council has been revised to non-participating member.  Mayor Hill said that encouraging training has also been added.  Mayor Hill added that the terms will be 4 years staggered beginning on October 15 of each year.
C.  Alley presented the bid results for concrete stating that he recommends awarding the concrete as follows: concrete portion of the bid to Quality Ready Mix as they were the lowest bidder and awarding the ABC and Slurry to Cholla Ready Mix as they were the lowest bidder.  Councilmember Haussman made a motion to award the bid to Cholla Ready Mix and Quality Ready Mix per the pricing as highlighted by Manager Alley.  Councilmember Cobb seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
D.  Mayor Hill presented Resolution 10-06 captioned as follows:
A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK, ARIZONA, AMENDING THE EVALUATION AMOUNT TO BE USED TO SET BUILDING PERMIT FEES WITHIN THE CITY OF HOLBROOK

City Clerk Reyes explained to the Council that currently the City bases valuation for new construction at $40.00 per square foot when in actuality it is about $80.00 per square foot.  Clerk Reyes stated that building permit fees are based on this valuation and the permit fee table in 1997 Uniform Building Code.  Ms. Reyes stated that the building permit fees will increase with the increase in valuation.  Manager Alley stated that rather than increase to the $80.00 per square foot the increase is to $65.00 so that it is not a great impact as the rates have not been increased since 2000.  Councilmember Cobb 5Mayor Hill noted that the correct Resolution number is 10-06.  Councilmember Cobb amended his motion to read Resolution 10-06.  Councilmember Maxwell amended his second and the motion carried unanimously.
E.  Manager Alley asked that this item be tabled until next meeting so that the Attorney can review the ordinance.
