MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE


HOLBROOK CITY COUNCIL HELD ON OCTOBER 14, 2003
CALL TO ORDER:  

Mayor Smithson called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. 

ROLL CALL:

Mayor Bryan Smithson, Councilmembers Mary Bradley, Cynthia Stuart, Mike DeWitt, Vince Budenholzer and Spike Simmons. Vice-Mayor Font was absent and excused. 

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE/INVOCATION:

Councilmember Stuart led the pledge of allegiance and Mayor Smithson gave the invocation.  

MISSION STATEMENT:

Mayor Smithson read the Mission Statement. 

CITY STAFF:  

City Manager Fern Larson, Attorney Morgan Brown, Finance Director Amber Hill, Public Works Director Ron Eisele and Administrative Assistant Paula Kelley.

MINUTES
Minutes of the regular meeting held on June 17, 2003 and the minutes of the regular meeting held on September 23, 2003 were presented for review.  Councilmember Simmons made a motion to approve the minutes with the following corrections, page 416 line 7 amount should be $80,000.00 and page 418 line 22 name should be Tuvell instead of Duvall.  Councilmember Stuart seconded and the motion carried unanimously.   

CEREMONIALS/ANNOUNCEMENTS/PRESENTATION

Mayor Smithson offered condolences to the family of Spencer Karol who lost his life in Iraq.

PETITONS FROM THE PUBLIC:

J. R. DeSpain County Supervisor petitioned the Council regarding the draft of the Navajo County Comprehensive Plan.  Mr. DeSpain stated that he wanted to give Council a heads up as the draft plan has a new transportation route in the next 25 years which will by-pass Holbrook and route the traffic from I-40 somewhere around Chambers.  Mr. DeSpain encouraged Council to influence a changed in this transportation route and seek improvements in the existing roadways.  Councilmember Bradley stated that everyone needed to attend the public hearings and voice their displeasure or this plan would be adopted as presented.  Mr. DeSpain stated that the plan also includes a major airport around the Snowflake area saying that he had no problem with development but did not want to see Holbrook left out of the loop and the draft is not what we really want.

REPORT OF OFFICERS:


Council Members Reports:

A. Councilmember Simmons reported on his recent attendance at the Governor’s Rural Development Conference in Prescott.  Councilmember Simmons reported that his expenses for the conference amounted to $296.00, which is under the $300.00 allotment approved by Council.  Councilmember Simmons attended break out sessions on involving the youth in the community, how communities are building relationships with tribal neighbors, salute to Main Street, business retention, expansion and solutions.  Councilmember Simmons said that the Governor addressed the attendees and informed them that she is very much in favor of keeping the Department of Commerce.  Chamber Executive Director Art Standiford reported that he had attended sessions on site selections/consultants and had 5-10 minutes with each consultant in which he sold Holbrook to each one, affordable housing and work force development. 

B. Councilmember Bradley acknowledged Paul Barger from the Holbrook Tribune for being inducted into the Arizona Newspaper Hall of Fame and offered her congratulations.

C. Councilmember Bradley stated that she would like to acknowledge two employees who went above and beyond their regular job duties:  Amber Hill and Cher Millage.  Councilmember Bradley stated that Ms. Hill wrote and administered $691,231.00 worth of grants for last fiscal year and has already obtained $190,000 this fiscal year.  Councilmember Bradley stated that Ms. Millage called and received copies of the recent NACOG grant applications and took them to individuals that she felt would qualify or who could use the funds.  Councilmember Bradley asked that a letter of appreciation be prepared and placed in each of these employees’ personnel files.

Manager’s Report:

A. Public Works Director Eisele informed the Council that he would have the Sanitation report to them by the next Council meeting.

B. Public Works Director Eisele reported that the Street Master Plan is complete and will be going to the Citizens Technical Committee for their recommendations and endorsement.  Councilmember Stuart asked who the members of the committee are?  Mr. Eisele responded:  ADOT employees Kee Yazzie and Dave Sikes, County employee Dusty Parsons and Private Sector Ken Karges.

C. Public Works Director Eisele reported the Street Department will be finishing 3rd Street, 11th Avenue and Arizona is completed and the sidewalk in front of Dr. Rishel’s has been repaired.  Mr. Eisele noted that Brent Holmes, Streets Crew Chief notice that the sidewalk across the street from Dr. Rishel’s was buckled and replaced it also.

D. Mr. Eisele reported that the Street Sweeper has a route policy and procedure and that the sweeper averages 4 hours per day.  

E. Public Works Director Eisele will attend asphalt school in Phoenix next week.  Mr. Eisele stated that while he is there he would attend the ADOT Navajo widening project meeting to address the City’s areas of concern of drainage and relocation of the lights.

F. Manager Larson reported that she had received a letter from Representative Jake Flake stating that Finance Director Hill has been appointed to the Underground Storage program assurance for equality study committee.  Ms. Larson stated that Ms. Hill has been very active in underground storage tank legislation.

G. Manager Larson reported that City Clerk Millage would be graduating from Certified Public Manager’s class at ASU this week.

H. Manager Larson reported that she graduated for her 2-year leadership program Project Centrl on October 3, 2003 and said it was the most wonderful experience of her life.

I. Manager Larson announced that the city would be holding an Open House on October 22, 2003 in observance of Cities and Towns week.

J. Manager Larson announced that the City would have a public relations booth at the Holiday showcase to get information out on the bulk trash plan and other City services.

K. Manager Larson asked the Council to look over the Council report card, share their comments with her and let her know if this is the type of information they are looking for. 

CLAIMS:

Councilmember Simmons made a motion to approve the claims in the amount of $231, 662.93.  Councilmember Budenholzer seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

NEW BUSINESS:

(Item #A)

Councilmember Simmons made a motion to approve the special event liquor license for the American Legion for October 25, 2003.  Councilmember DeWitt seconded and the motion carried unanimously.   

(Item #B)

Finance Director Hill recommended the bid for the dishwasher at the Holbrook Senior Center through a CDBG contract be awarded to low bidder Proclean in the amount of $6500.00.  Councilmember Simmons made the motion to award the bid to Proclean in the amount of $6500.00.  Councilmember DeWitt seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  

(Item #C)

Mayor Smithson made a motion for Staff to start looking for someone who is well qualified to do a feasibility study for the recreation facility. Mayor Smithson asked if this item could be brought back to Council within a month, as the timeline needs to move rapidly so the project can be done within 2 to 3 years.  Councilmember Simmons seconded.  Councilmember Stuart pointed out that this was one of the City Manager’s goals and she would put this back onto her.  The Mayor called for the question and the motion carried unanimously.

 (Item #D)

Mayor Smithson presented Resolution 03-18 captioned as follows:

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK, IN SUPPORT OF A FAIR AND EQUITABLE HEALTH PROGRAM FOR RETIREES OF ARIZONA’S PUBLIC EMPLOYEE RETIREMENT SYSTEMS.

Councilmember Simmons made a motion to adopt the resolution.  Councilmember Budenholzer seconded. A roll call vote was held with the following results:  Councilmember Bradley, “aye”, Councilmember Stuart, “aye” Councilmember Dewitt, “aye”, Councilmember Simmons, Aye”, Councilmember Budenholzer, Aye” and Mayor Smithson, “aye”.

(Item #E)

Mayor Smithson presented Resolution 03-19 captioned as follows:

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK, ARIZONA TO REQUEST THE REPEAL OF 2004 LEGISLATION REGARDING SHARING OF MUNICIPAL COURT COLLECTIONS.

Councilmember Simmons made a motion to adopt the resolution as read.  Councilmember Budenholzer seconded.  A roll call vote was held with the following results:  Councilmember Bradley, “aye”, Councilmember Stuart, “aye” Councilmember Dewitt, “aye”, Councilmember Simmons, Aye”, Councilmember Budenholzer, Aye” and Mayor Smithson, “aye”.

(Item #F)

Finance Director Hill explained that the court collections have to be certified by Council quarterly and the good news is that revenue is low so the City does not have to pay into the State.  Councilmember DeWitt made a motion to certify the Court collections.  Councilmember Stuart seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

(Item #G)

Mayor Smithson stated this item to be discussed in executive session.
