MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE


HOLBROOK CITY COUNCIL HELD ON FEBRUARY 22, 2011 
CALL TO ORDER:  

Mayor Hill called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.
ROLL CALL:

Mayor Jeff Hill, Councilmembers Wade Carlisle, Richard Peterson, Myron Maxwell, and Charles Haussman.   Vice-Mayor Matthew Searles was absent and excused due to work related travel and Councilmember Phillip Cobb was absent and excused due to illness.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE/INVOCATION:

Finance Director Sullivan led the pledge of allegiance and City Clerk Reyes gave the invocation.
CITY STAFF:  

City Manager Ray Alley, Chief of Police Mark Jackson, Finance Director Randall Sullivan and City Clerk Cher Reyes.

PETITIONS FROM THE PUBLIC:

CONSENT AGENDA
Councilmember Maxwell made a motion to approve the items on the consent agenda.  
A. Claims/payment approval for January 20, 2011 thru February 16, 2011.
B. Minutes of the Regular meeting held on January 25, 2011.
Councilmember Peterson seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

CLAIMS/PAYMENT APPROVAL FOR: Walt’s Hardware:  This item was tabled until next meeting due to a lack of quorum once Mayor Hill and Councilmember Carlisle recused themselves.
SUMMARY OF CURRENT EVENTS:

Mayor:
1. Mayor Hill reported that Councilmember Carlisle, Chief Jackson and he had attended a Senate Hearing on SB1177 which is the proposed Public Intoxication legislation which the City is a part of.  Mayor Hill stated that it was decided to form a study group for this bill and this process will take at least one year. 
2. Mayor Hill reported that ADOT will reconstruct 8 miles of I-40 from Sun Valley to Perkins Valley this summer.

Councilmembers:
NONE.

Manager’s Report:
1. Finance Director Sullivan presented the December Financial statements to the Council.  Mr. Sullivan reported that for December two Departments were above expenditures.  Finance Director Sullivan stated that the General Fund is operating with an income.  Mr. Sullivan stated that expenses for the new water well are beginning to come in and HURF is at a slight loss. 
2. Finance Director Sullivan reported that the 2009-2010 Audit is complete and contains several recommendations for improvement. 
3. Manager Alley reported that increase for Cart rentals at the Golf Course could be possibly coming to Council.
4. Manager Alley reported that changes to the Outside of Holbrook Water User Fees will come to the Council at a later date.
5. Manager Alley reported that the Court Automation Fee needs to be increaseD and a User Fee needs to be established and this also will be coming to Council at a later date.
6. Manager Alley reported that every cent of HURF Funds and HURF Reserves will be spent on roads this year as they are so bad.
7. Manager Alley reported that the McLaws Road project is still on the schedule with a start date of April 15.  Manager Alley stated that this will be a brand new road from the corner of Romero to the County Road, over 1 mile long.  Manager Alley reported that the City will contribute $50,000, County Supervisor J.R. DeSpain will contribute $50,000 from Discretionary Funds and the County will pay the remainder.  
NEW BUSINESS:
A.  Jack Young, Treasurer of the Bucket of Blood Re-Enactors, Inc. gave Council a brief overview of what the group does and their upcoming events. Mr. Young reported that Lee Earl who is the official Commodore Perry re-enactor has passed away and that Andy Pickett will take his place as Commodore Perry. Mr. Young stated that the Group is requesting funds in the amount of $600.00 from the City Council. Mr. Young stated that group has a 501-3.C designation and any support the Council could offer would be beneficial. Mayor Hill stated that he believes that this funding is Tourism related and is well within the scope of what the City should provide.  Councilmember Haussman asked if the Chamber would have the funding for the group.   Manager Alley asked that the Council direct him to work with the Chamber to obtain the funding for this group and reminded the Council that there is a contingency amount in the Chamber budget.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that he would give the Group $100.00 and then made a motion to instruct Manager Alley to work with the Chamber to obtain the other $500.00.  Councilmember Haussman seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
B. Manager Alley requested permission from the Council to apply for the SCEPP program through ADEQ which will make it easier for Holbrook to meet the requirements of the law and provide assistance in light of limited resources.  Manager Alley stated that this includes storm water prevention, air quality and other environmental matters. Manager Alley stated that this is a pro-active tool for small communities with limited resources to help them with all the rules and laws for different environmental issues. Councilmember Carlisle stated that having our own state offices such as ADEQ is very important so that they can provide programs such as this and be a buffer between us and the EPA.  Councilmember Maxwell made a motion to direct Manager Alley to submit the request for Small Community Environmental Protection Plan.  Councilmember Haussman seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
C. Mayor Hill presented Resolution 11-04 captioned as follows:

AN RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK AUTHORIZING RENEWAL FOR THE CITY OF HOLBROOK’S MEMBERSHIP IN THE RURAL ARIZONA GROUP HEALTH TRUST
  Manager Alley stated that this trust is the City’s current health care insurance provider and the rates for 2012 will increase 2.6% for health and 3% for dental.  Manager Alley stated that Staff is requesting to be allowed to extend the membership for a three year period.  Councilmember Haussman made a motion to renew the membership with Rural Arizona Group Health trust for a three year period.  Councilmember Carlisle seconded and the Resolution was adopted unanimously.
D. Mayor Hill presented Ordinance 11-01 captioned as follows for its first reading:

AN ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK, ARIZONA, AMENDING THE CITY CODE, CHAPTER 3, ARTICLE 3-4 GENERAL OFFENSES, ADDING SECTION 3-4-10, INTOXICATING BEVERAGES AND ARTICLE 3-7, CITY PARKS, BY AMENDING SECTION 3-4-3 INTOXICATING BEVERAGES; PERMIT REQUIRED, ESTABLISHING AN EFFECTIVE DATE; AND PROVIDING FOR REPEAL AND SEVERABILITY. 
Chief Jackson stated that a dent has been made in the public intoxication but putting this Ordinance in place will help even more.  Chief Jackson stated that currently at the parks no consumption of alcohol is allowed and this ordinance will change that to read that no alcohol can be in anyone’s possession on any City owned property such as the Parks, Court House, ball fields or alleyways.  Chief Jackson stated that this will allow the officers to take the alcohol from persons who have it in their possession.   Chief Jackson stated that the way the ordinance is currently written they can only confiscate the alcohol if it is opened and being consumed. Chief Jackson stated this will give the officers another tool to deal with the public intoxication. City Clerk Reyes stated that the City Attorney has reviewed this Ordinance and this would only pertain to City owned property such as the Parks and Golf Course but will not affect rights of ways or sidewalks. Mayor Hill asked if a permit can be acquired to allow for alcohol on City property for Golf Tournaments, etc.   Chief Jackson stated that a permit could be issued.

E. Manager Alley stated that as the Golf Course has an unmanned Pro Shop it has been suggested that a debit card machine be installed at the Course in case persons need cash when golfing.   Manager Alley stated that it is the City’s responsibility to fill the machine with cash and the $2.00 fee which is charged goes to the machine owner and the money withdrawn would be deposited into the City’s account.   Manager Alley stated that after the first 25 transactions the fee is split between the City and the Machine owner.  Manager Alley stated that the machine will not cost the City but could make the City money if the transactions exceed 25 per month.  Manager Alley stated that the money will only dispense $5.00 bills.  Councilmember Peterson made a motion to enter into the agreement for the placement of the ATM.  Councilmember Carlisle seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
F. Manager Alley asked that the Council declare Dana Kepner the sole source provider for Sensus Meters as they are the only provider in the State of Arizona and Staff would like to upgrade the meters to touch read at Sun Valley with the money which was saved on the Water Well installation.  Manager Alley stated that he will be coming back to Council at a later date to purchase the actual meters as it will be a $14,000 expense.  Councilmember Peterson made a motion to declare Dana Kepner a Sole Source Provider. Councilmember Haussman seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

G. Manager Alley presented bid results for the Landfill services.  Manager Alley stated that two bids were received with the lowest most responsible bidder being Waste Management at the rate of $17.50 per ton and $285.00 per haul which could potentially save the City $35,000.00.  Manager Alley stated that our current provider Blue Hills Environmental has provided excellent service for all the years we have utilized their services. Manager Alley asked that the Council award the contract to Waste Management for the period of one year.  Councilmember Haussman made a motion to award the landfill services to Waste Management for a period of one year.  Councilmember Haussman seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
H. Mayor Hill expressed his appreciation to the Family of Zelda Gray for all her years of service to the City and extended condolences again for their loss.  Mayor Hill stated that Lester Pate has been recommended by City Clerk Reyes and Councilmember Carlisle and is willing to serve in the position.  Councilmember Maxwell made a motion to appoint Lester Pate to serve on the Planning and Zoning Commission.  Councilmember Carlisle seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

I. Manager Alley stated that the Petracom agreement with the City expired in October and needs to be renewed.  Manager Alley stated that the agreement allows Petracom to use the transmitting site located at the Treatment Plant in exchange for them broadcasting the Council meetings.  Councilmember Haussman made a motion to enter into the agreement with Petracom.  Councilmember Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
J. Mayor Hill presented Ordinance 11-02 for its first reading captioned as follows:

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK, ARIZONA, AMENDING THE HOLBROOK CITY CODE 6-5 ENTITLED MEDICAL MARIJUANA DISPENSARIES AND CULTIVATION LOCATIONS SECTION 6-5-3 (3) LOCATION AND DESIGNATING AN EFFECTIVE DATE

Manager Alley stated that the original Medical Marijuana ordinance was written without knowing all the details of the law.  Manager Alley said that since that time Staff has learned more and would like to expand the Zoning which allows for the dispensaries and cultivation sites to include C-2 General Commercial and to also remove the Conditional Use Permit requirements.  Manager Alley stated that if there is a Medical Marijuana Dispensary in Holbrook this will prevent persons from being allowed to get a permit to grown it themselves.  Manager Alley stated that the City is being pro-active to alleviate problems that could arise.   City Clerk Reyes stated that the word “Commercial” will be added before Cultivation sites for the second reading of the Ordinance.  Manager Alley stated that this item may come back to the Council again as it is a work in progress at this time.
K. Mayor Hill made a motion to cancel the Regular Meeting for March 8, 2011 due to the election.  Councilmember Peterson seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

L. Manager Alley asked permission from the Council to be allowed to choose which attorney is assigned certain duties in an attempt to save funding.  Manager Alley stated that he would like to utilize the Attorney’s that the City currently has based on their expertise for certain items.  Manager Alley stated that he understands that the Attorney is the Council’s employee but Staff does use them and he would like the ability to choose who would be the best at the time. Councilmember Haussman asked Finance Director Sullivan how much has been spent of Attorney’s this year so far.  Finance Director Sullivan replied right at $32,000.00 Councilmember Haussman made a motion to allow the City Manager to have discretion over which Attorney is used for items.  Councilmember Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously

CALL TO THE AUDIENCE:

Mark Kranich petitioned the Council regarding barking dogs in his neighborhood.  Mr. Kranich stated that he has spoken to both the City Manager and the Chief of Police regarding this matter.  Mr. Kranich stated that he had called the Police Department 35 documented times regarding the 5 dogs. Mr. Kranich stated that it is very difficult for him to sleep unless he moves to the other side of his house.
