Mr. Belknap stated that the groups goals were as follows: to advise the Council to sell or not to sell the Golf Course, Give recommendations on golf course improvements and Mr. Belknap stated that the Committee would like to add Ken Karges as a Member and include City Clerk Millage as a voting member and these items would be on the Committees next agenda.

Grants Writer/Administrator Kovach reported that Dr. Daugherty’s NAU class is wiling to conduct a workforce study as part of their doctorate and asked that Council approve a letter of support for this effort.  Mr. Kovach stated that every potential economic development client that visits Holbrook questions workforce number and this study will be very helpful.  Mr. Kovach stated that it will also be compatible with the Department of Commerce web-site and the Census website.  Councilmember Stuart made a motion to approve the letter of support.  Councilmember Simmons seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Grants Writer/Administrator Kovach presented the Council with a letter of intent from L&M Recovery seeking to rent land from the City.  Mr. Kovach explained that L&M Recovery has nothing to do with the Detox Center but rather they are a repossession\recovery company which helps lending institutions recover property.  Mr. Kovach stated that the Company is in operation already but sometimes have too much for their property to handle so they are seeking additional property. Mayor Smithson asked if they had a specific property in mind.  Mayor Smithson made a motion for Staff to continue negotiations with L&M Recovery to locate a specific property and determine a rental fee then bring back to Council.  Vice-Mayor Font seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
