MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE


HOLBROOK CITY COUNCIL HELD ON JULY 22, 2008 
CALL TO ORDER:  

Mayor Hill called the meeting to order at 7:04 p.m.

 ROLL CALL:

Mayor Jeff Hill, Vice-Mayor Cynthia Stuart, Councilmembers Phil Cobb, Charles Haussman, Kent Darris, Wade Carlisle and Stuart Szink.  
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE/INVOCATION:

Councilmember Szink led the pledge of allegiance and Councilmember Carlisle gave the invocation.

MISSION STATEMENT:

Mayor Hill read the Mission Statement. 

CITY STAFF:  

City Manager Carlo Pilgrim, Chief of Police DWayne Hartup, Attorney Sterling Solomon and City Clerk Cher Millage. 
CEREMONIALS/ANNOUNCMENTS/PRESENTATION:
Mayor Hill officially welcomed new Manager Carlo Pilgrim to Holbrook and stated that he looked forward to a long working relationship with Mr. Pilgrim.  Mr. Pilgrim stated that he was proud to be the City Manager of Holbrook.

CONSENT AGENDA:
Councilmember Cobb made a motion to approve the items on the consent agenda.

Councilmember Haussman seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
CLAIMS/PAYMENT APPROVAL FOR JUNE 19, 2008 THRU JULY 19,  2008: Walt’s Hardware:
Mayor Hill and Councilmember Carlisle excused themselves from this item as they are owners of Walt’s Hardware.  Councilmember Szink made a motion to approve the claims for Walt’s Hardware in the amount of $156.93.  Councilmember Cobb seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

 SUMMARY OF CURRENT EVENTS:

Mayor:
A.  Mayor Hill commended the Fire Department for the 4th of July display stating that it was the most spectacular ever.

Council Members:
A. Councilmember Cobb commented on the list of empty/vacant buildings which was provided to Council by HIDC at the last meeting: Sun and Sand has been sold and they are working on cleaning it up, Farr West Trading is being cleaned up, Golden Inn has been remodeled and is open for business, McGee’s Plaza is scheduled to be demolished, Old Bus Depot has been worked on and cleaned up and the Best Inn is occupied.  Councilmember Cobb stated that the City is looking better and we are making a stand.
B. Councilmember Cobb stated that the cemetery was cleaned by the Parks crew and DOC’s so no social activity is needed by the Council to do this.

C. Councilmember Haussman also commended the Holbrook Volunteer Fire Department and the Police Department saying how much he appreciates their service and community effort.

OLD BUSINESS:

(Item #A)
Manager Pilgrim asked that the Council expand the work session to be held on August 26, 2008 to include other interested Health Care providers along with Dr. Maestas as there are several parties who are interested in providing health care to Holbrook.  Mr. Pilgrim asked that the work session be scheduled at 5:30 p.m. to allow enough time for discussion.  Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to hold a work session on healthcare on August 26, 2008 at 5:30 p.m. and to instruct Manager Pilgrim to contact the 4th party to facilitate the meeting. Councilmember Cobb seconded and the motion carried unanimously. Vice-Mayor Stuart stated that she had a problem with this agenda item being under Old Business as sometimes things come up later on in the agenda that need a work session.  Attorney Solomon informed Vice-Mayor Stuart that she could discuss this with Manager Pilgrim and he could revise the agenda.
(Item #B)

Mayor Hill presented Ordiance 08-03 captioned as follows:

ORDINANCE NO. 08-03

AN ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK, ARIZONA , AMENDING CHAPTERS 3-1-8(A)(2); 3-1-8(B)(2); 3-1-11(C); 3-1-11(E); 3-1-11(G); 3-1-11(H) AND ADDING SECTION 3-1-8(D) TO THE HOLBROOK MUNICIPAL CODE AND DESIGNATING AN EFFECTIVE DATE:  

Vice-Mayor Stuart made a motion to adopt Ordiance 08-03 with corrections in spelling.  Councilmember Darris seconded.  A roll call vote was held with the following results:

Councilmember Carlisle, “aye”, Councilmember Cobb, “aye”, Councilmember Darris, “aye”, Councilmember Haussman, “aye”, Councilmember Szink, “aye”, Vice-Mayor Stuart, “aye” and Mayor Hill, “aye”.
(Item #C)

Attorney Solomon explained that he still has not been able to finish negotiations with the representative from Verizon and asked that this item be tabled.  Mr. Solomon stated that he would have this lease information to the Council no later than August 7, 2008.  

Councilmember Cobb made a motion to table this item.  Vice-Mayor Stuart seconded and the item was tabled unanimously.

(Item #D)

Chief of Police Hartup stated that he has had a discussion with Manager Pilgrim regarding this item and has decided to withdraw his offer.  Attorney Solomon stated that since Chief Hartup is withdrawing the Council will not have to vote on this item.
(Item #E)
Attorney Solomon stated that he has spoken with Carsi Development and they are sticking to the purchase of the property at $800.00 for two lots. Attorney Solomon stated that he is recommending that Council direct the Manager or Himself to negotiate a lease with Carsi.  Attorney Solomon stated that Carsi only wants the property for access to their billboards which already exist adjacent to the property.  Councilmember Cobb made a motion to instruct Staff to enter into negotiations for a lease with Carsi Development.  Councilmember Cobb amended his motion to read to direct Carlo to enter into negotiations for a lease with Carsi Development.  Vice-Mayor Stuart seconded.  Manager Pilgrim told the Council that he would negotiate with the best interests of the City being considered. The Mayor called for the question and the motion carried unanimously.
