Councilmember Carlisle, “aye”, Councilmember Cobb, “aye”, Councilmember
Haussman, “aye”, Councilmember Maxwell, “aye”, Vice-Mayor Searles, “aye” and
Mayor Hill, “aye

NEW BUSINESS:

Mayor Hill made a motion to move New Business item F to the beginning of new
business. Councilmember Cobb seconded and the item was moved unanimously.

(ltem F)

Rod Ross, Government Relations Administrator for Navajo County asked that the
Council approve a letter of supportor of the Four Forest Initiative. Mr. Ross stated that
Navajo County is a strong support of this initiative and that it will empower the forest
service to expand the number of acres that can be thinned per year. Mr. Ross stated
that the thinning would be based on sound science, would be friendly to the ecology
and would restore the forests to their natural state. Mr. Ross stated that restoring the
forests would prevent a large scale forest fire like the one in 2002. Mr. Ross stated that
this would create 600 jobs. Mayor Hill asked if the thinning would be primarily small
diameter trees. Mr. Ross stated that this is correct. Councilmember Cobb asked if this
is the same agreement as in 2006. Mr. Ross stated that it has been years in the
making. Councilmember Haussman asked if there would be thinning in designated
wilderness areas. Mr. Ross stated that this is still undetermined. Councilmember
Carlisle made a motion to approve the letter as written to be signed by the Mayor

tonight. Councilmember Haussman seconded. Mr. Ross stated that they would like

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signatures of all the Council members. Councilmember Carlisle amended his motion to
read to approve the letter as written to be signed by all Council members tonight.
Councilmember Haussman amended his seconded and the motion carried
unanimously.

{Item A)

Manager Pilgrim requested that the Council approve the Employment Contract with
Mark Jackson, Chief of Police. Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to approve the
employment agreement between the City of Holbrook and the Chief of Police.
Councilmember Cobb seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

(ltem B)

Chief of Police Jackson stated that after working at the Police Department he has
determined that a Lieutenant is needed. Chief Jackson stated that the position was
budgeted and approved in this year's budget but the job description and classification
has not been approved. Chief Jackson stated that that the Department has not had a
Lieutenant for several years. Chief Jackson stated that having 5 Sergeants is not
working efficiently. Chief Jackson stated that the Administrative Sergeants position will
be eliminated and that the Lieutenant will receive a salary increase. Chief Jackson
stated this will give him someone to put in charge of the Department when he is not
available. Chief Jackson stated that this will free him up to deal with issues of safety for
the Citizens of Holbrook. Vice-Mayor Searles asked if the Lieutenants position has
been under filled by a Sergeant. Chief Jackson stated that Chief Donewar eliminated
the Lieutenants position years ago. Councilmember Maxwell asked if in-house will be a

consideration. Chief Jackson stated that this position will be filled in-house. Mayor Hill

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asked if the Chief was happy with the job description. Chief Jackson stated that he
was. Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to approve the Lieutenants position and
add it to the Classification and Compensation Plan. Vice-Mayor Searls seconded and
the motion carried unanimously.

(Item C)

Manager Pilgrim stated that the Lieutenants job description has been approved and
now Staff would like permission to fill the position. Councilmember Cobb made a
motion to approve the request to fill the Lieutenant position. Counciimember
Haussman seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

{(Item D)

Mayor Hill and Counciimember Carlisle excused themselves from this item as the
President of the Chamber is Mayor Hill's wife and Councilmember Carlisle’s business
partner and left the room. Manager Pilgrim stated that he had met with Amber Hill and
Yvonne Larson regarding marketing and advertising plan and they think it makes a lot
of sense, is needed, and uses the Lodger's Tax Fund effectively for the promotion of
businesses in Holbrook. Amber Hill, Chamber President stated that Yvonne Larson had
prepared the Advertising and Marketing Plan. Ms. Hill stated that the Board of Directors
has looked at what, who and where and how they are marketing Holbrook and inviting
persons in. Ms. Hill stated that the 2005 Tourism Plan has a wealth of knowledge and
she will make sure that Finance Director Sullivan has a copy. Ms. Hill stated that the
information contained in this document is applicable. Ms. Hill stated that the Board

evaluated everything they have spent money on and determined what should be funded

plus they looked at new opportunities. Ms. Larson explained each aspect of the

(498)
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Advertising and Marketing Plan that the Chamber has determined is effective and is
requesting funds for while Ms. Hill showed the Council the brochures for each. Ms.
Larson stated that billboards are very effective for Motels and Hotels. Ms. Larson
stated that the Marquis is the majority of the funding and will be in conjunction with the
County and School District. Ms. Larson stated that the School District has applied for a
grant which will fund this for $§7000.00. Ms. LLarson stated that the sign will be neon and
have “Home of the Holbrook Roadrunners” on it. Ms. Larson stated that the County will
contribute $10,000.00 towards the sign. Councilmember Cobb asked if the $10,000.00
will be deducted from the amount the Chamber is requesting. Ms. Larson stated that
they have not calculated this in since the County has contributed additional funding the
Chamber is going to look into a double sided sign. Councilmember Cobb asked if this
is for a single sided sign. Ms. Larson stated that it was. Ms. Larson stated that the
Chamber is looking to get a high resolution LED. Vice-Mayor Searles asked if this is
money that has already been budgeted. Manager Pilgrim stated that it is not and a
budget amendment will be needed. Finance Director Sullivan stated that the next item
on the agenda is a budget amendment to be able to pay for these items if the Council
chooses to fund the plan. Vice-Mayor Searles asked if the Marquis was removed from
the package would we lose one or both marquis. Ms. Larson stated that the marquis on
10" and Hopi is paid for so only the marquis on the corner would be lost.
Councilmember Cobb asked if the Chamber would have enough money to operate if
this plan is approved and asked who is responsible for the Court House if a window
gets broken. Finance Director Sullivan stated that the utilities and upkeep of the Court

House is already in the budget in the Lodger's Tax. Finance Director Sullivan stated
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that the City is paying the bills rather than the Chamber. Counciimember Cobb asked
what happens if the $155,000 in Lodger's Tax doesn’t come through he is concerned
that the Chamber will not have enough funding to operate. Ms. Hill explained that for
this fiscal year the entire Chamber budget is coming out of the Chamber checking and
the City is not funding any of the Chamber budget. Ms. Hill stated that these marketing
items are the first request for funding from the City. Councilmember Cobb asked if they
were using money from their savings. Ms. Hill stated that they were. Councilmember
Haussman stated that he liked the marquis and thanked Ms. Larson for all her hard
work and for pursuing her vision. Councilmember Haussman stated that he also liked
the Advertising and Marketing plan asking how they are going to measure the
effectiveness of the plan in a year. Ms. Hill stated that this will be done through
surveys. Councilmember Cobb asked how big Mr. Gray’s biliboard was. Ms. Hill stated
that the statistics on the billboards is that the ones closer to town are more effective and
the Chamber has Lodgers who are willing to fund of a portion of the billbocards. Ms. Hill
stated that signage is important because once we get people in town we want them to
know where they can go. Ms. Hill stated that the Chamber will not re-do the existing
billboards but will purchase ones closer to town. Councilmember Maxwell made a
motion to approve the funding for the Holbrook Chamber of Commerce Advertising and
Marketing Plan. Counciimember Haussman seconded and the motion carried
unanimously.

(tem E)

Finance Director Sullivan stated that to make the approved plan happen monies will

have to be re-directed into the different categories. Finance Director Sullivan stated
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thaf included in this budget amendment is an amendment to hire a full time person for
the Chamber depending on how the Memorandum of Understanding with the Chamber
works out. Manager Pilgrim stated that a draft MOU has been prepared as designated
by Council several months ago. Manager Pilgrim stated that the MOU is being
reviewed by Attorney Pontrelli. Manager Pilgrim stated that in the MOU someone has
to take over the receptionist as the Petrified Forest Museum Association is withdrawing
their participation from the Court House activities for which they provide a receptionist 5
days per week. Ménager Pilgrim stated this position will be funded from the Lodger's
Tax and this may or may not happen depending on the outcome of the MOU. Manager
Pilgrim stated that the budget amendment will be needed to get the Advertising and
Marketing Plan up and running and the Councii could strike the receptionist position at
a later date. Vice-Mayor Searles asked if items had been struck from the budget to
make room for this. Finance Director Sullivan stated that a budget was created without
detail as Staff did not know what would be spent from Lodger's Tax. Finance Director
Sullivan stated that the items that were known were broken out and the remainder of
the funding was placed in Professional Services knowing that Staff would have to come
to Council for a budget amendment after it was determined how it would be spent.
Finance Director Sullivan stated that $10,000 will be taken from miscellaneous, $50,523
from Professional and Consulting and $10,000 from Repairs and Maintenance with
these amounts being re-distributed to cover the costs of the Advertising plan and the
receptionist position. Finance Director Sullivan stated that he has provided the budget
amendment, the adopted budget and the revised adopted budget for the Council.

Finance Director Sullivan stated that the amount for the total budget is still $155,000.00.
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Councilmember Cobb asked about repairs and maintenance being at zero in the
adjusted budget. Finance Director Sullivan stated that repairs and maintenance are
being done by City Staff. Councilmember Maxwell stated that this locks like a great
opportunity to sell Holbrook. Councilmember Cobb made a motion to approve the
budget amendment. Councilmember Haussman seconded and the motion carried
unanimously.
