MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE


HOLBROOK CITY COUNCIL HELD ON AUGUST 8, 2006
CALL TO ORDER:  

Vice-Mayor Font called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. 

ROLL CALL:

Vice-Mayor Jeff Font, Councilmembers Spike Simmons, Charles Haussman, Wade Carlisle, Cynthia Stuart and Stuart Szink.  Mayor Bryan Smithson was absent as he was on vacation.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE/INVOCATION:

Councilmember Haussman led the pledge of allegiance and Paul Barger of the Southern Baptist Church gave the invocation.

MISSION STATEMENT:

Vice-Mayor Font read the Mission Statement. 

CITY STAFF:  

City Manager David Newlin, Public Works Director Dick Young, Attorney Morgan Brown, Chief of Police DWayne Hartup, Grants Writer/Administrator/Economic Development Director A’Kos Kovach and City Clerk Cher Millage.

MINUTES:

Minutes of the regular meeting held on July 25, 2006 were presented for review.  Councilmember Simmons made a motion to approve the minutes.    Councilmember Szink seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

CEREMONIALS/ANNOUNCEMENTS/PRESENTATION:

J.R. DeSpain Navajo County Supervisor thanked the Council for letting County Manager and himself attend the meeting to make a presentation on Proposition 400.  County Manager Jayne gave a presentation on Proposition 400, which will increase the County expenditure limit if adopted.  Mr. Jayne stated that the approval of the Proposition would not increase property taxes; it will only effect the limitation on expenditures by the County allowing for the spending of revenues that are already available.  Mr. Jayne stated that the County does not feel they will ever need to come back to the voters for an increase again as they feel the estimate on the population increase is sufficient.  County Supervisor DeSpain asked that the City Council approve a Resolution of Support.  Councilmember Simmons made a motion to approve the resolution supporting increasing the Navajo County expenditure limit Councilmember Stuart seconded.  A roll call vote was held with the following results: Councilmember Carlisle, “aye”, Councilmember Haussman, “aye”, Councilmember Simmons, “aye”, Councilmember Stuart, “aye”, Councilmember Szink, “aye” and Vice-Mayor Font, “aye”.

Vice-Mayor Font presented a Proclamation recognizing two months of religious tolerance and understanding.  Marlin Gillespie stated that this is the third year the Holbrook Interfaith Council has requested this proclamation.  Vice-Mayor Font made a motion to proclaim the months of September and October as Religious Tolerance and understanding.  Councilmember Stuart seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Chief of Police Hartup introduced the Volunteers in Police: Amir Montalvo, Doyce Stuart, Harry Hooper and Bill Moyer.   Chief Hartup stated that the group is a great help to the Citizens of Holbrook and they have already volunteered 50 hours of service.  Chief Hartup recognized Sgt. Jody Harrelson as being the coordinator of the group and commending him on his efforts in getting the group organized. 

PETITIONS FROM THE PUBLIC REGARDING ITEMS ON THE AGENDA:

Brad Rishel thanked the City for its health care initiative which brought many State resources and local providers together and through this the Family Healing Center was introduced to North Country Community Health Center and they have offered to acquire the Center in Holbrook.  Mr. Rishel stated that this would give more muscle to bring in more health service. Mr. Rishel petitioned the Council regarding the NPC Land proposal encouraging and supporting this effort if the City is looking at it as a medical campus. 

Leo Maestas petitioned the Council regarding Item 10 (a) on the agenda, Ordinance 06-08 authorizing the sale of real property of the City of Holbrook, Bryan and Nancy Smithson, 1st reading.  Mr. Maestas stated that he has voiced his concerns on decision-making by elected officials and the egregious things that he has witnessed by this elected body.  Mr. Maestas stated that we have watched the Mayor be appointed bids by members of the elected body and have watched properties being sold to the Mayor. [image: image1.wmf]Mr. Maestas stated that he had no problem with the Vice-Mayor’s parents buying property but when the top officials buy property from the City of Holbrook he thinks that the reason being is that the Council is privy to information that the commoners are not privy to.  Mr. Maestas stated that the Council has first hand information for things that are about to transpire and it is wrong and bad in the first degree.  Mr. Maestas stated that as a governing body they all have a conflict of interest, they are elected and governed by law and moral character and that is what gives them power to be there.  Mr. Maestas stated that some of the elected body does not pray to the same God as he does.  Mr. Maestas stated that inside trading is in the papers all over America and head officials are being sued.  Mr. Maestas stated that even though the Mayor recuses himself from an item he feels the Council who is elected to serve with the Mayor had a conflict of interest in voting on something for the Mayor. Mr. Maestas asked the Council to look in the mirror at them when they leave tonight and ask themselves if they voted their conscious and is what I did wrong by letting the Mayor buy property. Mr. Maestas stated that he was not a part of the good ole boy system of Holbrook.  Mr. Maestas stated that he feared nobody in this Country or this town.  Mr. Maestas stated that the Council as an elected body has a conflict of interest by awarding anything to anyone on the Council.

Dr. Andrew Maestas asked to be allowed to petition the Council for an item that wasn't listed on the agenda at this point on the agenda.  Councilmember Szink and Stuart stated that they felt the Council should follow the agenda.  Vice-Mayor Font asked Dr. Maestas to go ahead with his petition. [image: image2.wmf] Dr. Maestas thanked the City for repairing a valve for the sprinkler system and that this helped him to cross an obstacle to get enough water pressure for the sprinkler system.  Dr. Maestas read a letter from the Department of Health Services stating that the hospital design meets State requirements. Dr. Maestas stated that he is ready to deliver the application forms to the State and would be doing such.  Dr. Maestas stated that it would take 120 days to get the hospital open. Dr. Maestas stated that he has set a tentative opening date for the hospital of December 25, 2006.

Council Members:

A. Councilmember Szink asked that Mr. Young give details about the bikes for books program.  [image: image3.wmf]Mr. Young stated that 27 children turned in reading tickets and the following individuals won bikes for their efforts:  Brennan O’Hair, Ashlyn O’Hair, Sheridena Nakai and Suzanna Fitzgerald.  The Chaldonecy Lodge sponsored the program.

B. Councilmember Stuart offered condolences to the families of long time residents Winston Scorse and Kathy Arnold.

  
Manager’s Report:

A. Manager Newlin reported the problem with the radio broadcasts has been nd repaired and he thanked KDJI for their support in the Community and for correcting this situation.

B. Manager Newlin presented the new City Flag, which will be carried at the Parade of Flags by Councilmember Simmons at the League Conference.  Manager Newlin noted that the colors represent our area more, is unique in style and has a somewhat Native American appearance. 

C. Manager Newlin reported that the Bread of Life Mission would be coming to the Council on September 5, 2006 to ask for the City’s support of the winter shelter.

D. Chief of Police Hartup presented a statistical report for arrests and shoplifting of alcohol at Safeway comparing these numbers before and after reconfiguration of the door on the east side.  Chief Hartup reported that the east door is now closed and is used for an emergency exit only.  Mr. Hartup stated that the situation will continue to be monitored but at this time the number was cut in half after the closure of the doors.  Chief Hartup thanked Safeway for their efforts. Mr. Hartup stated this equates in less calls per service and allows more time to do patrolling.  

E. Manager Newlin announced that Alex Baker, Parks and Recreation Supervisor has resigned from the City’s employment after 17 years and will go to work for APS. Mr. Newlin stated that Mr. Baker was a real asset to the City and that he will be missed.

CLAIMS:

Councilmember Simmons made a motion to approve the claims in the amount of $196,284.04.  Councilmember Szink seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  

OLD BUSINESS:

(Item #A)

Manager Newlin recommended that a work session be held on development issues and the general plan on September 5, 2006 6:00 p.m. Manager Newlin stated that Staff would also request a work session to be held on September 26, 2006 at 6:00 p.m. for the Hill Interceptor line.  Vice-Mayor Font made a motion to hold both work sessions as requested.  Councilmember Szink seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

(Item #B)

Vice-Mayor Font presented Ordinance 06-07 captioned as follows for its second reading:

ORDINANCE NO.  06-07
AN ORDINANCE LEVYING UPON THE ASSESSED VALUATION OF THE PROPERTY WITHIN THE CITY OF HOLBROOK SUBJECT TO TAXATION A CERTAIN SUM CURRENT ESTIMATE 0. 5216 UPON EACH ONE HUNDRED DOLLARS ($100.00) OF VALUATION SUFFICIENT TO RAISE THE AMOUNT ESTIMATED TO BE RECEIVED FROM OTHER SOURCES OF REVENUE:  PROVIDING FUNDS FOR VARIOUS BOND REDEMPTIONS FOR THE PURPOSE OF PAYING INTEREST UPON BONDED INDEBTEDNESS AND PROVIDING FUNDS FOR GENERAL MUNICIPAL EXPENSES:  FOR THE FISCAL YEAR ENDING THE 30TH DAY OF JUNE, 2007.

Councilmember Simmons made a motion to adopt the Ordinance as presented.  Councilmember Szink seconded. A roll call vote was held with the following results: Councilmember Carlisle, “aye”, Councilmember Haussman, “aye”, Councilmember Simmons, “aye”, Councilmember Stuart, “aye”, Councilmember Szink, “aye” and Vice-Mayor Font, “aye”.

NEW BUSINESS:

(Item #A) [image: image4.wmf]Councilmember Stuart recused herself from this item as she is related to the parties involved and left the room. Councilmember Szink commented that he feels that the parties involved have taken every step as to not influence the Councilmembers regarding this item and they have always excused themselves from discussion regarding this item and he sees no conflict of interest on then endeavor. Councilmember Simmons concurred and said that he feels it is very unfortunate that sad remarks were made earlier this evening, which were not relevant as any citizen has the right to buy and sell property as far as the proper procedures are followed.  Councilmember Simmons made a motion to adopt Ordiance 06-08 as presented.  Vice-Mayor reminded Councilmember Simmons that this is the first reading and a motion is not required.  Councilmember Simmons withdrew his motion. Vice-Mayor Font presented Ordiance 06-08 for its first reading captioned as follows: 

ORDINANCE NO. 06-08

AN ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK, ARIZONA, AUTHORIZING THE SALE OF REAL PROPERTY OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK; NAMELY THE PROPERTY MORE FULLY DESCRIBED IN EXHIBIT “A” ATTACHED HERETO. 

Councilmember Stuart returned to the Council Chambers.

(Item #B, Item #C)

Councilmember Simmons made a motion to approve the special event liquor license applications from the American Legion for the dates of August 19 and August 26, 2006.  Councilmember Szink seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  Vice-Mayor Font questioned City Clerk Millage on whether these licenses are still being tracked.  City Clerk Millage stated that they were and that the Legion is allowed 10 per year per license which they have 3 licenses so 30 special events per year could be held.

(Item #D)

[image: image5.wmf] Ray McLaws of the Holbrook Youth Football League came before the Council requesting funds for the league.  Mr. McLaws stated that this year the plans are to have 3 teams in different age groups and that the League has been in organization for 4 years.  Mr. McLaws stated the funding would be used to replace equipment. Councilmember Haussman asked how many kids were out for football?  Mr. McLaws stated that as of today there are 31 kids signed up for football and 16 for cheerleading. Councilmember Haussman asked who funded the set up of the League?  Mr. McLaws replied the City of Holbrook and different businesses.  Councilmember Simmons reported that in 1998 the Council had approved $1000.00 per year and he understands that costs have increased but can the $2000.00 be managed in the amount that is budgeted for this fiscal year. Manager Newlin stated that Staff had discussed this item during their weekly meeting and came to the conclusion that there is not a good policy in place for funds request and Staff would recommend tabling this item until a policy can be written up, as there is not funds budgeted for this. Manager Newlin stated that by having a policy in place the playing field would be evened out for others who may come before the Council with such requests. Councilmember Stuart stated that this item should come from the recreation budget not the Council budget, as it is a recreational item. Manager Newlin stated that should be part of the policy then. Councilmember Stuart asked how tabling this item would affect the program.  Mr. McLaws stated that the season would still go ahead.  Councilmember Stuart suggested that anyone who wishes to request funding do so before the budget is established, as it cannot be changed.  Mr. McLaws apologized saying that they are a new board and this is all new to them too. Councilmember Simmons stated that the Council could see that the funding is needed but agrees that a policy needs to be in place and that he feels the funds can be found someplace. Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to table this request until Staff can bring a policy for funds request to the Council for adoption.  Councilmember Szink seconded.  Vice-Mayor called for the question and the motion carried on a 5 for 1 against vote with Councilmember Stuart casting the “nay” vote. 

(Item #E)

[image: image6.wmf]Public Works Director Young presented bid results for the Navajo Boulevard Drainage Channel.  Mr. Young recommended that the bid be awarded to the lowest most responsible bidder Haydon Building Corp in the amount of $178,000.00, which includes the erosion control.  Mr. Young stated that this amount is budgeted in the streets capital.  Councilmember Stuart asked what had to be given up as the bid was over the estimate?  Mr. Young stated that the City would not be doing any further street project beyond the projects that are already underway for this fiscal year and that nothing is being given up as the budget for last year and this year is being used to complete master plan projects.  Councilmember Stuart asked why this bid came in over Engineer’s estimate.  Mr. Young stated that the bids came in $21,000.00 over estimate probably due to fuel costs and that the highest ticket item on the bid is the rock riprap. Councilmember Stuart asked if Council could receive the information regarding bids before the meeting from now on. Mr. Young stated that all the information is in the Council packets and that this is just a comparison work sheet only. Councilmember Stuart asked if the City has used Haydon before and if we are happy with their work?  Mr. Young responded that Haydon Building Corp was the contractor for the Navajo-widening project and for the City’s street construction projects of 2nd, 3rd and 5th Avenues.   Manager Newlin reminded Council that the budget for the Navajo widening project went over the Engineer’s estimate by 30% and that it is very difficult to estimate the prices.  Manager Newlin noted that the bid from Haydon is almost $100,000.00 lower than that other bid received.  Vice-Mayor Font asked where the location of the drainage channel is?  Mr. Young stated directly south of Aliberto's before the Holiday Inn Express.   Councilmember Stuart made a motion to approve the bid to Haydon Building Corporation in the amount of $178,000.00.  Councilmember Haussman seconded.  Councilmember Stuart asked when the project would be completed?  Public Works Director Young replied “120 days”.  Councilmember Carlisle asked if Haydon would mobilize from the project they are currently working on.  Public Works Director Young stated that it would be a different crew from the street project. Vice-Mayor Font called for the question and the motion carried unanimously.

(Item #F)

[image: image7.wmf]Councilmember Carlisle declared a conflict of interest on this item and left the dais.  Manager Newlin presented the bid results for the hardware cost plus with Walt’s Hardware being the only bidder.  Manager Newlin stated that in order to comply with the City’s purchasing policy and State Statute this item put to bid as the City can only buy $1000.00 of goods from a Councilmember or Employee unless Council awards a bid. Manager Newlin stated that due to this policy the City will be prevented from doing business over $1000.00 with Alley’s Tire or Lumber as the business is owned by the spouse of an employee. Vice-Mayor Font asked Attorney Brown if this was correct.  Attorney Brown stated that by the Council awarding the bid the City could purchase from Walt’s Hardware over the $1000.00 annual limit.  Councilmember Simmons asked Attorney Brown how the following statement meets the bidding specifications “Since the mark-up varies from item to item the City may request from time to time the cost of products to ensure compliance with the bid”?  Attorney Brown stated that this allows the City to check the pricing of items but he was unsure what this statement means.  Councilmember Stuart asked Jeff Hill if he could answer the question.  Mr. Hill stated that he could not as he did not have that information. Manager Newlin stated by awarding the bid to Walt’s it will allow Staff to purchase locally but the City is not obligated to purchase from Walt’s.  Vice-Mayor Font asked about the auditor’s perspective of this?  Manager Newlin stated that there was not a lot of case law on this item.  City Clerk Millage stated that the auditor would want to see a minute entry where the Council awarded the bid to Walt’s Hardware.   Councilmember Simmons made a motion to award the bid to Walt’s Hardware for hardware cost plus.  Councilmember Stuart seconded and the motion carried unanimously. Councilmember Carlisle returned to the dais.

(Item #G)

[image: image8.wmf] Manager Newlin informed the Council that the Alcohol Transient Committee was requesting to be allowed to utilize Staff time to prepare a proposal to be submitted to NARBHA for funding of a detox center.  Vice-Chairman Velma Perkins thanked the Council for allowing her to speak to them for the committee.  Ms. Perkins stated that the City Staff has served the Committee well and thanked the Vice-Mayor and Councilmember Simmons for serving on the Committee. Ms. Perkins stated that she did not feel that the Committee left any stones unturned during the course of study. Ms. Perkins gave a brief Committee history and who the Committee has met and consulted with. Vice-Chairman Perkins thanked the Bread of Life Mission for the work they do in the Community and Dr. Wilderman for his expertise.  Ms. Perkins stated that from the beginning transportation has been an issue with the Committee asking who was going to pick up and transport the individuals, where and who is responsibility for liability? Ms. Perkins stated that the Committee has been told that there are funds available for transportation but there will be individuals who fall into the crack of not being covered. Ms. Perkins stated that the letter of intent provided by Rain Dancer makes it possible for Holbrook’s efforts to come true as Mr. Hatch states that he is willing to operate the detox center.  Ms. Perkins read from background material provided “ the three officials from NARBHA who led the last meeting stated that they expected to have $2.5 million from these funds and were prepared to commit up to $500,000 of NARBHA's own money to use for start-up, construction and basic operating costs for the detox facility.  Ms. Perkins continued saying that the State funds are one-time (to be used over a five-year period); the NARBHA funds may be ongoing after the first year and that NARBHA is then requesting "proposals" from "interested parties" to establish and operate the "Detox Center".  Their stated objective is to bring ALL of this $2.5M to the area, as we are the last remaining, seriously under-served area in the State. Complicating the entire picture is the fact that NONE of the funds noted above can be spent on the reservation, although tribal members make up the vast majority of those who need help. Vice-Chairman Perkins stated that her purpose this evening was to request that the Council to approve the request for Staff to submit a proposal to NARBHA to make Holbrook Arizona as the detox center as all the tees have been crossed and the I’s have been dotted. Ms. Perkins stated that the center would enhance Holbrook and provide more medical care. Ms. Perkins stated that the Committee is willing to continue to assist where needed but she feels that the groundwork has been done and now is the time to act and submit the proposal, which is due by the end of August. Councilmember Carlisle asked what criteria the Committee had considered when determining that Holbrook was the place to locate the detox center?  Ms. Perkins stated that Holbrook could meet the grant requirements due to the work that has already been done. Councilmember Stuart asked that public hearings be held before a decision is made. Manager Newlin commented that the Committee meetings and extensive publicity in the paper have fulfilled this over and over again and that we are at a time of action. Councilmember Stuart disagreed. Zelda Gray spoke out in favor of having the detox center located in Holbrook saying that this has been her dream for years and we have the opportunity to do it so for gosh sakes let’s do it. Councilmember Simmons stated that the proposal must be submitted by the end of August and he therefore moves to approve Staff time to prepare a formal proposal to NARBHA to locate the facility in Holbrook.  Councilmember Carlisle seconded. Vice-Mayor Font reiterated that this is submission of a proposal only.  Manager Newlin stated that the Staff and Committee have been successful in improving relationships with the Navajo Nation and that the tribe has agreed to provide funding for the center only in Holbrook. [image: image9.wmf]Councilmember Stuart stated that she would like to have public hearings so that concerns could be voiced as this was not a public forum and persons could not ask questions and this is a huge commitment for Holbrook.   Councilmember Carlisle stated that there is still time to hold public meetings after the proposal is submitted, as it is only a proposal.  Vice-Mayor Font called for the question and the motion carried unanimously.

(Item #H)

[image: image10.wmf]Chief of Police Hartup asked that Council would approve the agreement with the Holbrook School District for the School Resource Officer.  Chief Hartup stated that Chris Baker will be the SRO located at the High School and that his position would be grant funded for 100% of salary and benefits for10 months of the year. Vice-Mayor Font asked Attorney Brown if Councilmember Haussman and he need to recuse themselves from this item as they work for the school district.  Attorney Brown stated legally he does not feel they need to recuse themselves, as they will not gain financially from this agreement. Vice-Mayor Font asked if this was for two officers.  Chief Hartup stated that it was only one as the SRO at the Junior High is not an employee of the City. Councilmember Simmons made a motion to approve the Intergovernmental Agreement for the School Resource Officer. Councilmember Stuart seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

EXECUTIVE SESSION:

Vice-Mayor Font made a motion to adjourn into executive session [image: image11.wmf]for discussion, consultation or legal advice with the City Attorney for any item listed on the agenda, to instruct its representatives regarding negotiations for the purchase, sale or lease of real property-Northland Pioneer College, to instruct its representatives regarding negotiations for the purchase, sale or lease of real property-Tony Lew, and the minutes of the executive session held on July 25, 2006.  

POST EXECUTIVE SESSION:

Council reconvened into regular session at 10:10 p.m. Vice-Mayor Font made a motion to instruct Staff to meet with Northland Pioneer College Board to see if they are interested in selling, trading, leasing of the old campus and to determine[image: image12.wmf]the value of the property remaining for the purposes of economic development.  Councilmember Simmons seconded and the motion carried unanimously. Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to put the Finley property up for bid all or any portion.  Councilmember Stuart seconded.  Attorney Brown asked for a minimum bid price.  Councilmember Carlisle amended his motion to set minimum bid at  $2500.00 per acre.  Councilmember Stuart seconded the amendment. Councilmember Szink stated that the minimum bid amount to reflect what other property has been selling for $6,000.00 per area. Councilmember Carlisle stated that he also wanted to add the bid must include a development plan to be associated with any proposal on the property.  Councilmember Stuart amended the amended motion.  Councilmember Szink asked that the motion be withdrawn and a motion including all items be made. Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to offer for sale by bid the Finley property with the minimum bid being $2500.00 per acre all or part with a development plan. Councilmember Stuart seconded the motion.  Councilmember Szink stated that a minimum bid of $6000.00 per acre should be established to correspond with other property the City has sold in this area and go from there.  Councilmember Haussman stated that he was thinking $3500.00 per area. Manager Newlin stated that the lower bid would be advisable to see what bites the City would get and if there is a lot of interest some discussion could be held. Vice-Mayor Font called for the vote and it carried on a 5 for one against with Councilmember Szink casting the “nay” vote.  Councilmember Simmons made a motion to approve the executive session minutes of July 25, 2006.  Councilmember Stuart seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

ATTORNEY’S REPORT:

None.

GENERAL PLAN REVIEW:

Included in September 5, 2006-work session. Councilmember Stuart stated that she thought her and Manager Newlin were going to get together on the General Plan.  Manager Newlin replied that Mrs. Stuart should contact him.

COUNCILMEMBER COMMENTS AND/OR DIRECTION TO STAFF:

Councilmember Stuart stated that she had asked for some reports at the last meeting and wanted to know the status.  Manager Newlin stated that he had the list but has not had time to complete them yet. Councilmember Stuart asked if these reports needed to be agendicized so that discussion could be held on them.  Councilmember Carlisle asked if the Manager’s contract has ever been signed.  Manager Newlin stated that it had. Councilmember Stuart stated that she needed new insides to her Council book.  City Clerk Millage stated that all Council did but it was a time issue. Councilmember Carlisle asked where we are on the streetscape project?  Manager Newlin stated that the project is at 60% and we have not heard anything from ADOT in 90 days.  Councilmember Szink asked how we were on the lighting?  Public Works Director Young stated that APS will be back next week to wire the streetlights and hopefully the next time Council meets they will be complete.  Councilmember Carlisle asked where we are on the audit.  Manager Newlin stated that everything has been provided to the auditor and Staff is awaiting a return phone call. Councilmember Stuart asked how many Council could be in a vehicle going to Tucson.  City Clerk Millage stated that no more than three could be in a vehicle together.  

PETITIONS FROM THE PUBLIC:

[image: image13.wmf]Leo Maestas petitioned the Council regarding Item 16 on the agenda.  Mr. Maestas stated that he had spoken to the Council earlier regarding issues he had and that he was not here to publicly address any particular person and he was not aware that the Mayor would not be in attendance this evening. Mr. Maestas stated that he like to do business eyeball to eyeball.  Mr. Maestas stated that he has been in these Chambers quite often and he had attended a meeting not very long ago where there were some violations of the law.  Mr. Maestas stated that he had made a statement at this time that ignorance of the law is no excuse.  Mr. Maestas stated that he loved two doctrines the Bible and the United States Constitution which he considers himself to be a guru of because he has people from all over the Country’s legal departments call him for his opinion on. Mr. Maestas stated that Federal Law has precedence over all other law and violations have been made in the law in Holbrook Arizona.  Mr. Maestas stated that he is not afraid of anybody and he does not sidestep anybody.  Mr. Maestas mentioned that anything that the elected body does is subject to the law.  Mr. Maestas suggested that each member look in the mirror after the meeting. Mr. Maestas stated that he is a man of his convictions and there have been some laws broken.  Mr. Maestas stated that if anyone wants to take what he said personally let it be and that he has had the same phone number for 38 years and he can be found and he has been in business in Holbrook for over 50 years and he can be found.  Mr. Maestas told the Council to let their conscience be their guide if they feel that you can vote on items on the agenda that he feels are wrong.  Mr. Maestas stated that he prayed to a different God.   Mr. Maestas stated that he has gotten rid of City Managers, many of them and Police Chiefs and he has his convictions.  Mr. Maestas made comments regarding the Alcohol Center which was discussed by Velma Perkins earlier in the meeting and stated that he felt the City should go slow and think before bringing undesirables into the town because Mr. David Newlin has pursued some of these avenues.  Mr. Maestas stated that he thinks it is wonderful that the tribes want to assist us. Mr. Maestas stated that is was commendable that Mrs. Perkins and Mr. Newlin were working on this. Mr. Maestas thanked the Council for letting him speak.
