MINUTES OF THE SPECIAL CITY COUNCIL MEETING


HELD ON DECEMBER 21, 2004
CALL TO ORDER:  

Vice-Mayor Font called the meeting to order at 6:02 p.m.   

ROLL CALL:

Vice-Mayor Jeff Font, Councilmembers Mary Bradley, Cynthia Stuart, Spike Simmons, Mike DeWitt and Vince Budenholzer.

CITY STAFF:  

City Manager David Newlin and City Clerk Cher Millage.

NEW BUSINESS 

(Item A)

Item moved to executive session.

(Item B)

Manager Newlin asked that the Council table this item at this time.  Councilmember Simmons made a motion to table this item.  Councilmember DeWitt seconded and the item was tabled.

(Item C)

Manager Newlin asked that the Council approve his recent appointment to the Little Colorado RC&D  Municipal Projects Committee.  Councilmember DeWitt made a motion to approve Manager Newlin’s appointment to this committee.  Councilmember Stuart seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

(Item D)

Finance Director Hill explained the amended joint project agreement with ADOT for the Widening project and project of opportunity to the Council.  Ms. Hill informed Council that the City was only responsible for streetlights and drainage for these projects, which ADOT is funding in the amount of $700,000.00.  Finance Director Hill stated that trenching for underground wiring for the street and pedestrian lighting had been added.  Vice-Mayor Font asked if the streetscape have a gap between Hampshire and the mid-town traffic interchange.  Finance Director Hill said there would be a gap but this could be overcome by budgeting for this during the annual budget.  Councilmember Budenholzer asked if the sidewalks would be on both sides of Navajo.  Finance Director Hill responded that there would be curbs, gutters and sidewalks on both sides of Navajo from the mid-town traffic interchange to the east end interchange.  Councilmember Stuart asked who is doing the drainage for the project and were we still partnering with ADOT?  Finance Director Hill stated that we are still partnering with ADOT on the drainage.  Manager Newlin explained that the City would be removing the drainage pond behind the old Burger King and that the drainage would run from the widening project to the box culvert.  Finance Director Hill explained that the drainage would be the full length of Navajo Blvd. on the east side.  Manager Newlin stated that the City’s contribution is to remove the pond and letting it flow under I-40.  Finance Director Hill reminded Council that the City had partnered with Navajo County to conduct a drainage study along Navajo Blvd.  Councilmember Stuart asked if RC&D works with watersheds and could they provide us with assistance.  Councilmember Simmons stated that this is an action team of the RC&D and they normally do not get into highway related projects.  Manager Newlin stated that the drainage was our contribution to the project.  Finance Director Hill explained that with the additions to the project an additional $36006.00 would need to be moved from the Streets Department line item for constructions materials as a budget amendment.  Ms. Hill stated that there is a possibility that the project would not be completed by the end of the fiscal year and this amount could be budgeted in next years budget.  Councilmember Stuart asked what happens to the funds if they are not used.  Finance Director Hill stated that she felt the Street Department could find a place to use them.  Councilmember DeWitt made a motion to approve the JPA and the budget amendment in the amount of $36,006.00.  Councilmember Stuart seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

(Item E, F and G)

Councilmember DeWitt made a motion to approve the special event liquor licenses for the American Legion for the following dates:  January 8, 2005, January 14, 2005 and January 15, 2005.  Councilmember Stuart seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
EXECUTIVE SESSION:

Councilmember DeWitt made a motion to adjourn into executive session for discussion or consideration of employment-candidates for Chief of Police.  Councilmember Stuart seconded and the Council adjourned into executive session at 6:21 p.m.

POST EXECUTIVE SESSION:

Vice-Mayor Font adjourned the executive session by unanimous consent at 6:38 p.m.  Councilmember DeWitt made a motion to instruct Manager Newlin to negotiate a contract with DWayne Hartup for the position of Chief of Police subject to a background check.  Councilmember Bradley seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

ADJOURNMENT:

There being no further business before the Council; Councilmember Stuart made a motion to adjourn the special meeting.  Councilmember DeWitt seconded and the meeting adjourned at: 6:40 p.m.
