HOLBROOK CITY COUNCIL HELD ON JUNE 13, 2006
CALL TO ORDER:  

Mayor Smithson called the meeting to order at 7:01 p.m. 

ROLL CALL:

Mayor Bryan Smithson, Vice-Mayor Jeff Font, Councilmembers Charles Haussman, Spike Simmons, Cynthia Stuart and Stuart Szink.  Councilmember Carlisle was absent and excused as he is on vacation with his family.  

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE/INVOCATION:

Councilmember Haussman led the pledge of allegiance and City Clerk Millage gave the invocation.

MISSION STATEMENT:

Mayor Smithson read the Mission Statement. 

CITY STAFF:  

City Manager David Newlin, Attorney Morgan Brown, Public Works Director Dick Young, Chief of Police DWayne Hartup and City Clerk Cher Millage.

MINUTES:

Minutes of the special meeting held on May 1, 2006 and the regular meeting held on May 23, 2006 were presented for review. Councilmember Simmons requested that corrections be made to page 51 line 22 change if to is and page 50 line 2 should read they love Holbrook so much then why are they costing us so much?   Councilmember Simmons made a motion to approve the minutes as corrected. Vice-Mayor Font

  Seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Council Members

A.  Councilmember Stuart   the Council and the public that long time Holbrook Citizen Raymond Alley had passed away last week.  City Clerk Millage noted that the oldest living resident-Peggy Hazelwood had passed away last evening.

  
Manager’s Report:

A. Chief of Police Hartup reported that the Police Department has suspects for the graffiti and that one arrest was made last week.

B. Chief of Police Hartup reported that the east doors of Safeway have been converted into emergency exit only.

C. Public Works Director Young reported that the Contractor would be back in town on June 26, 2006 to finish the ADOT paving project.  Public Works Director Young reported that the electrical contractor is trying to repair conduit problems for the streetlights.

D. Public Works Director Young reported that the downtown traffic signal work has begun for the new signal stating that all the underground conduit work will be done now and they will be back at the end of September to finish the remainder of the project.  

E. Manager Newlin reported that the Fairground would be utilizing millings to cover the midway for the large carnival they are expecting for the Fair.

F. Manager Newlin stated that the work at the parking lot next to Joe and Aggie’s should begin soon and that no one should be alarmed, as everything will be returned to its original status.

CLAIMS:

Councilmember Stuart asked for verification on the payment of fireworks insurance in the amount of $2,000.00 asking if this is included in the $10,000.00 the City donates.  Manager Newlin stated that it is not and this charge is because the new insurance carrier will not cover this item automatically. Councilmember Stuart asked where this was paid from?  Manager Newlin replied the public relations line item in Council’s budget.  Councilmember Stuart asked if this has been budgeted in the next year’s budget and Manager Newlin stated it had.  Councilmember Stuart next questioned Engineer Woodson’s billing amount in the general fund asking what this project is?  Manager Newlin replied that General Engineering scopes are not assigned to a specific project.  Manager Newlin stated that he could provide copies of the billing to Council in their boxes. Councilmember Stuart questioned the APS billings for sanitation in the amount exceeding $3,000.00.  Manager Newlin replied that within the City of Holbrook we are APS’s largest customer.  Councilmember Stuart asked if the Council could get a breakdown of these charges, as some of these are quite large. Manager Newlin stated that he would get a breakdown of these charges to Council. Simmons made a motion to approve the claims in the amount of $305,061.48.  Councilmember Stuart seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

OLD BUSINESS:

(Item #A)

Council held discussion on upcoming work sessions.  Councilmember Stuart

Made a motion to hold a work session on the General Plan June 27, 2006 at 6:00 p.m. Vice-Mayor Jeff Font seconded.  Councilmember Stuart will facilitate the meeting with Staff providing information.

(Item #B)

Attorney Brown commented that this item was inadvertently placed on the agenda as the second reading occurred May 23, 2006.

(Item #C)

Councilmember Haussman nominated Charlie Carpenter to the Hill Interceptor wastewater line Committee.  Councilmember Szink reported that he still does not have a nominee.

(Item #D)

Mayor Smithson nominated Terri Baiza to serve on the Holbrook/Northland Pioneer College joint facility advisory committee and Councilmember Haussman nominated Delmar Johnson.  Vice-Mayor Font reported that he still does not have a nominee.

(Item #E)

Vice-Mayor Font declared a conflict of interest on this item and excused himself from the Council Chambers.  Mayor Smithson presented Ordiance 06-03 for its second reading captioned as follows:

Councilmember Simmons made a motion to adopt Ordinance 06-03.  Councilmember Stuart seconded.  A roll call vote was held with the following results:  Councilmember Haussman, “aye”, Councilmember Simmons, “aye”, Councilmember Stuart, “aye”, Councilmember Szink, “aye” and Mayor Smithson “aye”.

(Item #F)

Mayor Smithson presented Ordinance 06-04 for its second reading captioned as follows:

ORDINANCE NO. 06-04

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK, ARIZONA, RELATING TO THE PRIVILEGE

LICENSE TAX; ADOPTING "THE 2006 AMENDMENTS TO THE TAX CODE OF THE CITY OF

HOLBROOK" BY REFERENCE; ESTABLISHING AN EFFECTIVE DATE; PROVIDING FOR

SEVERABILITY AND PROVIDING PENALTIES FOR VIOLATIONS.

Councilmember Simmons made a motion to adopt Ordinance 06-04.  Councilmember Szink seconded.  A roll call vote was held with the following results:  Vice Mayor Font, “aye”, Councilmember Haussman, “aye”, Councilmember Simmons, “aye”, Councilmember Stuart, “aye”, Councilmember Szink, “aye” and Mayor Smithson “aye”.

(Item #G)

Mayor Smithson presented Ordinance 06-05 for its second reading captioned as follows:

ORDINANCE NO. 06-05

AN ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK, ARIZONA, AUTHORIZING THE SALE OF REAL PROPERTY OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK; NAMELY THE PROPERTY MORE FULLY DESCRIBED IN EXHIBIT “A” ATTACHED HERETO.
Vice-Mayor Font made a motion to adopt Ordinance 06-05.  Councilmember Simmons seconded.  A roll call vote was held with the following results:  Vice Mayor Font, “aye”, Councilmember Haussman, “aye”, Councilmember Simmons, “aye”, Councilmember Stuart, “aye”, Councilmember Szink, “aye” and Mayor Smithson “aye”.

NEW BUSINESS:

(Item #A) 

Safety Officer Don Fischer informed the Council that the City is 65% completed with the NIMS requirements and that we need to be at 100% by September.  Mr. Fischer asked for volunteers for the Northern Region statewide full-scale exercise being held in Holbrook on September 22.  Mr. Fischer stated that 100+ people would be needed to be actor/victims.  Councilmember Stuart asked when the names are needed by?  Mr. Fischer replied as soon as possible as he has to have them turned in by August.  Councilmember Stuart asked when the Council’s tests were needed back?  Mr. Fischer stated July 10 and at this time he has not received any test results for Council.

(Item #B)

City Clerk Millage informed the Council that the Public Safety Retirement Board needs another individual nominated to fill a vacancy.  Clerk Millage stated that she has asked Catherine Baker to fill this position and she has agreed and that she is asking Council to appoint Mrs. Baker to the Public Safety Retirement Board.  Vice-Mayor Font made a motion to appoint Catherine Baker to the Public Safety Retirement Board.  Councilmember Szink seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

(Item #C)

Manager Newlin reported that the Ms. Navajo County Pageant has requested a donation of for such.  Mayor Smithson stated that the request did not have an amount listed.  Mayor Smithson stated that he would like to place this on the next agenda and have them come and speak to Council.  Manager Newlin stated that he would follow through on this.  City Clerk Millage asked if the Council would like the request for funds form completed by them also.  Council stated that they would. 

 (Item #D)

Manager Newlin asked that the Council approve the annual contract with Woodson Engineering for the next fiscal year.  Councilmember Stuart asked Mr. Woodson what his total billing is for this past year.  Mr. Woodson replied that he did not have the amount in front of him but he estimates $100,000.00 for all the projects they have been assigned to work on.  Councilmember Stuart asked if the City has those numbers.  Manager Newlin stated that we could get them.  Manager Newlin stated that in the next year’s budget an additional amount has been budgeted for new development.  Councilmember Stuart asked if the Public Works Director is not a Certified Engineer?  Manager Newlin replied that he is but has a responsibility as a Public Works Director and doing these kinds of projects does not fall under his job description.  Manager Newlin stated that we appreciate what he can do but it also takes him away from other projects he needs to oversee.  Councilmember Haussman asked how many years Woodson Engineering has worked for the City?  Mr. Woodson stated that they are going on their fourth year.  Councilmember Stuart asked if Mr. Woodson was the Engineer before that time period?  Mr. Woodson stated not specifically for Holbrook before that time.  Mayor Smithson made a motion to approve the annual contract renewal with Woodson Engineering.  Councilmember Simmons seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

(Item #E)

Manager Newlin presented an addendum to the Council for the budget as it was discovered after discussion that the CDBG special projects funds had not been included in the Grants.  Manager Newlin reported that all the other changes discussed at the work session have been included and Staff is recommending approval of the tentative budget.  Manager Newlin stated that after the tentative budget is approved the expenditures cannot be increased but changes can be made and that the next step will be to prepare the State Forms and officially adopt the budget.  Councilmember Stuart stated that she was having some nervous twitches in the Capital Project budget.  Councilmember Stuart stated that we have budgeted $5,000.00 for a treatment center but this has not come before the Council for approval.  Manager Newlin stated that there are a lot of things that are anticipated may occur in the next fiscal year that need to be budgeted for.  Councilmember Stuart stated that there are several items on the Capital budget, which are under $5,000.00, which does not require Council’s approval.  Manager Newlin replied that Staff felt like these were things weren’t operational budget expenses but specific capital items.  Councilmember Stuart asked if they should not be included in the regular budgets.  Councilmember Stuart stated that they do not have anything to base these items on.  Manager Newlin stated that Staff had completed their budget requests and had prioritized within Departments using their priorities with the General Plan these items were budgeted for in an attempt to meet Council’s desire that Staff had forward looking plans.  Councilmember Stuart stated that she still felt that the Capital Projects need to be prioritized so that when the money starts funneling down it can be determined where to put it.  Manager Newlin stated that all these items have been prioritized by Staff when creating the budget and a great amount of time was spent doing such.  Manager Newlin stated that some of the items do not have to be done while others are a necessity such as the cemetery wall, which will need attention in order to keep it from collapsing. Councilmember Stuart commented that there was not money budgeted for weed or building abatement.  Manager Newlin reported that this is not a Capital project.  City Clerk Millage reported that she has no plans at this time to abate any buildings.  Councilmember Stuart questioned whether there were no buildings in the City that need to be abated.  City Clerk Millage stated that she was going to try to do this with CDBG funding.  Vice-Mayor Font stated that he felt what was going on is the fact that Staff has been working on these Capital projects but they have not come to Council as information and Council does not know what is needed or how things are prioritized.  Councilmember Stuart stated that she would like to see the full five-year program so that the budget can be planned out rather than have crisis management.  Manager Newlin strongly disagreed with the term “crisis management” as Staff has gone through a laundry list of items they want and then they were prioritized.  Manager Newlin stated that in general terms for the past two years there have been no capital projects for the parks and in some ways we are catching up.  Councilmember Stuart stated that she would like to see what Staff is requesting this year, next year up to five years.  Manager Newlin stated that he felt this could be provided to Council.  Vice-Mayor Font stated that it is the same as following the General Plan and its goals each Department should have a five-year goal to help the Council understand each Departments desire for the next five years and to be able to fund such.  Manager Newlin asked if it would be helpful if each Department were to provide a worksheet of what they want and have requested in the budget.  Councilmember Stuart replied that would be wonderful.  Manager Newlin stated that it has been done and is on paper down to that level by Staff in accordance with the General Plan.  Councilmember Stuart stated that she would like to see an inventory done after the pool closes to see what needs to be done to it and then ask why these are not being done.  Manager Newlin replied that this would be from the O&M budget.  Councilmember Stuart stated that she is not sure what is coming up to the next level of funding.  Vice-Mayor Font clarified stating “for Capital Projects”.  Manager Newlin stated this information could be provided to Council and he will attempt to get this to Council within the next quarter.  Councilmember Stuart stated that she would like to know if any of the Departments went over budget for this physical year.  Manager Newlin stated that the Public Works Department did in fact go over budget.  Councilmember Stuart asked why?  Manager Newlin replied due to the substantial payout to the former Public Works Director at his retirement, which was not budgeted for, and the increase in wages for the new Director, which accounts for 95% of the overage.  Councilmember Stuart asked if we gave employees raises without performance management reviews?  Manager Newlin stated that the we are talking about apples and oranges here and that the former Public Works Director had announced his retirement in August and he had a high 5 figure balance of accumulated sick and vacation time which needed to be paid for and was not budgeted for and Mr. Young was hired at a higher rate of pay as he has more qualifications than the previous Director and that accounts for the majority of the increase but this does not have anything to do with performance management.  Councilmember Stuart stated that most of the Departments have increases in wages and salaries.  Manager Newlin stated that every Department has an increase in wages and salaries for 5% to meet the requirements of the new retirement guidelines and 12.5% for the health insurance and an increase in fuel expenses also, which have been discussed in the work sessions.  Councilmember Stuart stated that she before she can adopt this she would need to see what is on the forms which will be submitted to the State.  City Clerk Millage stated that if approved tonight the budget is still tentative and that it will still needs to come back to Council for formal adoption and after tentative approval the amounts can only be decreased. Councilmember Stuart asked how sure we are about revenues coming in?  Manager Newlin reported that those figures have been conservatively budgeted based on projections from the State.  Councilmember Stuart asked if we have a contingency plan if they don’t come in as projected?  Manager Newlin stated that expenses could be reduced if the revenues do not come in and the Capital projects will have to be re-prioritized.  Councilmember Stuart asked how much was in LGIP currently?  Manager Newlin replied approximately 3 million dollars.  Councilmember Simmons stated that he felt comfortable with the revenue estimates, as he believes they are conservative.  Councilmember Simmons made a motion to adopt the tentative 2006/2007 budget. Councilmember Stuart questioned if the revenue was going to go up 7 million dollars to cover the budget increase.  Manager Newlin explained that the vast majority of this amount is grants related which will not be expended unless the grant funds are received.  Councilmember Stuart asked how much we have to keep in LGIP?  Manager Newlin stated that there is not a statute requiring anything in reserves.  Manager Newlin stated that his goal is to have 20% into the LGIP.  Councilmember Stuart stated that Council had determined that Eberle is way overworked and that we were going to hire another person to help with building and she does not see a budget for this.  City Clerk Millage stated that this was either in last years budget or the year before that and the item had been cut from the budget while she was on vacation and she has not requested for this year.  Manager Newlin explained that City Clerk Millage, Public Works Director Young and Alex Baker are assisting with inspection and that we are covered adequately in the building maintenance area.  Vice-Mayor Font asked if one maintenance person is enough for all facilities?  Manager Newlin stated that at this point in time he believes so pointing out that the buildings have been well maintained but he will look at this during the next budget round for 07/08.  Councilmember Simmons made a motion to adopt the tentative budget for 2006/2007.  Councilmember Haussman seconded.  The Mayor called for the vote and the motion carried on a 5 for and one against with Councilmember Stuart casting the “nay” vote.  

(Item #F)

Karl Stockl asked the Council for their support of the goat grazing to reduce the infestation of invasive weeds in the City of Holbrook explaining in detail how the program works and the effective rate of such.  Manager Newlin stated that he would prepare a Resolution of Support for the next Council meeting.

(Item #G)

Manager Newlin requested permission to expend Council travel funds for Councilmembers Stuart and Simmons to attend the Governor’s Rural Development Conference in the amount of $775.00.  Mayor Smithson made a motion to approve the expenditure of Council travel funds.  Vice-Mayor Font seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

(Item #H)

Public Works Director Young requested that the Council award a professional service contract to the Benham Companies, Inc. for the airport fencing project the amount not to exceed $20,000.00 with FAA grants paying for 95% of the project and ADOT 2.5%.  Manager Newlin reminded the Council that the Benham Companies is the firm who has worked on the Crosswind Runway design to-date.  Councilmember Stuart made a motion to award the annual consultant contract to the Benham Companies, Inc. for the airport-fencing project not to exceed $20,000.00.  Vice-Mayor Font seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

(Item #I)

Public Works Director Young requested that the Council award a professional service contract to the Benham Companies, Inc. to prepare plans and specifications for the Airport Crosswind Runway the amount not to exceed $40,000.00 with FAA grants paying for 95% of the project and ADOT 2.5%.  Mr. Young stated that this would provide the City with bid ready documents for the runway.  Councilmember Stuart made a motion to award the annual consultant contract to the Benham Companies, Inc. for the crosswind runway project not to exceed $40,000.00.  Vice-Mayor Font seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

(Item #J)

Attorney Brown presented a development agreement to the Council with PSiSC noting that there has been one change made on page 2 the acreage should be 82 and the dollar amount should be  $42,100.00. Councilmember Stuart asked where this parcel was located?  Manager Newlin stated that it is on the opposite side of Hermosa from the Circle K across the bridge between I-40 and the Bread of Life Mission.  Vice-Mayor Font questioned the access to the property.  Manager Newlin stated that this is part of the development agreement.  Vice-Mayor Font asked about traffic during construction and Manager Newlin stated that he did not feel there would be a great impact as the building will basically be a shell on a concrete pad.  Councilmember Simmons made a motion to approve the development agreement with PSiSC.  Vice-Mayor Font seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

(Item #K)

Attorney Brown briefed the Council on the Local Government Investment Pool and the investments that were made a few years ago with NCFE and the company later went bankrupt and the State of Arizona and the LGIP lost a significant amount of money which impacted all the Cities, Towns and Counties who invest their monies in the LGIP. Attorney Brown stated that the local government entities pooled their resources and hired an Attorney to seek to recover some of these funds.  Attorney Brown reported that another entity involved in the LGIP has reached a settlement in this case and this is a much smaller settlement.  Attorney Brown stated that it has been requested the Council approve the settlement before June 21, 2006.  Councilmember Simmons questioned as to whether additional funds will be coming due to more settlement.  Attorney Brown stated that there are other entities involved but at this time this is the only other settlement agreed to.  Vice-Mayor Font made a motion to approve the settlement agreement with PricewaterhouseCoopers.  Councilmember Stuart seconded and the motion carried unanimously. 

(Item #L)

This item moved to executive session.

EXECUTIVE SESSION:

Mayor Smithson adjourned the into executive session by unanimous consent for discussion, consultation or legal advice with the City Attorney for any item listed above, regarding litigation-Yazzie vs. the City of Holbrook, to instruct its Attorney regarding the Public Body’s position for a contract for Pacific Holt Corporation, minutes of the executive session held on May 1, 2006 and the minutes of the executive session held on May 23, 2006. 

POST EXECUTIVE SESSION:

Council adjourned from executive session by unanimous consent at 9:12 p.m.  Mayor Smithson voiced his appreciation to Pacific Holt for being in attendance at the meeting and made a motion to instruct the City Manager and City Attorney to continue negotiations on a development agreement with them.  Vice-Mayor Font seconded and the motion carried unanimously. Councilmember Simmons made a motion to approve the executive session minutes of May 1, 2006 and May 23, 2006 as corrected.  Vice-Mayor Font seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  Mayor Smithson announced that the City’s insurance has settled with the Yazzie Family in the amount of $50,000.00.  Mayor Smithson stated that the amount requested by the family was $1 million and that the City paid $5,000.00 of the $50,000.00.  Mayor Smithson reported that this is the last lawsuit that was pending against the City and it has now been settled. 

ATTORNEY’S REPORT:

None.

GENERAL PLAN REVIEW:

Work session to be held on June 27, 2006 at 6:00 p.m.

COUNCILMEMBER COMMENTS AND/OR DIRECTION TO STAFF:

Vice-Mayor Font informed the Council and the public that the reason he excused himself for Old Business Item #E is because he is related to the owners of Font Investments.

PETITIONS FROM THE PUBLIC.

Mayor Smithson reminded the public about what the petitions are all about.  Mayor Smithson read a statement from the League of Cities saying that it should be emphasized that the Council meeting is just that a meeting of the Council it is not the public’s meeting. Mayor Smithson read on saying the right of the public is simply to attend the meeting and listen.  Mayor Smithson reminded the public that a five-minute limit has been agreed upon by the Council and is in the Charter.  Mike DeWitt the Council regarding the response for public information from the last Council meeting.  Mr. DeWitt stated that he was amazed, confused and bewildered when he listened to it on the radio.  Mr. DeWitt said that at least Councilwoman Stuart got it right paraphrasing “it’s the law why are we even discussing this, Are we trying to figure out whether to obey the law or not”.  Mr. DeWitt stated that he felt the Council was trying to vilify the people asking or to intimidate them.  Mr. DeWitt stated that Council as City members have the right to ask for any those e-mails without Mr. Brown overseeing your looking.  Mr. DeWitt stated that the freedom of information act of 1966 says people can go into City Hall and view public information without paying.  Mr. DeWitt said to ask other Attorneys like the County Attorney’s Office and they might be surprised by their answer. Mr. DeWitt asked the Council to remember when Manager Larson used to send e-mails with big bold letters saying confidential on them?  Mr. DeWitt stated hat he had asked Attorney brown if they were confidential and was told they were not they were public record. Mr. DeWitt stated that Attorney Brown had trained them more than on this and then quoted the minutes from June 14, 2005 page 145 line 14-23 and page 146 lines 1-4:  “Attorney Brown reported that he had attended the City Attorney’s meeting about 1 1/2 Weeks ago and the items discussed included:  telecommunications, development agreements and technology changes.  Mr. Brown informed Council that with e-mail being so common now that Council needs to take care as to not violate the opening meeting law by e-mailing other Councilmember for an opinion or surveying them for what their decision on an issue may be.  Attorney Brown cautioned Council not to make any decisions in e-mail and also reminded them that e-mail correspondence is public record. Vice-Mayor Font asked if this pertained to e-mails from the Manager?  Attorney Brown replied that informational e-mails from the manager to each council did not pertain as long as Council did not make comments to each other by e-mail or make a decision.  Councilmember Bradley stated that she would rather have discussion in open regarding Manager Newlin’s e-mails so that she knows what the other Councilmembers comments are.  Attorney Brown informed Councilmember Bradley anything that Council would like to discuss can be placed as an item on the agenda.  Mr. DeWitt asked how Councilwoman Bradley could place an item on the agenda when she did not know what e-mails are being sent back and forth.” Mr. DeWitt quoted from a Memorandum from City Office defining a public record as being anything in office created with government property, on government time, received as part of the office work.  Mr. DeWitt continued on saying that e-mail is like a post card, email on a government computer is like a letter to the editor, and you can’t retract letters to the Editor.  Mr. DeWitt stated that “sometimes he thinks that Brown and Brown law firm made $138,000.00 off the City last year sometimes it seems like there is an issue here, then an issue here and they are fighting both the same side of the issue on both sides and it just creates more revenue.”

Mike DeWitt petitioned the Council regarding e-mails and open government.  Mr. DeWitt quoted several persons regarding freedom of information.  Mr. DeWitt stated that Council has the power to fix this as they can ask for the e-mails to be printed for the last year and have them made available to the public at 5 cents a copy or free if they think it will help with clarity and openness.  Mr. DeWitt told Council to be brave saying it is easy to print e-mails that he can do it.  Mr. Dewitt said that he speaks for himself and that his motives are simple, government of the people, by the people and for the people. Mr. DeWitt stated that he does not do this to harass employees or to make a stink about non-existent problems or waste staff time and taxpayers money saying he has more integrity than that.

ADJOURNMENT:
