MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE


HOLBROOK CITY COUNCIL HELD ON SEPTEMBER 9, 2008 
CALL TO ORDER:  

Vice-Mayor Stuart called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m.

 ROLL CALL:

Vice-Mayor Cynthia Stuart, Councilmembers Phil Cobb, Charles Haussman, Kent Darris, Wade Carlisle and Stuart Szink.  
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE/INVOCATION:

Councilmember Carlisle led the pledge of allegiance and Brad Rishel of the Bahai Faith gave the invocation.

CITY STAFF:  

City Manager Carlo Pilgrim, Chief of Police DWayne Hartup, Sergeant Tim Dixon, Holbrook Police Department and City Clerk Cher Millage. 
CEREMONIALS/ANNOUNCMENTS/PRESENTATION:
Vice-Mayor Stuart introduced all the dignitaries in the audience as well as City Staff.

Dr. Darrell Thorpe gave a presentation on the Holbrook Health Care Coalition and their efforts.  Dr. Thorpe stated that the Coalition begin researching health care interests in 2008.  Dr. Thorpe stated that the Holbrook Health Care Coalition was formed to focus on healthcare needs in Holbrook and the surrounding areas.  Dr. Thorpe stated the participants include the City of Holbrook, Navajo County Health Department, local health care providers, Community Counseling Center, Holbrook EMS, Summit Healthcare Regional Medical Center and private developers. Dr. Thorpe stated that this group began in 2005 and has continued their efforts since.  Dr. Thorpe stated that at this time Holbrook does not have what is needed to support a hospital.  Vice-Mayor Stuart asked at what point Holbrook would be able to sustain such.  Dr. Thorpe stated that this would depend on population and the Physician compliment saying that the least amount of population would be 20,000.  Dr. Thorpe gave projected Health Care Utilization and the actual health care utilization numbers to Council.  Dr. Thorpe stated that the group would like to form a “Campus of Care” and that the old hospital would be a perfect location.  Dr. Thorpe stated that he has met with Dr. Maestas and Dr. Maestas is not interested in selling the old hospital. Vice-Mayor Stuart thanked Dr. Thorpe for his presentation. 
Sergeant Tim Dixon of the Holbrook Police Department gave a brief presentation on his recent training in Dallas, Texas on Exploited and Missing Children.  Sergeant Dixon stated that the training was conducted by the Dallas Police Department and the FBI.  Mr. Dixon stated that he goes online and conducts undercover work.  Mr. Dixon stated that he teaches Internet Security Classes and invited anyone who is interested to attend one.  Sergeant Dixon stated that his training and equipment is supplied by a grant from the Federal government.  Sergeant Dixon presented each Councilmember with an autographed book “Caught in the Web” by Julian Sher. Vice-Mayor Stuart thanked Sergeant Dixon for reporting on his training.  Police Chief Hartup stated that Sergeant Dixon is one of the most accomplished Investigators in Northern Arizona and it is an honor to have him on the Holbrook Police Department.

Manager’s Report:
1.  Manager Pilgrim reported that Legal Counsel will be drafting new stricter Ordinances for public drunkenness and panhandling to empower the Detox Center and the Police Department and he hopes to bring the Ordinances to Council in the next couple of weeks.
2. Manager Pilgrim reported that Legal Counsel is reviewing the business incentives and he hopes to have a proposal for Council in the next couple of weeks.
3. Manager Pilgrim reported that Legal Counsel is reviewing the Model Tax Code and he hopes to be able to bring an Ordinance repealing the $1000.00 exemption for retail sales to Council in next couple of months.

4. Manager Pilgrim reported that he and several other individuals held a teleconference with the City of Holbrook, FEMA, U.S. Army Corp of Engineers and Senator Kyl’s Office and have negotiate the recertification of the levee.  Manager Pilgrim stated that it will only cost the City $50.000-$75,000 to recertify the levee instead of the original $750,000.00.

Manager Pilgrim presented the Council with a new organizational chart for the City.  Mr. Pilgrim explained that the new chart is very fluid and adaptable and should meet the City’s needs for the next 20 years.  Manager Pilgrim pointed out that many of the positions are vacant with some being advertised currently and some in the process of being filled.  Manager Pilgrim asked that the Council adopt the new chart and that it be made a part of the Personnel Policy.  Councilmember Cobb made a motion to adopt the new Organization Chart for the City of Holbrook and to make it a part of the Personnel Policy.  Councilmember Haussman seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
(Item #C)

Manager Pilgrim presented Council with a job description for Deputy City Manager and an agreement for such services. Manager Pilgrim asked Council to be allowed to contract with Tom Gilardoni through a temporary consulting agreement to be the Deputy City Manager. Manager Pilgrim stated that we can work this position in to the job description at a later date.  Manager Pilgrim explained that Mr. Gilardoni will be responsible for being out in the field while he will take care of political matters.  Mr. Gilardoni stated that he was ready to give all the people in the City something as they have been good to him.  Councilmember Cobb made a motion to accept the position of Deputy City Manager and to accept the consulting agreement.  Councilmember Szink seconded.  Councilmember Cobb asked if we had the money for such.  Manager Pilgrim stated that he has consulted with Fern and she says that we do. Manager Pilgrim stated that Mr. Gilardoni will be his right hand and they will work as one mind. Vice-Mayor called for the question and the motion carried unanimously.

Vice-Mayor Stuart presented Ordiance 08-07 captioned as follows:

AN ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK (“CITY”), ARIZONA, REPEALING ORDINANCE NO. 07-05 WHICH AUTHORIZED THE SALE OF CERTAIN REAL PROPERTY CONDITIONED UPON A SEPARATE AGREEMENT TO BE ENTERED BETWEEN THE CITY AND PACIFIC HOLT CORPORATION; AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY.

City Clerk Millage explained that this Ordinance was being done as an emergency measure so one reading was all that was required. Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to adopt Ordinance 08-07.  Councilmember Szink seconded.  A  roll call vote was held with the following results:  Councilmember Carlisle, “aye”, Councilmember Cobb, “nay”, Councilmember Darris, “aye”, Councilmember Haussman, “aye”, Councilmember Szink, “aye” and Vice-Mayor Stuart, “aye”.
