According to the Arizona Open Meeting Law, the City Council may only discuss matters listed on the City Council agenda.  Matters discussed by the public during public appearances cannot be discussed by the City Council unless they are specifically listed on this agenda.  Speaker’s visual aids or recorded tapes are not allowed.


Members of the public shall refrain from making personal, impertinent or slanderous remarks and from becoming boisterous while addressing the City Council or while attending the meeting.  Unauthorized remarks from the audience, clapping, stomping of feet, yelling or any similar demonstrations are also prohibited. Violations of these rules may result in removal from the City Council meeting.  Individual members of the public body may respond to criticism made by those who have addressed the public body.
