MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE


HOLBROOK CITY COUNCIL HELD ON FEBRUARY 12, 2008
CALL TO ORDER:  

Mayor Jeff Hill called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

 ROLL CALL:

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE/INVOCATION:

Vice-Mayor Stuart Carlisle led the pledge of allegiance and Councilmember Darris gave the invocation.

Mayor Hill read the Mission Statement.

Interim City Manager Fern Larson, Public Works Director Don Fischer, Chief of Police DWayne Hartup, Director of Administration Vickie James, Attorney Sterling Solomon and City Clerk Cher Millage.

Councilmember Szink seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
CLAIMS/PAYMENT APPROVAL (Walt’s Hardware):

Mayor Hill and Councilmember Carlisle excused themselves from this item due to a conflict as they own the business and left the room.  Councilmember Cobb made a motion to approve the claims for Walt’s Hardware in the amount of $1762.11.  Councilmember Haussman seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
CEREMONIALS/ANNOUNCEMENTS/PRESENTATION:
Chief of Police DWayne Hartup introduced the Emily Gerard-Wheeler. 

Sharlene Fouser of the Historic Route 66 Association of Arizona gave a presentation on the Nation Scenic Byways Program. Ms. Fouser stated that since 1992, 126 distinct and diverse roads have been designated as scenic by-ways.  Ms. Fouser stated that she hopes to interest the Council into a joint marketing effort with the Historic Route 66 Association of Arizona. 
EXECUTIVE SESSION:
Councilmember Darris made a motion to adjourn into executive session for discussion or consideration of employment, assignment, appointment, promotion, demotion, dismissal, salaries, disciplining or resignation of a public officer, appointee or employee-A’Kos Kovach.  Vice-Mayor Stuart seconded and the motion carried on a 6 for one opposed with Councilmember Cobb casting the “Nay” vote.  Councilmember Haussman asked who all would be going into executive session.  Attonrey Solomon stated that  he, the Personnel Director, Interim City Manager and the City Clerk.  Attonrey Solomon stated that Mr. Kovach has asked to be present in any part of the discussion which involves him. Councilmember Haussman stated that his concern was that all three people who apparently Mr. Kovach had odds with will be in the executive session and he would be alone down here.  Attorney Solomon stated that someone else would have to take minutes if the Clerk is excused.  Councilmember Haussman asked that this be done to dilute the situation.  Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to have Vice-Mayor Stuart take the minutes in executive session.  Councilmember Darris seconded and the Council adjourned into executive session at 7:30 p.m.

Council reconvened into regular session by unanimous consent at 10:17 p.m. Councilmember Cobb made a motion to accept agreement with Mr. Kovach with the confidentiality paragraph taken out.  Councilmember Szink seconded.  Mayor Hill called for a roll call vote. A roll call vote was held with the following results:  councilmember Carlisle “nay”, Councilmember Cobb, “aye”, Councilmember Darris, “nay”, Councilmember Haussman, “nay”, Vice-Mayor Stuart, “nay”, Councilmember Szink, “aye” and Mayor Hill, “nay”.

Interim Manager Larson reported that the street department pickup is a budgeted item.  Public Works Director Fischer recommended awarding the bid to Bill Luke Chrysler Dodge and Jeep stating that they were the lowest bidder and they were the State Contract bidder.  Mr. Fischer stated that this would replace a 15 year old truck.  Councilmember Haussman made a motion to award the bid to Bill Luke Chrysler-Dodge & Jeep the lowest bidder in the amount of $19,670.11.  Vice-Mayor Stuart seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
ATTORNEY’S REPORT:

Attorney Solomon reminded Council to get him a list of things they have asked for and he has yet to provide and he will get with them individually.

GENERAL PLAN REVIEW:

COUNCILMEMBER COMMENTS AND/OR DIRECTION TO STAFF:

Vice-Mayor Stuart asked if anyone from the City would be in attendance at the Posse Statute dedication.  Interim Manager Larson stated that she has tentative plans to attend. Mayor Hill stated that he also is hoping to attend.  Councilmember Carlisle asked Attorney Solomon about the status on the e-mail policy.  Councilmember Haussman asked Attorney Solomon about the Cable One Franchise.  Attorney Solomon stated that he is in the process of negotiations with Cable One. Councilmember Darris asked if the annexation guidelines have been started.  Attorney Solomon stated that Manager Larson will receive these tomorrow.  Councilmember Darris asked that they be forwarded to Council also.  Mayor Hill stated that Interim Manager Larson would be receiving a resolution for the designation of the Posse roadway and asked that it be placed on the next agenda.  Mayor Hill also asked that an executive session be scheduled on the next agenda for review of the resumes received for the Manager’s position.  Councilmember Carlisle asked for an update on this item. Mayor Hill stated that an attempt is being made to pass legislation designating the Hashknife Route as the Pony Express Highway.  Mayor Hill stated that Senator Flake is involved as well as J.R. DeSpain.  Councilmember Carlisle asked when Council would receive copies of the résumés. Mayor Hill stated that there would be no copies that Council needs to come to City Hall and review them some time within the next two weeks. Vice-Mayor Stuart stated that she would work with the HIDC to form that agenda and asked who would work with the Chamber for their agenda?  Interim Manager Larson stated that she and the City Clerk would work on this item.
