MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE


HOLBROOK CITY COUNCIL JANUARY  20, 2009
CALL TO ORDER:  

Mayor Jeff Hill called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. 

ROLL CALL:

Mayor Jeff Hill, Vice-Mayor Cynthia Stuart, Councilmember Stuart Szink, Wade Carlisle Charles Haussman and Kent Darris.  Councilmember Phil Cobb was absent and excused due to illness.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE/INVOCATION:

Police Chief DWayne Hartup led the pledge of allegiance and Darlene Fraley Grants Administrator gave the invocation.

MISSION STATEMENT:

Mayor Hill read the Mission Statement. 

CITY STAFF:  

City Manager Carlo Pilgrim, Chief of Police DWayne Hartup, Grants Administrator Darlene Fraley, Finance Director Randy Sullivan and City Clerk Cher Millage.

CEREMONIALS/ANNOUNCEMENTS/PRESENTATION:

CALL TO THE AUDIENCE:
None.
CONSENT AGENDA:

Vice-Mayor Stuart made a motion to approve the Consent Agenda: Claims/payment approval for January 8, 2009 thru January 15, 2009 all vendors excluding Walt’s Hardware and minutes of the Special Meeting #2 held on December 18, 2008.  Councilmember Szink seconded and the consent agenda was approved unanimously.  

CLAIMS:

Mayor Hill and Councilmember Carlisle excused themselves from this item as they are owners of Walt’s Hardware and left the room.   Councilmember Haussman made a motion to approve the claims to Walt’s Hardware in the amount of $2036.34.  Councilmember Szink seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
SUMMARY OF CURRENT EVENTS:

Mayor:

1. Mayor Hill offered condolences to the family of Roger Hathaway.  Mayor Hill stated that Mr. Hathaway had served as the Vice-Mayor of Holbrook, served on the Holbrook Volunteer Fire Department, opened the first Burger King and managed the J.C. Penney’s Store.

      Mayor Hill stated that he would attend the inauguration for Jan Brewer in Phoenix tomorrow.
Council Members:  

1. Vice-Mayor Stuart offered condolences to the families of Chris Heward, Julia Sanchez and William Southerland.  

2. Vice-Mayor Stuart listed the events for the Hashknife Posse with the swearing in January 27, 2009, 2 p.m. at the Historic Courthouse and the dinner on January 27, 2009, 6 p.m. at the Elk’s Lodge.
3. Vice-Mayor Stuart offered her congratulations to the new President of the United States.
  
Manager’s Report:

1. Manager Pilgrim introduced the new Fire Chief Alex Baker.

2. Manager Pilgrim reported that the budget process and evaluation process are in play at this point.

3. Manager Pilgrim reported that the levee recertification proposal and the utility audit proposal will both be brought to the Council on February 10, 2009.
4. Finance Director Sullivan stated that he has been balancing the books and the Council should have packets in their boxes by this week. Mr. Sullivan reported that the financials will not reflect the Bank of the West financing.
5. Chief of Police Hartup reported that the Coronado death investigation is still pending completion of lab tests.

6. Chief of Police Hartup reported that the Stingley case has garnered a spot on America’s most wanted.  Chief Hartup stated that the suspect is still at large. 
OLD BUSINESS:

(Item #A)
Mayor Hill stated that during the work session the Council has prioritized the remaining funds from the Capital Improvement Plan as follows:  restoration of water tanks, securing the new well site and the balance to be use to refurbish the pool.
(Item #B)

Mayor Hill presented Resolution 08-12 captioned as follows:
A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK, ARIZONA, DECLARING AS A PUBLIC RECORD THAT CERTAIN DOCUMENT TITLED “CODE OF CONDUCT FOR ELECTED  OFFICIALS AND ADVISORY BOARD MEMBERS” CITY OF HOLBROOK, ARIZONA.”
Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to make the following amendments to the code of conduct
:   “All Elected Officers and Advisory Board members of the City of Holbrook shall adhere to the Code of Conduct initially adopted on May 19, 2009 and as may be amended from time to time. The Code of Conduct shall remain on file in the office of the City Clerk.”  

1. The Code of Conduct shall be amended as follows:

a. Section 2, subsection C shall add the following additional bullet point:  “Nothing herein shall be interpreted to be in conflict with the provisions of Section 3.07 of the Charter, which specifically provides that the Council and its members may deal with the administrative services of the City for the purpose of inquiry, investigation or report.”   

b. Section 3, first paragraph shall be amended to read as follows:  “In accordance with Section 2.07 of the Charter, the Mayor shall appoint volunteer members to various committees, boards and commissions after due official notice to the public and with consent of the Council.  These members can provide substantial contributions to the Council and to the welfare of the entire City.”

c. Section 9, subsection E.2, after “within 15 business days” add “absent an extension granted by the City Council.”

d.  Section 11, is amended to read “After this Code is approved by the Council, and passed by the voters as a provision of the Charter, the City Council shall have the authority to modify or amend portions hereof by ordinance upon recommendation of an independent citizen advisory board chosen in compliance with the City Charter and this Code of Conduct, and an affirmative vote of five members of the Council.”

 Vice-Mayor Stuart seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
(Item #C)

Mayor Hill presented Ordinance 08-17 captioned as follows:
AN ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK, ARIZONA, RECOMMENDING AN ETHICS POLICY TO THE QUALIFIED VOTERS OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK, FOR INCLUSION IN THE CITY CHARTER, DECLARING EMERGENCY
Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to approve the amendments to the Ordinance read earlier by mistake.  Vice-Mayor Stuart seconded. Councilmember Darris asked how many votes this item will take as it is an emergency measure.  City Clerk Millage stated that it would take six.  Councilmember Darris stated that he could not support Section 2 d, an affirmative vote of five members of the Council saying that he believes it should be a majority vote of the Council.  Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to amend his motion to read a majority of Council instead of five members.  Vice-Mayor Stuart seconded the amended motion.  Councilmember Haussman stated that he believes the super majority is necessary to protect the integrity of the work the public has done on this policy and to protect the process.  Councilmember Haussman stated that amendments to this document do not have to go to the vote of the people and only has to be approved by the majority of the Council who could have whims and caprices that aren’t necessarily the best interest of the community.  Councilmember Szink agreed.  Vice-Mayor Stuart commented that it appears that this item will not move forward and that is the dilemma of having 6 people vote.  Councilmember Haussman asked if this item could wait until Councilmember Cobb was present.  Mayor Hill stated that the Ordinance provides for an emergency measure so that it can be adopted and make it to the General Election Ballot. Mayor Hill stated that the whole point of putting this to the voters is that is what makes it law and gives it teeth.  Mayor Hill stated that he does like the super majority for amending the policy but since there is an amendment that requires the Council to appoint a citizen advisory board to review the policy to make these recommendations a super majority is over the top. Mayor Hill stated that he is not to the place to hang this up over this one issue. Mayor Hill stated that there is a provision to keep Council from changing the policy willy-nilly as it will be up to a Committee to make recommended changes. Councilmember Haussman asked who appoints the Citizen Committee.  Mayor Hill stated that by Charter the Mayor appoints and the Council ratifies.  Councilmember Haussman stated that his fear is that the Mayor could appoint Committee members who would side with him.  Councilmember Haussman stated that he wanted to remove as much subjectivity as possible and set it to a higher standard.  Councilmember Szink stated that he would not vote for it if the five was changed to four. Councilmember’s Szink and Carlisle called for the vote.  Councilmember Darris asked Councilmember Carlisle to amend his motion. Councilmember Carlisle amended his amended motion to read five members instead of the majority.  Mayor Hill seconded the amended motion. Councilmember Haussman stated that Legal Counsel had high praise for this policy and he is on board now but this is the one issue and he wants it made real and solid with the Super Majority making the decision. A roll call vote was held with the following results:  Councilmember Darris, “aye”, Councilmember Carlisle, “aye”, Councilmember Haussman, “aye”, Vice-Mayor Stuart, “aye” but said that she really dislikes being held at gunpoint over such a minute point and she does not like the way it is stated, Councilmember Szink, “aye” and Mayor Hill, “aye”.  
NEW BUSINESS:

(Item #A)

Manager Pilgrim asked that the Council ratify Alex Baker as the Fire Chief.  Mayor Hill made a motion to ratify Chief Baker.  Councilmember Szink seconded.  Mayor Hill asked what Mr. Baker’s plans are for the near future. Mr. Baker stated that he wants to get the Department back to basics and to rebuild the Department to create a solid base. Vice-Mayor Stuart asked who Mr. Baker plans to have represent Holbrook at the Northern Arizona Training Center.  Fire Chief Baker stated that currently he is the liaison but he plans to have additional people assigned to attend different meetings such as this as he cannot attend everything.  Mayor Hill called for the question and the motion carried unanimously.
(Item #B)

Mayor Hill presented Resolution 08-13 captioned as follows:
A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK, NAVAJO COUNTY, ARIZONA, AUTHORIZING THE CITY TO APPLY TO THE WATER INFRASTRUCTURE FINANCE AUTHORITY OF ARIZONA (WIFA) FOR TECHNICAL ASSISTANCE GRANT FUNDING

Vice-Mayor Stuart made a motion to adopt Resolution 08-13.  Councilmember Szink seconded.  Grants Administrator Fraley stated that this grant is for technical assistance for wastewater.  Grants Administrator Fraley stated that the grant for $12,500 with a match from the City will be used to develop the pre-design to increase the vault at the Romero Lift Station and recommend size of lines out of this vault.  Grants Administrator Fraley stated that the grant will help met objectives in the General Plan.  Vice-Mayor Stuart thanked Ms. Fraley for her work and that this is way over due.   Councilmember Darris stated that it is nice to see the City getting grants. Mayor Hill called for the question and the motion carried unanimously. 
(Item #C)

Mayor Hill presented Resolution 08-14 captioned as follows:
A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK, ARIZONA, AUTHORIZING AN APPLICATION TO THE GREATER ARIZONA DEVELOPMENT AUTHORITY FOR FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE PURSUANT TO TITLE 41, CHAPTER 10, ARTICLE 8, ARIZONA REVISED STATUTES
Vice-Mayor Stuart made a motion to adopt Resolution 08-14. Councilmember Szink seconded. Manager Pilgrim stated that this loan will be used to do the road maintenance resurfacing plan. Councilmember Carlisle asked at what point they would be receiving a budget for the Street Department for the next 12 years. Manager Pilgrim stated in the upcoming budget and that there will still be some monies available to do roadwork.  Councilmember Carlisle asked how much we will have after we make a $320,000.00 loan payment.  Manager Pilgrim stated that he could not address this without talking to the Streets Department but money will be made available for emergency repairs.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that currently there is an $855 thousand O&M budget and he is curious how the loan payment can be made and still fund the Department.  Manager Pilgrim stated that he cannot address this at this time. Councilmember Carlisle asked if this resolution is approved what it will get us.  Finance Director Sullivan stated that the vote on this Resolution is just authorizing Staff to apply for the loan.  Mayor Hill called for the question and the motion carried unanimously.
