MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE


HOLBROOK CITY COUNCIL HELD ON JULY 13, 2010 
CALL TO ORDER:  

Mayor Hill called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.
ROLL CALL:

Mayor Jeff Hill, Vice-Mayor Matt Searles, Councilmembers Wade Carlisle, Richard Peterson, Phillip Cobb and Charles Haussman.   Councilmember Myron Maxwell was absent and excused due to vacation. 

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE/INVOCATION:

Mayor Hill led the pledge of allegiance and John Gerwitz; Fleet Maintenance Supervisor gave the invocation.

CITY STAFF:  

City Manager Ray Alley, Chief of Police Mark Jackson, Fleet Maintenance Supervisor John Gerwitz and City Clerk Cher Reyes.

PETITIONS FROM THE PUBLIC:

CONSENT AGENDA:
Councilmember Cobb made a motion to approve the items on the consent agenda.  
A. Claims/payment approval for June 17, 2010 thru July 7, 2010.
B. Minutes of the Regular meeting held on June 22, 2010.
C. Special Event Liquor License Navajo County Fair Sept.15-Sept. 19, 2010.
Vice-Mayor Searles seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

CLAIMS/PAYMENT APPROVAL FOR June 17 thru July 7, 2010: Walt’s Hardware:  
Mayor Hill and Councilmember Carlisle recused themselves from this item as they are the owners of Walt’s Hardware.  Councilmember Cobb made a motion to approve the claims for Walt’s Hardware in the amount of $4141.52.  Councilmember Peterson seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
SUMMARY OF CURRENT EVENTS:

Mayor:
1. Mayor Hill reported that he had attended the League Subcommittee for resolutions by telephone and the purposed resolutions are in the Councilmember’s boxes.   Mayor Hill stated that if any Councilmember has suggestions for the resolutions to let him know before the League Conference in August.
2. Mayor Hill reported that the tree which was removed by the Pool was due to roots growing into the side of the pool and stated that if anyone had questions regarding this matter to see him.

Councilmembers:
1. Councilmember Cobb thanked everyone who was involved in Old West Days personally thanking Yvonne Larson and Emily Wheeler.  Councilmember Cobb stated that the event was well attended and was a wonderful event.

2. Councilmember Carlisle reported that he had attended the NACOG meeting and that Kerry Ballard and J.R. DeSpain on the executive committee so Navajo County is well represented. Councilmember Carlisle reported that most of the State’s Rest Areas will be re-opened in stages. 
3. Councilmember Peterson reported that he had attended the Mayor’s and Councilmember’s Association meeting and that Representative Silvia Allen was in attendance.   Councilmember Peterson stated that Representative Allen believes there will be another special session to discuss the State’s budget. Councilmember Peterson stated that kudos was given for the Sun Valley clean-up and that Show Low held an Electronic Waste recycling event and it was very successful.  Councilmember Peterson suggested Holbrook host such an event.  Manager Alley stated that Holbrook is way ahead of other communities in the electronic waste clean up as this has been an ongoing service of the Sanitation Department for awhile.  Councilmember Peterson also reported that rebates are available for new wood and pellet stoves and said that he would leave the information at City Hall for anyone interested.  Councilmember Peterson stated that Holbrook would be hosting the next Association meeting in October.  
Manager’s Report:
A. Manager Alley gave a report of Code Enforcement activities for the past quarter.  April 17 written notices, 12 verbal and 0 door tags, May 13 written, 10 verbal and 2 door tags, June 64 wrote, 30 verbal and 9 door tags.  Manager Alley stated that a total of 157 contacts had been made in the quarter and 2 cases filed into Court. Manager Alley stated that 3 older trailers have been disposed of along with a duplex on 5th and Hampshire.  Manager Alley stated that a trailer on McLaw’s Road is in the process of being removed also.
B. Manager Alley reported that the resurfacing at the airport has begun and the runway needs marking.  Manager Alley reported that the gate opener has been installed.  
C. Manager Alley reported that a preconstruction conference for the Forced Main Sewer Project was held last week and bids are due on Friday.
D. Manager Alley offered kudos to the Street’s Department for finishing the sidewalk on Florida Street.

E. Manager Alley reported that crews are working on 1st Avenue in front of Baptist Church and the work should be completed in 2 weeks.

F. Chief Jackson reported that the Geocast system is running. Chief Jackson stated that he had also applied for NIXLE which is free and got approval.   NIXLE allows for text and e-mail notification of emergencies, traffic info. , weather info, etc.   Chief Jackson encouraged everyone to log onto NIXLE.com and sign up for this service.
OLD BUSINESS:
NEW BUSINESS:
A. Mayor Hill presented Ordinance 10-05 captioned as follows for its first reading:
AN ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK, ARIZONA, AMENDING THE CITY CODE, CHAPTER 3, PUBLIC HEALTH AND SAFETY, ARTICLE 3-7, CITY PARKS, BY AMENDING SECTIONS 3-7-2 (A) AND (B) ESTABLISHING AN EFFECTIVE DATE; AND PROVIDING FOR REPEAL AND SEVERABILITY
Police Chief Jackson stated that he has had citizens complain about noise and safety issues at the Park. Chief Jackson stated that he monitored the park himself for a period of time and witnessed damage to Park equipment, graffiti, vehicle parked all over the place  and  loud music.  Chief Jackson stated that after 11 p.m. there is hardly anyone remaining in the Park but those who did were playing loud music and making noise.  Chief Jackson stated that he would like to close the park at 11 p.m. instead of midnight.  Vice-Mayor Searles asked if the Chief was talking about the entire Park.  Chief Jackson stated that he was but if there are ballgames on the Softball Field they will be allowed to remain and anyone else who may behaving a special event could obtain permission from the City Manager to remain in the Park past midnight. Chief Jackson stated that the persons who own property by the Park should not have to suffer because of the Park. Chief Jackson stated that he originally wanted to close the park at 10 p.m. but determined to try 11 p.m. during summer hours (May 1 thru September 30) and 10 p.m. during winter hours (October 1 thru April 30)  Councilmember Haussman commended the Chief for taking a stand.  Councilmember Peterson asked what would be the reasons to allow or not allow an exemption from the City Manager.  Chief  Jackson replied a Special Event or Birthday Party could be examples anything that may run past this time limit. Chief Jackson stated that sporting events that extend past this are listed in the Ordinance as an exemption.  Councilmember Peterson asked what basis would be used for approval or denial. Manager Alley stated that if it is a legitimate event and did not violate the noise code it would probably be allowed as long as it doesn’t offend anyone’s rights. Manager Alley stated that what the Chief is trying to do is make the park safe and protect citizen’s rights. Vice-Mayor Searles asked if this time affects the ball fields as well.  Chief Jackson stated that it is for the entire park but if there is a game going on they would be allowed to finish it.  Chief Jackson stated that the aim is to stop noise and commotion at the park and cut down on damage. Councilmember Cobb stated that he believes this is an appropriate way to address the issues at hand.  Councilmember Carlisle asked that Public Right of Way be re-defined as this would include streets.  Councilmember Carlisle also commented that in Show Low anyone under 18 has to be off the street by 11 p.m. and the Parks close before 11 p.m. Mayor Hill asked if this is aimed at keeping public complaints to a minimum for those who live in and around the park.  Chief Jackson stated that this is correct and this change is to cut back on the noise at the park for the residents around the park.  Mayor Hill asked what the penalty for violating this would be.  Chief Jackson stated that the Police would be issuing warnings to begin with and if the violation continues citations will be issue.  Chief Jackson stated that they are already issuing warnings for remaining in the park after the 12 o’clock closure.  Mayor Hill stated that if it is for the comfort for those who live in and around the park he understands.  Chief Jackson stated that they will not stop people from walking on the sidewalk to get home.  Councilmember Haussman stated that there are communities with noise ordinances.  Mayor Hill stated that this ordinance is strictly about hours of operation.  Mayor Hill invited the public if they have concerns to make an appointment to speak with the Manager or Chief.   
B.  Mayor Hill presented Ordinance 10-06 captioned as follows for its first reading: 
AN ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE 

CITY OF HOLBROOK, ARIZONA, AUTHORIZING

THE PURCHASE OF REAL PROPERTY BY THE CITY OF HOLBROOK FROM  HORSEHEAD CROSSING CATTLE COMPANY, LLC:

NAMELY A PORTION OF PARCEL NUMBER 109-07-008A, MORE FULLY DESCRIBED IN EXHIBIT “A” ATTACHED HERETO.

Manager Alley explained that this Ordinance is for the acquisition of property where the new well site will be.  Manager Alley stated that the gentleman who the City was previously working with to acquire property changed his mind.  Manager Alley stated that the property owner right next to the piece we were trying to acquire has agreed to give the City a 50 x 50 piece of property in exchange for up to 200 units of water as long as the City’s well is functioning.  Manager Alley reminded Council that they have established a new well as a high priority.  Manager Alley stated that the City does not have to install the infrastructure for Horsehead Crossing Cattle Company as it already exists. Mayor Hill stated that the agreement does not obligate the City for infrastructure or line maintenance for the seller.  Councilmember Carlisle asked if the 200 units will come off the main line.  Manager Alley stated that currently they have the service at two addresses and it would be up to 200 units for two addresses.  
C. Mayor Hill presented Resolution 10-05 captioned as follows:

A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK, ARIZONA, ADOPTING AN IDENTITY THEFT PREVENTION PROGRAM
Manager Alley explained that the Identify Theft program is required to be adopted by December 31, 2010 by the Federal Government.  Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to adoption the resolution. Councilmember Haussman seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
D.     Manager Alley reported that FEMA has reviewed all the reports and a memo outlining the discrepancy reports has been issued.  Manager Alley stated that a lot of them are minor and need to be addressed within 45 days.  Manager Alley stated that he believes that all but one issue remains unresolved that being the static hydrology versus transient hydrology which has to do with saturation and will this change the study if the levee is saturated before we have a flood of a certain magnitude will that change it.  Manager Alley stated that it is possible some calculations may have to be done over and that FEMA doesn’t even know which way to go.   Manager Alley stated that all the Hydrologists and Engineers are working on this and that FEMA commented that Holbrook’s Hydrology reports were the best.  Manager Alley stated that there is a possibility that it could cost up to $10,000.00 to complete the re-certification but he does not know yet.
E.  Manager Alley stated that Finance Director Sullivan is recommending awarding the contract to Ed Mangan, Consultant for Energy Grant the City received and Councilmember Haussman made a motion to award the contract to the recommended Consultant. Councilmember Cobb seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
F.  Manager Alley reported that both Vac-Con trucks are having operational issues. Manager Alley reported that we have had several sewer plugs and lift stations down in the past two weeks and the machines were down.  Manager Alley is asking permission to bid for a lease/purchase with an option to buy a new machine.  Manager Alley stated that the new equipment will cost between $250,000 and $300,000 dollars but is needed desperately.  Manager Alley stated that the first payment would not be due until next fiscal year and that it will take 2 to three months to build.  John Gerwitz, Fleet Maintenance Supervisor stated that the transmission for the 1993 machine is out and will cost approximately $1200.00 to repair.  Mr. Gerwitz stated that the machines are so bad that if a lift station goes down he has to go out with the crews to keep the machine running.  Mr. Gerwitz stated that they are two machines in one with one end being a hydro jet and the other being an excavator which is like a wet vacuum and when they operate they do so at extreme.  Mayor Hill asked if the newer one will be larger.  Mr. Gerwitz stated that at our elevation a lot of the physics are constant.  Councilmember Carlisle asked if an extended warranty would be purchased.  Manager Alley stated that he did not know yet as the numbers were 5 digit astronomical and we will have up to one year to purchase the extended warranty.  Mayor Hill asked what the expected service life is for a new machine.  Fleet Supervisor Gerwitz stated approximately 10 years.  Mr. Gerwitz stated that these machines can do essentially the same thing as a backhoe and has many functions working in a rough environment constantly.  Councilmember Peterson asked if one of the older machines can be saved.  Manager Alley stated that the intention is to save the smaller of the two and replace the larger one. Manager Alley stated that he almost rented one from Show Low but Mr. Gerwitz was able to keep it running.  Councilmember Cobb made a motion to direct Manager Alley to bid the Vac-Con.  Councilmember Haussman seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Melissa Prather petitioned the Council regarding the Historic Preservation Community.  Ms. Prather stated that this had been discussed three months ago to form this committee and that nothing has been done with it.  Ms. Prather asked why it takes so long to form a Committee.

There being no further business to come before the Council at this time, Mayor Hill adjourned the meeting by unanimous consent at 8:11 p.m.
