MINUTES OF THE HOLBROOK CITY COUNCIL SPECIAL MEETING HELD ON 
JANUARY 19, 2010
CALL TO ORDER:  

Mayor Jeff Hill called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.
Roll Call:

Mayor Jeff Hill, Vice-Mayor Matthew Searles, Councilmember’s Wade Carlisle, Myron Maxwell, Phil Cobb and Charles Haussman.
CITY STAFF:  

Interim City Manager Ray Alley and City Clerk Cher Reyes.
NEW BUSINESS:
Mayor Hill moved new business items C-F up before items A and B on the agenda.  
C. City Clerk Reyes stated that Planning and Zoning had received applications to replace Harold Elson on the Commission and recommends appointing Jolyn Fox.  Ms. Reyes stated that an ad had been placed in the paper and two persons applied before the deadline:  Cynthia Stuart and Jolyn Fox.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that he would like to hear them speak before making a decision.  Vice-Mayor Searles agreed.  Mayor Hill made a motion and to place this item on the agenda for the next regular meeting.  Vice-Mayor Searles seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
D. Claims: January 8 through January 15, 2010.  Vice-Mayor Searles made a motion to approve the claims.  Vice-Mayor Searles seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

E. Councilmember Haussman made a motion to approve the special event liquor license for the Holbrook Elk’s Lodge for February 6, 2010.  Councilmember Cobb seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
F. Councilmember Cobb made a motion to approve the special event liquor license for the Holbrook Elk’s Lodge for February 13, 2010.  Councilmember Haussman seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

G. Council conducted brief interviews of the following individuals:  DWayne Hartup, Earl Kester, Sr. Melissa Prather, Johnathan Roes, Richard Peterson and Bobby Tyler.  DWayne Hartup stated that he is retired with 36 years Government experience as he retired from law enforcement.  Mr. Hartup stated that he is a substitute teacher for the Holbrook School District, he is community minded and as he is retired he is available for meetings on short notice.  Earl Kester stated that he has lived in Holbrook since 1977 and has plenty of ideas.  Mr. Kester stated that he has had 6 children graduate from Holbrook High School.  Mr. Kester stated that he presently is a shop foreman for Navajo County and also owns a business in Holbrook.  Melissa Prather stated that she moved her from Washington in 2004 and was retired from the City of Seattle.  Ms. Prather stated that she attends all Council meetings and knows what is going on.  Ms. Prather stated she also does a lot of volunteer work.
Johnathan Roes stated that he was born in Holbrook and would bring a unique vision to Holbrook.  Mr. Roes stated that he works for the County Election Department. Richard Peterson stated that he has lived in Holbrook since 2002 but has lived in Holbrook off and on all his life.  Mr. Peterson stated that he was in the military and has a Masters Degree in secondary education.  Mr. Peterson stated that he has held two elected positions and has owned a small business.  Bobby Tyler stated that he is a lifelong 3rd generation resident of Holbrook and worked at APS for 25 years.  Mr. Tyler stated that he understands how Holbrook works and has volunteered for the Police and Fire Departments.  Questions were asked of the candidates:  Councilmember Maxwell asked if everyone was familiar with the Charter government.  Johnathan Roes stated that he knows it well and DWayne Hartup replied that it is a blueprint as to what Council is to do.  Councilmember Haussman asked how the candidates see themselves fitting in with the elected body and are they willing to work collectively.  Richard Peterson stated that he would state his opinion strongly but once the decision is made he will be untied and support the decision made.  DWayne Hartup responded that winning is not the goal but rather reaching a successful goal or conclusion.  Earl Kester stated that he can work with anybody and that tourism is the best thing Holbrook has going for it.  Bobby Tyler said that he agrees to disagree and make the right decision for the City of Holbrook.  Johnathan Roes responded with he would work to push agenda forward and not take it person. Ms. Prather said that she would work as a team to get things done. Vice-Mayor Searles asked the candidates ideas were for Holbrook.  Earl Kester stated that he would like to promote the Hashknife Pony Express and get Holbrook on the International Tourism map.  Melissa Prather stated that she sees the Courthouse as the biggest issue facing the City and she does not know how can fix it but we need to support it with whatever means we can. 
Johnathan Roes stated that we need to improve the looks of Main Street. Mr. Peterson responded that with the recession some tough choices must be made and we must grow out of it and not rely on Tourism as a base. Bobby Tyler said that we need to get back where we were, get businesses here and present ourselves better. Councilmember Carlisle asked if the candidates knew what was in the underbelly of the City.  Bobby Tyler responded “no”.  DWayne Hartup replied that he is not sure and other people are not sure either perhaps there is an identity issue. Earl Kester stated that the roads are tore down there is sewer and water issues. Melissa Prather agreed with the three persons comments before hers saying that the City needs to act as a team. Johnathan Roes stated that he will not pretend to understand the ins and outs of City roads, infrastructure or things that need to be taken care of. Richard Peterson replied that he believes a lot of people work here but don’t live here and we need to find out why and solve it. Councilmember Carlisle asked if everyone will be able to show up in time for meetings.  Richard Peterson stated that there would be a moral obligation to do such. Johnathan Roes stated that he could be present at all meetings. Melissa Prather stated that she already attends all meeting and would continue to do so. Earl Kester stated he could be here.  DWayne Hartup stated that he could attend all meetings and would want to.  Bobby Tyler stated that he would be committed to this. Councilmember Cobb commended all the candidates for applying for the position and asked why they are in Holbrook.  Melissa Prather stated that she is here due to her friends. Earl Kester replied that the good lord wants him to be here. Bobby Tyler replied that this is his hometown and he loves Holbrook. Mayor Hill asked each individual to explain how they will prepare to make decisions on agenda items. Bobby Tyler stated he would get information as possible. DWayne Hartup said that he would research and get input from people he knows. Earl Kester stated that he  would think and read about the item. Johnathan Roes replied that he would listen to other Councilmember’s.  Richard Peterson said that he would try to explore things that have not been thought about. Mayor Hill instructed Council to rate the candidates with 1 being a high score and 6 being low. `
Interim City Manager and City Clerk Reyes tabulated the tally sheets and presented the tally to Mayor Hill.  Mayor Hill reported to Council that Richard Peterson had received the highest rating.  Councilmember Cobb made a motion to appoint Richard Peterson to fill the vacant Council position.  Councilmember Haussman seconded.  Councilmember Carlisle requested a roll call vote with the following results:  Councilmember Carlisle, “aye”, Councilmember Cobb, “aye”, Councilmember Haussman, “aye”, Councilmember Maxwell, “aye”, Vice-mayor Searles, “aye” and Mayor Hill, “aye”.

Magistrate Judge Hatch swore Richard Peterson in as the new Councilmember.
