MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE


HOLBROOK CITY COUNCIL HELD ON SEPTEMBER 22, 2009 
CALL TO ORDER:  

Mayor Hill called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.
ROLL CALL:

Mayor Jeff Hill, Vice-Mayor Matt Searles, Councilmembers Wade Carlisle, Charles Haussman, Phil Cobb, Kent Darris and Myron Maxwell. 
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE/INVOCATION:

City Clerk Reyes led the pledge of allegiance and Caleb Lanting, City Engineer gave the invocation.

CITY STAFF:  

City Manager Carlo Pilgrim, Finance Director Randy Sullivan, City Engineer Caleb Lanting, Airport Operator Alan Roes, Wastewater Treatment Plant Supervisor Lance Spencer, Police Chief Mark Jackson and City Clerk Cher Reyes. 
CEREMONIALS/ANNOUNCMENTS/PRESENTATION:
Mayor Hill offered condolences to the family of Wayne McDaniel.
PETITIONS FROM THE PUBLIC:

None.
CONSENT AGENDA:
Councilmember Darris made a motion to approve the items on the consent agenda.  
A. Claims/payment approval for September 3, 2009 thru September 16, 2009

B. Minutes of the regular meeting held on September 8, 2009. 
Vice-Mayor Searles seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

CLAIMS/PAYMENT APPROVAL FOR SEPTEMBER 3, THRU SEPTEMBER 16, 2009: Walt’s Hardware:
Mayor Hill and Councilmember Carlisle excused themselves from this item and left the chambers as they are the owners of Walt’s Hardware.  Councilmember Darris made a motion to approve the claims for Walt’s Hardware.  Councilmember Cobb seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
SUMMARY OF CURRENT EVENTS:

Mayor:
A. Mayor Hill reported that he had attended the ADOT Transportation Board meeting in Snowflake on Thursday and Friday.  Mayor Hill reported that there was nothing on the agenda for Holbrook.  Mayor Hill stated that ADOT is anticipating a million dollar shortfall this year and they are looking at closing some MVD offices. 
B. Mayor Hill read a memo from Code Enforcement Officer Rod Gish.

A. Councilmember Maxwell voiced his appreciation to the Mayor for all the extra hours he puts in as Mayor and for representing Holbrook well.  
B. Councilmember Cobb thanked the Library for excellent Shakespeare in the Park.  Councilmember Cobb stated that 4 persons played the parts of 12 persons and it was an enjoyable time.

C. Councilmember Cobb stated that the Navajo County Fair was an outstanding event and thanked everyone who volunteered.

D. Councilmember Haussman praised the Water and Wastewater Crews for their assistance at the High School.  Councilmember Haussman stated that the Council must be advocates for the City Employees.
Manager’s Report:
A. Manager Pilgrim reported that Mike O’Dell and Carlos Jiminez are still working on the utility systems audit.  Manager Pilgrim reported that Finance has contracted with a person to input the information to help speed up the process.
B. Manager Pilgrim announced that October 7 will be “Walk to School Day” and invited everyone to participate.  Manager Pilgrim stated that this is in conjunction with the Safe Routes to School Grant.
OLD BUSINESS:

NEW BUSINESS:
A. Mayor Hill and Councilmember Carlisle excused themselves from this item as they are the owners of Triggledigger one of the bidders and left the room.  Vice-Mayor Searles stated that he was confused as the Route 66 bid is lower than Triggledigger.  City Clerk Reyes stated that Route 66 did not bid on all the items but Triggledigger did.  Vice-Mayor Searles stated that according to the cover letter they both bid all items.  City Clerk Reyes stated that Purchasing Agent Vickie James had reviewed the bids item by item and had determined that Triggledigger was the lowest bid.  City Clerk Reyes stated that Route 66 did not bid all items according to the bid proposal sheets.  Councilmember Darris stated that he had problems with the coffee filters, coffee and cups being included in the janitorial supplies and asked who we buy coffee for.  City Clerk stated that the cups are for Golf Course and functions.  Manager Pilgrim stated that the coffee is for use at City Hall.  Vice-Mayor Searles asked why it was included in Janitorial supplies.  Manager Pilgrim stated that he believed it was because the vendor carried all these items.  Councilmember Cobb made a motion to accept Staff’s recommendation and award the bid to Triggledigger.  Councilmember Haussman seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
B. Manager Pilgrim stated that the Council had approved an agreement with Armstrong Consultants for the Airport Master Plan.  Manager Pilgrim stated that at this time bids have been let for pavement maintenance for the runway, taxiway, apron and upgrading the AWOS.  Councilmember Carlisle asked what type of pavement maintenance is planned.  Airport Operator Alan Roes stated that it would be crack seal and seal coat. Councilmember Darris asked if this was all grant funded.  Airport Operator Roes stated that the City has a 2.5% match.  Manager Pilgrim stated that since the bids came in lower than the grant amount the excess will be moved to next years FAA Grant.  Councilmember Haussman asked what the timeline for the construction is.  Airport Operator Roes stated that the work is to be completed when it will not interfere with commercial traffic.  Mr. Roes stated that there is also a temperature stipulation for seal coat and crack seal and it may need to be delayed until warmer weather.  Councilmember Maxwell made a motion to award the bid to Granite Construction in the amount of $237,086.50.  Councilmember Cobb seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
C. Manager Pilgrim stated that Staff if requesting permission to contract with APS to install transformers at the Shipley Phillips lift station.  Vice-Mayor Searles asked if the transformers are the cause of the breakers tripping.  Finance Director Sullivan stated that Staff contacted the pump company and APS and this has been determined to be the cause.  Finance Director Sullivan stated that 208 volt pumps are a specialty item as they do not make as many.  Finance Director Sullivan stated that all the other lift stations are 230 volts and this one is the only one at 208 volts.  Councilmember Darris asked if the Corporation Commission rules against APS regarding the customer paying to extend lines if we would still have to pay this.  Finance Director Sullivan replied he did not know.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that this is not a line extension but an upgrade of the service and the customer could be charged.  Vice-Mayor Searles made a motion to approve the agreement with APS to install overhead transformers.  Councilmember Haussman seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
D. Manager Pilgrim requested that Council approve Change Order 2 with J.E. Fuller for Phase II of the levee geotechnical investigation in the amount of $142,300.00.  Councilmember Haussman asked if this is to rectify the issues found in the meander.  Caleb Lanting, City Engineer stated that it was not.  Mr. Lanting stated that when Kleinfelder was originally contracted to conduct the geotechnical investigation there was two phases and this is the second portion of the original scope of work.  Mr. Lanting stated that at time Kleinfelder did not know how much the cost would be and that is why the change order has been brought forth.  Engineer Lanting stated that Staff will be bringing the meander resolution to the Council at a later date.  Councilmember Carlisle asked if there were any other issues besides the scouring problem.  Engineer Lanting stated that at this time he does not know.  Mr. Lanting stated that the intent of Phase II is to determine if there will be any seepage.  Councilmember Carlisle asked what the seismic portion tests are.  Mr. Lanting stated that it will show holes in the levee, compaction of the levee, composition, density and compaction.  Councilmember Carlisle asked if this requires more coring.  Mr. Lanting stated that this is a part of Phase II and coring will be conducted in cross sections.  Mayor Hill asked what happens if it is found there are areas which are wanting if there was a possibility they would not certify the levee.  Mr. Lanting stated that this is a possibility. Mr. Lanting stated that the levee is protecting the City and if there is a problem the City will want to know that it is not protecting the City.  Councilmember Haussman stated that if it is a design flaw the Army Corp of Engineers will take responsibility.  Councilmember Maxwell stated that he felt it was dangerous to be coring into the levee.  Mayor Hill gave Councilmember Maxwell a brief history on the levee recertification saying that when the Army Corp of Engineers sent the levee documents to the City for signatures, copies were not kept and the copies of all the Army Corps records have been destroyed as they were only required to keep them seven years.  Mayor Hill stated that the Corp is not going to place them in a position of liability and that is why the City must pay for re-certification of the levee.  Manager Pilgrim asked Engineer Lanting to address the meander.  Mr. Lanting stated that he had asked Kleinfelder if we were on schedule for submitting the recertification paperwork by the November 20 deadline and they say we are but the date could be changed due to the meander bend.  Mr. Lanting stated depending on what is determined is needed here it could take more time and push beyond the deadline.   Mr. Lanting stated that he has spoken with Kleinfelder regarding their procedures for testing and was told the reports are peer reviewed by several individuals to make sure conclusions are valid and they understand the liability associated with certifying a levee.  Councilmember Haussman made a motion to approve change order number 2 in the amount of $142,300.00.  Councilmember Cobb seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
E. Manager Pilgrim informed Council that every five years the City enters into an agreement for inmate labor with the Department of Corrections.  Manager Pilgrim stated that they provide labor for all Departments of the City at the rate of .50 per hour. Manager Pilgrim asked to be allowed to enter into another 5 year agreement.  Vice-Mayor Searles asked if the $10,000 budgeted pays for the Correction Officer (CO) supervising the inmates as well as the inmate labor.  City Clerk Reyes stated that she did not believe the City paid for the CO.  Vice-Mayor Searles stated that according to the contract we do.  City Clerk Reyes stated that the $10,000 should cover the entire amount.  Manager Pilgrim stated that we could control this amount.  Vice-Mayor Searles asked if the City had paid for the CO before.  City Clerk Reyes stated that they had not.  Vice-Mayor Searles stated that he wanted Staff to be aware that this is in the contract and if they want to pay for it that is fine but he wanted Staff to be aware. Councilmember Darris made a motion to enter into the agreement with the Department of Corrections for inmate labor.  Councilmember Haussman seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

POST EXECUTIVE SESSION:
CALL TO THE AUDIENCE:

Ross Heward of Woodruff petitioned the Council regarding the fee for a Transient Vendor’s Permit stating that it is too high.  Mr. Heward stated that he sells vegetables and was stopped by the Police for not having the permit and asked that the Council lower the fee to $20-25.00 for a three month permit.

ADJOURNMENT:

There being no further business to come before the Council at this time Mayor Hill made a motion to adjourn.  Vice-Mayor Searles seconded and the meeting was adjourned at 7:58 p.m.
