
MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE


HOLBROOK CITY COUNCIL HELD ON FEBRUARY 11, 2014
CALL TO ORDER:  
Mayor Hill called the meeting to order at 6:08 p.m.
ROLL CALL:
Mayor Jeff Hill, Vice-Mayor Charles Haussman, Councilmember’s Myron Maxwell, Wade Carlisle, Bobby Tyler, Richard Peterson and Phil Cobb. 
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE/INVOCATION:

The pledge was led by Councilmember Tyler and the invocation was given by Mayor Hill. 

CITY STAFF: 
City Manager Ray Alley, Finance Director Randall Sullivan, Police Chief Mark Jackson and City Clerk Cher Reyes.
Public announcements and presentations:
Phillip Rose of the Holbrook Fire Department presented Engine #14 the new Fire truck.  Council adjourned to go view the truck for 5 minutes.

Call to the audience:

Eva Purvis petitioned the Council regarding the lease of real property that was listed on the agenda, asking where the property was located and who owns it.
CONSENT AGENDA:

Claims approval for January 24, 2014 thru February 5, 2014, Minutes of the special meeting held January 27, 2014, the minutes of the regular meeting held on December 10, 2013 and a special event liquor license for Our Lady of Guadalupe, March 1, 2014. Councilmember Cobb made a motion to approve the consent agenda.  Councilmember Tyler seconded and the motion carried unanimously

SUMMARY OF CURRENT EVENTS:
MAYOR:  
1. Mayor Hill read portions of the City Charter as a refresher and stated that he would read portions at each meeting.
COUNCIL:  
1.  Councilmember Maxwell thanked all the people involved in the Christmas celebration.  Councilmember Maxwell stated that the city was lively, lit up and beautiful.  Councilmember Maxwell thanked Ryan and Holly Christensen for putting up the lights.  

2. Councilmember Cobb reported that the Hashknife ride was a great success and that the Holbrook Police Department had provided safety for the riders.

3. Councilmember Cobb reported that those who attended Quiz Night had a wonderful time.

4. Councilmember Cobb congratulated the Holbrook Cheerleaders for winning the State title.

5. Vice-Mayor Haussman reported that he attended the AIA Spirit line competition and that the teams who attend mean business and are very competitive.  Vice-Mayor Haussman reported that the Holbrook Spirit Line took Division II championship and the partner stunt took 2nd place.
6. Vice-Mayor Haussman reported that a new building on the NPC Campus will be used for Mechatronics, NAVIT, construction programs and industrial process.  Vice-Mayor Haussman stated that the new technology building will be an asset to NPC and Holbrook.

7. Councilmember Carlisle reported that the Federal HURF fund will be broke by July.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that the Governor is using HURF funds as a tool to get funds for CPS. Mayor Hill reported that HURF-Highway User Funds are a tax used to pay for roads.

8. Councilmember Tyler reported that he was very touched by the Posse’s visit to Sheldon School and how they interacted with the students.

9. Councilmember Tyler reported that he would like to see funds in next year’s budget for a park on McLaws Road.

10. Councilmember Tyler reported that he would like to look into enlarging the park behind the soccer fields to possibly accommodate Frisbee Golf.

MANAGER:
1. Finance Director Sullivan gave a financial report.  Mr. Sullivan stated that currently the City has collected $215,000 more in sales tax than projected.  Finance Director Sullivan stated that there are 4 departments which are over expended and that General Fund as a whole is under budget.  Finance Director Sullivan stated that the utility fund is operating with $293,000 in revenue and is currently under budget.  Finance Director Sullivan sated that the HURF fund is operating with an income of $50,927. And overall HURF is under budget. Finance Director Sullivan stated that this should allow for more concrete when the weather improves.  Finance Director Sullivan stated that there is $578,612 in the investment fund. 

2. Manager Alley reported that the park at the Senior Center is about 95% complete.  Manager Alley stated that above ground planters will be installed.

3. Manager Alley reported that Streets is patching by the LDS Church and on the hill.

4. Manager Alley stated that he will be working on the cemetery wall when he gets time.

5. Manager Alley reported that Navajo County will be requesting another road easement from the City. 
6. Finance Director Sullivan and Manager Alley presented a power point presentation showing the city facilities that need attention.  Manager Alley stated that things have been allowed to get to this shape over several years and this is what he will be working on.
7. Police Chief Jackson reported that Bob Sutton has been hired as the evidence Clerk and they are looking at moving the evidence room.
8. Police Chief Jackson stated that they are still working on Lexipool spending the recommended time per week on it.
9. Police Chief Jackson reported that the Police Department has acquired vehicles form military surplus which will be used for the VIP’s.
10. Police Chief Jackson reported that the radio repeaters will be turned back on Thursday.
11. Police Chief Jackson reported that due to a shortage of man power the department is working 8 hour shifts.
12. Police Chief Jackson reported that the 3 persons in the academy are doing well.
OLD BUSINESS:
A.  Mayor Hill presented Ordinance 14-01 captioned as follows for its second reading:
AN ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE 

CITY OF HOLBROOK, ARIZONA, AUTHORIZING

THE LEASE OF REAL PROPERTY OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK:

NAMELY A PORTION OF PARCEL NUMBER 109-37-006A, MORE FULLY DESCRIBED IN EXHIBIT “A” ATTACHED HERETO
City Clerk Reyes noted that the lease agreement has one mistake in it stating that it should read that it is renewable in one year increments after the first year. 

Councilmember Maxwell made a motion to adopt Ordinance 14-01 with the change noted by City Clerk Reyes.  Councilmember Carlisle seconded. A roll call vote was held with the following results:
Councilmember Carlisle, “aye”, Councilmember Cobb, “aye”, Vice-Mayor Haussman, “aye”, Councilmember Maxwell, “aye”, Councilmember Peterson, “aye” Councilmember Tyler, “aye” and Mayor Hill, “aye”.
A. Mayor Hill presented Ordinance 14-02, captioned as follows for its second reading:
AN ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK, ARIZONA, AMENDING THE CITY CODE, CHAPTER 1, BOARDS AND COMMISSIONS, 1-6-1 (A) ESTABLISHMENT AND 1-6-1 (B) TERMS OF OFFICE; ESTABLISHING AN EFFECTIVE DATE; AND PROVIDING FOR REPEAL AND SEVERABILITY.

City Clerk Reyes stated that this ordinance will allow for a smaller zoning commission as the vacated positions have not been filled and it is hard to get a quorum.  Clerk Reyes stated that with smaller size commission quorum amount is smaller also. Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to adopt Ordinance 14-02.  Councilmember Tyler seconded.  A roll call vote was held with the following results: Councilmember Carlisle, “aye”, Councilmember Cobb, “aye”, Vice-Mayor Haussman, “aye”, Councilmember Maxwell, “aye”, Councilmember Peterson, “aye” Councilmember Tyler, “aye” and Mayor Hill, “aye”.
NEW BUSINESS:
A.  Council agreed to hold a work session on February 25, 2014 after the regular meeting to discuss the Memorandum of Understanding with the Holbrook Chamber of Commerce.

EXECUTIVE SESSION:
POST EXECUTIVE SESSION:
CALL TO THE AUDIENCE:

Mayor Hill reminded the public how the call to the audience works and the rules that should be followed.  Mayor Hill stated that it is a business meeting of the Council and that the Council wants to hear from the public but clapping and other such things should be refrained from.  

Eva Purvis petitioned the Council stating “ In the newspaper it stated Mr. Alley as saying “when I was hired 4 years ago”  Ms. Purvis stated that she is yet to see a copy of his job description, his annual performance objects.  Ms. Purvis asked if Mr. Alley signed a yearly contract with the City.  Ms. Purvis stated that 6 more City employees could be hired with the salary Mr. Alley makes.  Ms. Purvis asked why demote for the same pay?  Ms. Purvis stated that the Charter also has a section on nepotism.
Armando Aguilera petitioned the Council stating that he has worked for the City of Holbrook 32 years.  Mr. Aguilera stated that he has been crew chief, foreman and eventually supervisor for the Water/Wastewater Department. Mr. Aguilera stated that he has been the Supervisor for 13 years.  Mr. Aguilera stated that during his 32 years he has been out there working so many nights and so many weekends on water breaks, sewer breaks, Lift stations and whatever else.  Mr. Aguilera stated this took much time away from his family but he did it for this community, his community and he did it with dignity and integrity.

Eduardo Coronado, Attorney for Armanda Aguilera, petitioned the Council regarding the City of Holbrook Personnel Policy saying that it is an important policy that should be followed by the City as well as the Charter. Mr. Coronado stated that the Personnel Policy is for the protection of the employees.  Mr. Coronado stated that the person who should have conducted Mr. Aguilera’s evaluation is the Personnel Director.  Mr. Coronado stated that the Personnel Director would have made it unbiased.  Mr. Coronado stated that the review was done at a peculiar time as Mr. Aguilera has filed a notice of claim against the City of Holbrook. Mr. Coronado asked how in the world can a person who is suing the person evaluating him get an unbiased evaluation.  Mr. Coronado asked if anyone would want to be demoted on one mistake.  Mr. Coronado asked the Council to consider Mr. Aguilera’s position.
Leo Maestas petitioned the Council stating what he has witnessed at this office over the past few months that he has been investigating is unconscionable.  Mr. Maestas stated that Mr. Aguilera is the most important person in town because when you turn your faucet on you expect something to come out and when you flush your toilet you expect it to go away.  Mr. Maestas stated that there are liars, damn liars and statistics.  Mr. Maestas stated that statistics don’t lie.  Mr. Maestas stated that this is all about dollars and bucks.  Mr. Maestas stated that the Council has allowed this man to wear multiple hats.  Mr. Maestas stated that the Mayor had eluded to the elementary charter at the beginning of the meeting but not the personnel policy.  Mr. Maestas quoted Section 103 of the Personnel Policy saying that the Council shall appoint a Personnel Director for the City of Holbrook, emphasis on the shall.  Mr. Maestas stated that Mr. Alley’s job is administrative and maybe if he wasn’t leaning on a shovel or putting millings in his driveway.  Mayor Hill asked Mr. Maestas to stop. Mr. Maestas replied “no” and continued to read from the Personnel Policy, Mayor Hill asked Mr. Maestas if he understood, Mr. Maestas continued to read, Mayor Hill asked Mr. Maestas if he understood again, Mr. Maestas replied “do not threaten me”.  Mayor Hill asked Chief Jackson to remove Mr. Maestas from the Chambers.  Louie Baldonado shouted from the back of the room “that’s crap”.  Mr. Baldonado then thanked Mr. Maestas and told him good job. Mayor Hill stated that Mr. Maestas had gone too far.  Mr. Baldonado stated that what was to far is (cannot hear), that is what is too far.  Mayor Hill told Mr. Baldonado twice to stop.  Mayor Hill stated that this is not the time or place, emotions are high and asked if anyone here wanted to see the City go down the crapper.  Mayor Hill asked who here does not want the very best for our Community.  Mayor Hill stated there are so many ways to get there.  Mayor Hill stated that the Council has been going through this for years, they have had officers and dispatchers at meetings, golf course personnel and others.  Mayor Hill stated that if we have to have work sessions to see what is going on and where Mr. Alley is going it can be done. Mayor Hill stated that this is a meeting of the Council who represents the citizens and no personal attacks are to be made.
