MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE


HOLBROOK CITY COUNCIL HELD ON FEBRUARY 19, 2013 
CALL TO ORDER:  
Mayor Hill called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.
ROLL CALL:
Mayor Jeff Hill, Vice-Mayor Charles Haussman, Councilmember’s Richard Peterson, Myron Maxwell, Wade Carlisle, Bobby Tyler and Phil Cobb.  
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE/INVOCATION:

Councilmember Tyler led the pledge of allegiance and Councilmember Cobb gave the invocation.
CITY STAFF: 
City Manager Ray Alley, Finance Director Randall Sullivan, Chief of Police Mark Jackson and City Clerk Cher Reyes.
CEREMONIALS/ANNOUNCMENTS/PRESENTATION:
Finance Director Sullivan presented Council with a pen made from wood of the old Food Mart by Larry Lorance of Texas.

Yvonne Larson, Chamber President presented a check to the Holbrook Little League Board in the amount of $1200.00.  The funds will be used for field renovations at John Barrow and are the result of a fund raiser held in December.

PUBLIC HEARING:
Councilmember Cobb made a motion to enter into a public hearing regarding the use of CDBG funds.  Councilmember Carlisle seconded and the public hearing opened at 6:04 p.m. Hearing no public comment, Mayor Hill asked for comments from Staff.  City Clerk Reyes explained the CDBG program and how funds are dispersed.  City Clerk Reyes stated that this public hearing is to announce the projects that have been determined to be submitted for approval to CDBG.  City Clerk Reyes stated that the project is Senior Citizens Center and Holbrook Extended Care renovations which will include paving of the parking lot, new sidewalks, new furnaces/heaters, commercial refrigerator, energy efficient windows, new roof and a commercial mixer. City Clerk Reyes stated that she would be presenting the project on March 13, 2013 to CDBG and Department of Housing. City Clerk Reyes stated that CDBG will be administering the grant funds. Mayor Hill made a motion to close the public hearing.  Vice-Mayor Haussman seconded and the public hearing closed at 6:10 p.m.

Councilmember Cobb made a motion to approve the consent agenda. Councilmember Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
CLAIMS/PAYMENT APPROVAL FOR: Walt’s Hardware:  
Councilmember Carlisle recused himself from this item as he is the owner of Walt’s Hardware.  Mayor Hill announced that he no longer has any ownership interest in Walt’s so he does not have to excuse himself. Councilmember Cobb made a motion to approve 
SUMMARY OF CURRENT EVENTS:

         Mayor: 
A. Mayor Hill reported that he had attended the event where the Hashknife rides into Scottsdale.

      Councilmember:
A. Councilmember Cobb thanked everybody who volunteered to get the Hashknife going.
B. Councilmember Carlisle stated that he would be attending a NACOG meeting where HURF funding will be discussed.
      Manager’s Report:
A.  Manager Alley reported that the second round of sewer modeling is complete but that it is still inaccurate.  Manager Alley reported that it will be presented to Council when complete.
B. Manager Alley reported that pool lifts will be installed at the pool to make it ADA compliant.

C. Manager Alley reported that the E. Florida lift station is gone.

D. Manager Alley reported that abatements have been conducted at W. Erie across from Junior High Cafeteria and behind the Roxy Theatre.
E. Manager Alley reported that Maverick is planning a March opening.

F. Manager Alley reported that Carl’s JR. is cleaning out the old KFC in preparation of their opening.

G. Manager Alley reported that Tractor Supply has remained in contact with City Staff and is moving forward with their plans to open.

OLD BUSINESS:

A.  Councilmember Maxwell made a motion to appoint Trent Larson to the Planning and Zoning Commission to replace Lester Pate.  Councilmember Peterson seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  City Clerk Reyes stated that she is anticipating another resignation and will see if Ms. Eavenson wants to keep her name in for that position.

NEW BUSINESS:
A. City Clerk Reyes presented Resolution 13-02 captioned as follows:
A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK ADOPTING A RESIDENTIAL ANTIDISPLACEMENT AND RELOCATION ASSISTANCE PLAN FOR FY13, AS REQUIRED UNDER SECTION 104(d) OF THE HOUSING AND COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT ACT OF 1974 AS AMENDED.

 City Clerk Reyes explained that even though the City will not be abating any property this resolution must be adopted to obtain CDBG funding.  Vice-Mayor Haussman made a motion to adopt Resolution 13-02.  Councilmember Carlisle seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
B. City Clerk Reyes presented Resolution 13-03 captioned as follows:
A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK AUTHORIZING THE SUBMISSION OF AN APPLICATION FOR FY13 STATE COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT FUNDS, CERTIFYING THAT SAID APPLICATION MEETS THE COMMUNITY'S PREVIOUSLY IDENTIFIED HOUSING AND COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT NEEDS AND THE REQUIREMENTS OF THE STATE CDBG PROGRAM, AND AUTHORIZING ALL ACTIONS NECESSARY TO IMPLEMENT AND COMPLETE THE ACTIVITIES OUTLINED IN SAID APPLICATION.

Councilmember Cobb made a motion To adopt Resolution 13-03 and approve the Holbrook Senior Citizens improvements as the project.  Councilmember Carlisle seconded and the Resolution was adopted unanimously.

C.  City Clerk Reyes presented Resolution 13-04 captioned as follows:

A RESOLUTION OF THE 

CITY OF HOLBROOK
THE ARIZONA LEGISLATURE AND GOVERNOR 

TO DISCONTINUE DIVERSION OF HIGHWAY USER REVENUE FUNDS

Manager Alley stated that this is a form resolution from the League of Arizona for presentation to State Legislature to stop raiding HURF funds.  Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to adopt the Resolution.  Councilmember Cobb seconded and the resolution was adopted unanimously. Councilmember Peterson asked where the information in the resolution came from.  Manager Alley stated that the League of Arizona Cities and Towns prepared the document.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that billions of dollars were diverted to support other programs rather than what HURF funding is intended for. 
D. Manager Alley stated that Fire Chief Simpson has been approached by residents of Perkin’s Valley Homeowner Association to enter into a fire agreement with the Department. Manager Alley stated that historically if the Holbrook Volunteer Fire Department responded to a fire call in Perkins Valley there was a charge for $1000.00.  Manager Alley stated that the agreement was prepared to match the McLaws Road Fire District agreement.  Manager Alley stated that now he is not sure they even have a homeowners association and they may not be able to enter into an agreement. Manager Alley stated that if they find out they do have an association he recommends that the agreement with them is consistent with the McLaws Road Fire District. Manager Alley stated they may also be paying into the Navajo County Fire District and that is being researched as well. Manager Alley stated that he recommends approval of agreement contingent on whether there is actually a homeowner’s association and whether they are paying into a fire district. Vice-Mayor Haussman asked if the Department responds to another area do they get paid.  City Clerk Reyes stated that there is a multijurisdictional IGA in place which covers response to assist other agencies. Councilmember Peterson made a motion to enter into a fire protection agreement with the Perkins Valley Homeowner’s Association upon evidence that the association exists and is legal.  Councilmember Carlisle seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
E. City Clerk Reyes asked Council to approve renewing agreement with Amber Smith for Zumba instruction.  City Clerk Reyes stated that agreement is the same as all others, $25.00 per month facility rent and for a term of 2 years.  
F. Finance Director Sullivan explained that this item had been brought to Council a month ago and the bid was awarded at that time. Finance Director Sullivan stated that it has been determined that the booster pump which was awarded will not work with the telemetry system the City currently has so the item was re-bid with proper specifications. Mr. Sullivan stated that he is recommending awarding to R.W. Turner as the lowest most responsible bidder in the amount of $58,777.29 for two pumps with variable frequency drives. Finance Director Sullivan stated that the contractor also priced to redo the electrical panels for $3,862.00 which Staff is also recommending as part of the project. Finance Director Sullivan stated that Norm with EDCS (telemetry system) is also recommending R. W. Turner. City Manager Alley stated that the new bid amount is lower than the original approved bid. Manager Alley stated that the bid had been awarded earlier but a contract was not entered into. City Clerk Reyes asked if the prior bid needed to be rejected before awarding the new bid. Manager Alley asked if Council would make a motion to award the contract contingent on what the Attorney determines for the prior bid before issuing an award.  Councilmember Carlisle so moved and the Mayor seconded.  Vice-Mayor Haussman stated that since the prior bid was not compatible with our system the bid was voided automatically.  The Mayor called for the question and the motion carried unanimously.
G. Vice-Mayor Haussman stated that he has spoken to many residents of Holbrook who are genuinely concerned about the physician situation in Holbrook since the retirement of Dr. Casanova. Vice-Mayor Haussman asked if there was something that could be done to initiate getting another physician in Holbrook. Vice-Mayor Haussman asked if this would be worth having a work session with all the entities which are currently providing medical care in Holbrook to establish options. Councilmember Cobb stated that he liked the idea of a work session. Manager Alley suggested that he contact Summit Healthcare to see if they have a Physician they can locate here. Councilmember Maxwell stated that he personally would like to know what services are available in Holbrook.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that Dr. Casanova’s practice had a clientele and there would’ve been a dollar amount associated with it so that it can be marketed.  Mayor Hill stated that the City sold property to Summit Healthcare so they have some vested interest in Holbrook.  Manager Alley stated that they had a big project in Show Low and then were planning to spend money in Holbrook. Vice-Mayor Haussman stated that he thinks a work session may help all the different entities communicate. Mayor Hill stated that Physician searches are very expensive and competitive. Vice-Mayor Haussman stated that he would like an inventory of what is available in Holbrook and separate the facts from the fiction. Mayor Hill made a motion that Manager Alley contact the service providers and report back to Council what he finds out.  Vice-Mayor Haussman seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
H. City Clerk Reyes presented Ordinance 13-01 captioned as follows for its first reading:
AN ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE 

CITY OF HOLBROOK, ARIZONA, AUTHORIZING

THE PURCHASE OF REAL PROPERTY BY THE CITY OF HOLBROOK:

NAMELY PARCEL NUMBERS 109-19-077 AND 109-19-078, MORE FULLY DESCRIBED IN EXHIBIT “A” ATTACHED HERETO

Manager Alley stated that this property is located next to the two lots currently owned by the Fire Department which are next to the old APS office.  Manager Alley stated that he is attempting to get the APS office donated to the City and if that happens he would like to set it up as police department.  Purchasing this land will allow for future planning for City facilities which would make long term sense.  
H. City Clerk Reyes presented Ordinance 13-02 captioned as follows for its first reading:  
AN ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE 

CITY OF HOLBROOK, ARIZONA, AUTHORIZING

THE LEASE OF REAL PROPERTY OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK:

NAMELY A PORTION OF PARCEL NUMBERS 109-24-001(EMPTY LOT ON NORTHWEST SIDE OF HUMANE SHELTER), MORE FULLY DESCRIBED IN EXHIBIT “A” ATTACHED HERETO.

Manager Alley stated that previously Mr. McPherson had requested to purchase this parcel for expansion.  Manager Alley stated that now Mr. McPherson is requesting to lease the property for 5 years in exchange for fencing, leveling and a gate.  Manager Alley stated that he believes this lease is in the best interest of all parties. Councilmember Carlisle asked what happens if Mr. McPherson sells within the 5 years does the lease go with the property.  Manager Alley said that the agreement would be written so as to not allow for this transfer.
J. City Clerk Reyes reported to the Council that Ms. Duran has vacated the office for massage therapy and has not used the facility for over one year.  Ms. Reyes stated that she had another person interested in renting the facility, Colletta Keesee.  Ms. Reyes stated that the agreement is the same as all the other using the Fitness Center Facility with a rent payment of $25.00 per month for a term of two years and the City being named as secondary insured on liability insurance. 
K. City Clerk Reyes presented Resolution 13-05 captioned as follows:

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK, ARIZONA, AMENDING THE FEES FOR THE HIDDEN COVE GOLF COURSE IN THE CITY OF HOLBROOK.

Manager Alley explained that the resolution is lowering the cart rates at the Golf Course from $10.00 to $5.00 for 9 holes and also the annual membership rates to increase membership and use. Manager Alley stated that the Golf Course will be run like the Fitness Center with a spreadsheet for membership.  Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to adopt resolution 13-05.  Councilmember Cobb seconded and the resolution was adopted unanimously.
L. Chief Jackson stated that this invoice is for taser cartridges not ammunition.  Chief Jackson stated that he does not know how this item got on the agenda as the City is not paying for this as it is being paid for by a grant. Chief Jackson stated that Pro Force is a sole source provider for the taser cartridges. Councilmember Cobb made a motion to approve the purchase from Pro Force as a sole source provider in the amount of $1239.11.  Councilmember Tyler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
