CALL TO ORDER:  

Vice-Mayor Haussman called the meeting to order at 6:08 p.m.
ROLL CALL:
Vice-Mayor Charles Haussman, Councilmember’s Richard Peterson, Myron Maxwell, Bobby Tyler and Phil Cobb.  Mayor Hill and Councilmember Carlisle was absent and excused.

Councilmember Peterson made a motion to approve the items on the consent agenda.

      Councilmembers:
1.  Councilmember Cobb reminded the Council that the Potash Forum would be held at the George Gardner Performing Arts Center on February 29, 2012.

2. Councilmember Cobb commended the Holbrook High School Basketball team for making it to the Final 4 in the State.

3. Councilmember Cobb stated that the public will be impressed with the improvements being made at the Holbrook Swimming Pool.

4. Councilmember Maxwell reported that he had visited the new water well pump house and it looks nice.
5. Vice-Mayor Haussman reminded Council that if they have any questions about any item on the agenda, they can ask Staff before the Council meeting.
      Manager’s Report:
1.  Manager Alley reported that the electric meter has been set for the new well house and power is on.

2. Manager Alley reported that Staff is focusing all efforts on remodeling the pool.  Manager Alley stated that the bathrooms are being completely redone.

3. Finance Director Sullivan reported that a budget work session with be held on March 13, 2012 after the regular meeting.

4. Finance Director Sullivan reported that Staff is looking at refinancing the WIFA loan which if able to do will reduce the interest amount by $60,000.00.  Finance Director Sullivan stated that he would be bringing the refinance documents to Council on March 27, 2012.

OLD BUSINESS:
NEW BUSINESS:
A. Manager Alley stated that this resolution is a resolution of support only for the Apache Tribe’s efforts to fund necessary equipment at Sunrise Park Resort.  Manager Alley stated that all the surrounding communities have been asked to prepare a resolution of support so that the Tribe can use them in their efforts to find funding.  Discussion was held regarding the wording of the resolution and concerns with the possibility that the Tribe may think the City would contribute financially.  Manager Alley suggested that the wording of the Resolution be changed to “support the Apache Tribe’s efforts to find funding for the necessary equipment upgrade”.   Councilmember Tyler made a motion to adopt the resolution with the change to “support efforts to find funding”.  Councilmember Cobb seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
B. Manager Alley presented the lease agreement with American West Potash for the property located at 410 E. Iowa.  Manager Alley stated that American West had asked that the lease be changed to a one year term and after first year be on a month to month basis,   Manager Alley stated the lease agreement has been revised to include such wording.  Councilmember Cobb made a motion to enter into the lease agreement with American West Potash.  Councilmember Peterson seconded and the motion carried unanimously. 
C. City Clerk Reyes stated that this item had been on an agenda in December and that Mayor Hill had asked each Council Member to submit a name to serve on the Charter Review Committee.  City Clerk Reyes reported that she had contacted 4 individual to see if they were willing to serve on the committee.  City Clerk Reyes stated that she has reviewed the Charter and that a 4 year review was not required but could be conducted if the Council so chose.  Manager Alley stated that he hasn’t had any issues with the Charter the way it is so unless Council has items in the Charter to address, he does not believe this needs to be done at this item.  Vice-Mayor Haussman asked if the City were to experience growth would the Charter need to be reviewed.  City Clerk Reyes responded stating that the Charter really doesn’t deal with growth and it would be more important to review the General Plan which is supposed to be done frequently.  City Clerk Reyes stated that the General Plan actually deals with growth and development issues.  Council took no action on this item.
D. Manager Alley stated that Staff bid for landfill services and that two bids were received.  Manager Alley stated that Waste Management was the low bidder with exactly the same bid as last year and that he recommends awarding the bid to them.  Manager Alley stated that the City has had no issues with Waste Management and that they are providing good service.  Councilmember Maxwell made a motion to award the landfill services bid to Waste Management.  Councilmember Cobb seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
