MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE


HOLBROOK CITY COUNCIL HELD ON MARCH 22, 2011 
CALL TO ORDER:  

Vice-Mayor Searles called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.
ROLL CALL:

Vice-Mayor Matt Searles, Councilmembers Richard Peterson, Myron Maxwell, Phillip Cobb and Charles Haussman.   Mayor Jeff Hill and Councilmember Wade Carlisle were absent.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE/INVOCATION:

Councilmember Peterson led the pledge of allegiance and Council Elect Bobby Tyler gave the invocation.
CITY STAFF:  

City Manager Ray Alley, Chief of Police Mark Jackson, Finance Director Randall Sullivan and City Clerk Cher Reyes. 
CEREMONIALS/ANNOUNCMENTS/PRESENTATION:
JMe Baloo from the Holbrook Chamber of Commerce informed the Council that Old West Days will be held on July 8 and 9.  Ms. Baloo stated that the VIP dinner will be held on July 7 at the Hangar.  Ms. Baloo stated that there will also be a Whiskey Ranch Barbeque contest which will be huge with 30-40 teams already registered.  

PETITIONS FROM THE PUBLIC:

CANVASS OF PRIMARY ELECTION:

Councilmember Cobb made a motion to approve the final canvass of the Primary Election.  Councilmember Peterson seconded and the Canvass was approved.

CONSENT AGENDA
Councilmember Haussman made a motion to approve the items on the consent agenda.  
A. Claims/payment approval for February 24, 2011 thru March 16, 2011.
B. Special Event liquor license-Holbrook Elks Lodge April 16, 2011.
C. Approval to purchase UV Lamps for the Painted Mesa Wastewater Treatment Plant in the amount of $15,983.94 from the sole source provider D.C. Frost.
Councilmember Cobb seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

CLAIMS/PAYMENT APPROVAL FOR: Walt’s Hardware:  Councilmember Cobb made a motion to approve claims for Walt’s Hardware in the amount of $2259.58.   Councilmember Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
SUMMARY OF CURRENT EVENTS:

Mayor:
Councilmembers:
1.  Councilmember Maxwell stated that he had attended the Planning and Zoning Commission meeting on Thursday evening.  Councilmember Maxwell stated that Lester Pate was sworn in to the Commission and there were two zone change requests that were heard and denied.  Councilmember Maxwell stated that one of the requests was made by Ed Heward and he will be coming to the Council at a later date with this denial. Councilmember Maxwell stated that Attorney Solomon was at the meeting and that he was impressed with City Clerk Reyes as to her experience and ability to answer questions.

2. Councilmember Cobb thanked the City Employees for all the work they do.

3. Councilmember Haussman stated that he had attended the Passport Potash open house along with Manager Alley, Vickie James, and Dr. Robbie Koerperich.  Councilmember Haussman stated that he believes there is tremendous potential in the potash situation which may mutually benefit the City of Holbrook, Navajo County and other communities.

4. Councilmember Peterson reported that he had visited the new Recycling Business and stated that it is being kept clean and is a great opportunity for people to clean up their places.

5. Vice-Mayor Matt Searles stated that a meeting was held last week which Chief Jackson and he attended along with the Sheriff regarding alcohol transient issues.  Vice-Mayor Searles stated that some of the group will be going to Gallup to look at their model and see if it could be applied here.
Manager’s Report:
1.  Manager Alley stated that he had attended the Board of Supervisors meeting today at which the Dispatch agreement was approved.

2. Manager Alley asked that Council allow for a budget work session on April 12 at 5:00 p.m.

NEW BUSINESS:
A.  Manager Alley read the Arizona Revised Statute requirement that a Chief Fiscal Officer is named by July 1 each year and that name be submitted to the Auditor General.  Manager Alley stated that he is recommending that Finance Director Sullivan be named the Chief Fiscal Officer.  Councilmember Cobb made a motion to name Randall Lee Sullivan Jr. as the Chief Fiscal Officer for the City of Holbrook.   Councilmember Haussman seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
B. Manager Alley stated that when someone disagrees with the findings of the sales tax audit they have an opportunity to request a hearing.  Manager Alley stated that the hearing officer is the City of Phoenix and they would hear the case.  Councilmember Peterson asked what the costs are as it seems open ended and who pays for the cost of the hearing.  Vice-Mayor Searles agreed saying the costs should be more clearly defined and believes the options should be researched more.  Councilmember Haussman asked if Statute specifies that the City of Phoenix is the only venue for the hearing process. Finance Director Sullivan stated that there are only two tax hearing officers in the State and they both work for the City of Phoenix so the City of Phoenix has been designated as the hearing office and they are the only ones who can be contracted with to conduct the actual hearings. Councilmember Haussman stated that Council was not informed of this when they started the audit. Finance Director Sullivan stated that Mr. Holler was aware of the process and there are several large audits coming up so the process to hold a hearing needs to be in place as there could be a potential for use. Councilmember Haussman stated that if someone is being audited we want to be fair and friendly and not cause undue hardship by making them travel.   Finance Director Sullivan stated that the hearings can be held in Holbrook.  Councilmember Haussman made a motion to table the IGA with the City of Phoenix for Municipal Tax Hearing until the next Council meeting.  Councilmember Peterson seconded and the IGA was tabled. 
C. Manager Alley stated that the City received a grant from State Routes to School in the amount of $248,000.00 before he was even the Manager.  Manager Alley stated that there is no match for this grant and the actual work is still two years out.  Manager Alley stated that this will provide Handicap curb cuts and solar speed signs to monitor traffic.  Manager Alley stated that this is the first step to get the process going and he recommends approval.  Councilmember Haussman made a motion to approve the IGA with ADOT for the Safe Routes to School Grant.  Councilmember Cobb seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
D.  Finance Director Sullivan explained that the City had received an Energy Efficiency Block Grant In the amount of $69000.00 which the City has no match. Finance Director Sullivan stated that this grant is to find energy savings for the City.  Finance Director Sullivan stated that one project was to replace lighting.  Finance Director Sullivan stated that project was bid and no bids were received.  Finance Director Sullivan stated that one company showed interest but they had to go to APS to make sure the project could be rebated so they were not able to submit bid on time.  Finance Director Sullivan stated that he recommends awarding the bid to Burden Electric LLC rather than rebidding and holding up the project as they are the only company who showed interest in the original bid.  Finance Director Sullivan stated that they are eligible bidders. Finance Director Sullivan stated that the project will cost $25,742.00 with $8,637.32 being rebated.  Finance Director Sullivan stated that this is only for City offices.  Councilmember Cobb made a motion to award the Energy Efficiency Grant for lighting to Burden Electric LLC for upgrades.   Councilmember Haussman seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
E.  Vice-Mayor Searles Resolution 11-05 captioned as follows:

Manager Alley stated that the City has historically funded some summer recreation through the school such as the weight room, Soccer, Volleyball, Basketball, etc.  Manager Alley stated that with the budget cuts this will not be happening he thought this would be one way the kids would not be penalized.  Vice-Mayor Searles recommended that a block of time be set aside for students only such as 12-4 p.m. and after that are opened for paid members and only when school is not in session such as spring break.  Manager Alley asked to be allowed to re-draft and bring back to the Council. Councilmember Haussman stated that perhaps the wording refers to Currently Adopted School Calendar.  Councilmember Cobb made a motion to table this item.  Councilmember Haussman seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
ADJOURNMENT:

There being no further business to come before the Council at this time, Mayor Hill adjourned the meeting by unanimous consent at 6:39 p.m.
