3. Councilmember Tyler reported that the Community Clean up went well and that over 30 citizens participated.  Councilmember Cobb agreed that it was a great effort.
      Manager’s Report:
1.  Manager Alley commended Jim Gray’s crews for keeping the monument on Highway 180 free from weeds and trash.

2. Manager Alley stated that the wastewater study is almost complete.  Manager Alley stated that at this time all that is missing are 4 manholes.

3. Manager Alley reported that the new water well is 100% complete and is just waiting on a Certificate of Completion from the Engineers which has to be submitted to ADEQ.

4. Manager Alley stated that he would begin installing the diving board at pool tomorrow.

5. Manager Alley reported that a big dent has been made in street improvements. 
OLD BUSINESS:
A.  Manager Alley presented material to the Council which broke down the ridership for the White Mountain Connector bus.  Manager Alley stated that 85% of the riders get off at the County Complex which does not benefit the City as they do not come into town. Councilmember Peterson stated that perhaps the transit system should look at having its services paid for by the ridership.  Councilmember Cobb stated that he would love to have the bus continue and perhaps NPC could kick in funding. If the bus is benefiting them.  Councilmember Tyler agreed stating that the City should not subsidize bringing other employees to Holbrook.  Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to not fund the White Mountain Connector Bus.  Councilmember Tyler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
NEW BUSINESS:
A.  Manager Alley asked that this item be pulled from the agenda.

B. City Clerk Reyes stated that Reel Perfection is a mobile on site reel sharpening company which comes to the Golf Course on an annual basis to sharpen the mowers.  Ms. Reyes stated that the amount for sharpening is over the $999.00 limit that requires three quotes.  Clerk Reyes stated that she tried to obtain quotes from other vendors and was only able to find one and the reels had to be taken to them.  Clerk Reyes stated that Staff is requesting the Reel Perfection be named as a sole source provider for reel sharpening services.  Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to declare Reel Perfection a sole source provider.  Councilmember Cobb seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

C. Finance Director Sullivan asked the Council to enter into a State Mutual Aid agreement as a proactive measure in case a fire situation comes about again this year.  Finance Director Sullivan stated that the agreement is the same as last years and only goes into effect if an emergency is declared.  Councilmember Cobb made a motion to enter into the State’s Mutual Aid agreement.  Councilmember Peterson seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
