CALL TO ORDER:  
Vice-Mayor Haussman called the meeting to order at 6:03 p.m.
ROLL CALL:

Councilmember Maxwell made a motion to approve the consent agenda. Councilmember Carlisle seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

1. Mayor Hill asked everyone to remember the victims of the Oklahoma tornadoes.

       Manager:

1.  Manager Alley reported that the departments are purchasing items gearing up for next year’s budget limitation.  Manager Alley stated that all the oil and fuel tanks will be filled, AB will be purchased along with a small amount of cold mix.  Manager Alley reported that the treatment plant will be purchasing UV lights.
2. Manager Alley reported that the Streets crew finished the road behind Wells Fargo today.  Next will be 7th Street from Florida to Iowa, then 4th Street.  Manager Alley stated that the intersection at W. Erie and 1st will be completed after school is out.  

3. Manager Alley reported that a fire burned down a house on W. Georgia and that property will be cleaned up.

4. Manager Alley reported that the booster pumps and VFDs have been installed at the well house. 
OLD BUSINESS:

A.  FY 2013-14 Budget-Finance Director Sullivan and Manager Alley explained how the expenditure limitation would affect the City since we no longer have Home Rule.   Finance Director Sullivan stated that the Vac-Con will paid off on June 5 as well as the Bank of the West loan, leaving only the treatment plant debt to re-pay.  
NEW BUSINESS:
A.  Manager Alley stated that the Golf Course needs a new greens mower.  Manager Alley stated that specifications were provided by Larson John and bids were obtained. Manager Alley stated that it would be purchased from contingency funds.  Manager Alley stated that Mr. John is recommending the purchase of the Toro from Simpson Norton which is on State Purchasing contract in the amount of $22,728.82.   Councilmember Cobb made the motion to purchase the mower from Simpson Norton in the amount of $22,728.82.  Councilmember Peterson seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

B. Manager Alley stated that the City has tried to use trailers and other methods to spray and Staff has determine that a weed buggy needs to be purchased.  Manager Alley stated that this Kubota buggy can be used to spray mosquitoes also.  Manager Alley stated that the buggy will be paid from contingency funds.  Manager Alley stated that the vehicle has wands which will stretch across alley so that the alley can be sprayed both sides by driving through it.  Manger Alley stated that it will only be used for spraying and the vendor is on State Purchasing.  In the amount of $22,966.87.  Vice-Mayor Haussman asked if it can be used to spray Round-up.  Manager Alley stated that the person who is certified to spray can spray anything.  Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to purchase the Kubota spray rig.  Councilmember Cobb seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
C. Manager Alley informed the Council that he had requested oral quotes for the gas pump and the card lock system for fuel at airport and the card lock system came in higher than he expected so it has been put out to bid.  Manager Alley explained that the fuel pump is not operating properly and he is not real sure it can make it through another winter. Vice-Mayor Haussman made a motion to purchase the gas pump from First Fueling in the amount of $6,137.12.  Councilmember Cobb seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
D. Item was tabled due to the fact that that item was bid.

E. Jerrie Paschal stated that there has been increase interest in the Henning Block.  

CLAIMS/PAYMENT APPROVAL FOR: Walt’s Hardware:  Councilmember Tyler joined the meeting by telephone for this item.  Councilmember Carlisle recused himself as he is the owner of Walt’s Hardware.  Vice-Mayor Haussman made a motion to approve the claims for Walt’s Hardware in the amount of $2172.23.  Councilmember Tyler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
