
MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE


HOLBROOK CITY COUNCIL HELD ON MAY 27, 2014
CALL TO ORDER:  
Vice-Mayor Haussman called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.
ROLL CALL:
Vice-Mayor Charles Haussman, Councilmember’s Bobby Tyler, Richard Peterson and Wade Carlisle.  Councilmember Maxwell was present telephonically.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE/INVOCATION:

The pledge was led by Councilmember Peterson and the invocation was given by Councilmember Carlisle.

PUBLIC ANNOUNCEMENTS AND PRESENTATIONS:
CONSENT AGENDA:

Claims approval for May 8 2014 thru May 22, 2014 and special event liquor license-American Legion-June 14, 2014. Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to approve the consent agenda.  Councilmember Peterson seconded and the motion carried unanimously

SUMMARY OF CURRENT EVENTS:
MAYOR:  
MANAGER:
Manager Alley reported that crews are pouring concrete on the tennis court at 7th Street.

OLD BUSINESS:
Finance Director Sullivan reported that the Chamber has been asking what is happening with the $10,000 and that the Historical Society is asking for additional funding as well.  Finance Director Sullivan stated that the updated budget includes the increase for the Historical Society up to $32,400.  Finance Director Sullivan stated that he has not heard back from the County regarding the HVAC replacement which is expected to cost around $10,000.  Finance Director Sullivan stated that until we have that answer the Chamber amount won’t be changed. Councilmember Carlisle stated that we need to stick with the $57,000 for Chamber and take the $10,000 out of General Fund.  Vice-Mayor Haussman asked what the cost is for the Sun Valley Water.  Finance Director Sullivan stated that Sun Valley is included in the Water budget and he does not have concrete numbers but typically we collect $25,000 annually and expend over $50,000 for maintenance.  Finance Director Sullivan stated that the telemetry for Sun Valley is being worked on and in the future Staff will be looking at looping the dead ends and looking a new well and tank. Councilmember Peterson asked how many customers were on Sun Valley system.  Manager Alley replied “60”.  Councilmember Person stated that at some point perhaps a part time director should be hired for the Historical Society as 16,000 persons visit the Court House annually and they are coming here because of the Court House.  JoLyn Fox stated that even a clerk position would help.  Finance Director Sullivan stated that there is $60,000 budgeted for upgrades in the Water Department which includes Sun Valley and $60.000 in upgrades for wastewater.  Finance Director Sullivan stated that sanitation services will increase from $330,000 to $386,000.  Manager Alley stated that there will be no change in Personnel for the Sanitation Department. Manager Alley stated that an effort is being made to replace all pumps and motors at the treatment plant,  like has been done with the water department so that everything is up to date.  Finance Director Sullivan stated that with everything included, the City will still be under the State Imposed Limitation. Finance Director Sullivan stated that the tentative budget could be adopted on June 10 if Council desires as the entire budget has been covered. Councilmember Carlisle stated to plan on the 10th and if we have to we can move it.  
NEW BUSINESS:
A. Manager Alley presented the bid results for the Library Canopy which is a grant project.  Manager Alley stated that the City has to pay up to $50,000 as a match.  Manager Alley stated that the two bids were D.W. Lusk at $61,337.00 +tax and Pointe Construction in the amount of $37,364.00.  Manager Alley stated that he is recommending D.W. Lusk’s bid for the following reasons:  1. Bid to remove existing wall and footing, remove existing entry, install entrance stairs, install piers, roofing and soffit. Manager Alley stated that the other contractor did no research and plan to bolt the structure to the existing wall and tie into the wall and building.  Councilmember Peterson made a motion to award the bid to D.W. Lusk in the amount of $64,762.00 which includes the tax.  Councilmember Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
B. City Clerk Reyes asked the Council to approve an agreement with Callie Jensen to provide personal training at the Fitness Center.  Ms. Reyes stated that Ms. Jensen will be required to obtain same insurance as others renting the facility as well as pay $25.00 per month.  Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to approve the agreement.  Councilmember Tyler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

C. Vice-Mayor Haussman presented Resolution 14-09 adopting a policy regarding the use of alcohol at the Holbrook Volunteer Fire Department Buildings.

 Manager Alley stated that Chief Simpson would like to give the Council further information.  Fire Chief Simpson stated that the Fire Department would like to present two proposals to the Council:  to be allowed to set the dates that alcohol can be used at the building or the City lease the building to the Fire Department and let them police themselves. Vice-Mayor Haussman stated that at the last meeting Council had issued directives with Chief Simpson to meet with his officers and it is his understanding that this has not been done.  Chief Simpson stated that Manager Alley was going to ask that this item be table tonight.  Manager Alley stated that he feels this item should be tabled until research is conducted.  Councilmember Peterson made a motion to table this item.  Vice-Mayor Haussman seconded and the item was tabled unanimously
D.  Chief Jackson requested that the Council extend the allowance of a police officer to take his vehicle to his residence in Jospeh City for another 3 months until the new officers are on the road.  Councilmember Peterson made a motion to allow the officer to take his vehicle to his residence for another 3 months.  Councilmember Tyler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

CANVASS OF SPECIAL ELECTION:

Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to accept the canvass of the special election with the results being 278 yes votes and 69 no for the budget override. Councilmember Peterson seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Councilmember Tyler made a motion to approve the claims for Walt’s Hardware in the amount of $1276.88.  Councilmember Peterson seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

There being no further business to come before the Council at this time Vice-Mayor Haussman adjourned the meeting by unanimous consent at 7:00 p.m.
