MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE


HOLBROOK CITY COUNCIL HELD ON JUNE 12, 2012
CALL TO ORDER:  

Mayor Hill called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.
ROLL CALL:
Mayor Jeff Hill, Councilmember’s Wade Carlisle, Richard Peterson, Myron Maxwell, and Phil Cobb.  Vice-Mayor Haussman was absent and excused due to work and Councilmember Tyler was absent and excused for personal reasons.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE/INVOCATION:

Councilmember Cobb led the pledge of allegiance and Councilmember Maxwell gave the invocation.
CITY STAFF: 
City Manager Ray Alley, Finance Director Randall Sullivan, Chief of Police Mark Jackson and City Clerk Cher Reyes.
CEREMONIALS/ANNOUNCMENTS/PRESENTATION:
Mr. Pierce and Mr. Tiller of L&B Communications introduced themselves and their business L&B Communication to the Council.  L&B recently purchased the former GK Morris Garage across from City Hall.
PETITIONS FROM THE PUBLIC:

CONSENT AGENDA:
A.  Claims/payment approval for May 3, 2012 thru June 6, 2012.

B. Minutes of the regular meeting held on May 22, 2012.
Councilmember Peterson made a motion to approve the consent agenda.  Councilmember Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
CLAIMS/PAYMENT APPROVAL FOR: Walt’s Hardware:  
Councilmember Tyler joined the meeting telephonically. Mayor Hill and Councilmember Carlisle recused himself from this item as he is the owner of Walt’s Hardware.  Councilmember Cobb made a motion to approve the claims for Walt’s Hardware in the amount of $3675.19.  Councilmember Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously. Councilmember Tyler excused himself from the meeting.
SUMMARY OF CURRENT EVENTS:

      Councilmember:

1.  Councilmember Cobb reported that on June 23, 2012, St. John’s Baptist Church would be hosting a community party at Lewis Park.
2. Councilmember Cobb reported that there will be a Petroglyph Park meeting tomorrow at 10 a.m.

3. Councilmember Carlisle reported that he had done price comparisons for bus rides and the White Mountain Connector averages $3.73 per rider while Valley Metro is $48.00.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that 58% of the funds go to ADOT.

4. Councilmember Carlisle reported that he would like to consider the possibility of small livestock in the City limits.
      Manager’s Report:
1.  Manager Alley reported that due to the computer issues at City Hall the financial statements have not been distributed.  Manager Alley also stated that Assistant Manager Sullivan was working on finalizing the budget to bring before Council on June 26 for tentative adoption.

2. Manager Alley reported that he is trying to obtain a grant for the Airport Beacon.  Manager Alley stated that this will be a priority for next year. 

3. Manager Alley reported that Teri Walker has been hired as the Special Events Coordinator and will begin work on June 18.
4. Manager Alley reported that the pool is up and running well and that the pump work came in at budget.

5. Manager Alley reported that street work is continuing on W. Florida and 13th Avenue then will move to Clearview Heights to finish what was started there last fall. 

6. Manager Alley reported that tomorrow morning at 7 a.m. Staff will be pouring a special concrete mix over the basketball court to improve the condition of the court.

7. Manager Alley reported that Cholla Ready Mix is hauling millings for staff and that several streets and parking lots will be milled for under $15,000.00 including Lewis Street, Hunt Park and Lisitzky Park.
OLD BUSINESS:
Mayor Hill presented Ordinance 12-02 captioned as follows for its second reading:
AN ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE

CITY OF HOLBROOK, ARIZONA, AUTHORIZING

THE LEASE OF REAL PROPERTY OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK:

NAMELY A PORTION OF PARCEL NUMBER 109-37-006A, MORE FULLY DESCRIBED IN EXHIBIT “A” ATTACHED HERETO.

Dr. Carlton introduced himself to the Council and explained what his ministry would be doing with the former NPC dorms.  Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to adopt the Ordinance.  Councilmember Cobb seconded.  A roll call vote was held with the following results:  Councilmember Carlisle, “aye”, Councilmember Cobb, “aye”, Councilmember Maxwell, “aye”, Councilmember Peterson, “aye” and Mayor Hill, “aye”.
NEW BUSINESS:
A. Assistant Manager Sullivan presented bid results for Well #3.  Assistant Manager Sullivan recommended awarding the bid to The Pump Company as they were the only bidder and they are an APS Solutions Contractor who works to maximize rebates.  Assistant Manager Sullivan stated that this pump will be covered by the Energy Efficiency Community Block Grant and will take one year for the return on investment.  Councilmember Cobb made a motion to award the bid to The Pump Company in the amount of $18,056.74.  Councilmember Carlisle seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
B. Manager Alley presented an IGA with Navajo County for an MCAT Officer.  Manager Alley stated that the City used to participate in the MCAT program and the agreement is the same as the prior one.  Chief Jackson stated that Ray Patterson will become the MCAT Officer and the Department will not be losing an officer. Chief Jackson stated that this position is grant funded.  Councilmember Cobb made a motion to enter into an IGA with Navajo County for the MCAT Officer.  Councilmember Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
C. Manager Alley requested for the Council to enter into a memorandum of agreement with the Arizona Public Safety Procurement Program to obtain excess Department of Defense property.  Chief Jackson stated that the annual fee is $250.00.  Chief Jackson stated that Department could then request certain equipment and be allowed to use it.  Chief Jackson stated that the once the Department no longer needed the equipment it would have to be returned to State Procurement.  Chief Jackson stated that they have Humvees, weapons, vehicles and several other items available.  Councilmember Cobb made a motion to enter into the MOU with the Arizona Public Safety Procurement Program.  Councilmember Carlisle seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
D. Mayor Hill presented Resolution 12-06 captioned as follows:

A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF HOLBROOK, ARIZONA AUTHORIZING AN JOINT PROJECT AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF HOLBROOK AND THE ARIZONA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION FOR THE MCLAWS ROAD PROJECT.

Manager Alley stated that this IGA is for the paving project on McLaws Road which will pave from Hennessey to just past the SDA.  Manager Alley stated that the City’s share of the project is projected to cost less than $60,000.00 which is 5.7% of the total project.  Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to enter into the IGA with ADOT for the McLaws Road paving project.  Councilmember Cobb seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

E. Mayor Hill and Councilmember Carlisle declared a conflict of interest on this item.  As there was not a quorum the item will be placed on agenda at a later time.

F. Manager Alley stated that Staff will be enforcing the portion of City Code relating to Swap Meets, Flea Markets and Garage Sales.  Manager Alley stated that restrictions have been in place in code but haven’t been actively enforced.  Manager Alley stated that persons who wish to operate a swap meet will have to obtain a conditional use permit through Planning and Zoning.
G. Manager Alley stated that he had been approached by Ken Karges and Harold Elson regarding the City right-of-way along Joy Nevin.  Manager Alley stated that both gentlemen wish to be allowed to fence in the right of way to keep the transients out.  Manager Alley stated that both gentlemen have agreed to keep the fenced in area clear of weeds and trash and they understand that there are utilities located in this right of way and they will have to allow access.  Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to allow Ken Karges and Harold Elson to fence the right-of-way along their property with the stipulation that they must install a gate and if the access is needed to utilities they are responsible for repairs to fencing.  Councilmember Cobb seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
H. A request from Tim McPherson to purchase the property beside his current business to allow for expansion.  Manager Alley stated that he had informed Mr. McPherson that he would have to pay for an appraisal and legal survey to determine the size of the property and obtain current value.  Councilmember Carlisle asked to see Survey 9-71 before anything is done.  Staff said they would attempt to locate the requested survey.
