MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE


HOLBROOK CITY COUNCIL HELD ON JUNE 18, 2013 
CALL TO ORDER:  
Vice-Mayor Haussman called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.
ROLL CALL:
Vice-Mayor Charles Haussman, Councilmember’s Myron Maxwell, Richard Peterson and Bobby Tyler.  Mayor Jeff Hill, Councilmember Cobb and Councilmember Carlisle were absent and excused.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE/INVOCATION:

Vice-Mayor Haussman led the pledge of allegiance and Councilmember Tyler 

gave the invocation.
CITY STAFF: 
City Manager Ray Alley, Finance Director Randall Sullivan and City Clerk Cher Reyes.

Vice-Mayor Haussman announced that Holbrook Public Schools registration would be held July 23 through July 25.

Councilmember Peterson made a motion to approve the consent agenda. Councilmember Tyler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

      Manager’s Report:
A.  Manager Alley reported that the Golf Course mower is in.
B. Manager Alley reported that Staff has completed Erie Street and will begin on Hennessy next.

C. Manager Alley reported that Tractor Supply is to start remodel of the old Basha’s building on July 1.

D. Manager Alley reported that Popeye’s will be opening in the Truck Stops of America Building.  It is anticipated that the restaurant will seat 76-78 and should be open sometime in August.

E. Manager Alley reported that the Truck Stops of America is building a 5 bay diesel shop.

OLD BUSINESS:

A.  Finance Director asked Council to discuss approving the $4,000 raise for all employees portion of the budget tonight if they see fit that way it will become effective July 1, 2013. Finance Director Sullivan stated that the tentative budget will come to Council for possible adoption on July 9 at a Special Meeting. Vice-Mayor Haussman stated that he would like this item specifically placed on agenda for raises so that the public knows what is being done.

B. Vice-Mayor Haussman presented Ordinance 13-04 for its second reading captioned as follows:

Manager Alley stated that the property is non-developable and that it was included in the original improvement district.  Manager Alley stated that the land has no value.  Manager Alley stated that the road had not been deeded to anyone.  Councilmember Tyler made a motion to adopt the ordinance.  Councilmember Maxwell seconded.  A roll call vote was held with the following results.  
NEW BUSINESS:
A.  Vice-Mayor Haussman presented Ordinance 13-05 captioned as follows for its first reading:

Manager Alley stated that the Public Fiduciary owns this property and they do not want it and have offered to give to the City for closing costs.  Manager Alley stated that he plans to clean the building off the lot and perhaps use it later for lawn area for the Senior Center.

B.  Finance Director Sullivan stated that a grant application had been submitted to the Heritage Fund which will allow the purchase of fanny packs, field guides, bird lists and binoculars to be used at the Petroglyph Park.  Finance Director Sullivan stated that the only match is an in-kind match and the amount is $6150.00.  Councilmember Maxwell asked what the match was.  Finance Director Sullivan stated that it is $5,000.00 but it is in-kind.  Finance Director Sullivan stated that everything has to be approved through the Heritage Fund and Game and Fish.  Finance Director Sullivan stated that Staff is working on another grant which will make paths and a blind to watch birds from.  Councilmember Maxwell made a motion to approve the grant application.  Councilmember Peterson seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

C. City Clerk Reyes stated that the special event application is usually not presented to Council for approval but due to the type of event Staff is requesting Council to approve it.  City Clerk Reyes stated that the event is a burn out competition and there is a possibility that there may be skid marks left on the concrete when after the event. Adrian Tubbs representing the Gear Head Club stated that the danger involved in no more than any other activity and explained you put the front brake on and spin the back tires.  Mr. Tubbs stated that there is ample room at the park.  Councilmember Peterson made a motion to approve the event.  Councilmember Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
D. Vice-Mayor Haussman presented Resolution 13-07 captioned as follows:

Manager Alley stated that this Resolution is for an ADOT grant for pavement preservation of the taxiway.  Manager Alley stated that amount of the grant is $422,342.00 and the City has to pay 10% and he recommends approval.  Councilmember Peterson made a motion to approve Resolution 13-07 and enter into the grant agreement.  Councilmember Tyler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

E. Manager Alley reported that the new fire truck has been ordered and the contract with the items added and deducted as agreed upon by Council in the amount of $252,002.45. Manager Alley stated that Vice-Mayor Haussman asked if the time for delivery of truck is still the 9 month time frame.  Manger Alley stated that was correct.
