MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE


HOLBROOK CITY COUNCIL HELD ON JUNE 26, 2012
CALL TO ORDER:  

Mayor Hill called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.
ROLL CALL:
Mayor Jeff Hill, Vice-Mayor Charles Haussman, Councilmember’s Wade Carlisle, Bobby Tyler, Myron Maxwell.  Councilmember Peterson and Councilmember Cobb were absent and excused due to for personal reasons.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE/INVOCATION:

Mayor Hill led the pledge of allegiance and Councilmember Tyler gave the invocation.
CITY STAFF: 
City Manager Ray Alley, Finance Director Randall Sullivan, Chief of Police Mark Jackson and City Clerk Cher Reyes.
CEREMONIALS/ANNOUNCMENTS/PRESENTATION:
Chief Jackson presented a plaque in recognition of Sylvia Marez’s 31 years of service to the Police Department and the City of Holbrook.  Ms. Marez is retiring from the City.
PETITIONS FROM THE PUBLIC:

CONSENT AGENDA:
A. Claims/payment approval for June 7, 2012 thru June 20, 2012.

B. Minutes of the regular meeting held on June 12, 2012.

Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to approve the consent agenda.  Vice-Mayor Haussman seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
CLAIMS/PAYMENT APPROVAL FOR: Walt’s Hardware:  
Councilmember Tyler joined the meeting telephonically. Mayor Hill and Councilmember Carlisle recused himself from this item as he is the owner of Walt’s Hardware.  Councilmember Cobb made a motion to approve the claims for Walt’s Hardware in the amount of $3675.19.  Councilmember Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously. Councilmember Tyler excused himself from the meeting.
SUMMARY OF CURRENT EVENTS:

         Mayor: 
1. Mayor Hill commented that he has received nothing but compliments on the City Parks and Facilities. Mayor Hill commented that the basketball court looks nice as well with the new concrete.
      Councilmember:

1.  Councilmember Tyler reported that he would like to have APS donate the building across from City Hall to the City for a youth center.
2. Councilmember Tyler stated that he would like to hold a work session at the Rock Art Ranch to obtain ideas for the Petroglyph Park.

3. Councilmember Tyler reported that the Lewis Park Road is wonderful.
      Manager’s Report:
1. Manager Alley reported that the Streets Department has completed three milling projects:  East Hermosa, Lewis Drive and the parking lot at Hunt Park ball field.  Manager Alley stated that Blue Sage will be next, along with Lisitzky Park and the Petroglyph Park.

2. Finance Director Sullivan presented a financial report through the month of May 2012.  Finance Director Sullivan stated that the Parks budget is over due to improvements as well as the Golf Course.  Finance Director Sullivan stated that Airport is over due to a large fuel purchase.  Finance Director Sullivan stated that all departments are currently at or below budgeted expenditures.
OLD BUSINESS:
A.  Mayor Hill and Councilmember Carlisle declared a conflict of interest on this item.  As there was not a quorum the item will be placed on agenda at a later time.  Councilmember Maxwell stated that he was opposed to this item.
NEW BUSINESS:
A.  Manager Alley presented bid results for concrete, slurry and ABC.  Manager Alley stated that Quality Ready Mix was the low bidder once again and recommended awarding the bid to them.  Manager Alley reported that all bidders were from outside City limits.  Vice-Mayor Haussman made a motion to award the concrete, slurry and ABC bid to Quality Ready Mix for another year.  Councilmember Carlisle seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
B. Finance Director Sullivan stated that a balanced budget is before the Council for tentative approval and the main change that he wants to discuss is the Lodger’s Tax.  Finance Director Sullivan stated that Lodger’s Tax will have its own fund again and any monies not spent will be rolled over into the fund balance at the end of the fiscal year.  Finance Director Sullivan stated that the Events Coordinator position has been added to the budget also and all these changes are reflected on page 11.  Finance Director Sullivan stated that Lodger’s Tax revenues are higher than projected so he increased the budget to the amount which is coming in this year. Finance Director Sullivan stated that he has created line items for specific events in this budget also.  Finance Director Sullivan stated that all revenues and expenditures balance with each other.  Manager Alley stated that there have been two additional personnel added to the budget from last year’s budget but this did not change the budget much.   Finance Director Sullivan stated that items within the budget can be moved around and changed after tentative adoption but the total budget cannot be increased.  Finance Director Sullivan stated that the total budget is $10,163,631.00.  Manager Alley stated that Staff budgeted extra funding in Parks and Recreation for repairs and maintenance as there are several items that need to be taken care of. Councilmember Carlisle asked why the Police Department personnel budget had increased.  Finance Director Sullivan stated that Emily’s  salary has been moved back to Police Department from Lodger’s Tax and that Officer Ohlson’s salary is not reflected in Police Department budget rather than Grants.  Finance Director Sullivan also pointed out that funds are being transferred from General Fund to HURF to keep up road work. Finance Director Sullivan stated that additional funding has been placed in equipment budgets for Fire Department, Police Department and Water/Wastewater Department as the radio equipment may have to be changed to digital. Councilmember Maxwell made a motion to adopt the tentative budget for FY 2012/2013, In the amount of $10,163,631.00 Vice-Mayor Haussman seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
C. Manager Alley suggested that perhaps a work session would need to be held on this item. City Clerk Reyes explained that there is not a specific animal code but rather certain zones which allow for animals.  Ms. Reyes stated that she had placed these zones and the specifications in the agenda packets. Ms. Reyes stated that in the zones the animals must be kept 400 foot from a residence or industrial zone or 600 square foot per animal and must be 40 foot from any property line.  Manager Alley stated that a work session should be held to determine if the code should be updated.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that animals are in areas not zoned for them anyway so the code needs to be looked at to determine if the animal portion needs to be expanded. Manager Alley stated that it is restrictive and it should probably go to Planning and Zoning for review. Staff stated that some animals are allowed in residential zones such as chickens.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that he would like this addressed by Planning and Zoning.  
D. Manager Alley reported that the Department of Agriculture and EPA had paid a visit regarding the Round-Up the City was distributing for weed control.  Manager Alley stated that after visiting with Staff the agencies suspended the City from distributing the Round-Up.  Manager Alley stated that he will continue to look for other alternatives.
E. City Clerk Reyes stated that Hill Brother Chemicals is the installer of the chlorination system at the water pump house and that Staff would like to declare them a sole source provider for the purpose of purchasing the chlorination tabs.  City Clerk Reyes stated that Hill Brothers is the wholesaler and any other dealer obtains the product from them and then sells it and a price they determine.  Councilmember Maxwell made a motion to declare Hill Brother Chemical a sole source provider for chlorine.  Vice-Mayor Haussman seconded and the motion carried unanimously
