CALL TO ORDER:  
Mayor Hill called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.

CONSENT AGENDA:
A.  Claims/payment approval for June 21, 2012 thru July 5, 2012.
Coucilmember Maxwell made a motion to approve the consent agenda.  Vice-Mayor Haussman seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
CLAIMS/PAYMENT APPROVAL FOR: Walt’s Hardware:  
Mayor Hill and Councilmember Carlisle recused themselves from this item as they are the owner of Walt’s Hardware. They also recused themselves from Old Business Item A. for the same reason. Councilmember Tyler made a motion to approve the claims for Walt’s Hardware in the amount of $12,059.49.  Councilmember Cobb seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
OLD BUSINESS:
This item was moved before summary of current events as the Mayor and Councilmember Carlisle were recused from the meeting.  Manager Alley stated that this is the item which was presented to Council before where a vending machine is provided for the dispensing of certain items that the City uses most often such as ear plugs, safety vests, toilet paper, and paper towels.  Manager Alley stated that all items are on a consignment basis and the City only pays for what they use.  Manager Alley stated that the machines will monitor who takes the items which will help with inventory control.  Manager Alley stated that high quality items can be placed into the machine rather than lower cost Chinese made items.  Manager Alley stated that Staff will be purchasing items from Fastenal whether the vending machines are approved or not as they are unable to get the items from Walt’s.  Councilmember Tyler made a motion to approve the Fastenal contract for a period of 1 year.  Councilmember Cobb seconded.  The vote carried on a 4 for and 1 against vote with Councilmember Maxwell casting the nay vote.
